We abused the flexibility of a conslitution under
which our country could have develaped with
changing times, and we moved backwardy towards
government by force and away from government
by repreésentation and agreement.

The most restrictive and oppressive laws which
are passed by our rulers do nor affect the people
who have the vote; in fact, they are designed
to keep the vaoters in a favoured position of
privilege, earned by virtue of having a white
skin. The official opposition, beging white, has
therefore no real incentive to pet rid of a govern-
ment which irics to entrench white supremacy.

What thes can the dissatisfied non-white South
Africans do, the vast majority of South Africans,
to bring about change? Effective political orpatii-
sation, strikes. passive resistance, protest demod-
trations, offering themaeives for arrest, burning
passhooks, all these things are made iflegal and
are put down by force. This causes race hatred,
leads to bloodshed, disrupts normai life, and
destroys cenfidence I our economic  Futuore.
Only at the end of this muserabie and wasteful
process is the white voter affected. and only then
does he begin to think about (he disadvantages
of government policy becausc it affects his pocket.

This stupidly mdirect method of having to
show up an inadequate government by violence.
strikes and so on, and by economic collapse,

muost be changed, and the machinery of an
efficienl  parliamentary democracy must  be
installed.

But the only BEg cppositton parly, the United
Party, has made absolutely no promises thal,
if it should get into power, it will widen the
franchise sufticiently to give our tron-white South
Africans an effective say in government. Nor
has the United Patty much hope of success, aince
the rules of a free eglection are already beinp
tgnared by the Government, as the S.A.B.C.
and the edugation system are being used un-
serupulously to instil Nationalist attiludes into
while volters.

s there then any good reason for throwing all
ane’s energies jnto an election* which offers no
hope for future peaceful change, whichever way
the result goes?

The small political parties which do advocate
real increase in suffrage cap and will use the
election to get across their pelicies to a very
small group of voters. persuading them that il is
tar-sighted and enlighlened self-interest to estab-
lish # real democracy, as well as being right
and Just. o T

There is, however, no fime for this slow process
of education to bear froit, because, an the one
