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DURING April 1982, a memorandum pre­
pared by the Detainees' Parents Support 

Committee (DPSC) claimed that systematic 
and widespread methods of torture were 
employed by the Security Police during the 
interrogation ol detainees. 

The Minister of Law and Order, to whom 
this memorandum was presented, rejected 
these allegations. Subsequently, an officer of 
the CID approached the DPSC, having been 

appointed to investigate the allegations made 
in the initial memorandum. 

In response to this, on September 30, 1982, 
the DPSC submitted more than 70 particulars 
of allegations by ex-detainees, in which 
various forms of torture, intimidation and 
pressure were set out. Particulars wars sent 
to the CID officer appointed to investigate 
the allegations levelled and to the Ministers 
of Law and Order and Justice. 

'I want to ask that we Identify all people who make these wild, exaggerated allegations, 
wherever they are made, as liars and continue to Identify them as liars. We must continue to 
say, "We cannot believe you".'
