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As townships are often sealed off during police raids
and unrest, people in the townships have hardly any ac-
cess to emergency treatment by health professionals.

An alternative way to meet the needs for emergency
treatment during times of crisis is to train members of
communities in first aid and life-saving and in manage-
ment of medica’® emergencies such as blunt trauma, bullet
wounds, tear gas injuries, burns, etc,
