STATEMENT OF THE NATIONAL EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
OF THE ANC ON JANUARY 8 1983, THE 714t ANNI-
VERSARY OF THE FOUNDING OF T H &  AFRICAN
NATIONAL CONGRESS.

Fellow South africans, teoday, Jan-
ary 8th, we mark the 7lst Anniversary of
our organisation, the African National
Congress, We are beginning a new polil-
tical year. We must therefore set our-
selves new tasks which we should strive
to achieve in the coming year, We are
merking the important occasion in the
history of our protracted struggle at
the time when the revolutionary ferment
amongst all sections of the black opp=-
ressed majority has reached unpreceden-
ted heights and has plunged the ruling
racist clique into deeper and deeper
levels of political and economic crisis.

A distinctive feature of this all-
round crisis facing the oppressor class
is that the initiative has shifted into
the hands of the people and continues so Eresident O.R.
to shift. We are on the offensive to Tambo ~ "What
put an end to the cruel system of naticn- 18 to be done?"
al oppression and economic exploitation.

It is the process that the Pretoria rulers can neither
defuse nor halt. Within the confines of the apartheid sys—
tem there is no way out of this crisis situation. ''he
real s olution lies in the victory of the revolu-
tionery forces, the dismantling of the apartheid macli-
nery and the transfer of political and economic power to
the democratic majority. Each yean as our forces advance

on the enemy, this, our chérished goal, becomes clearer and
nearer,
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This time last year we proclaimed the year of the
70th Anniversary of the ANC as the Year of Unity in
Action. Drawing on the historic lessons conteined in
seven decades of struggle under the leadership of the AllC
we had soughi to ensure during this past year chat all
those, at homne and abroad, wno are opposed to the anart-
heid system and stand for a democratic South Africa
should unite in action and act in unity whereby to expe-
dite the process of our liberation. In the coaing period
we shall need to defend and consolidate all the gains that
were made in the stru;gle to ensure the widest pozsible
united action of the forces' of progress in our country.

We have to struggle continuously to overcome all ob-
stacles and differences amongst ourselves that are bloc!:-
ing the realisation of unity and united action. We shall
furtheriore need to build on these gains, continuously to
strive for the situation in which the millions of our
people can move as one behind a united leadership and in
pursuit of commonly=-agreed goals.

Bent on entrenching racial domination and rexping |
super profits from sweated black labour the racist rulers
continue misreading the lessons of the historical develop-
ment.of mankind, For that reason they are determined to
pluige our society into the worst of human catastrophes.
In shorp contrast to the encmy's strategy of racial and
ethnic  segnentation, the ANC and its allies continue to
uphold and fight for the ideal of a unitary, non-racial
and democratic society for all our people, Black a n d
White .

FREEDOM CHARTER

Our policy document = the Freedom Charter - adopted
in 1955, has not only stood the test of time but is win-
ning the hearts and minds of growing numbers of our
people, including honest patriots and democrats in the
white community ag well, For this reason the Zotha~-
IMalan regime has launched a counter-offensive to blot
out the AIIC politically, liquidate its lecaders, exter-
minate its activists and supporters and if possible
destroy the very spirit for freedom and to inflict the
greatest pogssible damage on our broad movement £ o r
n:tional liberation. To achieve this goal the Pretoria
rulers, their army and security forces, collaborators from
among the black people and mercenary agents recruited
from 2ll over the globe are wvorking out and actually
implementing tnis plan at home and abroad.

COUNTER-OFFENSIVE

At the centre of this counter-ofiednsive, typical of
all colonisers and oppressor classes, therc lies the dirty
political and ideological propaganda to discredit our
strategy and policy iaside and outsi:e the country
using the state propaganda machinery., Of course, accomp-
anying all this ideological offensive, arrests, deten-
tlons, physical ani mental torture .7 anti-apartheid
activists and democrats,as well as their murder, continue
wzbated. Jome of the wost recent cases of patriots
being killed by the fascist police in detention are those
of lloabi, Dipale, leil Agrett and others. ilso prominent
b
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in this enemy strategy is the
use of the weapon of assassina-
tion., Some of the victims in-
clude our dear Comrades Joe
Gqabi in Harare, Griffiths Mxe-
nge in Durban, Petrus and Jabu
Nyaose in Swaziland and Ruth
First in Mozambique,

The countries of Southern
Africa are embroiled at the
present time in an undeclared
war launched by the Pretoria regime, Whether it be in
Mozambique and Angola, Lesotho or Zimpabwe, Botswana or
Jambia, Seychelles, Mauriiius or Malagasy, the apart-
heid monster is involved in a deliberate campaign of
murder and pillage. Ourpeople have been slaughtered in
cold blood and have even had their bodies desecrated.
The enemy has stated the purposes of this aggression
quite clearly when it has repeatedly proclaimed its in-
tention to act against these countries so long as they
allow the ANC to be present within their territory.
Clearly therefore, the peoples of Southern Africa are
having to pay the supreme sacrifice as they have done and
are doing in Angola, Lesotho, Mozambique, 4imbabwe and
elsewhere in the region becauce they are refusing to bow
down to the demands of the enemy, to have the African
National Congress and SWAPO of Namibia uprooted and
expelled from this region.

PACTS

The ofier made a few days back by the racist Prime
lhinister Botha to the independent states of Southemn
Africa for these states to sign non-aggression pacts with

apartheid South Africa constitutes part of this offensive
designed to imposc Pretoria's will on these states, Botha
is the persistent aggressor. No African couniry has fired
a single bullet across its borders into South africa, and
yet Dotha is inviting the targets to sign a non-aggre-
ssion pact with the aggressor. If he believes in Non-
aggression, uhy does he not stop aggression? If lhe
believes _in aggression, how will a non-ag cgression pact
stop him?
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During the past year +this regime has been encouraged
in its counter-offensive by the criminal activities of
Zionist Israel against the people ‘of Lebanon and the
Palestinian refugees in that country and the Palestinian
Liberation Organisation, the PLO, After repeated raids,
ageression into Lebanon,during the course of which the
4ionist Israeli troops mercilessly butchered both the
Lebancse and lalestinians and sought to destroy whole
cities, the Zionists ultimatecly occupied ‘virtually the
vhole of Beruit and other parts of Lebanon.

PTERRCR

Apart from anything else, the Pretoria regime used
this experience to prepare the white South African popu-
lation for similar campaigns of terror against the pecoples
of Southern Africa, as happened and is happening in sovth-
western Zambia and in Maseru. Significantly, both Zionist
Israel and fascist South Africa enjoy the full, active,
political and material support of the Reagan Administra-
tion. It is this support that has strengthened t h e
striking capability of these two regimes. We need to say
here that tragically the white population and certainly
all its political parties openly acclaimed this campaign
of terror and allowed themselves to be used to legitimise
the commission of these crimes. The racists have proudly
proclaimed that up to 86% of the white population of our
country supports the policy of aggression against inde-
pendent Africa and it especially approved the brutal
laseru lassacre. Ve would like to urge our white compa-
triots, seriously, to weigh the disastrous implications
and the dire consequences of their being accomplices in
the comnmission oi' these heinous crimes against the people
of Africa, :

The Reagan Administration has placed itself firmly and
unequivocally among the bandit forees that are conducting
a reign of terror throughout Southern Africa. 1lts sup-
port for the apartheid regime consist precisely in encou-
raging these fascicts to intensify their counter-offensive
and in guaranteting them immunity from punitive interna-.
tional action. 4very crime that the Pretoria regime
cormits, be it in South Africa, Namibia or elsevhere

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be ars iashington's stamp of approvale. “This regime
goes into action baclied by ihe logistic, financial and
political support of the United otates, The apartheid
regime, acting in its own risnt and in furtherance of

the global strategy of the Jnited States, consti.utes a
strike force for the accomplishment of the counter-revo-
lutionary objective of defeating the progressive forces
of Southern Africa, including SWAPO and the ANC, a n d
transforming our region into an exclusive economic,
political and nilitary preserve of the imperialist world.

ORGANISATION

In the face of this determined eneny countcr-offensive
we must hit baci with all our strength, ensuring; that
the millions of our people are engaged in s.rujgle., To
increase our oifiensive power we must uruwnl ;¢ tiie peoyple
in*o strong mass denccratic orgenisations., Ve nmnus t
or;anise all revolutionaries into under;roundi units of
the AllC, Ve must organise all combatants into units of
Unlchonto we Sizwe., VWe must organise all democratic for-
ces into one front for national liberation., Large scc-
tions of our people remain unorganiscd, Ve should not
allow this situation to continue any longer.

For us to achieve victory it is essential that we
ensure that the masses ol our people engage in stiru_gle
as a conscious and united force, That requires that these
nasues nmust have their own deilocratic organisations Lo
movilise and guide them and through whlch they can
themselves make their own point of view heard., o for
only & small minnrity of the black workers igs orgenisca
into trade unions. 1t is the tasx of the existing demo-
cratic trade union movement to ensure that the unorganisecd
workers are in fact organised. This organisational driv.
must encompass also the workers in the mines.and in
agriculturc, Ve do have to bend all efforts to ensure
that every wvorler belongs to a demnocratic tride union.
Therefore with all the power at our command ve na:ie a
special appezl to the deimocratic trade union niovement to
come together again and actually succeed to draw up an
adopt a plan for the united action of the deiocratic non-
racial trade union movement.

Among the ey elemen.s in the enemy's strutegy of
survival and the entrenchment of the apartheid syuten are

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the proposals put forward by the so~called President's
Council. Central to this plan is the co-option of the so-
called Coloured and Indian communities of our popula-
tion as tools to be used for the perpetuation of white
minority domination, It has dawned. on the white minority
that alone, unaided, it is unable to prolong the life-
span of apartheid. The recent deeision of +the South African
Labour Party to support and participate in the implement-
ation of the President's Council's schemes must therefore
be condemned without reservation, The african
Hational Congress calls upon all our people in the so-
called Coloured Community to reject this decision and to
rebuff all attenpts to draw them into the camp of the
oppressors, to set them against the majority of the people
of South Africa, to set them against the peoples of Southe
ern Africa and the entire continent, to set them against
the international progressive community.

The campaign for the rejection and defeat of the enemys
counter-revolutionary constitutional plan is a task of all
patriotic South Africans; Africans, Indians and democratic
whites in addition to our people in the Coloured community.
Therc can be no solution to the South African problem
without the transfer of power into the hands of the majo-
rity. During this ycar the Botha regime will scek to
enact and implement its so-called Orderly lovement and
Settlement of Black Persons Bill. This bill is intended
t0 legalise genocide on a new and unprecedeynted scale, It
aims to enslave the African workers as never before and
will result in the deportation of millions of our people
into the Bantustans in pursuit of the obnoxious plan of
turning South Africa white. We must launch the most con-
certed campaign to defeat this Nazi bill with its inten—
tions. It must be resisted with every possible means on
a national scale,

Ka-NGWANE

Despite its restoration of the control of iie Ka-
Ngwane and Ingwavuma areas to the respective Dantustan
administraticns, the Botha regime has clearly not aban-
doned its plan of depriving more than a million of our
people of their birthright as South African citizens. It

The decisions of the Maputo summit are by their very
nature a reflection of the position of the OaU and its
member-states, In this connection it is important to e
phasise that the people, especially of South Africa and
Namibia, are as never before in need of the efffective
support of the OAU. It is of course common knowledge .
that during the past year the OAU has experienced serious
internal problems. As part of the African continent, as
part of Africa's progressive forces we must work for a
