
Sigma signs 
first maternity 
agreement 
THE motor industry's first 
formal maternity agreement has 
been signed at Sigma near 
Pretoria, 

The agreement which forms 
pan of a wage deal negotiated 
by the National Automobile and 
Allied Workers Union gives 
women workers three month's 
unpaid maternity leave. 

During this time, the company 
has agreed to pay the worker's 
medical and pension contribut­
ions. 

Sigma also said where possible 
it would place women workers 
back in a job at the same rate of 
pay.
