
No wonder Transkei doesn't want 
THE MINISTER of Social Services 
of the Transkei ha& announced 
new minimum wages for workers 
in three industries in the Transkei. 

He has appealed to all workers 
to keep up high productivity to 
make the new determinations 
worthwhile. 

Mr Mlongeni said the new wage 
levels were in line with his pledge 
lo look after the welfare of 
Transkeians in the social and 
labour spheres* 

unions! 
The new wage levels in the 

manufacturing* building and civil 
engineering industries have been 
increased to 34 cents an hour for 
men and to 32 cents an hour for 
women. 

This means a man will earn 
R15.64 (without deductions) for 
a 46 hour working week, and a 
woman R13.72. 

The determination also lays 
down a minimum increase of VA 
cents an hour each year until fur­
ther notice from the Wage board. 

Together with the Ciskei. 
Vends and other Bantusfan go­
vernments, the Transkeian govern­
ment is opposed to trade unions 
operating inside its territory. 

Transkeian workers on the 
Hand say: "It is easy to see why 
this is so!"
