O V E R 8 0 0 0 w o r k e r s in 
FOSATU's Uitenhagc factories 
stoppped work for 15 minutes 
on March 28 in memory of 
those killed at Langa a week 
earlier* 

Machines were switched off 
and workers gathered for a 
short prayer meeting. 

At the meet ings , worker 
leaders outlined the history of 
the struggle for liberation. 

Recalling the shootings at 
Sharpeville in 1960 and now at 
Langa in 1985, they said the 
struggle for freedom from op­
pression would not be halted by 
events like these, they only 
made people more determined. 

The workers then observed a 
few moments of silence and fin* 
ished off with the singing of 
Nkosi Sikelela. 

In many of the factories, 
workers wecped as they re­
membered loved ones senseless­
ly murdered in the massacre. 

In some of the factories, even 
the clerks, cafeteria staff and 
medical staff joined in the 
stoppage. 

And staff in the FOSATU of­
fices in Port Elizabeth and 
Uitenhage also observed the 
time of silence.
