
Call for 
charges to 
be dropped 
THE International Metalwork­
ers Federation has called on 
the South African government 
to drop "once and for all' the 
case against Moses Mayekiso, 
the Transvaal branch secretary 
of the Metal and Allied Work­
ers Union. 

Brother Mayekiso, together 
with other members of the 
S tayaway Commi t tee , was 
charged with 'subversion' for 
h i s role in the November 
stayaway — the charge carries 
a prison sentence of up to 25 
years. 

However, when the other 
members of the committee 
failed to appear in court, the 
State *provisionally* dropped 
the case. It is believed that the 
others have fled the country, 

IMF general secretary, Her-
man Rebhan, said: 4A provi­
sional dropping of this case 
makes a mockery of even South 
African justice.'
