Deadline for detainees release 
FOSATU has sst a December 1 
deadline for the first stage of 
its campaign to win the release 
of the detained union leaders. 

The federation has begun to 
mobilise worker members and 
will be taking up the detentions 
with employers at all levels. 

However, if no response is 
forthcoming by the beginning 
of December, then FOSATU 

will move on to the next stage 
of the campaign which will 
involve specific forms of in­
ternational solidarity. 

The campaign was planned 
at the recent meeting of 
FOSATU's National Executive 
held on November 18, 

The federation believes that 
the detentions arc part of a 

crackdown on all forms of dem­
ocratic organisation in South 
Africa* 

It also believes that new fonns 
of political protest are needed 
to combat the crackdown on 
the unions. 

It is clear that FOSATU's 
members are prepared to take 
further action if necessary. 
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
