
Call for one 
powerful union 
made at meeting 

SINGING workers al the Annual General Meeting of the Transvaal 
branch of the Metal and Allied Workere Union held at the KwaThema 
stadium. Well over 4 000 workers attended the meeting in spite of 
transport difficulties* A Springs bus company refused to send buses 
into the KwaTliema township and only informed the union days 
before the AGM* In a resolution passed at the meeting, the workers 
called for all metal unions to merge into one powerful union in order 
to effectively oppose the giant metal employers1 assocation, SEIFSA. 
Tile resolution calling for unity was closely linked with other resolut­
ions condemning SEIFSA for its "manipulative1 role in industrial 
council wage talks. The workers committed themselves to continuing 
the fight for a living wage into 1985. Other important resolutions 
urged the union to oppose retrenchments and to fight for proper 
family accommodation, the workers also attacked influx control and 
[he 'Koornhof Bills* as instruments of apartheid*. The metal workers 
resolved to fight for proper democracy and a free society where 
wealth would be more equally distributed.
