
Visas turned down 
TWO lop officials from the Can­
adian Labour Congress — Can­
ada's giant trade union*fedeiat-
ion — have been refused visas to 
visit South Africa. 

Rick Jackson and Paul Purriit 
from the CLC's international 
department were due to visit 
unions in South Africa, includ­
ing FOSATU, towards the 
middle of November. 

But days before their visit was 
to have begun, they were sudd* 

enly informed by the South 
African government that their 
applications for visas had been 
turned down. 

The turning down of their 
visit, Paul Purritt told FOSATU 
Worker News, would be regarded 
in Canada as an insult to the 
entire Canadian trade union 
movement.
