In a report which motivates a 
resolution on America's Foreign 
Policy, ACTWU also attacks 
South Africa's apartheid system.

which the minority white gover­
nment controls and exploits the 
majority non-white population 
of the country is one of the 
most cruel and systematic forms 
of racial oppression ever 
devised/ it says. 

The report says that an indep­

endent black trade union move­
ment has emerged in recent 
years 'despite a continuing gov­
ernmental policy o f arrests, 
torture, bannings and o titer 
persecution of black trade union 
leaders and those assisting organ­
isation*. 

4Wc commend the textile wor­
kers at the Frame company for 
their courage in pursuing union­
isation in the face of great com­
pany and government opposit­
i o n / it adds. 

The report continues to single 
out the homelands policy as one 
of the 'worst manifestations* o f 
apartheid because it makes most 
o f South Africa's blacks foreign­
ers in their own land.
