
'Only worker unity will safeguard SA's future' 
WORKERS in the 'true spirit of 
resistance* had fought against 
racism in their factories and 
workshops, in every day life and 
in society, FOSATlTs U s 
Kettledas told a mass meeting of 
over 4 000 people held in the 
Eastern Cape recently. 

The pre-election meeting was 
called by independent trade 
unions, community and church 
organisations to show their rej­
ection of the government's new 
deal 

Continuing his speech. Brother 
Kettledas said now that the 
independent trade union move­

ment had eradicated this evil, 
*we see again attempts on 
another level to introduce apart­
heid/ 

'This we reject, as it is only 
through the unity of workers, 
that our future will be safe­
guarded.1 

'And we will be able to succ­
essfully fight for a society 
where all people will be equal 
and where no-one will be opp­
ressed and exploited a society 
free from racist and capitalist 
exploitation/ he said. 

Brother Kettledas called on 
the press to stop labelling anli-

cleclion organisations as "buy-
cot iers\ 

'Name us what we are, the 
resistance, because that is what 
we are the resistance 10 capitalist 
and colonialist exploitation/ he 
said. 

Brother Kettledas said it was 
only when workers had a decis­
ive say in the things that affect­
ed them that there could be a 
just society. 

'And in order to do this, 
worker power should be based 
on effective organisation at the 
point of production - in the 

factories, the shops , the farms 
and wherever workers are/ he 
said. 

'Unless it is a democracy* in 
which representatives carry out 
the mandates and are account­
able to the people, it is a false 
democracy and should be re­

jected out of hand/he added. 
In conclusion. Brother Kettle­

das said, 'Worker organisations 
will be crucial in developing a 
new and just nation and wc 
await the day when we can en­
sure a democratic government of 
the people/
