
Union 
activists 
detained 
TWO Chemical Workers Indus­
trial Union organisers and the 
chairman of the union*s Trans­
vaal branch were recently de­
tained under section 50 of the 
Interna! Security Act by Secu­
rity Police. 

A CWIU spokesperson said 
that the police detained Brian 
Moholo, the senior steward at 
Sasol, and Beki Ntshalintshali 
as they came out of a meeting 
with management on Septenv 
ber 12. Tsidiso Ntaopane was 
picked up at the union offices at 
Secunda, 

On the same day, police also 
detained Morgan Mathcbula, 
the union's shop steward at 
Chesebrough, but released him 
later that day. 

Meanwhile, in the Eastern 
Cape, National Automobile and 
A l l i e d W o r k e r s U n i o n 
organiser, Makhaya Sam, has 
also been detained. 

A union source said that on 
the afternoon of Tuesday Sep­
tember 10 Brother Sam had 
p i c k e d u p a n u m b e r of 
Goodyear workers on his way 
back to work from Kwanobuhle 
township. 

'Police stopped him and ac­
cused him of doing kwela kwela 
and took him away. Later on 
we found out that he had been 
detained under the Emergency 
Regulations/ she said. 

Earlier this month police 
searched FOSATU'e president, 
Chris Dlaminis house for the 
third time.
