A FOREMAN at a Port Eliza* 
beth textile factory, who came 
to work in his SA Defence 
Force uniform, was recently 
dismissed by the company 
shor t ly after workers had 
c o m p l a i n e d a b o u t h i s 
behaviour* 

Senior shop steward at the 
Cape of Good Hope. Henry Ray* 
m o n d . s a i d w o r k e r s had 
complained that the foreman 
was e x t r e m e l y rough and 
aggressive. 

When the ioreman came to 
work in his full army uniform 
the workers saw this as out­
right provocation particularly 
considering the role of the 
S A D F in p o l i c i n g t h e 
townships* 

Brother Raymond said the 
shop stewards had discussed 
the foreman's attitude with the 
general foreman who had said 
that he would speak to him. 

But things came to a head 
when the foreman issued Hen* 
ry Raymond with a warning for 
allegedly refusing to listen to 
the instructions of another 
foreman. 

According to Henry Ray­
mond, when the case came be­
fore the personnel manager the 
foreman who had supposedly is­
sued the instructions admitted 
that he had never spoken to 
Brother Raymond*
