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STUDENTS decided to 
formulate an Education 
Charter stating their 
demands for a demo­
cratic education. This 
took place al the annual 
national congress of the 
Azanian Students Or* 
ganisation. attended by 
over 200 students, at 
Hammanskraal in July. 

The charter will be 
drawn up in consul­
tation with all demo* 
cratic peoples organisa­
tions co-ordinated by a 
steering committee. A 
national education 
charter conference will 
be convened later. 

Students agreed that 
there were many prob­
lems facing women on 
black campuses. A com­
mittee was elected to 
look at these problems. 

Joe Phaahla, who 
was re-elected as Presi­
dent, highlighted the 
theme for the year, 
Education Towards a 
Democratic Society, in 
his opening address. 
Other speakers included 
Paul David of the Natal 
Indian Congress. 

Student delegates 
and observers came 
from the universities of 
Durban-Westville, Fort 
Hare, Cape Town, Wit-
watersrand, Natal Medi­
cal School. Western 
Capefc Turfloop. Zulu-
land and Medunsa.
