SARHWU: organising SATS workers 

The following i s an interview with members of the South African 
Railway and Harbour Workers Union (SARHWU) a t the Delmore hoste l 
s i tuated near Germiston. Workers are engaged in organizing other 
workers for the union. At present the management (South African 
Transport Services) i s refusing to recognize the union. Shop-
stewards and union o f f i c i a l s have met with harassment and deten­
t ions af ter the union launched a campaign l a s t year to get workers 
to resign from the management-created Black Staff Associat ion. 

Despite t h i s the organizing campaign i s s t i l l on. At Delmore 
attempts are not only made a t the worksphere, workers are a lso 
organized a t the homesphere - in t h i s case in the hoste l provided 
by SATS. Workers interviewed are not only members of the r e c r u i t ­
ing committee, but a lso form par t of the Delmore hoste l executive 
committee es tabl i shed to struggle against bad l iv ing condi t ions . 

At present the compound manager uses compound secur i ty guards who 
guard the h o s t e l . Their primary task i s to check who ge t s in and 
out of the hos t e l , around the clock. All hos te l inmates are sup­
posed to have the i r hos te l permits to gain access . In the pas t 
( this has stopped since the inception of the hoste l committee) 
hos te l dwellers were forced to spend the night a t the Delmore 
railway s t a t ion waiting rooms if they fa i led t o produce the i r 
hos te l permi ts . V i s i t o r s are not allowed. A loudhai ler i s usually 
used t o c a l l out those who have v i s i t o r s , and the meeting place i s 
outside the h o s t e l . 
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
