We have emerged from a
battle of principle, a conte-
st between the present
criminal system of white
domination and the future
society based on the ideals
enshrined in the Freedom
Charter.

Battlelines Drawn

On one side of the ba-
ttlelines stand the people,
the representatives of that
future, who were and are
resolved to seize the init-
iative from the oppressor,
to reject and challenge the
celebrations of oppression
and exploitation by the ra-
cist regime and its suppor-
ters. On the other is the
racist minority which was
bent on roping us into
its festivities to join in si-
nging choruses ol praise to
‘providence’ for the 20 ye-
ars of the uninterru

rule of terror. As we all
know, subsequent upon this
event were our days, the
S5th anniversary of June

16th and June 26th, South

Africa Freedom Day which
we had to ohYserve in a
fitting manner, Botha's
threats and violence notwi-
thstanding!

Such were the forces
pitted against each other,
then and now. The unani-
mous voice of the people
called for the boycott of
and protest against the op
ressors’ festivities and just
as loudly for the active co-
mmemoration of June 16th
and 26th. What is signifi-
cant is that these calls we-

. re translated into concrete

action; action through
ich we have been tempered
for an even more heighten-
ed offensive for the destr-
uction of racism and expl-
oitation.

In Asia il guided the
great Vietnamese people in
their defeat of the
overwhelming force of
world imperialist reaction
and provides the Vietnam-
ese workers and peasants
with the strategy to adva-
nce towards the socialist
way of life.

In Africa it has been
proclaimed as the fundament-
al guiding ideology by
countries such as Ethiopia,
Benin and the Congo. In
our own subcontinent, Mar-
;hm-lanlnism has become
an inspiration of the newly-
independent states of
Angola and Mozambigque
who have transformed their
liberation movements into
workers’ vanguards dedicated
to the task of the constru-
ction of socialism right on

South Africa's borders.
Foreign Lands

And who is it that ace-
uses .us, South African Com-
munists of injecting foreign
ideology into South African
politics? It is the very raci-
sts who ca'ne from foreign
iands with the bible on the
one hand and the gun on
the other. In the name of
so-called “European civilisati-
on”, to deprive our people
of the land, transformed us
into reserves of cheap labour
and imposed an alien settler-
ruling class which maintains
its grip with the support
of foreign imperialist powers.

This ruling class fears
us, South African communi-
sts, precisely because we
are and have always been
of the people on the very
soil of our land! They
fear us because we represe-
nt the future South Africa
of one united people where
there will be no masters

strengthen our grip on the
initiative we have seized,
will require a bold and ho-
nest assessment of the viec-
tory we have scored. To
answer the question, ‘how
do we go forward" we must
look at the factors which
ensured this decisive victory
“At no time in the pa-
st 20 years has the major-
ity of the people so effect-
ively acted out their united
opposition to the apartheid
racist regime”™, President
Tambo said in his address
to the people of South Af-
rica on June 1si. “Seldom
has the polarisation between
the racists and the mass of
the people been so striking-
ly dramatised!” Such is the
the great achievement of the
the anti-white-republic cam-
paign. We have together
registered our rejection of
the racist republic and all

its represents.

United Action

Our patriotic organisati-
ons and leaders seized upon
the regime’s festivities - an
issue quite central to the
lives of all South Africans -
to mobilise all the people
for united action to isolate
the hated regime and those
who support it.

Our common view to call
for joint action by all free-
dom loving South Africans
and to identify the theme:
‘there is nothing to celebr-
ate!" is in itsell a great

achievement. For mass ac-
tion we all found a common
issue with an appeal to a
wide spectrum of forces of

opposition. Further, we so-

ught and found the appro-
priate organisational forms.
In the recent campaign
we [ormed our anti-Repub-
lic Day Committees and

campaigned in many partis
of the country for a mass
boycott of the festivities.
All patriotic organisations,
churches, sports clubs and
organisations and significant-
ly, a section of the indepe-
dent trade union movement
joined in the campaign for
the boycott, an achievement
unprecedented since the All-

Anti-Republic Committees

Yet, did the organisat-
ional formations established
to lead the campaign - the
anti-Republic Day Committ-
ees include in their ranks
all organisations opposed Lo
the celebrations? What eff-
orts were made to form
such committees in all regi-
ons including the rural areas
and at national level
to ensure united, planned

and co-ordinated actions by
all the people? The experi-
ence of the 1961 anti-white
republic struggle teaches us
that a campaign of such di-
mensions requires Lhe exist-
ence of a national front
with an effective organisat-
jonal form, to lead the pe-
ople through all the stages
of the campaign.

These actions were given
added impetus by the eff-
ective, well-coordinated ar-
med actions by the People's
Army, Umkhonto we Sizwe =
actions which also demons-
trated Lhe unity in our si-
ruggle between mass politi-
cal and armed resistance.
The sabotage on railway li-
nes in Port Elizabeth, Joha-
nnesburg, Durban and other
areas gave concrele support
to the sitay-at-home, whilst
the daring attack on the
recruiting centre of the ra-
cist SADF strengthened the
growing resistance of many
white youth Lo forced con-
scription into the army of
oppression, al a lime when
the democratic wh ite voulh
were in aclion side by side
with their black compatrio-
ts. The co-ordinalion, pre-
cision and sophistication of
the attacks which the enemy
had to concede, signifly a
greal sten forward in our
struggle. The combination of
these important aspects of
people’s war - mass actlion,
underground work and ar-
med actions, is an art that
we musit all continue to le-
amm and master for it is a
pre-requisite for viclory.

Master and Develop

We must continue to
master and <evelop this un-
ity in action because the
point at issue, as our Pre-
sident said in his address
on June 1st, is nol just the
day, the 31st of May.
