Death benefit —to
be increased to five

At present , our familics
will only receive twe
years' earmnings if we die
— which is far too little.

The union's demands
are reasonable.We have
spent many meetings
irying 1o win them,but
the Chamber of Mines
15 big-headed, and says it
has given enough
improvements.
