KADRE and other death squads have the support of the Aquino gov­
ernment President Cory Aquino has called them a \oocretc mantfes-
talion of people's power" According to the independent Commission 
on Trade Union nghts, such anaefcs show the increasing use of vigdarv 
tes and Lalm American style disappearance as pan of the Aquino gov­
ernment's l o w intensity conf l ict ' strategy used against opposition 
forces.

A p a r t h e i d s c o l o n y 

The background to the prob­
lem of wodters in Namibia is die 
reality of Namibia's status as a 
colony illegally occupied by racist 
South Africa. Labour legislation 
is conservative and racist 

The M U N came about as the 
miner* own answer lo a situation 
of colonialism and apanheid. 

In South A f r i ca , wages for 
mincwnrken who do ihr hardest 
and most dangerous work in ihc 
mines arc amongst l l r lowest in 
the Sou th A f r i c a economy. 
Wages for nuneworitera are. on 
average. 20 percent below those 
in manufacturing 

But in Namibia, the situation is 
different Miners in Namibia gel 
more money those than workers 
in other aeclorm. Bui wages on 
Namibian mines arc often lower 
than on similar mines in South 
Africa. 

For example the m in imum 
wage for the A l band at Dc Beers 
mines in Namaqualand, Kimbcr-
kry and Premier is now R553 a 
month. Although MUN recently 
negotiated a 2 1 % increase al 
some mines, there arc workers 
getting as low as R90 a month 

W o r k e r c o n t r o l 

The M U N and mine workers 
take democracy and workers 
control w r y seriously. At* their 
special congress in February 
M U N resolved that Ihe union 
had Ihc crucial task of helping 
build democracy. Workers had 
the practical task of dealing or­
gans of and building "Peoples* 
Power". 

M U N has been harassed by 
mine authorities and the regime. 
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
