EW DELHI.—Expressing “strong feelings” on the Sharpeville massacre,
Mr. Nehru said in Parliament the action of the South African Government
had shocked tha conscience of the world “‘more particularly we in India

and other countries of Asia and Africa—and 1 would not exclude Europe or

America.’*

He added: “This is not end of the episode but a prelude to future

conflicts. The people of Africa will not submit to this kind of thing and there
can be no doubt that people in Asia, to whichever country or to whatever party
or group they might belong, will give their fullest sympathy to the people of

Africa.

"THE Pnime Minister daid that
be bad no doubt that Asian
people would give their fullest
sympathy and support; to the
Aftican 1n these hour fef tnal,
This was ont of those very special
bappeniogs which affected the
course of history and might be
the prelude to future conflicts
He compared the shootiag with
the Amntsar massacre 1n 1919
when Briush troops fired on In-
dian crowds, kiling over 400.
That, too, bad been the prelude
of upheavals and struggles, He
went on:

“Here 15 Africa, 1n proud and
defiant mood, in which, after
centuries of suppression, magy
countries have become 1ndepend-
tat and many more will become
independent On the other side
there 18 this picture of people who
formed the nation with small
groups of settlers from Europe.
Of course, the settlers are eatitled
te full citizenship. Nevertheless
8 migority passing all manaoer of
¥ aws of segregation and aparthesd
and finally asking thg people of
Afeica not to move ab&ut without
passes as 1f 1n prisor and copvert-
sag South Africa for the majority
of 1ts population 1nto a kind of
semi-prissn—this 1 an  extea-
oedinary thing,

No Relations

India had no diplomatic re-
{atiops with South Africa and 1a
sy case a protest Note would be
a feeble thiog He could not pay
what the United Nations would
do about 1t, but bhe did not think
#this 1arge-scale kalliag and even
more the spirit bebind i, the
spint of racial roastezy and

authorntarianism, the spinit of
segregation and treating the great
majority of people as an infersor
race and sub-human species, will
ever be accepted by Ama or
Africa or even the world,"”

The subject was raised by
