PYs O lay down one's life, even alone, for what one considers to be right, is the very core of

Satyagraha. More, no maun can do. If a man is armed with a sword he might lop off a few
hands but ultimately he must surrender to superior force or else die fighting. The sword of the
Satyagrahi is'love and the unshakeable firmness that comes from it. He will regard as brothers
the hundredé of hooligans that confront him and instead of trying to kill them he will choose
to die at their hands and thereby live. Thisis straight and simple. But how can a solitary
Satayagrahi succeed in the midst of a huge population?......A Satyagrahi may never run away from
danger irrespective of whether he is alone or in the company of many. He will have fully
performed his duty if he dies fighting. The same holds good in armed warfare. [t applies with
greater force in Satyagraha. DMoreover, the sacrifice of one will evoke the sacrifice of many and may
possibly produce big results. There is always this possibility, But one must scrupulously aveid
the temptation of a desire for results...... Satyagraha is always superior to armed resistance.
This can only be effectively proved by demonstration, not by argument, It is a weapon that
adorns the strong. It can never adorn the weak. By weak is meant the weak in mind and
spirit, not in body. That limitation is a quality to be prized and not a defect to be deplored.
One ought also to understand one of its other limitations. It can never be used to defend a

Wrong cause.

As long as the root cause of
the trouble is not removed, the
trouble itself is bound to recur,
There may be a temporary patch-
ing up, but thatis a very differ-
ent thing from a cure. The
sufferer cannot escape a recurrence
of his suffering until the root-
cause of it is removed,

In discussing the case of Indian
disabilities under the respective
Union Governments, my en-
deavour has been to probe down
to the root-cause {or causes) of
the trouble.  With every apology
for secming immodesty, I believe
1 have arrived at the truth of the
mattee.

At the risk of repeating myself,
1 have reiterated my view again
and again. For a great Teacher
has contended that the Truth
tan never be emphasised too
often.

‘The truth, of course, is not
always pleasant hearing, but if we
are wise we shall not reject it on
that account, The physician who
merely flatters his patient may be

more pleasing but a very poor
healer, nevertheless.

A brief diagnosis of the South
African Indian case discloses the
following facts,

In spite of the circumstances
surrounding the settling in South
Africa of the majority of those
who ariginally migrated have and
the inducements held out to them
and their descendants, Indians
by virtue of their *race” and
“colour™ are considered to be a
mischievous  “foreign  body” in
the South African body politic,

Their presence in increasing
numbers despite the restrictions
on immigration, taken together
with their success in the various
callings in which they engage is
felt to seriously impede the Gov-
erament’s policy of Herrenvolk as
applied to Natives and Coloureds,

That policy has been given
various names or labels, but re.
duced to its simplest terms, is
that of the Transvaal Boer Re.
public: “There shall be no equal-
ity in Church or State berween
Whites and non-Whites,”

.Since the eoterprising  and,
generally speaking, far more ad-
vanced Indian element undoubt-
edly menaces the success. of that
policy, the repatriation of Indians
has long been regarded as the
only solution of the difficulty,

Naturally, and quite rightly,
the Indians, the present genera-
tién of whom are mostly South
Africans by birth, refuse to be
disposed of in this (ar any other)
manner. On the contrary, they
claim the right to recognition as
a civilised, integral part of (he
South African nation. To which
attitude, the present Govern-
ment’s reaction is, “If you wont
get out we shall freeze you aur,”

For all practical purposes the
Indians are voiceless, Their
uumerous protestations and those
of their friends and Supporters
have been treated with contempt,
~They are an obstruction and
therefore must be removed and

destroyed regardless of ethical or
moral considerations.

What the Indian population is
“up against’” is a deep-seated
inborn prejudice the Powers that
Be are employing every device to
artificially keep alive.

Being wholly unnatural it would
die, and that pretty quickly, were
it allowed to do se.  Lictle chil-
dren learn to love their black
“Nannies.” Their European par-
eats find nothing incongruous in
eating food prepared by black
cooks or enjoying the services of
black servants both in and out of
their homes.

Indian traders almost invariably
get along well with their Euro-
Ppean customers.

Indian doctors bave a con-
siderable practice among Euro-
pean patients,

There is no doubt whatever
that, but for the artificial restric-
tions imposed, the vast reserve
of Native labour would, in very
short order become powerful con-
tributions to the real wealth and
prosperity of the country,

In this regard, class interests—
both of farmer and European
trades unions— help considerably
to fortify the innate and artifi-
cially maintained colour prejudice
previously referred to.

The farmers want cheap black
labour—the old slaver complex
dies bard—the white artisan class
dreads the encroachment of black
skilled Iabour upon its preserves,

The above is, it is submitted,
a fair and true summoary of ihe
position-  What does 1t disclose?
What is the evil that has to be
cured? What the seed of the
mischief that bas to be eradicated?

Race and colour prejudices,
like religious fanaticism, are diffi-
cult things to overcome., When
they are fortified by material seif-
interests, they are far more diffi-
cult to deal with.

Unreason refuse to listen to
reason.  Material  self-interests

can always find a hundred ex-
cuses for closing its ears to the
voice of conscience,

Yet, we know that Reformation
is \impossible except by Conver-
sion. Throughout the history of
mankinds struggles, changes for
the better. such for example, as
the abolition of chattel slavery,
have been brought about by per-
sistent appeals to Conscience,
rather than by the employment
of brute force.

Apast from brute force being
indefencible, it, obviously, is out
of the question in the problem
under consideration.

Looking facts squarely in the
face, it may well be that there is
no escape from the material ruin
hanging over the heads of the
Indian community. We learn
that steps are already being taken
to enforce the law,

The community can bowever,
if it earnestly wills to do, escape
the moral degredation of acquies-
cing by their conduct in the
doing of these evil things, They
can refuse to participate in the
operation of a law that has been
universally condemned as jmmo-
ral, unjust and a violation of
every accepted canon of truth
and righteousness,

The price to be paid miy
be high. The loss of all
Honor, Self-Respect and  the

respect of a watching, indignant
world,  For, ccuversion, whizh
means a change of hearts, isa
slow process.

As 1o poiating the way to 2
closer binding of the several
sections of the Indizn people so
that they may act asa co-ordij-
nated whole, there is -obvieusly,
but one way which is to drop
tndividual and collective jea-
lousies, rivalries and competitions
for leadership. The. welfare of
the whole has to Be recognised as
of far greater importance than
the separate interests of any one
section’ or individual,

Just as the sacrifice of 2 limb
¢.2. by amputation, may be neces.
sary for the survival of the cest of
the body, so individual and sec-
tional concerns must be subord,-

r
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nated to the ioterests of the com.
munily as a whole.

Acd, that all rests with the
people, themselves.

Thete are certain things no one
individual can do for another;
that each of us must do for him-
self. In this instance, each must
decide what part he is to play,
whether that of hero or of coward.
Each may himself be an Apart-
beidist, playing for his own
pafety and | indifferent to the
fate of the rest of the community,
or recognise that his dutyis to
identify himself with the whole
community of which he is an in-
tegral part.

The Bible story relates that
Sodom and Gomorah might have
been spared from destruction if
even three righteous men could

The “Lays of Aucient Rome"
tell how three brave men kept the
ranks of Tuscany at bay while
the bridge that spaoned the Tiber
was being destroyed,

Gandhiji and  his followers
freed India from foreign domina-
tion through sacrifice.

Worldly  success may have
weakoed the moral fibre of a
section of the Indian people who
have attained it, but I refuse to
believe tha: the old heroi¢ spirit
Gandhiji inspired is entirely
dead.

HE general public is
D[F perplexed at  the

crime wave in South
Africa that is surging higher
and higheras the days go by.
There was a time when
peopite could keep their
houses copen all day and all
night and wander about
wherever they liked and not
a pin would be lost. That
freedom of movement is lost
altogether. It is not safe
to move about unprotected
anywhere either by day or
by night.  The authorities
ate baffled; the law courts
take a very serious view of
it and do not hesitate to put
the law into effect with in-
creasing severity. But that
does not tend to lessen the
crime inany way. Itseemsto
be ever increasing, Has any-
one given a serious thought
as to why that is so and
whether the remedial mea-
sures thatareat presenttaken
are correct and adequate?
There is a saying among us
that “As the king issoare
his subjects.” Have the
authorities thought of this?

Are they capable of doing

so? [s the crime wave not
a reflection’of their own mis-
deeds? Thosc in power in
olden times used to impose
punishment to suit the crime
but at the same time they
were more spiritually-mind-
ed and took steps to cleanse
themselves as  well as
others. The tendency to-
day among those in power
is, in all matters, to tackle
only the branches and not
to give the slightest thought
as to whether there is some-
thing wrong at the very root.
What then is the root
cause of all this evil? To
our mind the crimes that
we see prevelant among us
is only a reflection of the
crime of human slaughter,
plunder, rape and arson
that is going on in one - part
of the world or another on
a much larger scale, not
only in the name of law and
order, but our intelligence is
blurred that we do not hesi-
tate even to associate the
name of Ged with it. \Ve
refer to war, than which,
there is no greater crime,
Only that it is legalised.

What is the root cause
of all crime in our sunny
South  Africa where no-
thing but happiness pre-
viiled all these years?
It is the ever grow-
ing lack of contentment
among the vast masses of
the people who are not only
not cared for by those in
power but are hated and
ruthlessly exploited.. The
spiritof hate and discontent
is being engendered by
those in power. The cost
of living is growing higher
and higher. Even the bare
necessities to sustain life
are becoming difficult for
the ordinary man to pro-
cure.  Even things like
bread, sugar, milk and fuel
are becoming difficult to

~ obtain. It means nothing to

the wealthy and with means
to obtain these things. They
are s0 brutal as to even
hoard the things that are
beyond the reach of the
poor- Think then of the
thousands whe have no

homes to live in or even a -

roof to find shelter tor their
women and children; no
amenities to live a decent
life. The only amenities
they have are the
caurse, the bar and
cinema.  Are not

race
the
these
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real schools of crime? Then
again the authorities, with
their  pernicious apartheid
policy have closed “many
avenues of employment
thus causing unemployment
among the people. That
too is a contributory factor
leading to crime.

Moreover the average
White man is more con-
cerned about his prestige

and the Courts in order to
uphold that prestige in-
variably punishes the non-
White, who has committed
a crime against a White
man, more severely than
one who has committed a
crime against his own class.
This certainly does not
tend to increase respect for
the White man. It is bound,
rather, to have the adverse
effect. It is observed _too
that this crime wave has no
racial barriers. It is com-
mon among all races. [t
is more noticeable among
the non-Europeans and
mostly among the Africans
because they predominate
in numbers and are the
worst cared for by those in
power. The remedy is not
to punish but to remove
the causes which tend to a
life of crime. )

New Nationalist Party's

Colour Paolicy

A new National party is about
to come into existence in South
Africa. In the same City Hall
in Bloemfontein where the late
General  Hertzog and Mr.
Havenga severed their connection
with the Natiorlist Party in
November, 1940, the Afrikaner
Party decided on  Thursday
August 23, to merge iss identity in
a new “Party to be called the
Nasionale Party. It now remains
for the four Provincial congresses
of the Nationalist Party 10 accept
the same apreed programme of
principles and the way will be
clear for the ultimate complete
unification of the two Parties.

The following is to be'the new
Nationlist Party’s colour polic§.
The Party acknowledges that
Natives and Celoureds are a pes-
manent part of the population
under the Christian guardianship
of the European races, but
strongly opposes any tendency
towards miscegenation. It will
.strive to foster a spirit of good-
will between White and noan-
White in the best interests of
South Africa. In accordance
with this principle the Party will
give the non-European races the
opportunity to develop, materially
and  spiritually, their natural
aptitude and capacities.  The
Party declares itself to be in
favour  of the territorial and
political segregation of the Na-
tives, as well as the residential
and industrial segregation of the
non-Europeans in geaeral. It
will protect classes of the people
against Asiatic immigration and
competition by a definite scheme
for Asiatic segregation and re-
patsiation.

United Party Policy

The attitude that the United
Party, when returned to power,
would adopt toward contentious
Tegislation passed by the present
Government, was outlined by
Mr. J. R. Sullivan, .M.P. for
Durban Berea, when he addressed
a well attended meeting in Dur.
ban last week. Regarding the
Group Areas Act, he is reported
to have said that the United
Party accepted the principle of
segregation, but would amend
the Act by climinating the
avenues of injustice and would
make provision for voluntary
segregation as well, on the lines
of the Land Tenure Act. Con-
cerning  the Coloured Vote Act,
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the United Party would répeal the
Act and restore the statis quo.
Suppression of Communism Act:
The United Party would restore
the rule of law and right of
appeal to the Courts, and modify
the dangerously wide definition of
Communism,

Glencoe To Reconsider
© Group Areas

Glencoe Town Council is re-
ported to have decided o recon-
sider the whole position of the
division of the town into group
areas under the Act. A decision
taken by the Council at a special
meeting held in July did not
meet with the wholehearted sup-
port of the ratepayers and the
Deputy Mayor, Mr. H. L,
Carelsen, gave notice of motion
to rescind the Council’'s decision
covering two business premises
south of the railway crossing. He
asked that these be included in
the European area. The Mayor,
Mr. J. L. Botha, said a petition
had been circulated with repard
to this matter but he had not been
approached. Dr, D. J. Potgieter,
M.P.C,, said he had intended
addressing the Council on the
position, but had not known of
the special meeting  After dis-
cussion, the Mayor suggested that
the matter be reconsidered, and
that burgesses and ratepayers be
asked 1o make répresentations
before September 18. This was
accepted, :

Segregation Must Be By
Law Says Mr. Strydom

If there was to be a division
between White and non-Whire
one could not expect this to be
brought about voluntarily; it could
be done only by legislation, said
the Minister of Lands, Mr, J. G.
Strydom, in Windhoek last Satur-
day. Mr. Strydom said, states
Sapa, that the lack of segregation
between White and nou-White in
some of the country’s residential
areas was a canker which would
eventually bring absut the de-
struction of White civilisation in
South Africa. The United Party
had allowed Coloureds, who had
votes, to become members of
their Party. It also openly ad-
vocated that the franchise should
slowly be extended to Natives,
Coloureds and Iodians. The
Torch Commando, which wanted
to take the reins out of the hands
of the United Party, did not
recognise a Colour bar, Mr.
Strydom said that the inhabitants
of South.West Africa, like those
in the Union, had every reason
to be content, as they were well
armed economically and poli-
tically.

Dean Palmer On Apartheid

“The  very existence of the
Christian Church as a world-
wide orgamisation admits of no
compromise of the fundamental
rights of men, irrespective of his
colour and race,’ said the former
Dean of Jobannesburg, the Very
Rev. W. A. Palmer, when he
preached in St. George's Cathe-
dral, Capctown, last Sunday.
Dean Palmer was referring to the
centenary of Dr, .John Phillip,
the famous missionary, who
4@ied 100 years ago. He said:
“This centenary ought to be jn
‘the minds of all thoughtful South
Africans. For that which Dr.
Philip challenged in his day, de-
fended then on  grounds of
political expediency, is in our day
being advocated on ethical and
theological  conclusions.  Out-
side the sphere of all political
bargaining, Christianity stands
for the sacredness of personality,
Together with that is the right
of every individual to develop as ,
capacity has been given to him—
a ladder from the slums and the
kraal upon which a man of cha-
tacter and ability may climb  with
no denial on the ground of race
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and colour. Any community
which claims to be Christian aod
which tampers with these two
principles does so at its peril.”
Dean Palmer, who now acts as
chaplain to Zonnebloom College,
added, “I am glad that in my
ficst sermon as a priest of this
dipcese 1 have the opportunity to
say this. Forty years work in the
Transvaal convinced me of the
great asset to this land that ‘lhe
best type of Coloured artsan
might be, and my study of con-
ditions at the Cape has streng-
thened that conviction.”

Native Church Charges

is cuvered in a white skin, is a
total repudiation of the meek and
Jowly sacrificé made by Jesus for
bumanity.”

Citizenship Of Children

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India’s Advice To Indians

A Press communique issued by
the Information Officer to the

More than 180,000 Natives in
the Eastern Provioce of Northern
Rhodesia, states Sapa, have re-
jected at meetings held by the
Natives  authorities the pre-
posals for federation between
Nyasaland and the Rhodesias.
Another 100,000 in rural districts
have voted against federation.
Government officials report that
hundreds of thousands of others
have rejected the idea of federa-
tion at meetings held throughout
the country, Up to today, the only
favourable Native reaction to the
closer association proposals was
from the Native authority tribal
councils in Port Jameson, which
represents 140,000 - Natives,

TERROR IN THE TOWNSHIPS

GTHE Raod Daily Mail* has
the following interesting
leading article in its issue of
August 24, It is applicable
as much to Durban as it is to
Johanoesburg,

Jobannesburg's citizens, as a
result of the crime wave,are
virtually in a state of siege,
At night they are oblifed to bolt
aad bar their homes, and the
regular police force is hande
somely supplemented by private
night watchmen. Bat, by com-
patison with what is now going
on in the Native townships,
Jobannesbueg itself is well off,
The townships are so tarrorised
by criminals that most people
liviog there will not leave their

bomes after dark; and becauss

of inadequate polica protection,
civilian Natives are takiog on
police functions in an effort to
combat crime,

There is, we koow, a ten-
dency io some quarte:s to think
that as long as the European
areas  are given such police
protection as is available, the
Native townships may as well

be allowed to stew in their own
juice. It would be bard to find
a more short.sighted attitude,
1 lawlessness is allowed to
spread in the townships, it is
obvious that it will spread
farther, and quickly, to  Johanp.
nesburg itself, on a scale far
greater than exists at present,

The fact that Native crimi-
nals are no less ruthless against
people of their own race than
they are against Europeans gives
poiat to the view that the crime
problem is not racial but socio-
logical, and that ino their own
interests the people of Jobaa-
pesburg must be deeply concern«
ed' about what is going on in
the townships. When crime is
reduced in those areas, Johan.
nesburg houseboldets will find
that they, too, can sleep more
peacelully at nights,

The idea of sending more
ipolice to the townships asa
‘means of solving the problem
cao be ruled out for the simple
reason that there are po mora
ipolice to sead. Even if thera
were, they would be fightiog &
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losiog battle, The solution is
surely to remove the conditioos
which create crime, and it is ag-
ironical commentary oo our
own generation that we have
allowed a situation to develop
in which Natives find it more
profitable to live a life of crime
than to work for a living,

Some years ago the Johanness
burg Cbamber of Commerce
went to the root of the matter
when it suggested that by limit-
ing the Natives’ scope in ip-
dustry and commerce, grave
problems were being created.
The Cbamber pointed out that
the colour bar excludes Natives
from skilled occupations, and so
maoy jobs are classified as
skilled that the Natives are
“girtually excluded from any
occupation which might nor=
mally be classified a3 semi-
skilled or opemative.” This,
added the Chamber, brought
‘extreme poverty”—and from
there it is, of course, a short
step to crime.

«One of the ways, theo, to
remove one of the conditions
that creates crime is to follow
the Chamber’s suggestion and
allow Natives to produce ona
wore efficient basis  The sound.
gess of this view can bardly he
be disputed, for it is one of the
great truths of our history that
failure to uplift the Natives
invariably has adverse repercuse
sions on the Europeans, We
cannot expect the Natives to be
& model people unless we do
more to bring it abouf, our-
selves, .

Earlier this year, a joint com-
mittee of Native leaders attri-
buted crime in Native town.
ships to overcrowdiug, low
wages, restrictions on free ove-
wment, lack of facilities for re-
creation and education and for
placing young Natives in em.
ployment. No one will quarrel
with that reading of the situa.
tion, Those are the contritue
tory causes of crime. Until
they are eliminated, we can
expect crime to flounish, In
any event, siace it is traditional
South African policy to defive
with care what Natives may or
may cot do, people ought now
to realise that the Natives will
ooly be as progressive ag they
are allowed to be.

Though most West=
ern and Westernized people have
become sufficiently tolerant or
indifferent about the religicus
afiliations of others, the old
heritage of iotolerance which
whae responsible for the perseon-
tion and violeat deaths of the
Jewlish, Christian and Muslim
prophets and saints, and later on
*of reformers aod dissenters in
them for more than seventeen
centuries after Christ, ia con-
tinued iill today, and is diecerni-
ble in the relations bstween
demooratio, faecist and commu-
nist countries, Just as, st one
time, it was extremely risky for
a person to be a Prolestant ina
Roman Catholio ocountry and
vice versa, it is as Qdiffionlt now
for a democrat to stay and mova
about freely in Raesia or for a
Communist to stay in TG,8.

Even Moslims, who, on acconnt
of their age long tradi i>ne™ have
been generally more bigoted and
Iotoleraat than Hindue and Par-

Ble, were on a falr way to aut-

grow fanaticiem. As to Hindas
they bad eliminated it from their
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life 8o long nee that we can
trace ile exlstence la a by=gone
age only throogh the puranic
stories of Prablad and Sudhanva.
The line of reformers of even the
wmost radioal type has never been
broken in Hindn life. Some
pergecuiion they oertsinly had to
anflfer. Bat it was npothing
in comparison to what reformers
In other oconntries had to bear,
Had not British [mperialism ine
tervensd to rekindle fanstioism
in the msjor communities of
India, with the reenlt thata re-
notionsry revivalism has made
its appearanoce for some years
past in the ever tolerant and
broad~minded Hinda life, it
would have been regarded as !np=
imaginable that the story of
Peahlad could have ever taken
place In actaal life.

The Tondian attitade towards
varlons polilioal parties and their
dootriues partakee equally of that
tolerance.

FOUND GUILTY OF ASSAULT-
ING NATIVES

—FINED £1 OR SEVEN DAYS

HREE European police ser-

geants were on Friday
Aupust 24, found guilty on
seven of eight counts of assault.-
ing Natives and were each fined
a total of 41, orseven days’
hard Jabour.

They were accused of usiog
an electric catile prodder on
Nitives whom they were ques-
tionin* and were tried at the
Tugela Ferry Magistrate Court,

Passing sentence of 41 fine
or seven days bard labour the
Magis(réw, Mr, L Tbompson
said: “I must inevitably come
to the -conclusion tbat the
counts are proved beyond
seasonable doubt.” -

Mr. J.\H. Liebenberg, of the
Attorney-Geaeral's staff Maritz-
burg, io his address to the
Court, described the assault as
‘“‘upique.”

#Ope must be fair to the
aceused in this case, They were
performing a very difficult task
in recovering the stolen firearms
and they are there to maintain
Jaw and order and to protect
the public, but they are oot
allowed 10 use illegal means in
the performance of their duties.”

Dr William Lees, Disteict
Surgeon at Tugela Ferry, was
recalled to give evidence about
the elfect af electric current on
the complainanty’ bodies,

"I would say that an instru
ment geoeratiog heat was used
on some of the complainaocts
beceuse of the length of their
abrasions,” he said.

“The injuries were most un.
usual, I would say that an 1ne
strument similar to the one pro-
duced in Court could have
caused the irjuries if the volt
age was sufficieatly high”

“We live in a time of tremenx
dous cbanges—changes which
are most profound to the Bantu
people, who have to make such
terrific adjustment,” Mr, Bang
went on. “A people who a few
decades ago were primitive,
agricultural and sell-supporting
are now obliged to fight fot a
home and existence in & highly-
industrialised world,

“Wo bave forced many to live
in pounds aod hostet
which has created unoatural
coonditions of life, mental, social
and sexual, We bave forced
him to leave his kraal for the
uthan areas, We bave civilised
the Bantu in the sense that we
have bereft him of his former
conditions of life and left him
no opportunity whatsoever of
preserving that which was of
real value io the past.”

He was of the opinion that
the situation was not hopeless,
There was good meterial in the
Native peoples, and if we could
gain their goodwill and co-
operation, we should get very
good sesults, ‘“But we can only
gain their confidence by giviog
them practical aond unselfish
guidaoce and assistance, and no
association, is better ftted for
this purpose than your own
movement, as it is non paliti-
cal.”

There was no need, Mr, Bang
said to embark on ambitious

schemes alome, for even the
most insignificant act could
often bear good fruit. But
fraternisation was mest un-

desirable and Eucopeans had to
be careflul to maiotain their
prestige by shawing in word
auo  od that they were su-
petor > the Native,

The true Christian  eould
pever accept that the Native had
beed placed there as his per-
magent subject, he contioued,
Therefore, the Native had to be
brought to realise that his own
interests were best perserved
and furthered by our presence in
his midst,

The conditions under which
Native children of today grew
up were often appalliog and it

, wai to the credit of the Native

that there was not more vice
and lawlessness among them,
That high seose of honour bad
in 30 many cases given way to
reckless aod carless living, It
was his apinion that the cause
of this deterioration was the
fact that family life bad become
undermined.
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D. R. CHURCH COUNCIL APARTHEID-MAD

Alter he had read the letter,
the chairman of the meeting,
the Rev, H, J. Reineke, said
that this was a matter for the
Combating-evils Commission,

The Walkow correspondent of
the "Natal Daily News" report.
ed that a promivent resident,
commentiog on the Church Coun-
cil letter, said: “Ifit isan ‘evil’ to
allow Native orderlies to serve
European patieats in the new
mines hospital, thep, too, it
must be an ‘evil’ to allow
Native nursemaids to wash and
hold European babies, to allow
European nurses to wash and
care foc Native patients, and
non-European to serve Europ
eans io restauraaots,”

My A, E, Smith, a resident,
who spent two weeks in the
new hospital, said: “I was very
well treated. Native boys
brought in the food and they

were always clean apd civil,
The sisters were always nearby,

“I did not mind being served
by Native orderlies. After all,
even in the best hotels one is
also servad by Native waiters,”

Tt was pointed out that there
were only four puns at the
hnspital so far aod not 20 as
bad been alleged.

In Africa Natives are used for
work such as carryioz dishes to
tbe patients, it is stated,

When the Welkom mines
hospital was opened the authori.
ties suggested to the nuos that
they should use N tive order-
lies for washiog the European
men,

A handlul ol male patieots
were-asked aud said they would
oot mind beiag washed by the
Natives. .

- Following a protest from
anotber source, the nuns stopped
that practice. Since then N -
tive orderlies have been used
only for carrying trays, swee-
ping out the wards and similar

ONE Therapy is a method of
Z treatment that can ofren be
of great use in the home and in
emergencies.  As T have been
requested oot to be tao technical
in any of these articles, we need
not go into details as regards the
theory and principles of this
rather fascinating art. Suffice it
to say that there are certain zones
of areas of the body which are so
related to other parts of the body
that pressure or stimulus in the
one place will produce nervous
seflexes in the' other parts, By
using this knowledge, any intelh-
gent person can give much rebef
and even effect cures in a very
simple way.

Probably the best kaown appli-
cation of Zone Therapy is ,pinch-
ing the nose (o stop a sneeze. A
still better method is to lay the
forefinger along the upper lip, just
under the nose, and apply steady
pressure.

Again, everyone has known the
sensatian where ane’s foot itches
and one is not able to scratch the
place. UOr, even if it can be
scratched, the itchy spots travels
on a fraction of an inch and it
seems as if nothiog will stop the
intolerable itching., This is all
caused, of course, by a2 reflex
nervous action from some en-
tirely different part of the body.
But it can be stopped in a
moment by simply scratching
with the fAnger-nails of the free
hand, or with a mectal comb, the

corresponding part of the hand
on the same side as the itchy
foot. In other words, if the itchy
spot is on the top of the left foot
near the middle toe, just scratch
the back of 1he left hand near the
maiddle finger, Try it! Youwill
find that the itching will stop at
once.

For headaches, Zone Therapy
can be of great value sometimes,
For instance, pressure on the roof
of the mouth with the thumb or
the handle of a spoon, will often
stop a headache of nervous origin.
If the headache is in the front
part of the head, press on the
roof of the mouth near the front
teeth. The further back that the
headache is, the corcespoudingly
fusther back will it be necessary
of press.

If anything gets in the eyes, or
the eyes smart or are sore, great
relief may be had from simply
scratching or squeezing the joints

of the first finger on the side
affected. Still better results come
from pressing or scraping the
finger with a metal comb,

Squeezing, scratching and press-
ing the third or ring finger affects
the zone governing the ears. So
do this in cases of earache or
other ear trouble.  Stroking with
a metal comb on the hand ia this
area will also help.

If you have toothache, squeeze
the gum of the affected tooth as
tightly as possible. We find our-
selves iostinctively pressing thus
against an aching tooth; but for
best results it 1s necessary to geip
the gum firmly on both side$
with finger and thumb and ey
to squeeze the root of the tooth.
It is through the root that the
netve passes. :

For vomiiing attack, and also
in cases of hiccough, bite the
tongue Hrmly. In h:ccough bettes
results are obtained by pulling
strongly on the tongue and
squeezing it hard. Another hic-
cough remedy is to massage the
area behind the ears, where there
is a zone affecting the diaphragm.
The diaphragm is the large
muscle separating the lungs and
heart from the bowels and liver,
Spasmodic jerking of this large
muscle constitutes the symptom
we know as hiccough.

Tun sleeplessness, seratching the
the back of the hands and stroking
the wrists and forearms up to-
wards the elbows for a quarter
of an hour often induces sound
and restful sleep.

Closely related to sleeplessness
is nervous teasion, the feeling of
being *“all wound up,"” over-
wrought.  Great relief can be
obtained by simply massaging the
feet, Rub, twist and bend the
feet, especially in the middle of
the soles, until they become soft
and pliable—in other words, re-
laxed. The reflex action pro-
produces a corresponding condi-
tion of relaxation throughout the
whole body.

Zone therapy bas been develop-
ed to a high level in recent years,
but it seems to be almost instinc.
tive in humanity. Witness the
manner in which we rub and
press a shin that has been kicked
or bumped against anything. Not
infrequently, too, Indian women

who come for treatmemt will be
found to have string or rubber
band tied tightly about certain
toes o fingers. On being ques-
tioned, they reply that it is to
stop a pain or peculiar feeling in
the stomach or some other part
of the body. Then again, many
Africans tie a string tightly about
the head for headaches; and one

Sych practices are but crude
applications, and not always the
wisest or best applications either,
in an instinctive manner, of the
principles of Zone Therapy, To
the practitioner who is well versed
in the art of Zoae Therapy, it is
a valuable and valued weapon in
bis fight against pain and iliness
in suffering bumanity.

AFRICANS DETERMINED TO COMBAT
u CRIME

O longer willing to tolcate the

reign of lawlessness which has
arisen in the townships of the
Reef, the African residents—the
chief victims of such lawlessness
_ate deteromined to combat it
in every way. In Sophiatown,
the Western Native Township
and in Orlando they have already
formed the nucleus of a compaign
aimed at stamping out crime.

Important steps towards this
end states a Press statement
jssued by the South African
Institute of Race Relations,
were taken when 500 re-
sidents of Sophiatown and the
Western Native Towaship at-
tended 2 meeting at which they
decided to combat lawlessness in
thase townships by co-opesating
with the South African Police.
At the meeting they undertook to
report to the police every instance
of Jawlessness that come to their
attention and to spare no time
or effort to ensure that justice
was meted out to all offenders.
The Vigilance Society of the

Western Native Township bas,fin

addition, asked the government
to organise Civilian Guards 10
help the police in the vast clean-
up they are anxious to under-
take.

An awarcness that they must
also praticipate in the efforts of
their people towards betterment
has been shown by the Youth
League (2 junior branch of the
African National Congress) which
bas ‘booked the Donaldson
Orlando Community Cenire .for
an all-day ~ Confereace - during
which measuces ta combat crime
in the townships wi.ll be discussed.

But perhaps the most pro-
gressive step of all is that which
has been taken by the Orlando
Mothers'  Welfare  Assaciatian
under the leadeeship of Mrs. W,

B, Ngakane. This bedy has
founded a Parent-Teachers Asso-
ciation and intends to raise funds
with which to employ teachers so
that two school sessions may be
held each day in order 1o
accommodate the children in the
tO\ynship at present unable to
enjoy the benefits of education.

This scheme, which is highly
deserving of success, is :xp'ccred
to have far-reaching results and it
is hoped will rrclaim from the
growing raoks of idle, lawless
youth a vast body of potential
African men and ,women. So
great is the concern among the
older inhzbitanis of the townships
for the welfare of the children
that the Association anticipates
little difficulty in  rcaising the
money required to put this
scheme into effect.

A point of interest which acose
during various meetings of Afri-
can leaders and their people was
the recommendation that public
telephone should be installed in
the towaships in order that the
residents could contact the police
immediately they were required,
and thus prevent erime.” At prew
sent the police—through no fault
of their owa—usually arrived at
the scene of the crime too late to
be of any- assistance in crime
pr:v:nuon.

The Africans spoke highly of
the routine police patrol which is
a regular feature of daily ad-
ministration  in the townships.
Such p:quls composed of unmits
of from six to eight policemen
concern themselves only with
houses known to be shebeens or to
harbour criminals of one sort or
another. The European and
African men who form them are
persons known and respected by
the residents, and it if to' this
section of the South African
Police, .in particular, that the
