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NATAL WHITE STUDENTS
. CONDEMN APARTHEID

HE Students’ Representative Council of the University
T of Natal in Maritzburg is strongly opposed to any

suggestion to segregate Furopean and non-European
students in South Africwn universities, Mr. John Woodley,
the President told the Press last week.

He was replying to a report that the Afrikaanse Studente-
bond, at their annual congress in Bloemfontein had decided
to appeal to the Government to enforce total segregation of
students “in certain Universities where Europeans and non-
Europeans intermingled in class and elsewhere.”

“Segregation is not in keeping with the true spirit of
university education,” said Mr. Woodley. I feel that the
university endeavours to educate the most intelligent and
potentially useful membe:s of the community o develop and
expand their personalitics

“The best way of doing this is through the inter-change of
ideas between lecturer and students and between the students
themselves. If we segregate them, this potential is divided,”
he said.

“Also, I feel that the inter-change of ideas between
European and non-LEuropean students might contribute hand-
somely to a better understanding between the \White and
Coloured people of this country,”

Mr. Woodley said that he opposed segregation, too, from
a,purely practical point of view, Segregation would inevitably
double costs of univer'sity education, and as 'it was, the
finances of nearly all South African universities were in a
very serious position.

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Dr. Jack Creates Resentment

R. HOMER A, JACK'S
D criticism of the deteriora-
ting race relations in South Africa
and his prediction if the White
rulers do, not awake in time to
change their policy,. and his
criticism of the apathetic attitude
of the Christian Churches has
created resentment in some quart-
ers.  Truth is always bitter and
its first reaction is naturally re-
sentment. We cannot therefore
blame those who are resentful.
Commenting on the criticism
made by Dr. Jack the “Cape

" Times’ dated August 8, writes in

an editorial: “After five weeks’
study of a problem that has
vexed South Africa for ten times
that number of years, he (Dr.
Jack) has got his conclusions all
neatly tabulated agd his judgment
prepared already.” It further
states: “We do not say that Dr,
Jack is wrong. His perceptive
mind may have penetrated swiftly
to the heart of the vast and com-
plex Native problem where South
African minds have been bemused
only by external detail. Yet it
would indeed be strange if the
problem were so simple that no
one has been’ able to-find_ the
truth where Dr, Jack has per-
ceived 1t in five brief weeks.”
Whethee Dr. Jack is right or
wrong is another matter but to
say that a person cannot find the
v truth quicker than others is-cer-
tainly nét-right. Impartial ob.-
servers outside India knew that
the policy of the British Govern-
ment in India was entitely wrong
and had made their predictions
long before the,British Govern-
ment realised its own folly. The
same is the case with South
Africa, The trouble with™South
Africa is that she will not do the
_rght thing herself, and is too
proud to accept any advice from
outside however friendly it may be.
“This attitude if persisted in will,
in the end, bring disaster to South
Africa. Dr. Jack has formed his
own judgment about the future
of South Africa which he is surely
entitled to do, He has not im-
posed it on South Africa, He

-

That they have caused resentment
only goes to prove a guilty con-
science. No sane person can deny
that if there is to be peace in
South Africa the present policy
of the rulers will have to be
radically changed. The best way
to do it is not to resent any
advice coming from any quarters
but to welcome it and ponder
over it together with a little intro
spection.

A very great responsibility rests

upon the Christian Church.
It must be admitted that
it has not risen to the need

of the hour. If it had we would
certainly not have had only one
but many Michael Scotts. OQur
experience does not tell us that
the Christjan Church has grown
any more liberal in its outlook
than it was forty years ago. Dr,
Jack being a true Christian him-
self has assessed the position
rightly, we think, We have always
held the opinion that the Chris-
tian Church is moving at a snail’s
pace. That it has made a cour-
ageous pronouncement now and
then goes to its credit.  But that
certainly is not enough in the
present circumstances. It cannot
be gainsaid that the common man's
faith in Christianity as practised
today is fast diminishing, The
vital question is not whetber one
or more non-Europeans are ad-
mitted in the Christian Church,
The vital question is what its
own attitude in regard to the raciat
problem is a0d what practical con-
tribution it has made or is going to
make in bringing about an amicable
solution,  Christ allowed himself
to be crucified to save humanity,
Must we not eadeavour to go
one terth of the way He went?
Arc we doing so? This is the
question every true Christian
must ask bim or herself,

in 10 years apartheid will go, and
non-YWhites will not only have
the franchise but also responsible

Bat I do
prediot that the day will come
when the Whites will thank God

The
non-Enropean defiance move-
ment was hearteniog, said Dr,
Jack. “I am only sorry that
Ohristians in this conntry do not
identify themselves with this
movemeont, instead of allowing

European communitts to help to
direol it by default. I feel that
this defiance is the only weapon
that the non FEuropeans have,
and so far it eeems to me that it
has been ased with great restraint
and cornpetent leadersbip.” Dr.
Jack said that he was saddensd
by the churches’ lack of conrage
in " failing to identify themselves
with the legitimate aspirations of
non-Earopeans. The tragedy is
that 80 few Europeans in South
Africa have ever known onltured
Natives, Indians and Coloured
people, sach ‘as I have met in
my visit, and that society haa
prevented the oreation of even a
narrow bridge betwesn the two.”
Race relations in the United
Btates were by no means perfect,
eaid Di. Jack, but at least Ame-
riea was rapidly eliminating
discrimination against Negroes
and other colour groups.

Mr. Pant accompanied
by his wife, Dr. Nalini Pant
landed in Johannesburg at 2 a.m.
on Thuraday at Palmietfontein,
where they werd reovived by
Mr. Malhotra, assistant secretary
of the High Commissioner for
India in the WUnion, and Mr.
Manilal Gandhi, who had fiown
specially from Durban for the
parpese. Mr. Pant was reqaested
to break his journey for u dsy or
two to give the Indians in the
Union an opportunity to pay
their respects to him bat bhe
could not do 80 as he had import-
ant engagements at Nairobi the
same evening. Mr. and Mrs,
Pant were taken at the residenca
of Mr. Malhotra, where they dig-
ounsged the present sitnation with
the leading members of the
Qoogress. Mr, Pant gave a vivid
desoription of his tour of West
Africa, whare, he 8aid, he found
the non-Eaoropeans very en-
lightened and enthomeiastie. Nr.
and Mrs, Pant fiew from Johan-
nesburg at 9 o'clock the same
morning.
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HE 15th of August was for the

Indian nation a historical and
a remarkable occassion. It was
on this red-letter day that India
saw the rebirth of a free and an
independent nation, The day
brought to a happy consumma-
tion the long cherished hopes
aod dreams of the nation, It
acclaimed the victory of the non-
violent methods as enuaciated
and practised by the Father and
the Founder of Free India—
Mabatma Gandhi, It was his
sustained moral effort that had
transiated the impossibility into
shining reality.

The country enters in the
sixth year of independence. She
has only recovered from the

initial blows she had received.
"The Punjab holocaust had caused
an appilling loss of human lives
and ummaginable suffering to
millions, It is five yeass since 55
lacs of people fled from their
bomes and their age-old shelters
that had become death-traps and
valleys of destruction.  They
came by every conceivable form
of transport, about 8 lacs trekking
on foot. How many hundreds
perished en-route will never be
Lkoow. Nearly 50 per cent of
these uprooted pecple were
agriculturists, about 35 per cent
traders, the rest professional and
other igtelligentsia.

The problem is like a huge
mountain whose contours and
characteristic features are lost in
the colossal magaitude of its
size,

By the end of March this year
almost 90 per cent of the 500,000
displaced familics from West
Pakistan who needed housing
have been found accomodation.
They were also given loaas to
buy agricultural equipment to
repaic wells and buitd hutments.
Financial aid to the extent of Rs,
150 million has been given to
displaced businessmen, industria-
lsts and  petty waders, About
55,000 shops and evacuee in-
dustnal establishments have also
been allotted,

Then there was another rowdy

If
this is not solved in a peaceful
manner the Indo-Pak friction will
ever remain, Already the financial
stability of both India and Pakit
stan has been greatly damaged.

The real difficulty has been
that Kashmir has been discussed
as a bone of contention between
India and Pakistan, Kashmir is
not a dead bone but a live organ-
ism in berself and will be con-
sidered as -such, if a lasting
solution is to be found.

On the home front cortuption.
bribery, blackmarketing and ne-
potirm were rampant, A crusade
was launched to curb these evils.
The Governor-General has pro
mulgated 2 special ordinance.
This has given the Government
of India's Special Police Estab-
lishment, more or less on the
lines of the American F.B.I, em-
powering it to investigste directly

- into suspected cases of ministerial

and official corruption and nepot-'
ism in the country, It would be
recollected that the United States
Government was faced with the
similar  situation duting the
hey-day of Al Capone. who es-
caped atrest and puaishment be-
cause the Governors of several
States were in his payroll, Wash-
ington could do nothing aboyt it.
The Awmicrican President with the
permission of the Congress grant-
ed similar powers to the F.B.L,
which ultimately baoked the
gangster. India’s Al Capones have
called for similar attention and
action. [ .
Other difficulty of an “almost
equally serious nature that con-
fronted the Indian Government
was the demand for a division of

the country on a2 linguistic basis.
From admiuistrative poiat of view,
a redistribution of territory on
the basis of language might well
have ecgulfed the country in dis-
aster. The adoption of the
national language was a matter
of singular urgency to serve as a
binding and unifying force for
this subcontinent under the pre-
sent changed circumstances: under
the prevailing circumstances the
salvation of the country’s unity
lies on one thing—a common
language for the whole country.
The unity created by this means
“ would be everlasting and endur-
ing. If the people throughout the
“length and breadth of the country
spoke and communicated in one
apd the same langiage,
would feel that oneness and near-
ness among themselves which are
the strangest bulwarks of national-
ism.

There is that menace that calls
for drastic steps—the growth of
Communism. Undoubtedly, it is
directly derived from ~economic
problems. Prompt action to sup-

" press this perfidious and distruc-
tive element, has asrested its
growth, The root of the malady
is still there and will ‘continue so

long as the -Agitator can harp |

upon the extremes of wealth and
poverty. The imnfunisation of a
country from the germs of com-
munism is more a matter for the
economic reformer than 2 jailor,
The ‘grow more food’ campaign
is still in full swing, To tackle
this problem the Nehru Govern-
ment has ordered the construc-
tion of magniticient dams on the
parallel of the Dneiper dam in
Soviet Russia and the T.V. A
model in the U.S.A. Indiz must
be self-sufficient in food, How
long it will take her to reach the
target remains to be seeg, but the
exigency-of the programme can-
not be gainsaid. It had cost the
Government 76 crores of Rupees
to import food in one year.
Education is another problem.
It is the ctying need of the
people. To eradicate illiteracy,
Congress leaders havé already
embarked on practical schemes,
Free primary education is en-
couraged and already it is assu-
ming practical form—the move-
ment has penetrated iato the
villages. Secondary educaticn is
also encouraged with grants aand
aids. -
Long before India became free,
military strategists foresaw that
soomer or later she would have to
assume the” mantle of Asian
leadership in order to keep the
peace in the East.  They foresaw
India as a democratic power

they.
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within a democratic Common-
wealth should bave an inimense
influence in the councils of Asi
and should be able by that in-
fluence and by ability to act, to
keep the peace in Asia for cen-
turies to come. Whether ot not
India's leadership of the Eastis
one of those inscrutable dispensa-
tions of Providence, the fact of
geography and her potentialities
as a great Power impose upon her
certain  international obligations
which she cannot shirk in her own
interests.

10 two million Zamindars, The
Zamindars whose propesties are
taken over pay an annual revenue
of Rs, 70 million.

history of the world; it was
carried through an ideal spirit
copsidering that many of the
people are illiterate— it was a
wonderful thing that there was
no trace of disorder of corrup-
tion. L

back its opinions, It is proving
in many ways that it is the real
democracy and cares about de-
mocracy and at the same time it

“I concluded this portion of
my speech by saying that we
today must so act as to protect
future generations of South
Africans. If today and in the
future we did not carry out the
policy of Apartheid, then our
descendants might yet curse
us,'” .

WE ARE A WORLD OF PARADOXES

MEANING that most responsible
bodies-dealing with the affairs
of human life say, or boast about_

so many good things, yet they act

and do the very opposite. Such
is and always has been traditional
of the Capitalist system, because
the vested interests that system
represents teaches them to do so.

Our diplomats and political
taskmasters are continually pre-
tending to make possible world
peace, Yet they are the wvery
people who do all the negotiations
and order all the armaments that
inake inevitable war,

Our politicians  :gzin who
talk so much and pretend to
do so much for our social and
tconomic liberties are the same
people that pass all the laws and
restrictions deperiving people of
their liberties and movements, *

This means tbat we live in a
world of very stupid, and, in a
way, very ignorant people, in spite
of one’s advancing education and
the astounding knowledge of the
twentieth century. -

With ali the wonders of the
Universe by the human race,
and all the genius of mankind,
they cannot, or do not feed,

’

clothe or house the people pro-
perly. Yet most of those people
who have not the necessary food,
clothing, or u house, are those
who toil at those professions, but
those who get an abundance of
all things for their comfort and
pleasure, are those who neither
toil nor spin at anything for their
own, Or our sustesance. These
are the increasing agencies who
extort advertising rates, brokers'
fees, Government taxation, and
many othér drains en productive
industry, or which the con-
sumer must always pay, known,
or described today as “the high
cost of living.”

These are some of the modern
anomalies of the Capitalist Sys-
tem, which the machine age of
mass production has brought into
being. The mass armament
sctamble, when man power, raw
material, and machinery is con-
fiscated by the powers of author-
ity. The supply then of essential
commodities is sometimes limited,
This again encourages the pro.
fiteer to increase the cost,

It has 'been hinted, ia fact,
deliberately stated, that a restrict-
ed output is encouraged for profit

reasons by the big authorities of
those industries, Continual war-
is the only saving grace of the
Capitalist system. America being
the hub of the Capitalist Universe,
continually provokes war and
abominates peace. There the
Almighty Dollar reins, and mil-
lionaraites multiply. They es-
tablished the Marshall Aid by
supplying goods to the war ridden
poverty stricken Europe, on the
dollar basis.

Having them financially so
bonded, they then established
an Atlantic Pact pledging most
of the European countries to aid
them in their efforts to defeat
those of the Eastern world who
would nullify their means of
financial dominance.

When we speak of profiteers
we do not mean the ordinary
setailer. He simply follows the law .
of the least resistance closely
watched by the local powers.
Dare he put up one half penny
on any commedity, he i3 brought
before the Court and fined £25.

Big Business, Brokers, Indent
Agents with their markets pile
up the profits in hundreds and
thousands sterling.

Big finance has the same evil
reputation. An English Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer said,
“People may not like to know it,
but the banks do create and de-
stroy money.”" The war machinery

likewise. It is the workers who
create the war munitions and
general equipment, It is they
also who are the massed troops
in actual, warfare, whom the
diplomats incite to enthusjasm
by patriotic slogans, and the
bonour of King and Country,
When Knights were bold in the
middle ages war between them
was considered gallant and heroic,

Today war has drifted in
Atomic, Hydrogen and Germ
warfare. The diplomats and war
mongers who have made war
possible, adopt the cowardly tac-
tics of dropping such missles on
the towns of the supposed enemy,
when thousands of innocents o,
all ages and both sexes suffer the
consequences, while our dip-
lomats craw! into their warm beds,
and read their methods of con-
quest with a smiling face at their
breakfast table in the morning.

It is pot generally known that
the man who pushed the button
in the aeroplane that dropped that
dastardly atomic bomb on Hiro-
shima has gone into an American
monastry to confess his sin.

Such are the tactics of our
modern  so-called  civilization.

T HE Indo-Africon  campsign

againet upjust laws j& revols-
tionising non-European thinking.
For the firet time in the history of
South Afrien the nor-whites find
themselves in the position where
they have bLegun to eel the pace of
political progrees in tbis country,
whereas in the past tbe initistive
was always in the hands of the
whiteman., Thie digcovery, fo atart-
ling in its promise, bus naturally
unhioged eections of the non Eero-
pean people from the customary
bearings and left them in the posi.
tion where they are noable to eee
clearly which way they might be
drifting.

In theee circnmetauces it i8
hardly earprising thst people aek a8
frequently from the non.White side
ss from the White, if the defisnce
campaign i3 ot juet a communist
stont? There is only cne anewer to
this question: To leb the facts
speak for themselves,

The cnmpaign is one more clis
macteric in n trend which has ita
roots deep io bistory, To be pesee-
ged correctly it has to be ecen
opoinst the past strugglesTof the
Africnn: the classes, reopls sud
intereslg behind it and, of conrge,
its goals, .

Up to the time of Bambada's
armed pro‘est against taxation with.
out, repreeentation ic 1906 war was
the African people's accepted
method of eosuring respect for
their wishes,

Abont the begioning of this cen-
tury there returned to South Africa
quite s number of brilliant Africon
yonng men who hiad bad their train-
ing eitber in America or in Eog-
land, They were professional men
—montly lawsers, & few claricals
and, of courze, medieal dectors.
One vendily recalls to miod the
names of the late Dra, Joba L
Dabe, Walter Robnzane, Pixley ka
1. Seme. the latc Mr, Mangens and
Mr. Montsion. From their nomes
it will be seen that they were drawn
from the three major &frican grampe.
In Togland aod Awmerica they had
observed how the ruled ensured
respect for their wishes by organ.
inng themeelves and waking theic
iolluence felt through the ballot
hox, They ashed their own peoples
to forget tho epear and the club and
turn to arganised strength,

Oae of the most far.eighted of
them, Dr, P, ka I, Scre, who died
s short while ago, rummoned the
chiefs aud the leaders of the African
people (o Blocinfontein where ke
persaaded them to siok their diffe
rences and meige themeelves into
one national group whioh wonld be

neither Zolu nor Xhosa nor Sotor
bot jost plain African, 1t wounld
be strony epough to force the
Whiteraan to deal with it on terme
of equality, The repreeentstives
of the varions gronps liked his idea
and the African Natiounl Congress
came into being in 1912,

The advent of the Congresa coin-
cided with & change in the tactics of
the African people. For the mett
forty years the crganisntion’s stand-
ard metheds veed in its leadership
of tho African people incladed ecod-
ing depotations; enbinitbing pet’s
tiong; making personal repregenta-
tions and, of oourse, paesing sB
codless stream of resolutions. The
Cape Vote wae lost while a bevy of
delegates waited on Prime Winister
Hertzog! . -

Towards the cnd of World War
Il a pew .force—the Congresa
Youth Lesgue—rose within the
.ranks of Copgress itself and insisted
oo a chonge of policy and tuctica.
Complets cquality between black
and whits was demanded—in n
wilitant way. The Itague spoke
of boycotts, the use of the strike s
a political weapon end non-collabo-
ration with tbe institutions of
oppresgion. That led to the rejec-
tion of Dr, Xuma's leadership; the
election of Dr. Maroka; the historic
gtrike of Jume 26, 1950 and the
subsequent collapse of the Natives
Reprerentative Council. It might
ba noted in paesiog that the Com.
manista hod organiced their own
strike in May, 1950 in efforts to
prejndice the Congrees demonatra~
tion beforehand.

Tie cxpericuce of .Jame 26 re-
venled certain wenknesses in the neo
of the hoyeott at that stage, The
teaders of Congress felt that what
their people meeded was to be pog
throngh s process of political train-
iog through action, There were
other difficnlties and all these com.
bined to bring abont modifications
in the boyeott policy.

The militancy of the Moroka
regime, on the other hand, had
made & deep impression op the
other pon-Earopean greupe—far
Juze 26 had demonstrated that Dr.
Moroka bad s eabstantial portion of
the African people behind him
'Fhis, in torn, paved the way for Lhe.
alliance between the Africane and
the Indians—and out of this cams
the campaign to defy unjust laws

From the foregoing it will he
geen that the adoption of a mew
method of struggle waa a develop-
ment born out of the experiences of
Congrees in actual struggle, The
oboice of passive resislance ns the
weapyn wasd very largely influenced

by its soccessfal rmploymest in
Iodis, 1f nnything, it wos Bt best
an Africon tribute tothelate
Mabatma Gandbi, who had dove fo
mueh to perfect it as an instroment
of stroggle 1, for one, find it bard
to grasp how the communists, who
bave never concealed their contempt
for Gandhi's methods, could eeize
on such a vita] morent in Soutb
African history to perpetuate the
memory and philosophy of o man
who was not their frieed. Dut let
us aszome they conld be cunning
enongh to do that.

We now come Lo the people
behind the resistance campaign—
the African National Cengress nnd
its offshoot—the Yonth League.
The Congress is & movemeat Jurgely
of topenotch professionals, farmers
and busincesmen; men whom com-
monism, 88 in moet parts of the
world, shonld pet normally attract.
The dominant force inside Congress
tc-day remaing the Ycath Lesgue—
aod this wing of Congress is speci~
fically nnti-communist in outlook
and has openly played no small part
in weakening tbe communist foot-
beld in Congress. This i3 an
achievement on the part of the
African people which docs mot
always get the credib it deservee—
particularly when it is remembered
that the Malan Government would
like to see communisn stromger
among the Africans so thab it could
be in the position to tell the world
thot its hard laws are necessary to
stem the communist tide. A good
indication of the T.eagune's anceesa is
ths fact that in every province
where the League is strong to day
the communists are weak and vice
versa; need one gay more?

Right “wing trade unionists have
nlao wode Congress their political
bome, Buat there ie n fourth gronp
too; a rolid core of former mem-
bersof the now defonet Commanist

\ Party. Theee are confined to the
Transvasl.

A legitimate question to ask is:
Granted that the Teague iathestrong-
et single force in Coongress to.day
does the danger not exist that as the
campaign gnioe tnm under.
ground communism might nse it for
its own parpozes? An honest angwer
to thisis: As loog as the Malan-
jtes are in power and overwork
themselves to give the African to
underatand " that be bas no place in
democracy, tke danger will be there.
Any sitoation involving colour in
this country is grist to the commu-
nist mill. It is n situativn which
neither the African Coogress not
the Indisn Congress has created,
Any movement which agitales for
reform hagc—as the Congress
Leegue bas conrageonsly done—

to face the danger of communist

infiltration ond, as the Congress has
done, fight it. Iu Natal, the Cape
and the Free State the Congress
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bas shown n vigeroma capacity to
resist and foil such moves engineered
by nndergronnd commnnism,

In the Transvaal uvaoderground
communiem bas been making bead-
way becauze the anti-commnaists
there split theie forces while others
eat back and did not work hord
enoogh to  strengthen African
Nationolism, To me thisis a
singularly ineffectiial way to fight
undergronnd commanism—to B8y
you are going to abandon ihe
stroggle just hecause the leftista
bave infiltrated ivto your orgami-
eation aod leave them to run your
own organisation on their own terms
in the direction of their choice.

Most Alrican Congressmen
take up a seasibly realistic
attitude in this matter; the
same attitude was taken up by
Churchill and Roosevelt during
the war. The Africans realise
that the greatest threat to peace
in Africa and to the sucvival of
the dark-skinned races in South
Africa today is apartheid and
not communism. As a result
they bend their energies towards
tbe destruction of apartheid
while remaining on the alert to
make sure that the struggle is
not diverted into channels dic-
tated by Moscow,

The last thing to Jook for in
s political movement is its
declared goals, in addition to
its origins and the forces which
give it impetus. The resistance
campaign aims at forcing the
rulers to come to terms with the
pon-Europeans on the basis of
equality and justice for all,
regardless of colour. It is not
out to overthrow the present
economic order. DBut under-
ground communism will remain
a positive danger if the anti-
communists sit back instead of
joining those who think as they
do in the fight. Tosit back or
to be neutral is to give strepgth
to the communist or Malanite
elbow. If the world allows
itself to be focled into thinking
that the Malanites are demucrats
just because they mouth ugly

things against communism,
democracy will be severely
crippled.

In short, then, he who would
not raise his finger against Nazi
Germany during the last war
just because Roosevelt and
Churchill worked band in hand
with Stalin will sit back and
charge that the campaign is
commuuistic]

'SOUTH AFRICAN CHURCHES

THE EDITOR INDIAN OriNION

SIR,—-I have read with in-
terest the article by Dr,
Homer Jach in . August 1
issue of ‘lodian Opinion’. As
a missiopary who bas teen
workiog in South Africa for
several years, and also as an
American  who
quainted  with the racial
attitudes of the churches in Dr,
Jack’s home country, I was
anxious to learn what public
pronouncements be would make
concerping the tacial attitudes
of the South African churches
—after having spent a brief
two day: in Natak

I feel that as a representative
Christian he is misrepresenting
the South Africans of bis faith
by making, belore an audience
composed of many pon.Chris.
tians, such a serious charga as,
“in 1952 Christ and high religion
(whatever that may be} are
still barred from the altar of
most South African ehurches,
except perbaps the Catholics,”
and then substantiating that
charge by only ooe incident—
that of the barzing of Mabatma
Gandhi from a South African
church way back ia 1933,

While 1his was an incident
whick should be deplored by
all 1;,b*\ thicking people,
happening as it did 40 years
ago, it can bardly be cited &5
indicative of the racial attitudes
of the South Alricau church of
today,

Upon what evidence, then,
dots Dr, Jack base his accusa-
tions? 1id he spend his Sunday
in Natal—the day pievious to
the deliveriog of bis addresc—
in visiting any of the Durban
cburches to learn at first hand
just what their racial attitudes
are, and to see for himself
svhether or not noo.Europeans
are barred from their doors?
Did he talk with any of the
Chnrchmen in Natal? Are the
views expressed in the article
those which he received io
conversations with church peo-
ple and missionaries? Or do
they represest some pre.con.
ceived notion?

While it is true that the
South African churches are not
as liberal As they should be
on ihe colour question, and
that they do oot follow the
teachings of their great Leader
nll the way—yet after spending
nine years in the Deep Soulh
of tbe Unpited States, 1 can
trutblully say that the English
speaking churches of South
Alrica are more ready to wel-
come non-Luropeans to tueir
services, more willing to grant

is well ac--

the use of church buildinogs
for inter-racial meetings, and
more in the babit of admittiog
por-Europeans as delegates to
the same church conferences
than are the churches of the
Deep South, Io fact, when
it is taken into consideration
that the South African churches
are working in a country where
the government favours a policy
of apartheid, whereas the
churches in America are work-
ing in a land where the con.
stitution grants equal rights to
sll, and further that the im-
tegration of all groups in South
Africa is made difficult by thbe
multiplicity of languages which
gometimes proves an obstacle to
united worship, whereas in
America there is oanly ope
laoguage, | believe that the
racial attitudes and practices
of the Eoglish speaking South
African  churches , compare
tavourably with those of the
Churches in America as a whole.

I refer to the “English speak.
ing churches” not as a slur
on the Afrikaans churches, but
because it is of the formaer
group that I have the most ic-
timate knowledge and accurate
isformation.

As to another charge made
by Dr. Jack—that of “I pote
a8 Christian Church that is
unconcerned about- the basic
problems of colour,” 1 would
refer the readers of ‘Indian
Opinion' to the front page of
the same issue of that paper
to an article entitled “The
Christiag Council Speaks Ouw,”
which praises a recent publica-
tion by that body on the
subject of apartheid. Certainly
no one who has read the
prooovucements of the Christian
Council as well as the forth-
right statements of some in.
dividual Chucchmen can accuse
the church of “unconcern about
the problem of colour,™

It is not the purpose of this
letter to “whitewash” the
churches of South” Africs; pej-
ther is it the purpose to dec-
tract from the accomplishments
of the American Churches for
much progress bas been made
io that coustry in recent years
althou, L, ioter-racial churches
are still beadline news.

There i3 still much to be °

done in the field of Christian
race relations in South Africa,
There are all too few clergymen
who speak courageously on the
subject. But it ill-becomes a
Christian clergyman to try to
give the impression that
“‘churches are  unconcerned
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about the problems of colous”
and that Christ is barred from
the altar,” to a group composed
of maoy non Christiaas,

T would suggest that any of
tho readers who are skeptical
as to the truth of my statemeants
concerriog the church, becom»
better acquaioted with right
thinkisg church pecple, attend
some churches, and then judge
the case on its eaerits.
