SOUTH AFRICA IS
BEYOND PALE

THE latest issue of Recenciliation, the organ of the Christian

Pacifist movement in Great Britain, published by the Fellow-
ship of Recosnciliation, makes the following comment on events in
South Africa under the heading *“Unmitigated Disgrace”: *“The
world's indignation against South Africa grows and will continue to
do so until there iz a change of mind 2ad attitude oa the part of the
majority of its white citizens and its present government. The
simple fact is that South Africa is beyond the pale for most of the
peoples and nations of the world. And the reason for this is likewise

simple and clear.

T is not a lack of desire to be
friendly with South Africa. It
is nat for the lack of apprecia-
tion of the great achievements of
South Africans of betd Durtch
and English descent, Neitberis
it a failure to rcalise that South
Africa has a very tough problem
in bumaa relations on its hands
and that there is no easy solution
toit., The reason is-just thae
mort of the world cannot stomach
apy longer the bharsb and re-
pressive treatment of South
Aftica’s populatica The present
focal point of this repression is
the continued detention withoute
trial of around 1,700 Africans
and about 200 whites and col-
pureds. The figures applied to
the situation towards the end of
May. Under South African law
these men can be detained as
long 23 the emergency lasts and
under the emergency regulations
the government need aot briog
aicharge against the detainees,
and therefore need not briog
them to court where they could

¢ openly defend themselves, They
live in prisen uader prison [con-
ditions. Publishing information

about prison conditions by the .

newspapets is  prevented by
steingent faws. But ' enough in-
formation leaks out to give ,a
pretty grim picture of the sort of
thing that prevails

The bhope "6f change comes
from inside Sowth Africa, where
an "heroic minocity of iiberal
people makes its plucky pratest,
and where business people are
beginningte feel the pinch of
world disapproval and also see

There are at present 250 stu-
dents on the ‘rolls. The four-
storeyed building of the academy,
estimated to cost about Rs, 1
million (75,000) is nearing com-
pletion,

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South Africa And The Congo

HE Nationalist Government of South Africa was
I ‘ quick to go to the help of the White refugees from

the Congo. Over a thousand of these Belgian
refugees are now in South Africa, Most of them, it is
expected, will stay behind and make this country their
permanent home and will, in time, enjoy full rights of citi-
zenship, whereas the indigenes, the Coloureds and the
Indians who are born in this country have no such rights,
That South Africa should help people in need is all to the
good but in this particular case the motives are by no
means clean. And the fact that they are not clean was
amply demonstrated when the Union Government failed
to provide although an appeal was made for it felt that
this would go to the non-White Congolese people. The
Union Government was not prepared to be humanitarian
when the black people were involved but when white
people were involved it provided succour and refuge, no
doubt ih the hope and beljel that whites who had suffered
at the hands of blacks would turn oul good Nationalists
and first class supporters of the doctrine of apartheid,
.The Government seems to have lost all sense of per-
spective on the nun- European question, It seems to bave
forgotten the lessons of history. In the mid-thirties
Hitler and Nazism seemed set to control the destinies of
the people of Europe at the cost and expense of the
Jewish people.  Hitler is dead. With him his Nazi creed
perished. The Jews, on the other hand, still live. Se it
must be with the doctrine of apariteid. South Africa is
a smali state at the southern apex of the African Contin-
ent, not even enjoying the confidence and esteem of go
per cent of its population. The rest is a sea of black}
blaclk on the march. It is a determined black. No doubt
it will have its setbacks and its defeats but ultimately in-
asmuch as the peoples of Europe had to withdraw from
Asia, so the white people will have to withdraw from
Alrica. By her present non-Eurcpean policies South
Alrica is only earning the hatred of black Africa. It can
do much to win the friendship of black Africa. Itis not
too late. It may become too late soon, The black states
are linking themselves. And it is not likely that any
Luropean state is going to risk itself for the sake of
South Africa,

THE PURDAH_

‘N?HENEVER I have gone
to Beogal, Bibar or the

United Provioces 1 bave ob-
gerved the purdah system more
strictly followed tban in the other
provinces But when I adcdressed
a meeting at Darbhanga late at
pight and amid calm surroundings
free from noise and bustle and
unmanageable crowds, I found in
front of me men, but behind me
aod behind the screed were
women of whose presence I knew
nothiog till my atreation was
drawn to it, ‘The function was
in conpection with the laying of
the foundation-stone of an orphan-
age, but I was called upon to
address the ladies behind the
purdah  The sight of the screen
behind which my audience whose
numbers I did not know was
seated made me sad It paiped
and humiliated me deeply. I
thought of the wrong being done
by men to the women of India by
clinging to a barharous custem
which, whatever use it might bave
had when it was first introduced,
bad now become totally useless
and was doing inculculable harm
to the country. All the education
that we have been receiving for
the past 100 years seems to have
produced but little impression
upon ug, for I note that the purdah
is being retained even in educated
tiouseholds not because the edu-
cated men believe in it themselves
but because they will not man.
fully resist the brutal custom and
sweep it away ata atroke I have
the privilege of addressing bun-
dreds of meetings of women
attended by thousands. The din
and the snoise crcated at these
meztings make it impossible to
speak with any effect to the
women who attend them. Noth-
ing better is to be expected so

long astbey are caged and con-
fined in their houses fand little
courtyards, When therefore they
fiod themselves conpregated in a
big room and are expected all of
2 sudden to listen to some ogne,
they do not know what to do with
themselves or with the speaker.
And when silence is restored it
becomes difficult to intesest them
in maay everyday topics, for they
know nothing of them having
been never 2llowed to breathe the
fresh air of freedom. I know that
this i3 a somewhat exaggerated
picture. 1 am quite aware of the
very high culture of these thou-
sands of sisters whom I get the
privilege of addsessing, 1 know
that they are capable of rising to
the same height that men are
capable of, and I know teo that
they do bave occasions to go out.
But this iz not to be put down to
the credit of the educated classes,
The question is, why have they
not gone further? Why de not
our women enjoy the same free
dom that men do? Why should
they oot be able to walk out and
bave fresh air? e

Chastity is not a hothouse
growth. It cannot be super-
imposed, It cannot be protected
by the surrounding wall of the
purdah. It must grow from with.
in, and to be worth anything it
must be capable of withstanding
every unsought temptatiom, It
must be as defiant as Sita’s, It
must be a very poor ihing that
capnot stand the gaze of men:
Men, to be men, must be able to
trust their womenfolk, even as
the latter are compelled to trust
them. Let us oot }live with one
limb completely or partially para-
lyzed. Rama would be nowhetre
without Sita, free and independ-

The Government inteads to
extend the pass system to women
regardless of their consistent
opposition to it from as far back
2s 1913 Attempts to impose the
pass laws on women bave led to
demonastrations and clashes with
the police throughout the country
Ia 1956 20,000 womep protested
in Pretoria.

Many African women have
opposed the extension of the
pasy system to them because
they know from the experience
of their menfolk that it can only
Jead to broken homes, restriction
of movement, endorsements
from urban areas, arbitrary
arrests at midnight, raids and
humiliating searchings,

Against this background of
misery, separation and exile,

the pass laws, _

promises of an enligtened ad-
ministeation of the system mean
little. For who can forget that
in the last year for which fgures
are available 1,000 men were
sent to prizon daily under the
pass laws,.

The Liberal Party has always
opposed the pass laws and will

continue to do so The only
consolation to be drawn from
this reckless and  provocative

announcement by the Govern-
ment is that it victually coincides
with the visit to the Union of
the Secretaty General of the
United Nations who will now be
lefe in no doubt 3s to the futuce
‘imemions of Dr. Verwoerd and
‘his colleagues.

Mr Dey added that the most
pressing problem faciog  the
country was self sufficiency in
food and if Community Develop-
mept could not meet that chal-
lenge, it would fail. He said
that Community Development
hinped on economic decentraliza-
tion; mere political or adminis-
trative decentralization would nog
help,

1 BE following letters appear
in the Hindu {Muadras) :—
Sir,—Before leaving Madras
I should like, on behslf of my
compatriots, who were deported
with '‘me, and of myself, to
express our deep sense of grati-
fude to our friends io this
Presideacy, who bave 30
generously come to our need at
the most critical moment, We
have epjoyed and warmly aps
preciated their  hospitality:
Perbaps it may not be poasible
for us to express ocur giatitude
in apy more conciete maenoer
than this, But we fully realise
that this kindness has been
exteaded to us not only because
weare fellowmen in distress, but
principzlly becauge we repzesent
the cause that is as dear to the
people of this country as it is
to us. So far as it was io our
power to do, we have tried to
remove racial tension by
opposing laws which were
based upon the apsumption of
the permanent inferiozity of the
races and culture of Asia. Had
we accepted those laws, there is
no doubt in cur opinion that a
great ¢ hflagration would have
beea lit which it would be
almost impossible to extinguish,
We believe that our struggle
has made for peace and has
brought appreciably nearer the
day when the brotherhood of
mean shall have been realised
and many of our European
frieads in South Africa have
agreed with aur view of the
situation.

It is our intention to return
to the Tranpivaal at an early
dats in order that we may tahe
part in thestruggle apain. Our
visit to India has beea & sourca
of much strangth and ene
couragement to us, and our
memory of the warm wslcome
that we have received hece will
bearten us to uodergo what.
over sufferings may yetbe in
stoce for us. Weshall fight so
lopg as there is breaih in our
bodies, if the need arise.
