LIBERAL PARTY’S SECOND ANNUAL PROVINCIAL
CONFERENCE

MR. ALAN PATON'’S PRESIDENTIAL ADDRESS

held in Pietermaritzburg on Saturday, December 4, when Mr., Alan Paton

THE second al;nual Natal Provincial Conferénce of the Liberal Party was
delivered the following presidential address:

*"We are holding our second annual Provincial Congress in an historic week.
This week Mr, Strydom became the Prime DMinister of the Union of South Africa.

“The first was Louis Botha. He stood for co-operation between English-
speaking and Afrikaans-speaking South Africans. In those days no other racial
problem was much considered. :

“The second Prime Minister was Jan Smuts. He also stood for \White co-
operation, and for the sake of \White co-operation he consented to the remova! of
the common franchise from Africans in the Cape Province,

“The third Prime Minister was James Barry Hertzog, who also stood for \White
co-operatiou, but only on certain conditions; which today we see as just. It was
he who took away the common franchise from Africans, and defended it for Col-
oured pcople. v ’

“The fourth Prime Minister was Daniel Malan, whom we tend to see now
through a nostalgic mist, which obscures the facts. The facts are that he embarked
on the stupendous task of separating one from andther the races of this multi-racia
country, by legislations more vigorous than any of his predecessors. He tried to
take away the common franchise from the Coloured people, and would have done
this undemocratic deed but for his democratic scruples. The love of his iife was
South Africa and one of its peoples. '

“The fifth Prime Minister is Johannes Strydom, who will take away the com-
mon franchise from the Coloured people by a majority vote of Parliament. He
stanjs for multi-racial happiness under uniracial domination. He stands for multi-
racial justice under uuiracial authority: \What kind of justice it will be, no cne

. knows. One thing is certain, and that is that every person who is not a fervent

Afrikaaner Nationalist faces the future with anxiety.

“l do not say that the Prime Minister will be unjust But I do say that his
justice will be based on what is called “man’s duty to ensure his self-preservation.”
You cannot expect other men to be enthusiastic about it.

“] wish to point out ore thing in passing. This duty to self-preservation is
called by many South Africans today the ‘‘highest Christian duty.” My reading of
the Gospels does not permit me to come to such a conclusion. Christ taught that
he who sought to save his life would lose it. [ do not wish to study this difficult
saying here. T merely want to point out that the Christian religion is concerned
with matters which it thinks to bs much more important than self-preservations.
Yet it does not thereby exclule self-preservation. Christ said “don’t think about
what you shall eat or drink or wear; seek first the kingdom of God and His
righteousness, and all these things shall be added unto you.” That is my own
belief.

MR. STRYDOM'S BROADCAST

N a national broadcast on Fri-
day might, the Prime Minister,
Mr. J. G, Strydom, said:

fHaving been appointed to the
post of Prime Minister of the
Union of South Africa, 1 should
like to direct these few words to
you,

“Mindful of the fact that we
acknowledge the soveseignty and
guidance of Almighty God in
the destiny of coumiries and
peoples, and that we scek the
development of our national life
along Christian-National haes, 1
want to ask you to remember me,
aad the new Governmant, ia your
prayers, '

“It is on this foundation that
our forefathers have buili and it
is oo this foundation that we
shall have to continue if we wish
to survive,

“The task resting on the
shoulders of the Government is
a tremendous one, not only in
view of the various great prob-
lems that face us, but more
especially in view of the fact
that we are a multi racial country.

“The policy of the two pre-
vious National Governments
namely that under General Hert-
zog from 1921 to 1933 and that
under Dr. Malan from 1948 to
1954, in conformity with our
Pasty's progrimme of principles
was one of equality between and
fairness towards both sections of
the Curopean cominunity as well
as fairness to the non-Luropeans,
in contrast with the treatment
meted out ‘to  the Afrikaans-
speaking people in previous de-
cades.

“The new Govermment that
has now been entrusted with the
control and direction of our
country's affairs, will remain true
to this policy that dates from
1915—to mete out fairness and
justice to the whole community,

] say this with the greatest
emphasis because of the con-
tinual campaign by antagonistic
people, to instil fear into the
minds of ouc Lnglish-speaking
citizens by means of the false
allegation that either now or
later when South Africa shall
liave becotne a republic, their
language and other rights will be
suppressed.

“The record of the previous
two National Governments, our

programme of principles and the
good faith of the men at the helin
in the past and of us who are
now in charge, should be a suffi-
cient reply and guarantee to those
who bave been an easy prey of

this antagonistic campaign of
misrepresentation,
“In addition to the purely

econamic affaies of our country,
the development of our resources
and the strenpthening of cur
public life, the main task resting
on the shoulders of the pcaple
and of the Goverpment, is not
merely to maimtaip a sound re-
lationship between the various
races, and where necessary to
create a good relationship, but to
do everything in our power to
maintain

and strengthen  our
Christian civilisajion and way of
life and the Luropean race
here.

“For the purpose of security
and safety it is our policy to bave
the closest co-operation  with
neighbour and other States in
Africa with whom we have com-
mon interests,

“The Government wiil there-
fore, endeavour not only to main-
tain the existing tood relations,
bur also to strenpthen and exe
pand them.

*Also in so far as the external
worid 1s concerned, cverything
possible will be donv, where neces-
sary, to maintam ond strenythen
the good relations a'ready existe
tng between our country and all
other countries having the same
Western and democratic way of
life that we have

“South Africy will, within the
limits of its resources and special
circumstances, contribute s
share towards the maintenance
of our mutual heritage,

“And now in canclusion I wish
to give you my earnest assurance
that the Government and 1 con-
sider it to be our highest duty
and task to serve aur country to
the beat of our abiluy, in order
10 ensure prosperity and happi-
ness for our Fulicrland and s
people,

“May Alml, bty God grant us
the necessary aid and streagth,’,
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R. J. G, STRYDOM has been
leader of the Natiopal Party
in the Transvaal since 1939, Aa
ardent and outspoken Republican,
be has always been regarded as
th: Nat.onal Party’s “Sirong Man
of the North,” exirung a power-
ful inflieace in Naitional Party
circles, not only in the Transvaul,
but throughout the Union,

His uncompromising adherence
to all the principles enuociated
by the National Party has earaed
him a reputation for political
honesty and an unswerving con-
viction in the rightoess of his
political ideals, which have always
been based upon the achievement
of a democratic Republic in South
Africa, and the strict maintenance
of the policy of Apartheid,

Mre Strydom was first elected
to Pathiament in 1929 as the
member for Waterberg, and bas
retained that seat throughout
his Parliamentary career. Before
then, be bad been secretary to the
Nationalist Party in the Trans-
vaal for 11 years.

In Parliament he soon estab-
lished bimself as a focceful
speaker, and a stropg influence
within the Party.

In 1933, when Geaneral Smuts
and Generrl Hertzog formed their
Fusion Government, he anounced
himself stroagly against fusion in
principle, but decided to give the
experiment 1 chance.

of Dr, Malan's National Party in
Parliament, aod Leader of the

With the teunion of the Na-
tionalist forces at the outbreak of
War, he became joint Leader, with
the late General Kemp, of the
Herenidge Nasionale Party io the
Transvaal, becoming sole Leader
later, when General Kemp died.
" The success of the National
Party at the general election of
1948 immediately brought Mr.
Strydom 1nto the Government,
and although he was given only
the comparatively minor pose of
Mnister of Lands, be continued
to be rezognised as one of the
Party's surongest and most indus-
trious members.

Always one of the Party’s most
convinced  segregatiomists, M.
Strydom is a staunch advocate of
the new Aparctheid policy, refus-
ing to compromise on the Native
franchise question.

M Steydom was bora in the
Willowmore district of the Cage
in 1893. After receiving bis early
education at Willowmore and
Fransch Hoek, he graduated in
law at the University of Stellen-
bosch in 1912.
~ He started ostrich farming in
the Willowmore district  but,
when the industry collapsed in
1914, he jouned the Civil Service
in Pretoria.

In 1917, be became a junior in
a legal fitrm in Prelorta, was ad-
mitted as an Advocate the follow-
ing year, and then went to Nyl-
stroom, where he practised as an
attorney until 1934, when he re-
tired to devote himself eatirely
to politics, and the running of his
farm on the Springbok Flats.

Heis a well-knowa breeder of
cattle and, for six years, was pre-
sident of the Waterberg Agricul-
tural Society,—Sapa.

S[R.—\Ve feel 1t is ucgently

necessagy at the prescot tme
in South Africa to restate our
“belief in the fundamental rights
of manp, aad to call on the
Government and South Africans
generally 1o tespect these righes,
They include the right to lifec,
digaity, sustenauoce, worship, edu-
cation, work, sojourn, movement,
marriage and associotion  with
one’s fellow men. They flow
from the very nature of man ip
soCiety,

Our South African society has
always denied some of thesée
nghts, or given them only in
hmited measure, 10, non White
South Africans,

We have always maintaiged a
double standard; for White South
'Alfricazs, the jdeals of demacracy
apd a most sensitive recogoition
of fusdamentasl rights; for gon-
“White South African’s, a rejection
of a commoa humanity, and of
the dignity of the human per-
sonality.

We wish to re-affirm our con-
viction that this double standard
is immoral and that this denja]

of human rights is resulting in
the cocruption of our civilisation.

Io recent years there has been

a steady diminution of democratic
tights—to dignity, education s0-
joura, movement, and more par-
ticularly, association with one's
fellowmen. The Government now
issues orders forbidding persons
from attending any gacherings
whatsoever in South Africa for a
period of two years. The probibi-
tions extend to all gathesings, not
only to those that are political,
but aiso to religious, recreatianal
and social gatherings, and itre-.
spective of the numbers who
attend, '

The effect of this is to cut
person off from group life, and to
deay bum that fellowship which
makes us truly human.

O.ber otders hunit movement
to a restricted area, such as 2
magisterial district, and some-
times deptive a man of his livell.
hood, It is aon administrative
act that is 1o truth a punishment
and it is our belief that few White
South Africaos have any com-

prehension of its scope and
severity
Tuese inhuman orders are

issued under an Act to control
riotous assemblies, or an Act to
fight Communism. It is im-
portant, that. all men should
know that the Riotous Assemblies

Act has been used against per- -

sons who have always preached
non-violence, and that the Sup-
pression of Coimumsm Act bas
been used against persons who
were uever members of the Com-
munist Party, and others who
have for years rejected Com-
munism.

Burt apart from that, we pro-
test agawnst the use of these in-
bumao measures against any per-,
sou Further, we point out the
danger that these Acts will be
applied against anyone who cout-
ageously attacks the double stan-
dard of moralito implicit in aparc-
heid.

One effect of these banning
orders has been to_ deprive the
national organisations of the .
African, Indian and Coloured
peoples of their leadership, What-
ever the result of this may be,’
the banoiog orders are wrong 1o

We wish tc affirm empbatically
our belief that the pon-White
peoples of South Alrica are en-
titled to associate and to organise
freely for the realisation of their
fundamental rights, They are
entitled * to be ouispoken and
caurageous,

Each time we deny these rights,
each time we restrict the liberty
and deny the bappiness to which '
all self-respecting men and women
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aspire, we undermine the morality
on which our civilisation is based
and esposc ourself to dangers far

more terrible than those we

The United Party

“It is my duty here to comment

on the recent U,P. policy deci-
sions. Like every other liberal
that I bave talked to, T was deep-
ly disappointed. I hoped that
the U.P. would after accepting
economic integration, declare that
certain other ™ political changes
followed inevitably. I did not
want the promise of these changes
just- because I belong to the
Liberal Party. I did not want the
promise of these changes because
1 hoped that it would sow seeds
of dissension in the U.P, 1
honestly wanted it because I
wanted the United Party to de-
clare that there were Lundreds
of thousands of White people in
South Africa who wished well to
their non-White fellow country-
men, aod who would do well too
when they could, even if their
ideas of doing gocd were more
conservative than “these of the
Liberal Party.

#“The United Party failed to do
thisz. Of this failure I shall con-
fine myself to one example of the
sespectably large number avail-
able. Mr. Strauss defended the
industeial colour bar, ie. the
right to exclude certain people
from certain occupations on the
grounds of celour. Is this, to
use Mr. Strauss’s own words, *in
barmony -with our fundamental
concepts of Western Christian
civilisation 2" If the liberal Party
were to say nothing else, it would
‘condemn this utterly. This is
something worse than other forms
of separation: in our vigw every
form of imposed separation con-
tains some element of injustice.
But the industrial colour bar is

«all injustice,
defend itao the United Party; be
would not dare to defend it to
the author of those fundamental
concepts which the United Party
upholds. '

#Mr. Strauss spoke’of gaining
the support of the broad masses
of the Native people of his policy;
there is not one self respecting
man in South Africa. of any rzce
whatsoever, who would give any
support to a barrier that excluded
his race from any occupation.
And quite right toc; otherwise we
should be a country of pnltroons,
unfit for any right or duty.

““There is 2nother part of Mr.
Strauss’s speech to which atten-
tion ‘should be drawn He de-
clared that the U.P. unlike the
Nationalist Party, was not “ruled
and coaditioned by the fear of
the Native.”” Yet nevertheless be
felt it necessary ta assure his
party that ‘‘these forward steps
co not mean that the Native will
be overtaking the Europeans, As
is clear from the past, every ad-
vance on the part of the Native
has resulted in a greater advance
for the Europears.” Why must
ope offer such excuses, such re-
wards, for the doing of a liitle
justice? I this also a funda-
mental concept of our Western
Christian civilisation?

“Da not think I am onelof thcse
who do not see any difference
between the N.P. and the U.P.
But I am cne of those who wish
they could see mcre difference.

“Why is this? It is because I
want to see 'a Strong opposition
to the Nationalist Party. The
United Party is at the moment
not providing this  The U.P,
occupies a position, not identical
with the N.P. position, but suffi-
ciently near to it to make no -true
opposition.  The true opposition
to 2 policy of apartheid 15 the
policy of a common society, even
if the rate of progress towards it
be estimated differently by dif-
fecent people. But the policy of
the U.P. is not the policy of a
common society; it is the policy
of 2 common economical society
retaining the many objectionable
features of apartheid.
very near to a policy of using
man as a tool and nothing more;

‘‘There are two pors'ble forms
that the political s*ruggle can
take today in Africa, Oae is
between White Nationalism and
Black Nationalism. The other is
between the White Nationalism
and cormmon Society. But there
is no hope whatever for a struggle
between one brand of White
Nationalirm and anotker, es-
pecially when .ore is the real
Mackay.

Call To Unity

“The advent of Mr, Strydem
will undoubtedly mean fresh calls
for the unity of all anti-Govern-
ment forces. At the moment such
un’ty is impossible, and I predict
that it will remain impossible so
long as the U.P, clings tenacious-
ly to its extreme conrcervative
position. In any case,.can any-
one imagine the U.P. joining
forces with the Liberal Party,
when it is senmsitive about con-
taining a handful of Liberal
itself ?

“I need hardly say that the
Liberal® Party desires above all
else to save South Africa from
becoming the battlefield of con-
fi‘cting WNationalisms. It con-
siders that the conflict of apart-
heid will inevitably lead to this
disaster,s It offers to South Africa
the only sane and reasonable-
alternative, that of the common
Society.

#“Now it is one thing to offec
this alternative, and another to
get it accepted. So far we have

.not been able to get a large de.

gree of acceptacce. We regret
this; we -shouldn’t worry too
much, too soon.  Yet this is not
all our own fault., ‘There are
still many White South Africans
both Nationalists and non-Na-
tionalists, swho have no real un-
derstanding of the events of the
last fifteen years, who do not
know that the idea of racial
supremacy of any group is ex-
ecrated by the non-White nations
of the world, and is regarded as

batbaric by \most of the White <the Natal Agricultural

nations, and is even now being
more and more rejected com-
pletely by the United States of
America, whose situation in some
tespects was similar to our own.
Not only is the i1dea of racial
supremacy execrated, but so also
is the idea of segregation or sepa-
ration. The wbele world s
against these theories and prac-
tices that White South Africa is
trying to establish, A great deal
is being made in South Africa of
the present racial tensions in
Britain.  Let us wait to sec what

happens. I Britain has a colour
bar, I promise ‘you that I as a
true Jingo, will join the Nats,
No, if things go wrong in Sou‘h.
Africa, the greater part of the
blame must rest with those of
us who had the power to adopt
more couragecus policies,

Power Of The State

““Another [trend is ro*‘ceable -
during the forty-‘cur years. of
our five Prime Ministers, Greates
and greater power has been given *
the State, The Sctate is always
given greater powers in times of -
emergency, and many of our
voters believe they are living in .
times of emergency, [ myself
never thought when I was a
young man that I would cver
know a time when policemen
will come to hear me speak,
when my friends will suspect
thattheir telephones were tapped,
when a sensible young friend of
mine who wore an oid school tie
would write an article on “Ths
Police State,” when an African
friend of mine who cherished a
life-long ideal of, racial cc-opera-
tion would be banned. You will
hear more of the Powers of the
State from Prof. ‘Leo Kuper,
when be introduces his first re-
solution. These powers are very
great; a person lhike myself does
not live happily under them, We
are told that Nationalists will
soon discover also how terrible it
all is. T shall hope for this day
also, but I am sure we are slew in
detecting authoritarianism when
it serves our own ends.

‘‘I wonder if our young people
will take it more easily. I hope
not, I for one will tell them,
¢It was not always like this. It
was better and freer.”

“Cons’der for a moment the
power of our ‘own State, its com-
mand over physical weapors, its
power to try and convict and
sentence without recourse to 3

The Death Of Mr. R. B.
Maharaj

He
was ia Jater years its President
nod also held the office of
Presideat of the Arya Prathi-
nidhi Sabhe, He founded the
Arya Samaj io ‘Maritzburg, He
nlso ioterested himself in pali«
tics and was the President of
the Marilzburg Branch of the
Natal Indian Congress for some
yeats, He was interested in
promoting tlindi language, and
taught Hindi to schooi childrep,
Iie ex:elled himself as a gocial
worker and as a preacher of
Hioduism,

He was ot a kind disposition
and contributed generously to a
number of charties, It may
be said that po public waork
was initiated in the olden days
without bis pame beiog asso-
ciated with it io some form or
other.

Glowing tributes were paid
to his memory, prior to the
funersl procession, by Messrs,
8, R. Naidoo, F. Satyapal and
P. B, Siogh (Durbabn).

His mortal remaing wers
cremated at the Hipdu Cremae
