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Challenge From Parliament

A VENTS in Parlia-
™\ ment continue to be
=7 most disturbing to
every good South African.
The Nationalists are so
drunk with power now that
they are turning Parliament
into a mere rubber stamp
of the Nationalist Party.
Parliament in South Africa
has never been something
which belonged to all the
people of South Africa. It
has always been the ex-
clusive preserve of people
with a White skin. Because
of this Parliament passed
laws which are directly re-
sponsible for the bitter .re-
lations between Black and
White to-day.

But the Nationalists have
tiot been satisfied with keep-
ing Parliament for the
\Vhites only. Now they
want to turn it into the ex-
clusive preserve of those
who think as they do; ex-
clusive in the sense that
they alone will be free to
do what they like against
aybody, with no constitu-
tional authority to stay their
hand.

This, however, is not the
beginning of the process.
We are now at the end of
the series of moves whereby
the Nationalists have tried
to take South Africa to-
wards an Afrikaner dictator-
“ship. They are not very
far from their goal now.

This fact alone constitutes
a challenge to every good
South African, \Why should
South Africa become a dic-
tatorship against the will of
the majority of its people?
Why should the overwhelm-

ing majority of the nation—
Black and Vhite—allow
themselves to become the
plaything of a mere handful
of political adventurers?

The answer is simple.
South Africa is going to
become a dictatorship be-
cause the overwhelming
majority of the White people
do not mind living in a dic-
tatorship where they are
herrenvolk.  All  along,
South Africa has been a
paradise for the person with
a \White skin._ Things have
changed now. The White
skin no longer entitles one
to privilege. What matters
now is what one thinks;
what one believes. ;

For our part, this is an
extremely healthy develop-
ment. It shows that the
nation is getting well to
maturity. People are be-
ginning to examine situa-
tions objectively and allow
themselves to be guided by
the truth and no longer by
the frothings of irrespon-
sible, race-hating politicians.
In their assessment of the
truth, very many White
South Africans realise now
that race, blood and colour
are very dangerous unifying
factors.

But this is not enough.
Merely to see in blood,
race and colour dangerous
evils incites to extremism
on the side of the ruling
minority.  They will re-
sort to more irresponsible
courses—the Senate Act is
a case in point—in attempts
to frighten the rebellious
\Vhite into toeing the racial-
ist ine, No mistake must

‘their positions.
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be made here. The Na-
tionalists will not stop mess-
ing things before they have
either been thrown out of
power or civil war has
broken out between one
section of the White com-
munity and the other,

People wedded to wicked
ideas of the type embraced
by the Nationalists begin
to see reason only after
catastrophe and not before.
In these circumstances the
Nationalists, whether they
realise it or not, work for
the ultimate destruction of
South Africa. No mistake
must be made here. Given
the choice between a South
Africa in which race equal-
ity was a reality and de-
struction, the true National-
ist would sconer see him-
self destroyed. Nationalist
spokesmen have said it time
and again, right in Parlia-
ment that a Black man
would enter Parliament over
their dead bodies. This is
the temper [from which
emanates all the evils the
country suffers from to-
day. :

This is the evil attitude
which hovers around Par-
liament to-day. This evil
threatens not only the Black
man; it threatens ecvery
Whiteman who is a demo-
crat,

In these circumstances
both the Black and the
\White democrats are called
upon to re-evaluate afresh
The com-
mon threat to them both
requires that they should
regroup their forces for pur-
poses of pooling their re-
sources if the apartheid
madness is ever to be
stopped. What goes on in
Parliament is a clear indi-
cation that the White demo-
crat is as much in danger
as the man of colour. Sal-
vation for both lies in stand-
ing together, through thick
and thin in unyielding re-
sistance to apartheid.

In a special sense we
have to thank apartheid for
having created situations
where democrats on both
sides of the colour line
could sce their position in
the light of the common
threats to their vcry beings.
It is for them to learn the
lesson of history—that sal-
vation for those who are
threatened together lies
only in their presenting a
united front against apaft-
heid.

IN response to a (uestion from

bis Humansderp audience as
to whethe-’, the *Native state’
would constitute a military or
other threat to the “white state’
after total apartheid, the Rev.
W. A, Landman is reported to
have said that Natives differ
“‘ethnically’’ even more than the
French and Germans, and that
the Tomlinson Commission was
thinkiog in tcrms of sev:n, small
“‘Native states’” based on the
present reserves :nd  ‘“‘ethnic
grouping "

It is not absolutely clear from
this_report whether Sabra’s chaire
man supports the plan, but it
appears that he does. What he
later said at Uitenhage makes it
even more likely,

If so, one must put the ques-
tion to bim: “Suppose you are
wrong Suppose Africans do not
differ as much as you and Dr.
Verwoerd  imagine.  Suppose
thiese seven small states wish to
amalgamate. Are you going to
insist on their remaining “cthnic.
a'ly” and administratively sepa-
rate, lest they constitute a threat
to the ‘white state’s”

This is the immediate but
lesser question that arises from
My, Landman's remarks There
is, however, a far more funda-
mental question. Mz, Landman
has been moved ta his crusade
for total apartheld by the sincere
conviction that anythiog less than
total apartheid is morally in-
defensible, He tota'ly condemns

any idea of perpetuating the
baasskap status quo.

But he may legitimately be
asked to consider whether it is
any easier to defend partition oo
moral grouads, if it is proposed
as 38 per ceat of the Union to
the 21 per cent white minority
and 12 per cent to the 79 per cent
noa-white tnajority? Even if Col-
oureds are included (wnd then
they must, on moral grounds, be
iategrated fully) with the Whites,
and Indians discounted ( hough
on whbat moral ground could this
be done?), the position would
still be that the White-Coloured
state would be claiming 88 per
ceant of the Union for much lss
half the number of Africans who
are to be offered 12 per cent.

Moreover, that 12 per cent is
in six large pockets “and many
amall, scattered fragments. It
contains few of tke Unicn's czpi-
tal works which bave been built
with black labour as well as'
white finance and direction. It
is without the possibility of use.
ful railways and contains po port
(not even, Dr. Verwoerd says,
poor little Port St. John's which
no sizeable steamer could enter
anyway). Finally, as the Tom}in-
son Report will surely say, it
cannot pretend (even afier the
fullest development) to suppotr
our entire African population, as
Mr., Landman consid:zrs morally
essential under total apartheid,

Nor will the .incarportion of
the Protectorates (-fit cver hap-
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pens) imprave the position. For,
although they would bring the
‘Native State” (or states) up to
45 per cent of ““the area of ‘gr.eart-
er South Africa,”  over three-
quarters of this 45 per cent
would consist of the aireadytgv.elr
poptilated mountains of Basuto-
land and the arid steppe of the
Kalahiri.

It is really quite clear that any
moral settlement on total apart-
heid lines would involve offerin}
hon-whites nothing less'than the
Transvaal, Free State and Natdl,
tetaining perhaps the Cape Pro-
viace as the “white state.”

Realization of the wutter i
possibility of ever reconciling
white Scuth Africans to so
tremendous a  visible materlal
sacrifice, as well as his under-
standing of the truth that any
scttlement based on repudiation
(by whatever name it is called) is
basically un-Christian, probably
accounts for Prof, B. B. Keets’
divergence from Mr. Landman's
views. For both these two emi-
nent D.R.C, intellectuals—and
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others like Dr, Ben Marais—are
men of profoundly disturbed
consciences, secking with deep
'ép'd patent sincerity for the just
and ethical solution to our funda-
meatal hunian problem. If these
souls in torment decide tempo-
tarily for the radically oppesed
toals of 2 unified human society
and total territorial apartheid,
the coantrast is more apparent
than resl

ﬁeyond these paradexes, after
fUrther corflct 1n their con-
stiences Bztween the conventions
of olir preseilt society and the
verities of tHE prear spiritual
discipline that thty seive, the
truths are waiting fot thein that
“oneness in Christ” is an ijdeal
to be fought for and realised in
this world as well as in the nextj
that faith in God involves alsa
faith in man, however fallenj
that we should go forwatd to-
gether as human beings, whatevef
our colour or culture, accepting
the risks as proof of out faith,
“putting our band into the hand
of God.”

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ONE LIBERAL’'S FAITH

PEAKING in a symposium on
“the outlook for the future
some weeks ago Prof. Keppel-
Joaes lived up to the reputation,
which he has gained from bis
Lok “When Smuts Goes," as a
prophet of doom. Only ap ime
mediate and complete change of
heart on the part of White South
Africa, he believes, can avert
citastrophe. Since such a change
is unthinkable we ate doomed,
He argued his case well, and
events as they are developing in
North Africa and as they deve-
foped recently in Kenya suppors
bis thesis, In Kenya the Whins
remained obdurate right until the
terrible Mau-Mau overtook them;
in North Africa it is clear that it
will be the same. A newspaper
correspondent  reports  from
Algiers that ten years ago the
Muslims would have eagesly ac-
cepted French citizenship, * Now
it is too late. Tirere have been
too many broken promises, How
many more broken promises have
thete not been in South Africa?
I confess to being in sombre
moad, yet coupled with a grow-
iog faith which I should like to
share with others. It is not an
orthodox faith but it is not aimed
against any of the orthodoxz faiths.
I have called it one Lberal's faith
because my own supprort of the
liberal cause derives from it, but
the word “one’” must also count
as an operative word as I may
claim to speak only for myself,

It is parural and understand-
able that the non-European pub-
lic of South Africa shou'd feel
less concern for the impending
fate of French colonists in Algeria
and for such classes of people
elsewhere than I do. I recognise
that these colonists are, bye and
large, more to blame for the
situation in which they find them-
selves than are any other living
persons concerned, They cannot
fairly be blamed for being in
Algeria—they were born there,
but it is obvious that the vast
majority of them insist, as at pre-
sent does the vast majority of
White South Africans, on a pti-
vileged position, and for this they
can be blamed, and because of
this it will be less unfitting that
they should pay a terrible price,
as seems to me now to be in-
evitable, than that aoyone else
should do 50, But if I alow a
White bias in wishing to find
some honourable and feasible
way out for them which will yet
see justice done I nevertheless
feel even more deeply for the
effects of violence on the non-
Europeans of the world in their
struggles .for Jiberty, and parti-

cularly in anticipation for non--

White fellow South Africans.
For both history and the events
of Kenya and North Africa show
us that if non-Europeans are
driven to the point of vio'ence
they will begin by killing each
other, and in this process the
very best of them will be liqui-
dated as traitors along with the
very worst, Indeed in this tragic
event each side, the non-White
and the White, will demand such
vaqualified allegiance to its own

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particular batred that those of
any colour who will dare to con-
tinue to stand for real justice and
co-operation without racial dis-
crimination will be bracketed
with those opportunists who
leave their own group to side
with what may seem to be the
winning side. Perhaps even
worse than the violence will be
this almost universal confusion
of the good with the evil. Yet I
believe that it is tremendously
important for the good to speak
out more and more, not only
because by doing so they increase
the chances of a peaceful recti-
fication of South Africa's great
wrong of colour bar, but also be-
cause even if they fail nnd we
are engulfed in violent racial
strife their efforts are not lost.
It is true that the evil men do
lives after them, but it is not true
that the good dies with them.
It too lives on and makes the
world a better place than other-
wige it would havs been. ,The
efforts made by men and women
of goodwill will be remembered,
and men will turn from hate and
passion a liftle soomer for the
memory of them. They will go
to help fill the ever growing
stream of Man’'s experience which
one-day in the immeasurable
future will teach Man, or, I
should prefer to say, Life, to live
in harmony.

Very unoriginally I believe that
what is needed in South Africa,
as elsewhere, is a change of

_heart, and that all efforts to better

the world which do not seek a
force which can change mens’
motives away from the self-secke
ing and towards the noble are
misguided and vain. But one
cannot change human nature J
am so often told. I do not believe
that this is true, or rather I do
believe that there is a force which
can and does ch:nge our natures,

and indeed slowly guides all Life.
But except in the case of unusual
individuals I do not think that it
will be easy to discern such
cbange 1n one country or in the
world over a mere century or
even over a period of thousands
of years, Iam speaking now of
a moral and spiritual change in
Man, and, indeed Life, not of
material circumstances which
have changed out of all recogni-
tion in the last ive hundred years,
nor of mass evangelisations, But
if one believes, as I do, 1n evolu-
tion, and if one feels on reading
the noble thoughts and utterances
of exceptional men from many
lands in many ages that here is a
response to 2 call from ourside
which one_feels dimly oneself,
but which these men evdently
felt strongly, and which is urterly
unlike the instincts of self-pre-
servation, group or individual,
one is forced to believe that in
the thousands of millions of years
from the amocba to Man Life has
not only grown more complex
physiologically, but it has been
very slowly modified by a force of
a moral nature whose effective-
ness lies in its utter consistency—
it always acts in the same direc-
tion, that eof love, bumility and
goodaess. True there have been
countless more evil men, activated
by hate, greed and pride, in a
gense also showing a consistency,
but in the long run the efforts of
such men clash with each other
and cancel each other, 1 bave a
scientific training may I use an
analogy from Physics. A gas is
made up of a great number of
small particles which are con-
tinually moving about hither and
thither, very frequeatly colliding
with each other and with other
matter. If we release a quantity
of gas which is slightly heavier
than air most of these particles
will eventually sink down to
somewhere near the ground be-
cause of 2 weak downward force
of gravity which the carth exerts
on all of them, But the forces
which act beiween the particles
when they collide are very much
stronger than this force of gravity,
and if a particle could tell one its
1ife story it might very well forget
to mention the force of gravuy.
But these collision forces are 1n
all sorts of directions and so on
the average their effecis on the
gas cancel out. It might very
well happen that a collision sends
a particular particle hurtling
downwards very much faster than
gravity is able to make it fall.
Thus if the object is to get as
many particles as possible as low
down as possible one might. well

be tempted to try to use these
collision forces, But this would
be a mistaken idea for the same
reason that it is a mistake 1o
thiok that one can pick oneself
up without pulling or pushing on
something outside one's body.
The collision which sends one
particle downwards sends another
upwards, and if the two particles
are taken together the combined
effect in getting them down is
exictly nothing, or rather while
all this is happenirg there is a3
slight total downward movement
produced by the gravitational force
alone I liken the consistent
moral force in which I believe 10
this force of gravity, A friend of
mine wants to call it social con-
science rather than God. I don't
mind as long as we do not con-
fuse it with the animal passions
and instincts which J likea to the
collision forces, and which [
believe canoot be used by us for
good purposes, But I include
under “animal passivns and in-
stincts’’ many motives and urges
which have more sophisticated
names, such as profit motive,
revolutionary fetvour of the pro-
letariat, patriotism, pride of race
and so on, This is a tremendous
subject which I cannot pursue in
fuil but I should like in another
article to develop a2 few conse-
quences relevant to our South-
African situation.

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HAVE just finished reading,
for the first time, R F. Alfred
Hoernle's “South African Native
Policy and the Liberal Spirit,"”

a brilliant and fearless book,
written in 1939.
At the time he wrote it he

tooked forward and saw nothing
but darkaess. He correctly fore-

gaw “the multi-racial society of -

the Uaion...steadily developing
towards an intensification of
Waite dominatiou in a racial
casle-struclurc He decided
that there were three possible
roads ahead of this country which
Liberals might support.  They
were:

(1) Parallelism, which main-
tained group separation inside 2
single economic society, but
which discarded domination in
favour of co-ordination. He re-
garded this as impracticable, as
the Whites would, when it came
to the pinch, not discard domi-
nation,

(2) Assimilation, by which
he meant the society that the
Liberal Party is pledged to—a
South Africa without colour bars,
H: regarded’ this too as im-
practicable, and for the same
reason.

(3) Total Separation, by
which he meant the partition of
this countr:, v, much less on the
lines advocated by SABRA. This,
too, although he felt that good
might lie along this path, he dis.
mussed for the same reason.

He believed that these prob-
lems were insoluble by the
Whites, and that the real solu.
tion would come through revolu-
tion by non-White against White:
“If White South Africa continues
along its present path of elaborat.
ing and strengthening its domi-
pnant position in a racial caste-
society, it is probable that there
lies ahead of it the tragic destiny
of furnishing yet another instance
of the old historic truth, that the
great victories of the liberal
spirit have been gained when
those to whom liberty has been
denied, have successfully achieved
it for themselves. All too often
in human histoty those victories
have been won by violent means
and at a bitter cost in human
livea, It may so happen at some
future date in the history of
South Africa.”

. Suth was the hopeless message
left by a great Liberal, a message
fiemly based on the evidence
avaitable to him, lucidly argued.
and, up to date, fully justified,

White domination has been in-
tensified, Many Liberals do feel
hopeless as defeat follows defeat,
Some Liberals—many-of them in

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It means in my view that the
facts have changed since he
wrote: His pessimism was caused
by the overwhelming importance
he gave, and gave rightly, to the
factof race. In 1939 racialism
was at its zenith, Lothrop Stod-
dard had been calling the Whites
of the world to arms to defend
their conquests against what he
termed the “Rising Tide of
Colour,”  Anti semitism was at
its worst for a certury, Hoernle
envisaged the coherence of the
racial groups in South Africa as a
permanent phenomenon. He pic-
tured South Africans continuing
for ever to regard themselves as
‘Whites’, ‘Africans’, and ‘In-
dians', Now if he had been
right in this, then his gloomy
prognostications would have been
{fulfilled He pictured the failure
of the Liberals, and the conse-
queat failure of the Whites, be-
cause to him Liberals were
Whites, and the only Whites who
could safely steer our country
past its preseat difficulties,

But the situation io the world
and here has changed since then,
Hitler has been beaten, and anti-
semitism and the doctrine of the
herrenvolk were burned with him

in the bunker in April 1945, -

‘The Communist world, to its
credit, has always refused, at
whatever short term cost, to have
anything to do with racialism.
The U.S,A. are clearing up the
rempants of their colour-bar;
Nehru is at the helm in India,
and Nkrumah in the Gold Coast.
And above all, atomic energy
looks like opening the way to
real prosperity for Africa and’
Asia, and thus short-circuiting
the idea of a colour-war for ~
world re-conquest,  All these

things have weakened racialism,

As a result wé see within
South Africa a breaking of the
solid White front. On the cnoe
hand we see the Congress of
Democrats committed to a feder-

-al alliance with the AN.C. and

the S.ALC. and the Caloured
Oan the
other we see the Liberal Party,
no longer a ‘White' Party, with a*

membersbip open to all, and with
a2 considerable non-White mem-
bership. In the Western C:pe
Duvision there is already a major-
ity of African members. These
political facts mirror the most
important fact in South Africa
today—that a nation is already
being built out of Black and
. White clements, The extra-
urdmary thing is tbat it is hap-
pening despite the wishes of
many Whites and of many Afri-
cans.

A similar thing is bappening
at the other end of Africa—in
Algeria, In that country there
are neatly two million *Whites”
and three times as many ‘‘non-
Whites.” In neighbouring Tunis
and Morocco France has already
conceded full home rule to the
“non-Whites.” But she cannot
do that in Algeria, for there,
through economic integration, a
mixed nation has been born. She
will have to grant bome rule in
Algeria very soon—the new
French Government is commit-
ted to doing so. But it will be a
grant, not to Algeria's ‘‘non-
Whites,” but to the whole popu-
laticn, As an informed obsetver
reported a month or two ago:
“Two facts emerge clearly...Any
attempt ‘at making the Algerian
nation a European dominfon is
bound to fail. Similarly any
attempt to make Algeria a strictly
Moslem state governed along re-
ligious or racial lines will cause
a series of endless reactions oo
the part of the Mediterranean
(“White") elements who will
never accept being thrown back

’
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into the sea, These two impos-
sibilities appear to be clearly
realised on both sides, and there
lies the hope of a peaceful solu-
tion.,” (African News, Washing-
ton, January 1956.)

Now in Algeria as well as in
the Union the birth of a new na~
tion is very recent. Hoernle
could not have known tbat it
would happen. If it had oot
happened his pessimistic forecase
would have come true, But it
bas happened, and the bounda-
ries of race bave been crossed.”

The task of the Liberal Party
is fo give political embodiment
to this social ecomomic fact. It
cannot do it if it continues, like
the short-term  Liberals in
Hoernle's book, merely to beg
crumbs from the tables of power
to alleviate the hunger of the
dispossessed. Fortunately all the
signs are that this phase is ceasing
to exist, that Liberalism is being
renewed. The " Liberals that
matter today are those that have
seen the vision of a new South
Africa, now being so painfully
born, which has- forgotten race,
and which fosters those things
that unite all South Africans,
and which puts aside those things
that divide us. When this new
vision has entered the minds of
all South Africans, and 1 konow
that it is going to do this, then
democracy will for the first time
in our history be possible. No-
thing can now deflect the Liberal
Party from this vision of a new
South Africa, for there is no
other sert of South Africa worth
lifting a finger for,

In addition to these exharbx-
llnt increases in rent, some

‘method adopted to hold the
‘tenant up” to ransom for this
“goodwill” money is usnally to
ftvie him with a notice to
‘vacate on the ground that the
Premises are required by the
hindlord for his- own occupe-
tion,

While admitting that the
Government must have some
tound reason for removing Rent
Control from business premises,
my Agsociation would beg leave
to submit that freedom for the
landiord to demand whatever
rent he deemed fit could be
inlified only if the tenant was
tqually free to accept or reject
ihat demand, The Indian tenant-
b1 no such freedom.  The law
'tonfines Jhim to certain meagre
Sreag and even in these areas,
i most cases, to a hm:ted
fumber of premises aond no
olther. This has the .effect of
vestipg landlords of Indian
fenants with a monopoly of
wailable premises and the
ncnopoly gives them a cruel
tranglehold over the Indian

tenanl which they utilise to
squecze out his last drop of
blood.

It will thus be seen that
whatever justification there
might be for the removal of
rent control, as a general
measure does not apply to the
particular and peculiar case of
the Indian tenant who it not
free to cheoge his landlord at
will, and must, willy nilly,
either accede to the rapacious
demand of the landlord or give
up his busipess and starve, Re-
moval of Rent Control in his
case removes the only protecs
tion he bas against tbat ra-
pacity.
