ously to modify his views on tl}g:‘ failure of the Anglican Church here to

practi$e what he preaches. Its attitude to colour is theoretically admirable.
It has been repeatedly and lucidly set forth by various bishops of the Church of
the Province of South Africa. Canon Collins would, I think, allow that Anglican
ecclesiastics have given an important verbal lead against social and economic in-
justice perpetrated on grounds of raze. But he certainly maintains what he said
in September 1953, that the Church has failed practically. -

It has failed primarily because, despite a few conspicuous and honourable ex-
ceptions, it does not in its worship and pastoral work testify to the unity of all
Christians in Christ which it professes, IFew Anglican Churches provide even
separate services for the different race groups; fewer still regularly conduct inter-
racial,worship. In this respect, both the Roman Catholics, who generally have
mixed services, and the Dutch Reformed Churches which believe that God ordained
separate and unequal races “in order to demonstrate His sole supreme Supremacy
and glorify His Own Divinity” and which therefore strictly observe racial segrega-
tion in Church (as in other) matters, ! more consistently practise their proclaimed
ethics than the Anglicans. Individual Anglican lay voices have been raised arguing

NOTH[NG during his visit to South Africa has caused Canon Collins seri-

. that unity in Christ is a spiritual and not a secular conception, which carries no
practical implications for this world.

: But the voice of the Anglican Church, speak-
ing through its leaders, quite explicitly rejects this heresy and repudiates personal
apartheid in creed and deed. Yet the stark and irrefutable fact of its open practice
in most Anglican churches constitutes an offence to the Christian conscience on
which Canon Collins insists. For he sees that, unless the Church gives a prac-
tical lead by putting its own house i order, Anglicans will feel no urgent duty to
combat racialism in temporal affairs; nor will Africans respect a Church which, as
one African Anglican priest told Collins, *is riddled with the colour bar.” The
colour bar is not merely a legal deprivation of civil rights and opportunities, it s
an a-spiritual attitude and a mental disease which infects the majority of Anglican
laymen with “a boss-minded outlook.” African Christians, even priests, do not
fail to perceive their inferior status as human ﬂeings in the one place where such
differentiation might be thought as inadmissable as it is jnexcusable,

1.\10“',. itis no ardswer to this charge to point to the admitted complexity of
our situation and “the security of Canon Collins in his cathedral six thousand miles
away.” It may be a little easier to be outspoken in London. But even that is not
\x'ith})ut its penalties; and Canon Collins' chances of preferment to the high offi-
ces }.lis talents would otherwise command have perhaps been prejudiced by his
persistent attacks on racialism in the churches and policies of territories under Dri-
tish control.

Sam Kahn'’s Appeal Dismissed

The appeal'of Mr. Sam Kahn,

a Cape Town attorney and former
M.P., agaiost his conviction un-
det the Suppression of Commun-
ism Act has been dismicsed by
the Full Beach of the Cape
. Supreme_ Court. Mr. Justice
+Steyn, wha delivered the unanim-
ous judgment of the Court, held
that the party at Mr, Brian
Bunting’s house at Clifton at
which Kabn was arrested on
July 10, was a gathering with a
common purpose within, the

meaoing of the Act,  Mr. Justice
Ogilvie Thompson and Mr, Act-
ing Justice Watermeyer concuirred.
Oa Octaober 12, Mr Kahn was
convicted in the Cape Town
Regional Court of having con-
travened an order strved on him
under the Act on May 26, in
which the Minister of Justice,
Mr, Swart, prchibited bim from
attending any gatherings in the
Union for two years. He was
seotenced to three montbs' com-
pulsory labour, two months of
which was suspended for three
years on condition that he was
not convicted of any other offence
under the Act within that period.
The conviction and sentence were
both confirmed, Mr. Kabn was
graated leave to appeal to the
Appellate Division and was re-
leased oo his own recognisances,

Concession To Indians
- Withdrawn

A proclamation in a Govern-
ment Gazette Extraordinary on
Friday December 31, 1954 said
that the Immigrants' Regulation
Amendment Act of 1953 would
become operative from January 1,
1955, The Act withdraws a con-
“cession under the Smuts-Gandhj
Agreement wheeeby Indians ljv-
ing 10 South Africa could bring
to the Union their wives and child-
ren lving in India, Giviag rea-
sous for the withdeawal of the
coacession in his second reading
speech when the Bill was before
Parliament, the Minister of 1he
Interior, Dr. T. E. Donges, said
the disparity between Indisn
males and the females which
existed in 1911 existed no longer,
Parity between the sexes had al,
most been achieved. He said
tbat figures for the eight years
previous to the introduction of
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" the Bill showed that the entry of
wives and childrer had been far
excess of the number of Indians
who left the couatry in the same
period.  In that period a total of
.6,929 wives acd chiideen had en-
teted the Union in the terms of
the c:ncession against a total of
-less than 1,000 Indians of the
both sexes, includiog children,
who left South Africa. Dr. D.nges
added that in admit.ing wives
and children under the conces-
sion, the Depariment of Immigra-
tion relied oa information from
India about the genuineness of
marriages and births, In recent
years, hawever, “in (be pature of
tbings"” this snformation had be-
come more and more u_rehalle.

tomorrow the challenge of today.
Some of our leading clergy and
missionaty spokesmen, when over-
seas, regularly minimise the ex-
tent of this clerical and lay
failure to live out pur Christian
precepts, thus performing a grave

dissecrvice to a Church whase .

cooscience is all toa easily lulled
by stoties of the undoubted diffi-
culties it is facing.  Fusther, the
episcopacy itself has failed on
practical issues. I do oot here
. only refer to a pechaps inevitable
differences between Canon Col-
lins who stressed the primacy of
the individual Christian con-
cieace and its right ultimately to
defy un Christian legistation, and
the bishops who emphasise the
complementary Christian duty to
apply their principles in the
South African context and to
obey the law of the State as far as
conscience will permit. I refer
to a practical failure of leadership
which is best illustrated by the
_example of my own parish,

Sevetal years ago our Euro-
pean congregation was grievously
divided over the rectot’s insist-
ence on retaining one inter racial
commuanion each month at which
a Coloured and an Indian Angli-
can worshipped with such Euro-
peans as cared to attend. A new
rector from™ England, prizing
unity above other virtues, soon
yielded to the numerically larger
faction, himself sponsored the

* chuech council resolution can-
celling the inter-racial service
and forbidding the use of the
“Buropean'’ church building even
for separate secvices far non Euro-
peans. The Indian shortly left
the disteict,  The Coloured
woman, after months of distress,
found a new spiritual home with
another communion which, at
feast in this town, does not prac-
tise discrimination. * Now, seven
years after these events, another

* new rector has received a request
that African servants employed
in the European residential area
be allowed to use the church
building once a month for a sepa-
rate early communion service—
there being no bus to the location
three miles distant {where the
Africans have their own church)
till after midday on Surdays On
the mitter being put with an
urgent recommendation by the
rector that it be granted, the
church council narrowly adhbered
to its eatligr decision and rejected
the request,

Now the failure of the episcop-
acy—a corporate failure, for it is
no persogal reflection on our re-
ceatly elected bishop—is that no

cne here on eitber side in the
controversy knows which view
the bishop will actively support
on his return from an overseas
tour. The previous bishop sup-
ported the first rector in retain-
ing the joint service. It is not
generally known whether he knew
of the subsequent church council
decision under the second rectdr,
though it is hard to believe he
did not, But po protest from him
reached the laity who were pri-
marily responsible for it, And
we have, therefore, been left for
several months with a refusal
which their third rector is re-
luctant to convey to the Africans
because it frankly conflicts with
the policy and principles of the
Church, but on which no one can
be sure what the new bishop will
say or do., There is a latent
difference of opinion throughout
the Anglican communion between
the Catholic view of the Church
and its discipline—what in Eng-
land would be kaown as the High
Church or Anglo-Catholic stand-
point, which predominates among
the ministry of tbe Church of the
Province of South Africa—and

conception.  But it is clearly io-
tolerable that there should be aty
doubt on such a vital point of
practice as to which course the
bishop of a diocese will actively
favour, even if there is room for
difference of opinion about the
actions he should take as a result
of his decision, It is precisely
here, when it come to ifiterpret-
ing in practical decisions their
admirabls  theoretical attitude,
that the episcopacy of the South
African Church have failed to
match the challenge of the pre-
sent situation,

No one will wish to minimise
their difficulties, In the first
place, there are practical con.
siderations of finance. A parish
seriously divided, as our will be
if the Christian decision js made,
loses the ability to support ijtself.
The diocese, already on a financial
shoe-string, cannot afford more
deficit parishes.” The retention
of parish unity, which some of
the faint hearted urge as their
primary consideration, cangot as
such be a Christian concern,
especiatly if, as at present, that
unity is based on the denial of a
fundamental principle of our faith.
But if the result of disunity must
be the closing of some churches

This pawer of banishmest bad
applied to Africans since the
Native Administration Act of
1927, and it is still being used
againgt them because under it the
Munister does not need to have
auy reason for his action.

It
was used by successive Ministers
of Justice from time to time dur-~
ing the ninecteen-thirties and the
nineteen-forties, It then formed
the basis for the still wider Act
to suppres “communism,’’ passed
in 1950 and tightened in 1951 and
1954
But this Act went very much
further. First, it echoed the
Rtotous Assemblies (Amendment)
Act by listing, as one of a number
of supposed “‘objects of commun-
ism,"" the creation of feelings of
hostility between white and non-
white Then the Act empowers
the Mnpister to banish amyouoe,
who in his opinion is promoting
any of the objects of communism,
from any town or district and
from all kinds of *‘gatherings.”
These heavy disabilities can be
inflicted oo any person, even if he
has not been named and listed as a
communist by the official Liquida-
tor and even if he has never been
convicted under the Act or under
agy law, In plhin words, if the
police tell the Minister that a
man is talhing or bebaving like a
“communist "'(as defined in 300
—words 1n the Act), Mr. Swart can
order that man to stay out of
every (own or district jn the
Union, except the one where he
is allowed to live.  This penalty
bas in fact been imposed on
scores of people, some avowed
comnmunists but others not.
Moreover, Mr Swast has also
probibited an increasing number
of people from attending any
“gathering.”” No one knows ex.
acidy what constitutes a gathering
and what does not, nor can law-
yees say until the highest court g
the country decides the question
It may be several years before the
qu:stion is {ully decided because
the courts tend 10 3void giving a
broader decision thaa is necessary
for a pasticu’-r case A meeting
is po doubt to be coobsidered a

gathering, but .be police go much.

furiber aad con:end that it would
be breach of the order 10 attend a
party in onc’s own home or even
a small tea paety in another houte,
To take an actual example, a
woman gave a party for Canan
Collins, but, baving been banned
from gaihkeriogs, she did not hes-
gelf attend the pacty.  The police

afterwards asked some of her
guests whether the woman had in
fact been at the party. If she had,
they obviously intended to pro-
secute her. .

In addition, the Minister, act-
ing as always on information and
advice put to him by the police,
can order a person to refrain
from participating io the acti-
vities of any number of organisa-
tions. Some named communists
have received lists of 1wenty or
thirty bodies that they must
avaid These long lists are drawn
up without proper regard to the
character of the body concerned
or the work done by it, Qae list
included the Institute of Race
Relations but not Sabra, the rival
body of the same type runm by
Aftikaaps-speaking people. An-
other list included ° “Parent-
Teacher Association,” apparently
for the simple reason that when
the police raided a certain woman's
hause to look for subversive docu-
ments, they found a notice in-
viting her to attend a Parent-
Teachers Assciation meeting at
the school to which her small
daughter goes.

The full extent of police acti-
vities is not even dimly known to
the public. Every week, if not
every day, the police are busy
secving orders on men and women
and then checking, day after day,
to tce that an order is not dis-
obeyed, and to make an arrest if
it is  Oaly a small proportion of
these activities are reflected in the
cases made public in the daily
Press. A larger number (but by
00 means all) are reported in the
non-European weeekly Press,

Nor is that all, The police are
now directed to apply the laws
afficting immigration 3nd depor-

.tation i the most severe way,

Ao Iodian paper recently bad a
front-page story about an Indian,
aged 24, who was deported be-
cause he came to the Union after
be had turned 16, In fact, he
bad opeanly entered the country a
few hours, after his sixteenth
birthday because the ship he was
in reached port some bours lager
than its scheduled time of arrival,
Several years after his arrival, this
fact about the Indian was dis
covered and he was wrenched
away from his family.

So immensely wide are the pre-
sent powers of the police and so
barshly ace these powers applied
in particular cases, that cjvil
liberties really no longer exist jn
Sowth Afriea in the form famitiar
in other countries, Tke right
fr..ly to express opinions jn
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speech or in print; the right to
bold a meeting or a procession;
the right to move freely from oue
part of the country to another;
the right to keep policemen or
other officials out of on:'s home
—these historic Jiberties have
been chetished and defended by

our own forefathers in Western ~

Europe for centuries past. The
exercisc of these “and various
allied rights of the individual to-
gether give to the abstract idea of
freedom a concrete substance

without which the word lacks not

only political significance but
otdinary meaning. But these
rights can be practised in the
Union teday only in the shadow
of a abiquitous police force, If
the police were archange! ia blue
upiforms, their task would be
delicate and difficult because no
officials in the madern state ought
ever to be entrusted with such far-
reaching and unfettered powers,
gor should any cabinet minister
wicld them when acting solely on
police reports. But in fact the
special branch of the South Afri-
can police, recruited as it is from
narrow sources, lacks the political
education and the personal equip-
ment to discriminate properly in
applying its powers and fulfilling
the tasks put upon it by politi-
cians bent on the persecution
of all radical, non-conformist
opinion.

For let no one foolisbly imagine
that these powers are applied
ouly to supposedly wicked or
dangerous “communists.” As the
country moves ever nearer to the
condition of a police state, its
rulers inevitably abandoen nice
distinct®ns between followers of
Swualin  and Trotsky, beiween
socialists and liberals and dis-
senting Christians, who happen
to be truc conmservatives For
freedom is indivisible, Laws
desigaed to cutb strikes by white
workmen are used to curtail inter-
racial activities, Laws designed
to prevent inter racial discord are
used to injure trade wupjons.
Above all, laws supposed to pre-
veat the growth of “commugism*’
come in practice 10 prevent the
free expression of all opinion dis-
liked and feared by the Govern
ment.

Freedom of speech is likewise
induvisible. Experience shows that
once the mere expression of any
unpopular opinien is punished —
as distinct from the punishment
of action for political purposes—
no one can tell who will be
peaalised mext.  One thing is
clear: in South Africa today the
sh.des of the prison house have
begun to close around us all.. Inp
the sphere of civil_liberties the
authorities have deliberately made
a legal wilderness and they will
proudly call it political_peace,

OPEN LETTER TO A.N.C. EXECUTIVE
COMMITTEE ~

HE Durban couference of
the African National Con.

it advances the cause. S.me-.
times, in & poljtical fight, it
docs become nece,sary that cer-
tain ubjectives should be sacri-
ficed in favour of better ones,

But withdrawing our children
oo April 7 daes not aclually
advance the cause, Oa the
conlrary it teads to play right
into the hands of our political
enemies,

We are buildiog a nation and
we should know that every
negative step we take must be
balanced by positive actioo,
We must remember that the
withdrawal resolution implies
that we have takea on our-
selves the responsibility of ec-
suring that no African child
withdrawn from school shall
grow up in ignorance. If the
children are withdrawn oo April
¥ next we shill not be in the

position as a people to ensure

that each child thus withdrawn
is not forced to grow up in
igonorance, Coogress has not
even reached the point where
its plans for providing educa-
tion for children so withdrawn
have been mads. For conference
tosay we shall withdraw our
childcen on April 7, next,
without saying precisely what
we shall do with thém af:er
that is, in my opinion, to lose
the vision of true liberty.

You, geotlemen, are the
generals whom conference hag
appointed to lead our army of
emancipation. I realise con.
ference has placed Yyou in an
awkward position. But ig its
wisdom, coaference also pave
you the right to give directives
on the withdrawal., The im-
pression in the country is that
you are going to order & whole-
sale withdrawal. If you did
that, you would be taking a
weak cour_.e, Rather, the situa-
tion demands that e.ch com-
munity should withdraw its
childrea from Vesrwoerd’s schools
the moment it has made alter-
native arraogements.

draw its children the moment it
has made alternative arraggc-
ments.

For, the education issue affects
every Alrican patent vitally, If
we handle it wizh skill we shel
find that Verwoerd is our figest
ally in organising our people
into a compact mass against
apartheid. If we handle it in
a weak way, and are kin o put
up stunts—a  hurried with
drawal is such a stunl—ge
sh:ll demoralise our people,
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Secoadly, if our children are

1t pro-
duces an immediate reaction,
1t you spent half the time and
energy you spend on the Cone
gress of the People preparing
our people for withdrawing
their'children from Verwoerd's
schaols you would be very
pleasantly surprised with the
results.

Andthat
secret cadre is not respoosible
to anybody specifically—. x. ept
in a very vague way to the
National Working Committee,
In any case the mejorily on the
Secretariaf will be responsible
to the Secretary-General. And
these people, nominated by ome
ordinary human beiog, will give
instructions to elected Tepre.
seatative bodies like provincial
ex -utive committees.

Read Section 7 (c) carefully
as quoted and read the whole
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of Sectiou g and you will uoders
stand why 1 say the new draft
cosstilution is a vote of no
confidences in Lutbuli. The
President-Geperal will now
gserve only as & dumwy; 5o &lso
will his deputy. All power will
ba vested in the Secretary-
General. Another disturbiog
feature of all this, of course, is
that this power will be vested
and used, a5 the copstitulion
implies, in an absojutist way.
I see in this provision a bold
bid to band Congress over to
Communist coutral.

A
wajority of the present members
of the Committee, incluling
Shree Nehru, are expected to be
elected in the new team, Shree
Dhebar is -xpected to aanounce
bis Working Committee in the
ficst week of Jaonuary after the
election of delegates to the
ALC.C, which will conclude on
Decomber 19, Shree R, Vean-
betraman, M.P,, is beiog men-
tioned as a likely choice for
goneral secretaryship.

Shree D ebar faces tough
