’ Johannesburg West-
ern Areas have been
served with notices by the
Native Resettlement Board
to quit their premises and
are advised to go to
Meadowlands, far out of the
City where no proper pro-
is made to house
them.  They are virtually
to be thrown there to stew
in their own juice. There
will be no security of tenure
for them. Those who have
witnessed the disgraceful

~conditions in the existing

areas already occupied by
non-Europeans, must view
this new project with alarm,
Iow the members of the
ruling race can live in com-
fort without their conscience
pricking them when they
are surrounded by thou-
sands of ‘people who are
made to live in conditions
worse than animals is be-
yond our comprehension. 1Is
their conszience so deaden-
ed, we wonder? \What is
really necessary to be done
is to improve the existing
areas already occupied by

noniluropeans and muke

them fit for human habita-

tion which they are far from -

at the present time, and at
the same time develop other
areas where they could
spread out and live in even
half the comfort that the
privileged Europeans live.
But the present govern-
ment is bent upon treating
the non-Europeans with
contempt  and  wounding
their susceptibilities,

We can but sympathise

Group Areas Act To Be
Amended Twice In

Coming Session
THE Group Arecas Act, which
was passed in 1950 and
amended in 1952 and is general-
ly regarded as the most com-
plicated statute ever enacted in
South Africa, is to be amended
twice in the coming parliamentary
session. First, a short and urgent
Bill will be introduced to define
who may appear at hearings of
the Land Tenure Advisory Board.
There has been dispute over
whether organ’zations such as the
Indian Congress which do not
necessarily have property in the
area under consideration by the
board may or may not make re-
presentations. Secondly, a larger
and more general amending till
will be presented.to Parliament,
Lawyers have suggested that there
is need for a clearer distinction
in the Act between the occupa-
tion of property for business or
residential purposes There have
also been appeals for the provision
of group areas on a regional as
well as on a local basis so that a
number of adjoining towns might

make joint provision for settle-

ment of members of a racial
gioip. These two amendments
will be in addition to a Bill which
will set up a financial authority
to facilitate property transfers
necessitated by the Act.—*The
Star.’ )

Bill To Affect Second-Hand

. Dealers
A Bill which, if passed, is hikely

to affect the livelihood of hun-

dreds in the furniture, motor,
antiques, second-hand clothirg,
scrap and office equipment busi~
nesses as well as many other;, was
gazetted on December 17, The
Bill is designed to regulate the
business of second-hand dealers
and one of its most drastic clauses
ptevents liceased second-hand
dealers from trading in new or
unused goods, A reading of the
Bill shows that dealers who buy
and sell second-hand goods in the
course of their business will bave
to be licensed to do so and will
have to keep detailed records of
all such transactions, including
the time and the purchase price,
Auctioneers are exempt. A seco: d
hand dealer who does not keep a
record of his transactions and
who sells goods proved to have
been stolen will be deemed guilty
of receiving the goods knowing
them to have been stolen, unless
the opposite is proved. The B.1
would give apy polictman the
right to enter the premises of a
second-hand dealer at all reasen-
able times to inspect any goods or
documents found there,

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THE‘ CANON COLLINS CONTROVERSY—V

Wo other practical matters may
help to illustrate the predica.
ment of the Church in South
Africa today, Late last year a
conference of the White leaders
of all the Protestant Churches in
South Africa was held in Pretoria.
It revealed a wide measure of
theoretical agreement among com-«
munions other than the Calvinist
about the impossibility of recon«
ciling racialism and Christianity,
and a numerically small but
qualitatively important volume of
criticism within the Dutch Re-
formed Churches against their
traditional racial attitude, As a
result of that conference, it was
decided to convene a conference
of White and non-White Protest-
ant Church leaders later this year
to study ‘‘the application of
Christian priociples in a multi-
‘racial society.,”” It is, how-ver,
well known that some of the
D R.C. leaders are less than
enthusiastic about this proposal.
And ir, therefore, came as no
great surprise when the Modera-
tor of the largest Dutch Reformed
Church, the Rev. C. B. Brink,
denounced Canon Collins, “de-
plorable and extremely ill-advised
statements” for endangering the
proposed conference. “If a re-
sponsible spiritual leader of one
of the largest Churches taking
part feels himself called upon to
load the scales on one side so
heavily in advance, it becomes a
serious question whether the
co-operation of the Christian
Churches (in holding the confer-
ence) is still possible.”  The
Afrikaans press, long irked by
the Anglican Church’s proclaimed
. opposition to apartheid policies,
hastened to challenge it either to
repudiate Collins or openly de-
clire its adherence to his views.
“If the Anglican Church agrees
with Canon Collins about abolish-
ing all colour bars, including the
one on mixed marriages, there is
no point in further discussions.
If not, where is the Anglican
Church going?” To this the
Archbishop of Cape Town re-
sponded by stating the plain
truh  that Collins’ visit was a
purely personal one, in no way
- sponsored by the Church, and
that bis views were equally per-
sonal, “The representatives of
the Anglican Church would go to
conference, if and when it rakes
plzce, completely unpledged either
to agreement or disagreemeant
. with his opinions.” The official
magazineof the D R.C. allowed
that “tbis slightly cleared the air
and permitted arrangements for
the conference to go on,” though
it still hoped for the Anglican

Church’s open disavowal of the
Canon. ’

So far so good; it is certainly
desirable that the conference be
held. But there is"an underlying
conflict of opinion which cannot
profitably be concealed. The
majority viewpoint of the D R.C.
favours racial discrimination and
a greater or less degree of poli-
tical and territorial apartheid,
'll'he majority of the other Pro-
testant Churches—as well as the
Roman Catholics—oppose bo'h
these’policies in theory in favoue

of the unity of all Christians in >

Christ, here and hereafter. Since
these attitudes are fundamentally
incompatible and doctrinally irre-
concilable, it is hardly honest,
having recoguised the two diver-
gent linés of approach, to pretend
that “it is our Chrintian duty
realistically te try to bend the
lines towards each other so that,
even though they may perhaps
not meet, they may at Jeast run
parallel.” The Methodist minis-
ter, who said this, quoted John
Wesley to his Calvinist colleague-:
*If thy heart be as'my heart, give
me thy hand.” But the one heart
is not as the other, though their
deeds are not so dissimil*r. And
the hope of these interdenomina-
tional conferences must be eitker
to convert the other Protestant
communions to the belief that
what they practise is truer than
what they preach; or, on the
other hand, to edlarge the minor-
ity of Calvinists whe acknow"
ledging the immorality of discri-
mination, stand today for toral
apartheid or partition but who
have confessed that, if thar is
proved impracticable, they will
opt for the more Liberal Christian
ethic as the then only morally
defensible solution, 1Ia this dis-
cussion I have not mentioned the
views of the great majority of
those concerned—the Africans—
because their position is quite
simple: they reject the practice of
the other Protestant commuuions
as emphatically as they renounce
the theory of the D.R C.

One last practical example of
our dilemma. A European cog-
gregation in a large city has long
been without a site to build its
cburch. The Nationalist con-
trolled Provincial Administration
bas now cff:red to make ons
available, provided the deed of
sale or lease includes a clause
confining the use of the building
for the worship of Europeans
only. Although In practice this
will probably .be the case, the
bishop cannot conscientiously
sipn such 2 deed. Yf bhe Ansa sne
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the Eutopean parishioners remain
withott their church—but not
quite, for there is a church in the
parish already, in the adjacent
African location, though no Euro-
pean uses it. On the other&and,
the bishop cannot altogether dis-
charge his conscience by telling
the Europeans that they ought to
go .to that church, rather than
accept the Provincial Conncil’s
condition. For there is now pro-
vision in the law for the Minister
of Native Affaits to revoke the
lease of any church or other build-
ing in locations which is used
contrary to the best interests of
all concerned, as he sees them.
And no one doubts that the
regular use of the locatior. church
for inter-racial worship would
provoke Dr, Verwoerd into in-
voking that provision.

It is all these complications—
as well as the basic failure of the
Anplican Church to undertake
enough of the practical spade-
work on a sufficiently wide frent
—that led its monthly ‘Church
News’ to comment: “Responsible
Christian leaders, both here and
in England, have expressed their
disapproval (of uninfcrmed and
cozmatic criticism from overseas
direcied at the Government and
the Church in South Africa) and
their regret that these attacks
only make the work of reform
more difficult.”” But is this true?
We do not have unlimited time to
rectify a situation of the most
explosive, not to say un-Christian,
possibilities. As Mr. Victor Col-
lancz wrote in ‘The Times:
“There are certain spiritual atti-
tudes in racial matters which, the
instant they are perceived, give
offecnce to the Christian con-
sciencr; Canon Collins perceived
them and duly protested.,” An
Aunpglican priest working in Jchan-
nesburg has put it to me that
the Courch in Souwh Africa is
ficed in two respects with the
dilemma that confronted the early
Christian Chu-ch, It has, first,
a s'milar problem to that facing
the Church in the first century
when considering cn what terms
Gentiles should be admitted—the
question of whether there should
be first-and second-class Christia 8
or whether the Church should be
built on the great injunctions of
Galatians III 28 and I Corin-
thians XII 13. Secondly, the
Church again "needs martyrs—
martys no less because their fcte
is likely to be tedious and squalid
rather than painful and dramatic
This need was brought out re-
cently by the decision to close
the irreplaceable African high
school in Johaonesburg, St
Peter’s, rather than submit to its
prostitution as an instrument of
debased “Bantu education.” The
closure is being precipitated by
a threat to teduce Government
subsidies to all schools that do

ant Aanmienlyy wmith the mentrintAW e
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of the Bantu Education Act. But
Father Trevor Huddleston has
had to explain to the many who
belatedly offered monetary assist-
ancé that the problem is only
incidentally finincial. The main
issue is the refusal of the C m.
munity of Resurrection, which

runs St, Peter’s, to co-operate

with the Government in imposing

a pattern of inferior education on

Africans. Here, as on some other

iscues, we may be getting danger-

ously close to the stage when

individual Christian conzciences

will have to withhold their assent

from laws already passed or pree

mised.

Being myself prevented by un-
avoidable physical circumstances
from playing any active part in
these affairs, I do not find it eacy
to write about them or to counsel
friends who are contemplating
courses in which I cannot join
them. But I am certain that,
whether or not we agree in detail
about the issues they may choose
to challenge, all we Chrtistiany,
who do not subscribe to an ethic
of racialism, will owe these men
and women our unstinted ap-
proval if in the last resort they
Itsten to their Christian con-
science, as best they understard
it. In the ultimate categories the
urgent Christian duty to cbey the

- laws of the state is not absolure,
The City of God stands finally
before the City of Man or the
City of Matter, This is something
which the English-speaking com-
munity in South Africa has near-
ly forgotten. It has long been
too concerned with its spacious
and gracious living and the ac-
cumulation of wealth, It has not
conrributed enough people to the
ministry of its Churches, the edu-
cation of its children or the poli-
tical life of its society, Now it is
called upon to pay the price of
that neglect—not in cash, as the
helpers of St. Peter’s sough*;
but, first, in regard to the
membership and worship of its
Churches and, secendly, person-
ally on the wider social issues
facing South Africa today, If
it will rouse itself to these two
courses, it may—as Canon Col-
lins urged—ask from the Chris.
tian Churches outside South
Africa the assistance of their
prayers, help in making good
revenue which will be lost when
parishes split on the rock of
racialism and the irreconcilable
secede, public sympathy and sup-
port given not only in approval®
of what Churches and individuals
may feel they must do but also in
outspoken condemnation of laws
aod policies which drive them to
make this choice, The people
who may da these things will
belong to all race groups. Some
will not be Christians, But if
they speak and act in the spirit
of Christ, with patience, charity .

there are at least some people
overseas who care, and care deep-
ly, about racial issues and their
spiritual consequences. Against
all the frenzy of White South
African bostility and the upncom-
fortable equivocations of leading
politicians and prelates, let there
be weighed in the balance the
gain in non European goadwill,
bt in South Africa and in many
other lands Non Whites every-
where will hope that Canon Col-
lins does not speak alome and
that eventuaily world opinion will
contribute to their struggle some-
thing more substantial than “‘che
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crumb of comfort” which be has
tried (o offer now,

Of all the great spiritual tradi-
tions Christianity must face the
uncomfortable truth that it bas,
perhaps, sinned most in regard
to racial arrogaace. Colliny’
opinions have certainly ‘‘dis-
mayed” White South Africans,
but not those who 'are doing the
real spade-work” (as one Arch-
deacon alleged), either in Church
or State, He has dismayed prin-
cipally those who, though know-
ing that duty lay in another direc-
tion, have sought tefuge in poli-
tical expediency, social conform
ity or financial advantage. Such
compromises with conscience are
not peculiar to South Africa; but
we happen to bear the burden of
the racial question which ngow
torments the thoughtful every-
where. It must therefore, be a
gaio for humanity as a whole if
some South Africans have been
made to face the facts that many
of the arguments by which they
justify their attitudes are more
hypocritical than real  Much of
the uproar after Canon Collins
left us has been due to this essen-
tial'y healthy, if paioful, process.

THE SOIL AND THE LIBERATION
MOVEMENT

clE attitude of many politically-

minded Afcicans on questions
cornnected with s0il conservation
have in the past been largely
n-gative a1l unpropressive and
should now be revised on pasitive
and constructive lines, Ag ex-
treme policy in connection with
these matters is taken by the so-
called ““Unity Movement,” but
basically their attitude is en-
darsed by the A.N.C. and S A
Indian Congress. One of the
‘‘unjust laws" against which de-
firace was urged during the 1952
cimpaign was the culling of cattle.
I realise that the whole subject of
cittle and land is a thorny ope,
Nevertheless it is essential that
this subject should be seriously
debated and a progressive policy
worked out. This article is ig-
teaded to set the ball rolling: 1
should like to follow it with
another one, treating the matter
in greater detail.

Th - fundamental slogan of the
A'rlcan National Congress sinee
its icce ption husbeen “Mayibuye”
i Afrika,” This envisages the re-
tuca of the liod to the African
p:ople, from whom it wag taken
duriog the wars of conquest since
1652 It foresees the establish-
ment of a truly democratic form
of goverzmeant in South Africa g

which the majority will exercise
majority vights  Such a govern-
ment will abolish the Native
Laad Acts and restore to the
whole population 1he right to
to occupy and use all the land of
South Africa.

If the leaders of liberation are
serious atout “Mayibuye*’—and
we must assume that they are
serious — then obviously they
should be in favour of soil con-
servation  The land which must
bz returned to the prople is at
present a wasting asset, whether
itis the 89 per cent at present
owned by the Whites or the 11
per cent occupied by Blacks, It
is in the interest of the national
movement that this asset, even-
tually t6 be taken over by the
peaple, should lose as litte value
as possible in the meantime. Land
which has lost jts topsoil is no
longer of any agricultyral value
and will not produce food, The
sacrifices now being made ¢o
achieve ““Mayibuye” will be
largely in vain if the land even-
tually returned is only rocks and
stones, .

Furthermore, if the present
Resetves continues to erode their
values, as sources of faod to the
people who live in them, must
continue ¢o decrease, so that the

present starvation and heavy in-
fantile mortality in these areas
must continue and worsen, Any
improvement in the agricultural
productivity of the Reserves, as 2
result of soil copservation mea-
sures, will raige the cconomic and
nutritional status of an important
propaganda for soil conservation
was started in South Africa chirty
or more years ago, not by the
Government, but by soil scientists,
who realised that South Africa’s
top soil (the top eighteen inches
or so) on which the productivity
of the land depends, was being
washed into the sea at an alarm-
ing rate. It took a long time for
this propaganda to penetrate into
the minds of farmers and the
legislative authorities, Some suc-
cess was achieved with the pass-
ing of the Soil Conservation Act,
This Act is directed almost ex-
clusively at the White farmers,
The Act aims in the main at per-
suading the White farmers (with
the belp of liberal goveroment
subsidies) to organise themselves
into district conservation commit-
tees. Compulsion on the unwill:
ing farmer is provided by the Act
but only as a last resort after
persuasion has failed, In fact
compulsion has not yet operated
against any White landowner,

Soil conservation measure in
the Native Resetves began at a
much earliec date, “namely in
1934, The difference in the time
of starting and the methods used
in the Reserves were due to the
difference in the form of land
t:aure and the political conditions
in the Reserves a3 compared to
the White farms, The Reserves
are Crown land and are aduwinis-
t red by the Nitive Affairs De-
partment, Private ownership was
no obvious stumbling b'ock here
and as soon as the NA.D bad
decided on soil conservation mea-
sures these could (theoretically)
be introduced without waiting for
the consent of the people.

Tae money placed at the dis-
posal of the Native Affairs De-
partment for conservative work
in the Reserves has been (for
obvious political reasons which
need not be elabarated here) con-
siderably less than the subsidies,
direct and indirect, given ‘to
White farmers boih before and
after the passing of the Conserva-
tion Act. Nevertheless 3 service
effort has been made to combat
erosion in the Reserves,

It is claimed by the opponents
of the Rehabilitation Scheme and
similar schemes that these are not
disinterested, but are aimed at the
further exploitation of the African
people. It is claimed that the
authorities wisk to improve the
food supply in the Reserves so
that White employers outside the
Reserves will be assuzed of con.

tinuous supplies of cheap labour,
Even more sinister motive are
seen, When cattle are culled the
idea is not to prevent overstock-
ing but to rob the Africang of

‘"Even there, T added that (ke
position regarding Pakistan was
much better and that our relations
were not under any great strajn,

‘In fact, the whole abject of
my statement was that there was
0o chance at all of war anywhere,
even where there were problems,

'I'should like to remove any
misapprehensions thap m'ght have
been caused by extracting a few
words that I said from theis con-
text.

“1 am perfectly clear jp my
mind as I have repeatedly said
that there is no questiog of wa;
between India and Pakistan now
or at any time in (he future,

In the form
of biscuits, candies, ice.cream,
cekes rod so forth, these child.
ren have fu-ar and starches
every day, Sometimes you can
see them in the tram of a morp.
ing sucking and chewing sweets
as they go to school. And you
can he sure that they start the
day with sugar on their por-
ridge, .

J once came across a case of
a man who had speat months
in hospital with coropary
thrombosis. We sat'at the
same tahble and U noticed that
be too¥ no less than five spooc-
fuls'ol sugar—~od white sugar
at tha'—'n hi§ tea, I found
out that he is fond of tea and
his at least six cups & day.
This means that he had no less
thaa thirty spooafuls of sugar—
hall a pound—svery day. Was
it any wonder then that he had
coronary thrombotis, especially
as he was also a heavy smoke: ?

It is very in'eresting—dut
elso very sad—*s see how often
patients come with all manner
¢f complaints aod questioniog
thows that they live on tea,
sugar and tsbacco. You fiad

out that they bave anything
from twelve to twenty spoonfuls
of sugar a day. A1 this sugar
gives them a big “kick"” aod
ready energy, they do not waint
other food. S, they really s ff ¢
from melautritioz—*o make no
mention of filling their bodies
with the poisons that are, prc-
duced by drogs such as tea,
tobacco and sugar, ‘

Yes, sugar is a drug too. The
more we take of it, the more
We want it and the mora de-
pendent we become on it.

Instead of usiog tugar, we
ought to eat honey, Hsney and
milk have been koown ag {he
food of the gods from the
earliest time=. Fur thousands of
years to spesk of a land of
milk and honey meant a land of
pleaty lor everytoly and a land
of health and happiness,

To my awn satisfaction I
have proved beyond apy doubt
that children fed oo plenty of
fruit and honey every day, and
who are not allowed to have
sweety and starches or sugar
aod biscuits or cakes and other
rubbisb, become wonderfully
healthy and strong. Their teeth
grow white and strocg whereas
the testh of the peighbours’
children are rotten. And thers
is never apny. trouble with rune
ning noses, bad tonsils and all
the other ailments so common
to children today, Feed the
children on plenty of honey
and natural sweets such as dried
and fresb fruits, raisios, dates,
prunes and so on, aad they will
not worry so rouch about sweets.
They will pot become little
“sugar deug-fiends.”

Feed the childcen on honey if
you want them to grow strong
and active. World champions
sre trained on honey today be.
cause honey is anp ideal heart
food and source of energy,
Some of these champions are
started on small amounts and
daily incredse the quanti y they
eat until by the time of the
trials they are eatins ns much as
one and a half pounds of honey
a day.

They
are addicts to the drug and
poison called sugsr.

He
has seen and reported evough to
give aclear and basically true
picture of South Africa, a pic-
ture which is vividly alive, An
interestivg book; but rather
depressing, for it is a diagnosis
and not a cure.

So it is almost with relief
that one turns to the Look of
one whose feet on the pathway
we must tread and who carries
in his hand an undimmed light,
It is not the fliring torch of
eagy optimism; il is the small
brigbt candle of faith, For in
this book, originally written as
a series of leclures to students

HE right 1o property and
payment ol compensation
clause in the Constitution had
held up important land reforms.
The Government was not able
to assume coatrol of public
limited compapics mismanaged
by either the directois or the
managing ageats. The State
Governments that implemented
laod relorms by legislation
were drawn inlo prolonged liti-
gation and ultimately the decie
sion of the Supreme Court went
against the Government.

Now ths Government of 1ndia
has introduced a Bill to amend
the Coastitution telating to the
right al private property, The
oujectives of the Bill are to
speed land reforms and slum
clearance, take over industrial
undartakings temporarily in the
public interest, ensure {ull cone
trolrover mineral and oil re-
sourses and lacilitate progres-
sive elimination of managing
agency system contemplated
under the Company Law,

By the amendmeant, the pay-
ment of compensation, in case
the - Government takes over
private property, becomes non-
justifiable. Tne Government's
decision regarding compensa«
tion will be final and no court
will be able to intervene in
the matier Tae following items
are among those for which
compensation is non-justiciable:
(¢} lhe takiog over of the
management ol any commercial
or industria] undectaking or
other property hy the Siate for
8 limited period either in the
