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ANC In Federation

For Action

SALISBURY, (Southern Rhodesia) Monday.

NE of the biggest political question marks confrent-
ing the Rhodesian Federation today is the role
which will be played by .the African National Con-

gress during the'next few years, while the Constitution is
under review by the British Government.

The Congress is more
vociferous today in its de-
mands for the dissolution of
the Federation and self-
government for Northern
Rhodesia and Nyasaland
than at any time since the
Federation was created in
1953. At the same time, it
has seldom been more divi-
ded internally.

The Congress movement
is probably strongest in
Nyasaland, when, for the
past six months, the leader-
ship has been in the hands
of 'Dr. Hastings Banda, a
medical man who has re-
turned to his own country
after an absence in Britain
and Ghana of about 30
years.

“Small, dapper Dr. Banda
returned to Nyasaland at
the invitation 'of Congress
preaching moderation and
non-violence in the struggle
for independence for the
Protectorate.

But in recent menths
there has come a remark-
able change. 'Dr. Banda
now shouts “To Hell with
Federation.” He urges
Africans to go to jail in their
thousands, and to be pre-

pared to dic in the cause of
independence. His oratory
has vastly impressed the
younger members of the
Southern Rhodesia Con-
gress, but has dismayed the
more conservative African
politicians.

Prohibited

Dr. Banda has since been
declared a prohibited immi-
grant by the Southern Rho-
desian Government, as has
one of his principal lieuten-
ants, Mr Herbert Chlpem-
bere.

But there has been no
lack of evidence of Con-
gress activity in the Nyasa-
land DProtectorate, where
mobs have stoned vehicles,
school children have been
incited to such a degree of
insubordination that schools
have had to be closed, and
African building trainees
have gone on strike.

The movement for great-
er unity between Congress
in Northern Rhodesia and
Nyasaland has meanwhile’
received a set-back through
a growing personal anti-
pathy between the old hand
Congress President Harry

to abolish adult illiteracy,”
reads the statement issued
by the Students’ Represen-.
tative Council of Fort Hare.

This demand by the stu-
dents of Fort Hare supple-
ments protests made last
weekend by the National
Union of South Alfrican
Students, with a member-
ship of 15,000, and the

Councils of four Univer-
sities—Rhodes, Witwaters- ~
rand, Cape Town; and
Natal (Pietermaritzburg stu-
dents). Statements were
also issued by the Liberal
Party and the S.R.C. of
Pius XIIth Catholic Uni-
versity College.

“The attitude of the Fort
Hare students to the Bill is
one of uncompromising op-
position because it is based
on discrimination,” states
the Fort Hare S.R.C, *“The
educational freedom that is

Prof. du Plessis is one of the
recognised leaders of the in-
tellectual wing of the Nationalist
Party which, while advocating
apartheid, emphasises that i1
should be by consent and that it
should be designed to accommo-
date African nationalism,

Now he 18 propagating a
“fayourable atmosphere for the
next phase in our gace policy,
ameng other things by the ending
of the treasen trial and by the
more supple application of apart-
beid."”

There should be an undes-
standing between the Nationalist
Party and the Nationalist minded
part of the United | Party, he
says. There should ?: consulta-
tion with the “real leaders of the
various race groups.’

Relations should be established
with the independent States of
Africa.

He urges multi-racial clubs,
under State control, in the big
centres.

The basis for the new phase in
the race policy should be an-

nounced as the earliest possible
complete emancipation of all non-
Whites in fbe Union and South-
ern Africa.

“Independent non-White States
must be welcomed so that a
Montoe Doctrine for pan-Africa
can be proclaimed.”

Prefessor du Plessis envisages
something in the nature of a
Federation in Southern Africa,

He would like a speed.up of
immigration.

A
new national convention and a
new constitution would be needed
ta give concrete form to this
matter, Prof. du Plessis says.

This is the second time re-
cently that a professor from
Potchefstroom has spoken his
mind.

Prof. J. H. Coetzee, a member
of Sabra, expressed his personal
view last week that “Nationalism
and freedom are indivisible and,
seen in this light, the national
aspirations of the indigenous na.
tions of Africa can only be com-
mended and welcomed.”

‘Conservative M.P. Says
Things Are Bad In S. A.

FTER a 10-day visit to South
Africa and Basutoland, Major
Pateick Wall, M,P,, has come
back to Londonp with the im-
pression that “things are really
bad in the Union,'” says a report
in the “Daily News"

This is the opinion that be, as
chairman of the Conservativer
Party's committee on East and
Ceatral Africa, will pass on to
bis fellow M.Ps.

Major Wall is regarded by his
colleagues as something of an
expert on the Rhodesias and the
Union. And it was he who last
year threatened the South Afri-
can Goveroment with “retaliation
in the field of trade’ if it em-
barked on the economic warfare”
against the Protectorates

On the tour from which he
returned last week, Major Wall
spent a total of 10 days in Basuto-
Iand and the Union; it was his
first visit to the Union for five
years, but before tbat he had
made “‘several” such visits,

He is not prepated to be more
specific for publication than that
“things are really bad in the
Union'; but he will pass on
this impression, aloog with the
feeling that the British Govern-
ment should make adiustments
in its attitude towards, and its
selations with the Union.

Major Wall also spent a total
of seven days in the Federation.
(He previously visited the coun.
try for six weeks in 1957.)

His impressions are very differ-
ent. “There are difficulties to be
overcome of course, but I found
the people there well set on the
way to solving the problem of
partnership,’” he says.

Butso deep is the hostility
that Major Wall feels towards
the Unijon that he fads that
what impressed him most about
the Eederation was that “‘every.
one there is diametrically against
ever joining up with South
Aftica——and this at 2 time when
everyone in South Africa is talke
ing about Southern Rhodesia
soon joicing up with the Union.”

- Science Conference
Scientists Must Not Ignore Welfare Of Man

R.NEHRU urged world scientists in New Delbi on Jasuary
M 27 sot to ignore the welfare of humanity in their attempt
to probe the mysteries of the universe.

“Science has to look at the
beart and mind of man and ine
tegrate this Boowledge with tb,e
other advances it is maBing,”
he said in his inaugural address
at the 46th Session of the Indian
Science Conference.

Nearly 700 scientists from 20
countries, includiog the United
States, Great Britain and the
Soviet Union, and 3,700 sciente
ists from India are attendicg
the session which is being held
in & large tent on the lawns of
tbe Delhi Upiversity:

The Duke of Edinburgh is one
of the delegates,

Mr: Nehru referred to a‘.nother
dilemma which mankind faced
with the progress of science.
While “we stretch our hand to
the moon, aod some say we will
soon be reaching’ Mars and
Venus, we forget what happens
on earth; In fact we cannot
mansge the earth.”

He atated that two contra-
dictory processes we being wite
uessed in the wotld today. On
the one , hand, there was the
majestic march of science and,
on the other hand, “the decay
ol the mind and spirit and
R lack of integration in the
individual and pational pese
sonalities."

He did not Mnow why it was
0. It wrs possible that this
contradiction arcse from the
inability of mankind te cope
with the changes ushered in by
scieace and technology.

Science A Means Of
Freedom

The Duke of Edinburgh was
awarded an honorary degree of
Doctor of Science by Delhi
Usiversity, Afterwurds, in a
witty speech punctusted by
lanughter he addressed the joint
assembly of the University Cone
vocation and the Indian Science
Gongress, giving the history of
the British Association for ad-
vancemsot of science which he
is representing.

He told of its early struge
gliog days when it was ridi-
culed by Charles Dichens, the
Victorian author, as a “mudfog
associntion for advancement of
everything rus by Professor
Snore, Dozs and Wheezy and by
Messrs. . Muddlebranes” and

Pumpioskull,”* dealiog mainly
with “umbugology” and “ditch-
wateristics,”

He did not feel a stranger in
this country, *“Indeed it would
be very odd to feel strange after
hearing so much about this
country and her people from the
great friend of India, my uncle,
Lord Mountbatten.”

Man’s life had become less pain-
ful and more sigoificant because
of the great advancescience had
made. There was no reason
why the great miracles of
science could not be used for
the purpose of ennobling the
lite of mankind, He said the
satellites and rochets were not
the portents of disaster, They
could be utilised to bridge the
gulf that divides mankind,
Science bad brolien the phy-
sical barriers in the world, Man
had to destroy. the barriers in
Lis mind, the bairiers of na.

At the Accra conference, Mr,
Nkomo was elested a member of
the steering committee appointed
to plan future activities of the
African independence movement,
He stayed in Gbana after the
conference, ostensibly 1o study
the educational system, and has
net yet returned to the Federa-
tion,

If he refurns imbued with the
same spicit as Dr, Banda and Mr.
Kaunda, there may be a dramatic
swing towards unification of the
movement in the three tereitories,
and congress coald become a far
more formidable force against
‘Western astandards.—Sapa.
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
