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UNION HIGH COMMISSIONER IN BRITAIN
ON S.A. RACIAL PROBLEM

R, A, L. GEYER, the Union
High Commissioner, said
at the Booar Law Memorial
College, Achbridge, last -week,
in a discussion on the Union of
South Africa, that the Union
faces what is probably the
most complex racial problem
in the world, ~
“Except for {he 300,000 In-
dians—a comparatively recent
jntroduction—all the races liviog
there have an equal claim to
South Africa as their homeland.
This makes the position unique,

‘It had its origin in the days
when the European colonists
had to do with the Hottentots.
Then as the Bantu, conquered
by the Whites, gradually en-
tered into the economy of the
later, it was in the relation ol
servant to mosters,

“Class distinction uotil re.
cently so characteristic of
British life became part of the
social snd ecopomic political
structure of South Africa. Tkis
is what Geperal Smuts meant
whea he said that ‘Apartheid’ is
the traditional policy of South
Alfrica.

“In conneclion with the work
of uplifting the Baotu, we
readily admit that very much
rewnins undope. We claim,
however, that we aze doiog
very much more for the Coloured
peoples than anybody- elze in
Alrica,”

He then quoted Mr, N, E.
Dodd, Director Geaeral of the
Unpited Natioos, Food -and
Agricultural Organisation, ss
saying at the end of a visit to
South Africa: “IL kpow of no
place in the world where so
much is being done Ly so few
for the advaucement of the
Native population, I was sur-
prised to see you devote such
a large part of your natiopal
incoe to the advancement
of the Natives,” \

Dz, Geyer said the present Gov-

croment were trying to mark
oute pew line. For the first
time the problem of the re.
lationship of the races wasg
being tackled seriously and pro-
vision was being wade for the
fullest development of the
Bantu as a people,

The Government’s policy for
the separate devolopment of the
Bantu might be summed up a
follows,

To some extent the Bantu
Reserves were to be enlarged.
Those reserves which were so
fortile that, with proper man-
agement; they should be able
to produce a large surplus of
foodstufls were to be developed

agriculturally and industrially.

1n industries within the reserves
the Bantu were to be trained
eventunlly to fill all positions.
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““What is being attempted in
South Africa must inevitably be
a very lengthy process, blany
aspects of this process are still
far from clear, and in more
than one 7espect progress will
bave to be by trial and error,

“It may not be an ideal
solution but no other has yet
been put forward. At any rate,
it is an hopest and brave
attempt to fiad a solution
which, in the long run, will do
justice to both Blacks and
Whites.”

DEATH OF MR. MATHURADAS TRICUMJEE

CABLE message was received

at this office on Saturday, July
7, conveying the sad news of the
death of Mr. Mathuradas Tricum-
jee, which took place at his resi-
dence at Walkeshwar Road, Bom-
bay, on Friday, July 6, at the age
of 58. The late Mr. Mathuradas
Tricumjez, who was a former
Mayor of Bombay, was a nephew
of Mahatma Gandhi, being the
son of one of his sistsrs, but he
was really more than a son to
him. He was closely associated
with Mahatma Gandhi in all his
activitics—political, social, reli-
gious and educational, He had
a deep knowledge of Hindu philo-
sophy and culture, and he was
one of those whom Mahatima
Gandhi consulted on various
matters.  Unfortunately tuber-
cuiosis impeded the path of his
progress, otherwise he would have
taken the place of Madhev Desai,
who was nearest to Mahatma
Gandhi and died of heart failure
within a week of his incarceration
in 1942, during the struggle for
India’s Independence. He was

however in tbe closest touch with
Mahadev Desai and was kept
fully informed of all the activities
of Mahatma Gandhi. For the
last ten years he was almost com-
pletely bedrinden and there was
not an occasion when Mabarma
Ganadhi did not pay a visit to his
home whenever he happened to
be in Bombay. The late Mrs-
Mathuradas Tricumjee is survived
by his sorrowing widow who was
greatly devoted to him and a” son
and a daughter. May God grant
them solace in their tragic loss.

Apswer,—The informaticn

piven is too scaply to enable
me to work out the best indi-
cated remedy for this particular
case, To get full information
would require a personal ioter-
view cr at Jeast the use of a
specinl questiornaire designed
to coter a very wide feld of
physical, emotional and mental
symptorss., With the inforcna-
tion thus provided, the bomceo-
patbic remedy or remedies
could then be found.
Nonetheless, there is one very
bizg clue to your condition.
Medical opinion said that your
teeth were the cause of the
trouble, But, as usual, it seems
that nobody stopped to ask
what caused the teelh to be
decayed, No  wonder,  then,
that extraction of the teeth did
pot help. The eriginal and
underlying cauvse was not 1e.
moved and you ooly lost vour
irceplaceatle and valuabla teeth.
In my experience, most dental
troutles in Indians are due to a

shockingly bad diet. (If I could
only make Indians eat better
focd, 1 would have dooe them
a great service), Roti, rice, bis.
cuits, cakes and sweels are
usually tke main things eaten,
“with too much curry, chillies
and condiments. So there is a
condition of starch poisoning,
acidosis and low scurvy, There
is a great lack of lhe minerals
anod vitamins needed to build
up and wmaintain healthy teeth,
The boweis are poisoned and
usually loaded with filth ia 1hs
condition called coostipation,
If the diet contains much starch
this becomes turoed into pyruvic
acid in the body. FPyruvic acid
is a poison and gets dumped
into the tissues When this
bappens around the bowels,
there is  copstipation with
cigestive troubles.  This condi.
tion also causes heart trouble,
And when pyruvic acid settles
in the region of the heart, it
will give all the heart symptoms
wentioned,

The fact that you once tuffere
ed from prolonged severe diarr-
boea is also suspiciously indica-
tive of very bad diet. It might,
bowever, have heen a form of
amoebic dysentry, or due to
some other parasitic infestation,
You do not say and probably
you do not know. Thep, again,
the after-¢ffects of general weak.
ovess and lack of digestive capa-
bilities may bave been due to
the sgecalled “side effects” of
allopathic treatment, Drugs and
iojections very often, in fact
usually, Jeave patients feeling
far {rom £it for a long time after
treatment,

4s preliminary guidance and
in the absence of fuller in.
fordation, it might be worths
while considering the following

\

suggestions which are applicable
to similar cases.

(a) Cut out Irom your diet all
roti, rice, white bread, biscuits,
cake and other starchy loods.
Cut out all sweetmeats and
white sugar. Cuot oot cuny,
chillies 3nd »ll spices and con.
diments. Eat plenty of rew
vegetables ams salads at least
twice a day (e.g. grated carrots,
grated beetroot, turaip, radish,
fiaely shredded cabbage, lettuce,
spinach, etc, tomatoes and so
op—all raw.) Eat some of this
twice a day and have as much
variely as possible. Addition
of grated »nuts, raisins, cottage
chbeese, or fruits makes it tasty,
Eat some raw fresh fruit every
day, Here also try to bhave
variety.

Every day bave some cocked
food io the form of y or 2
underground  vegetables (e.p.
potatoes, carrots, turnips, teets,
onions), § or 2 ahove ground
vegetables {e.g. green bapanas,
green peas, marrow, pumpkin,
bripjals) and 3 or 2 leafy vege-
tables (».g, spinach, Kale, cab.
tage, cauliflower, chicory.)
Again, try to bave variety from
day to day.

Tnstead of sugar asd sweets
use plenty of raisins, dates,
prunes, dried figs and other
dried fruits, Those are Nature’s
sweets. Honey is also a great
heart food.

Avoid all fried foods, Never
drink st meats nor for § hour
before and § hour after meals.
Keep the bowels open with
proper food, proper eating,
moderate exe:cise, aud regular
attendance at the lavatory..

{b) Take 5 drops of Crataegus
mother tincture in § tablespoon-
ful of water just before eating.

This is a wondeiful
heart food and tonie.

{c) Go for 8 walk ia the frzsh
air every morning and evening,
Begin carefully by going a
short distance, but iocrease the
time and distance gradually day
by day until you are able to
walk several miles at a brisk
pace without distress, This
exercise alone will make a new
man of you if carried cut pro-
perly. Then keep it up regu.
larl-,

Belore concluding, I must
point out that the symptoms
you describe could quite pcge
sibly be caused by quinine or
certain of the new amti-malaria
drugs, As you live in a fever
district, the possibility of
“Quininism” should be con-
sidered. Quipineis a bad medj=
cine and does much damage.
Fortunately it can be counters
acted by hoticeopathic reme.
dies.

I shall shortly write an article
oo the subject of Malaria Fever
aod natural metbods of pre-
veating end combating it. Ay
wife and § lived for a year in a
fever ridden valley in Central
Alrica, and altbough everybody
else in the neighbourhood was
riddled with fivr, my wife
never contracted it at all and
I had only very mild attacks
alhough wo refused to use any
quisine at all, Our Nature
Cure methods wera infiaitely
superior in results to the ortho.

# Democracy does not exist.
It is a word used to obscure the
vision. Democraey is really noth-
ing elsc but a system established
whereby the liberty of the indi-
vidual is assured.

« The liberty of the subject
.eans the exercising of rights
and privileges which the law pre-
seribes. But  who makes the
law 2

The law is made either by
dictators or by party poli-
tical machines  like caucu-
ses or cabipets hbeaded by
prime Ministers. -
“They are the law—the dicta-
tors, .

* That is not Democracy. The
ordinary individual defines demo-
cracy as a rule for the people by
the people and of the people.

« Others again define demo-
cracy as \thr. right to say and do
as you iike. There is nosuch
thing as a democracy in these
senses. Your circle of rights is
limited by the law.

“ One essential, however, to
the exercising of these rights is
the right to appeal to a court of
justice whenever there is an in-
fringement of that circle of right.

“1If those rights are not pro-
tected by the colirts then those
rights are useless. Unfortunately,
in the past that circle of rights
has been drawn by unknown offi-
¢ials, Contrel Boards and other

sich bodies, and hy regulation®
and the appeal to the courts has
been excluded.

“This js an exclusion of the
jurisdiction  of the courts.
That is what we are living
under at the  present Mmo-
ment—a legislation  framed
by  someone we do not
know—that is tyranny.

“This system is nothing else
but dictatorship and d‘espotism."

Dr. Krause said there were
cobwebs which obscured the
vision of scientists, woven by
the spiders of error.

Congress Parliamentacy Baord,
therefore, recently issued 8
directive 1o the Chief Minister,
Dr. Bhargave, to resign. There
was no other Pady in the State
to form a government, Ugion
authority being vested in the
President ot Iodia by the Consti-
tution, in the event of the break-
down of the administrative
machinery in any State, he has
asked the Goveroor of fhe Puc.
