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Indian Education

HE conference of the

” Natal Indian Teach-
ers’ Society which

took place last week in Dur-
ban ence again focussed the
attention of the Indian pub-
lic on the subject of educa-
tion. Compared with the
position that existed a few
years back it must be ad-
mitted that there is a great
deal of improvement in In-
dian education, thanks to the
liberal policy of the présent
administration.
There are other factors too
which have contributed in
bringing about this
provement. For instance
there has been a growing
spirit of self-help in the
Indian community in gen-
eral and a spirit of self-sacri-
fice and increased enthu-
siasm among the teachers,
The latter has been evinced
from the fact that Indian
teachers have decided to
make a contribution of
£ 25,000 to the Educational
Trust Fund established by
them of which half the
amount has already been
paid up. The total amount
to be raised from all sources
to provide school facili-
ties for Indian children is
4300,000. ltis a long way
to go yet but the spirit with
which the work is proceed-
ing is certainly worthy of
praise and enthusiastic pub-
lic support.  Mention must
2lso be made here of the
magnificent gift made by a
single individual. \Ve refer
to, the gift of £33,000 pro-
mised by Mr. M. L. Sultan,
provided half the amount
is contributed by the public,
Itis to be hoped that the
public will respond enthu-
siastically  and

433,000 so generously pro-
mised by Mr Sultan.
Though the picture is
bright to this extent one
must not lose sight of the
fact that there still
30,000 children without
school facilities. *“This prob-
lem,” says the current report
of the Director of Educa-
tion, “‘continues to grow in
magnitude as the years pass,
and today it is estimated
that the number of children
who should be in school,
and for whom there is no
accommodation, -approaches
30,000" This is certainly
a sad reflection on the State,
whose business it should be
to see that every soul is
provided with adequate
educational facilities. The
State is certainly not lack-
ing in resources to make
such provision when one
sees the millions that are
being spent on unessential
things, such as improve-
ments on the beaches, parks,
race courses, ete. It is cri-
minal to indulge in these
luxuries when thousands
have to remain illiterate for
want of schools. The In-
dian community is gratefully
appreciative of the gensrosity
shown by the authorities
in recent years but the nu-
thorities themselves should
not remain self-satisfied with
the present siate of affairs
particularly when the public
concerned are not found
lagging behind in offering
to do all they possibly can.
Mr. A. D. Lazarus, Pre-
sident of the Natal Indjan
Teachers’ Society, drew at-
tention to one aspect of the
question which merits seri-
ous consideration. Ile said,
“in his view no amount of

are

money or schools would
ever catch up with the cdu-
cational problem unless the
Indian was prepared to limit
his family. [le said that
the high Indian birthrate
had its effects upon the
economic condition of the
community, “lItis a luxury
which we as a community
cannot afford simply be-
cause so many of us are
living below the breadline.”

No person has a right to
produce children unless he
has the resources and ade-
quate facilitiecs to bring
them up. If he has not
sufficient food to feed him-
sell it stands to reason that
he cannot afford to have
another mouth to feed. Even
from the economic point of
view it is highly essential
for the Indian community
to practice continence in
producing children.  Much
more so when all the cir-
cumstances are adverse as
indeed they are at present
in South Africa.

Another noteworthy fea-
ture about Indian education
is that parents are beginning
to take a keener interest in
educating their girls. There
was a time when it took a
great deal of pursuasion to
convince Indian parents on
this subject. Inrecent years,
however, the orthodoxy has
broken and all sections of
the Indian community are
beginning to show an in-
creasing zeal in educating
their daughters  This is
what the report of the
Director of LEducation has
to say on the matter:

“It is particularly pleasing
to note the increase in the

. number of girls now offer-

ing themselves for the T3 B
course. The recruitment of
women teachers has always
been a problem and it has
sometimes Dbeen well-nigh
impossible to find women

" teachers for the higher pri-

mary classes of girls'schools,
The present trend, if con-
tinued, will go some way to
meeting the great shortage
in this section of the
school” &

Dr. Homer A. Jack

E heartily welcome Dr,

Homer A. Jack, of Chi-
cage, USA, who arrived
the Union last week, Dr. Jack
is in the midst of a tnree-month
tour of 12 countries in Africa
during which he is making a
study of non-European and Euro-
pean relations. A Unitarian
clergyman, Dr. Jack 1s an expert
in the field of race relations and
for five years headed the Chicago
Council against racial and reli-
gious discrimination, In this
capacity he was able to help a hali
million non Whites in Chicago
attain greater opportunities 1
housing and employment and
aceess to public places,

Dr. Jack is vice-chairman of
the Chicago Division of the
American Civil Liberties Union
and he has been national presi-
dent of the Unitarian Fellowship
for Social Justice. He is a fre-
quent contributor to the ‘Christian
Century,’ “The Nation’ the ‘Chris-
tian Register,’ and other maga-
zines. At various times he has
been a special correspondent for
the ‘Courier,” the largest news-
paper for Negroes in America.

Dr. Jack is a special student of
Gandhi and Gandhism. He is
the editor of the recent anthology
published in America, “The Wit
and Wisdom of Gandhi.,” One
of his purposes in visiting the
Union of South Africa is to visit
those places in and around Johan-
nesburg and Durban which were
associated with Mahatma Gandhi.
In that capacity he is making a
pilgrimage to Phoenix Farm.

Dr. Jack is ene of the leaders
of the Fellowship of Reconcilia-
tiont in the United States and has
been on its national board for the
past ten years.

Dr. Jack is a graduate of Cor-
nell University, where hereceived
his Ph.D, degree, and also of the
Meadville Theological School of
the University of Chicago. Since
1948 he has been minister of the
Unitarian Church of Evanston--a
suburb of Chicago. He has a wife
and two small children who are
temaining in the United States,

Dr. Jack is expected to arrive
in Durban on the motning of
Saturday, July 26, and will go
straight to Phoenix,
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Dr. Dadoo Sentenced

Dr. Y. M. Dadoo, President of
the South African Indian Con-
gress was sentenced on Wednes-
day July 16, to |six months hard
labour by a Johannesburg Magis-
trate on a charge under the Sup-
pression of Cummunism Act, It
was alleged that Dr, Dadoo attend-
ed and addressed a gathering in
contravention of a notice served
on him by the Minister of Justice
prohibiting him from doing so.

David Bopape, Secretary of the
Transvaal branch of the African
National Conge 53 was sentenced
to four months imprisonment
with hard labour on the charge of
attending a meeting. Both were
allowed £15 bail pending an
appeal.

1. E. Bhoola, Joint Secretary of
the South African Youth Congress
was sentenced to two months
hard labour. He was released on
bail of £5 pending an appeal.

Moses Kotane Sentenced

Moses Kotane, an executive
member of the Alfrican National
Congress, was sentenced in the
Johannesburg Magistrate's Court
on ‘Tuesday, July 13 to four
months imprisonment with hard
labour when lie was found guilty
of attending a meeting in defiance
of an order o \the Minister of
Justice under the Suppression of
Commupism Act. Mr. Kotane
was released on bail pending an
appeal.

Emil Solomon Sachs, former
general secretary of the Garment
Worker's Union, was on July 15
sentenced to six months smpri-
sonment with hard labour on
each of two counts in terms of the
Suppression of Communism Act,
by Mr. E. G. Halse in the Joban-
neaburg Magistrate’s Court,  The
charges against Mr. Sachs related
1o mcetings on the Johinnesburg
City Hall steps on May 24 and 26
after dotices bad been served on
bhim which among other things
probibited him from attending
and addressing an  gatherings.
The Magistrate said, Section 9 of
the amended  Suppression  of
Communism Act of 1951 gives
the Miaister unfetiered power to
interfere with the existing rights
of ap individual and the liberty of
the subject.

54 CHARGED UNDEK RIOTOUS
ASSEMBLIES ACT

IFTY-FOUR noo-Europeans on

Friday, July 11 again-appeared
at the Magistrate's Court Johan-
nesburg before Mr, C. Coller on
allegations of contravening the
Riotious Assemblics Act by con-
spiring to commit public vio-
lence.

Dr. G. Lowen, who appeared
for two of the men before the
Court, dre v attention to a matter
concerning Samuel Mokai during
the proceedings, and said he
wished to lodge and have placed
on record a strong protest.

Mokai, he said, after his arrest
was pushed down some steps by a
policeman and broke his leg.

A request was made to seaior
police officers to have Mokai

ded to. Notwitt ding this,
Mokai was left lying in a cell
without atteation uatil the follow-
ing day, when he was taken to
hospital and his leg put in plaster,
The prosecutor said that he felt
that the present circumstances
were not the right venue to air a
complaint against the police.

He assured the defence, how=
ever, that if Mokai's complaint
was submitted to him in writing
he would see that it was properly
investigated,

Dr. Lowen saigd be also wanted
to point out that when Nelson
R.D. Mondela, a Native attorney,
of Orlando, tried 1o to get assist-
ance for Mokai, Mandela was
kicked by the police,

Mr. C. N, van der Walt, who
prosecuted, asked at the outset for

an adjournment of the case to
July 24,

The prosecctor said that there
were similar allegations pending
against persons other than those
before the court, and it was in-
tended to joinall the persons con-
cerned in these matters in one
Ppreparatory examination.

The Magistrate granted the
Crown's request for an adjourn-
ment to July 24.

The voluateers—‘rained in
the ethics of non-violence—will
break various Apartheid laws,
such as sitting on European
benches, entering premises re-
stricted to Europeans and stand-
ing at European couaters at the
Post Office.

Volunteers will be asked to sub-
mit passively (to arrest, if they
are arrested for breaking any laws,
and it is understood that if they
are seatenced, they will go to gaol
rather than pay an alternative
fine.

The only difference
is that the policy behind that*
law has been more clearly out-
lined by the present Governmont
and pat into practice. The
The Natives have always been
eatisfied to abide by thsat law but
now evidently on the inistiga-
tion of what they regard as
higher anthority among their
own people they have started on
this campaign of defiance,

One oannot regard these as
isolated instances of breach of
the law,! or a¢ tdnintentional
breaches, It is clear that they
were deliberately planned al-
though glaringly ill-advised.

The deleberale defiance of the
law in olrcomstances like these
can only be met with gevere
counter measares and can only
bring misery to the people who
indulge in it, and to their
families.

PANDIT RISHIRAM
IN RHODESIA

Pandit Rishiram, gave a lec-
ture to a packed audience of
Indians and Europeans at
the Victoria Hall, Iiviogstone
(Northern Rhedesia) recently.
The meeting was openfid by the
Mayor, who expressed hi
pleasure at being given the
opportusity on behalf of thr
Aryan Society of introducing
to the audience Pardit Rishi-
ram, Pandit Rishiram, spoke
convincingly of the necessity
for the brotherhood of mankinc
and the uwsity of nations., He¢
referred to India’a 5000 years
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of civilization and culture
which influence has persisted
right up to the present day
in China, Japan and other
countries of the Far East. He
said that the secret of India's
loogevity was due to  her
spiritual influence and guidance,
the desire for peace and the
settlement  of disputes by
negotiation rather than war,
India had suffered maladjust-
ment of her economy for over
100 years, and in 1943 one and
2 half millions of her people
had died of starvation in the
State of Beogal alone, Those
nations which oppress and
humiliate others, ultimately de.
generate, and we have many
examples of this degeneracy in
the world today, Pandit Rishi-
ram weat oo to say that India
had po desire t0 export her
surplus population to other
countries; that was a matter
for the individual and oot the
State, but he appealed to all
Indian members of the audience
to make cultural contr butions
ta the laod of their adoption,
and to live in peace and har-
mony with their fellowmen.
A vote of thacks was jassed
to Paodit Rishiram by the
Mayor, and tbe meeting ended
with eathusiastic applause,
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AN has long known that bis
health is more than a physical
matter. Such wise old 'sayings as
#Tys not the body, but the man is
ill" and “There are no diseases,
there arc only sick persous” point
to ao understandiog of man as a
romplex personality~—an under-
standing from which we briefly
departed when medical science
devoted itself to the local symp-
toms of ‘disease separately from
_ the whole man, The interdepend-
ence of body, mind and soul is
now increasingly forcing itself
upon our attention. Maay mental
illnesses are now thought to have
physical causes and are being
attacked by physical remedies,
such s electra-convulsion therapy
and iosulin shock treatment.
Appareatly purely physical con-
ditions, such as skin diseases,
peptic ulcers, asthma and para-
lyses can often be shown to bave
a mental origin, Conversion-
hysteria—the handmng over to
the bady, in terms of dis-
ability, of some strain which
the mind canpot bear—produces
functional disease no less disabling
than organic disease. Quite one
of the most fascipating chapters
of Dr. Weatherhead’s book deals
with the speculations of medical
men regarding the causes of what
is now known as psychosomatic
disease, where it is considered
possible that many illnesses long
reparded as purely physiogenic
(such as tuberculosis, polio and
iofectious diseases) may some-
times be caus 4 or “set off” by
psychological or spiritual dishar-
monies. Psychological research,
while not yet always suggesting a
cure, leaves no room to doubt the
ymmense power over the body of
rep d guilt compl and
emotional  conditions resulting
from deprivation of love, affection,
goodwill, appreciation, as also of
hate, jealousy, agpger, resentment,
fear. As Dr. Weatherhead es-
pecially emphasises:

#1f emotion is ueither expressed
in its appropnate action nor even
admitted to consciousness, it will
bave its revenge by setting up
some form of mental or physics!
distress.”

And the revenge is planned by
the unconscious mind (so that the
patient is scldom 1o blame for a
conscious decision and indeed may
strongly oppose the symptom of
distress) with great ingenuity,
often taking advantage of a con-
stitstional weakaess and express-

ing itself so as to get the patient
out of the difficulty which his
unconscious mind cannot face,

“The conclusions force them-
selves upon us that it 1s becoming
increasingly difficult to draw the
line between physical, mental and
spiritual sickness; that illness, like

but which will almost certainly
have secondary causes and cffects
in the other two; and that, even
where it is possible to say with
confidence that the sickness is
confined to one category (e.g. 2
brokea leg), its cure will be greatly
expedited by the united effort of
the whole man, body, mind and
spirit.

If illness can be shown to in-
volve the whole personality, health
must too; and 1 do not thiok
many today would dissent from
Dr. Weatherhead's  definition:
“Health is the complete and suc-
cessful functioning of every part
of the human being (body, mind
and spirit) in harmonious relation~
ship with every other part and
with the relevant environment.”
And while the physical and mental
aspects of this definition are fairly
obvious, we should add that the
spirit or soul of man is that part
of him which makes contact with
the supernatural world—or, as we
say, with God. Perfect health,
therefore, involves the harmony
of the soul with God; and indeed
so vital is this that we may agree
with Dr, Weatherhead that man
is not a body which bas a soul,
but is a soul which has a body
and a mind. And we shall cer-
tainly follow him in defining
healing as the process of restoring
the broken hatmony of the body
in the material world, of the mind
in the realm of truc ideas, of the
spirit in its relationship with God.

In most instances the dishar-
mony has to be dealt with (with
differing  emphasis) in all three
categories of the personmality in

symptom of disease to the whole
personality of the patient. A
doctor can no longer afford to be
a mere materialist.

Further, ] would add two points
not mentioned by Dr. Weather-
head. First, that when any doctor
feels himself obliged to tell a
patient or his relatives that any
condition is incurable, he should
explain that his meaning is strict-
Iy limited to methods yet koown
to medicine. If he says or allows
himself to be understood to say,
more than this, the doctor speaks
beyond his brief and takes upon
himself a very grave responsibility.
Secondly, be should exercise a
similar or even greater caution
when pronouncing that a patient
“cannot dive,” Dr, Weatherbead
cites several cases healed by non-
medical means after that verdict
had been given. I myself am
another. And most of us know
of cases which have long outlived
a senteace of imminent death and
have ever made partial ot com-
plete recoveries, Nor are more
than a few of such cases to be
attributed to a faulty diagnosis,
On the other hand, no one can
compute ;how many have ceased
to fight and died (thus justifying
the prediction) because of that
verdict, who might otherwise
have lived to confound it. It is
possible to prepare people for the
probable outcome of a serious
illness without removing all hope
from their minds and without
bouying them up with foolish
optimism.

I will not here attempt to sum-
marise Dr, Weatherhead's wholly

It is, perhaps, the chief pur-
pose of Dr. Weatherhead’s book
to plead for the co.operation of
physical medicioe, psychotherapy
and the religious ministries in the
healing of disease—the nccessity
for such co-operation following
directly from the definitions of
sickness, health and healing, He
makes the poiat that all healing
is an activity of God, but that
man has to discover the most
relevant way of co-operating with
God in each particular case—for
one the surgeom's knife, for
another drugs, for a third prayer,
and yet for a fourth the healer’s
hands.

The part of the medical pro-
fession in such a scheme i3 clear
to all but the bigoted. What is
asked of the doctors is that they
will finally abandon their few

should uwy to relate the local

d ble views on the pastor’s
duties and opportunities in regard
to healing,  They should be read
in their entirety in the closing
chapters of his book by doctors,
clergy and laity. I will just draw
attention to three points,

Dr. Weatherhead is fully alive
to the misuse of religion as a form
of neurosis by those who seek to
escape reality, to purchase false
security or cheap and painless
forgiveness, or by those who feed
their ego on self centred holiness.
#Christianity,”” he writes, “should
be studied as it was proclaimed in
the open air of Galilee by Jesus
Cheist himself,” not “after it has
been twisted by sectarian theolo-
gians who have sometimes prosti-
tuted it to satisfy their own pre-
conceived opidions,” If Cbrist-
ianity were more widely preached
as Dr. Weatherhead preaches it,

_it would find a great response in

the hearts of wmodern mes, who
are mot irreligous but are often
made to seem o by their dis.
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satisfaction with certain aspects of
the established churches and or-
thodox religious instruction. Dr.
Weathechead's explanation of the
working of forgiveness, with he
distinction between penalty and
consequence, is quite exemplary,

Secondly, although Dr. Wea-
therhead writes as a most sincere
and earpest Christiap, most of
what he says can be applied
mutatis mutandis to any of the
great spiritval traditions — and
rightly so, for sickness and health
are not confined to Christians.

Thirdly, Dr. Weathethead
makes a most pressing plea for
the Church to reassert itself as
the extension of the Incarnation
in its ministry to the sick, not
merely by helping individual
souls to adjust their relationship
with God but by providiog a
source of healing power by the
united intercession of a loviog
community and by the fellowship
of that community during the
process of convalescence and re-
integration. Nowhere is Dr.
Weatherhead better worth read-
ing than when he traces how the
eacly Church lost the supermatu.
ral gift of healing, how he has
come from his expetience to
tealise that among the Jlaws of
healing by prayer are unity, dis-
cipline 20d love, and when he
considers what the Church now
requires in order to resume a
healing function which, perbaps,
only it can perform.

Implicit in our definitions of
health and healing, 23 also io
the rale of religion in healing, is
the positive function of faith in
the creation of health and in the
prevention of ill health, Faith
here is used in an entirely unde-
nominational sense — as a2 work-
ing belief in and experience of
God. This is pot somecthing
which we can be exborted to
“have,”” Tt is something to be
diligently sought for and won as
the result of practised meditation
and disciplined awarroess; and
the actual form it takes iy upim-
partant.  But it is faith in God
and npot in a treatment:~ an
active affirmation of an innec
unity with all existence and a
recognition of the activity of God
everywhere. We might call it
a condition of permanent openness
to Geod, which continues undimi-
nished even if iliness persists bur
which greatly increases tbe chan
ces of cure and the probability of
enduring good-health thereafter.
If healing is co-operation with
God and perfect bealth involves a
barmonious  relationship  with
Him, then cleacrly a continual
openness to Him is a condition
(though possibly only one condi-
tion) of good health. We call
that condition faith and this i3 the
only proper use of that word ia
the contest or healing.  Faith,
which expects everything, demands
that God fulf! our will, True
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faith accepts whatever happens in
a spirit of active resignation,
seeking in all things to under-
stand the will of God and to co-
operate with it lovingly. This is
the great lesson of the Bhagavad-
gita,

1 want now to deal with the
inexplicable gift of healing which
certain  persons (usually called
healers) undoubtedly possess. Dr.
Weatherhead, though cautious in
his approach, does not feel that
we can justifiably deprive suffer-
ing men and women of the bene-
fits of this gift, provided that all
reasonable safeguards are taken
against fraud or the effects of
disappointment on a patient spirit-
ually unprepared for it.

The first precaution is to eli-
minate all those who demand
exclusive obedience to their
methods and refuse to co-operate
with other methods of healing. 1
know that Christian Science, for
instance, contains much that is
valuable both in curing illness
and 4s a philosophy of life,  But
I do not believe that God has
ordained one road to health and 1

suspect all these who profess
such inotolerant  exclusiveness,
Cleatly, too, the attitude of the

medical profession needs re-think-
ing on this point. IMuch fraud
would be eliminated if the doctors
would by careful diagnosis and
subsequent follow up help to sift
the geruine healer from the chzr-
fatan, But even so limited co-
operation with a “‘quack’ renders
the doctors hable to be struck off
the Register;sand even if a cons-
cientious doctor were prepared to
take the risk, a conscientious
healer would probably not be
prepared 1o accept the sacrifice.
If, however, the medical pro-
fession could accept the statement
of my London healer.

“Medical healing tepresents the
knowledge of God expressed
through science. Spiritual heal-
ing uses the knowledge of God
expressed through the psychic
force.”

The way would be open fora
much fuller and more fruitful
co operation between doctors and
those who were found to havea
geauine gift of bealing.

When I first went to a healer, I
was labelled “incurable™ and had
been sentenced by a very eminent
surgeon and other lesser medical
lights to an early death. I, there-

. fore, felt that I had nothing to
lose and perhaps everything to
gan by venturing into this strange
world. I never had cause 1o
regret it; but I was fortunate in
my first healer.  Now knowing a
littte more about the subject, I
feel that T should warn would be
patients of some possible draw-
backs. .

The first s that it is unfair to

yourself aand the healer 10 expect
a curc when your illness or con-
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dition has reached the stage of
emergency. Cures are cven then
sometimes cffccted, but much of
bealing’s disrepute has come from

the fact that the healer’s assise
tance is not sought uniil the
patient is in extremis. Being,

like everything else, subject to
laws, healing can be asked too
late, and failure is not then the
fault of the healer.  In summon-
ing the healer at the last moment
you put him (if he heals profes-
sionally) in an awkward dilemma
between his compassion and his
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common sense, for legally and in
reputation he stands to suffer
much more from a failure than
docs a doctor,  Ile will seldom
refuse to try and help; but those
who ask him at that late stage
should realise, both for the
heales’s reputation and for their
own spiritual comfort, what their
their demand and his probable
failure implies, so that they do
not later impute blame where it
is not deserved.

WHAT DOES SOCIALISM OR
COMMUNISM MEAN

VERY great movement es~
peolally of a religions or
gooiologioal oharacter, is elwaya
subject to many deviations, per-
gecutious and persecutore. The
Christian goepel is based on the
parified Golden Rule—'"Do un-
to others as yon wonld they
shonld do unto you.”" Yet over
the 2,000 years of its ¢xistence—
it hes a oruel sod grnesome
history—it bhas now developed
pomething over a hundred dif-
ferent denmomipalions some of
which are bitterly oppored to
one another or even at war.
Communiem dates baok to
the Middle Ages—Plato and
other old Greek philosophers
favoured it. The early Chriatian
Church was Communist. The
modern theory now confront-
ing the Uaiverse in 2 magni-
fied form was taken from
the Marxian thesia in his
great work “Das  Kapital”
published in a2 Commaunist
Manifesto in 1847. Marx with
dialectical ekill sought to show
thzt the only solution io the
then long honra in the early
machine age of grosa exploita-
tion {and obild labonr was the
eocial or common ownership
of all the necescaries of life.
All the original Marxians de-
scribed  themselves as Com-
munists. Bince then nomerons
schools have postulated that
theory as Socialiets, Commauniate,
Syndicalists and  Anarchiste—
to pame only a few,—some
of whom rather than propsgate
the humanitarian purposs the
Marxians described are npow
bitter~ opponents of it and
literally at war with each other,
The Soclal Democrats wers the
most dominant political party
of the Marxian Theeiz, especlally
in Germany. Thess became
merely National Bonrgeois De-
mocrats voting war credita for
thelr nation in the 1914 conflict.
Following the war, after the
oxodus of the Kaiser, thae Scoeial
Dimoorate formed a goverp.
ment, 80 named, with Sohaidman

88 Prime Minister, It proved
to be a reaotlonary adminstra-
tion whioh paved the wey for
the Ilitler Government to sncosd
it.  Para Lenin and Troteky,
the founders of the Social Re-
volation in Russia, reverted 1o
the old title of Ccmmunism,
assuming B more revolutionary
outlook. Counter revclution-

With an inert mass of 140
million people born in tho

traditional despotism of Czarist
Rassia, oconvirsion to a sya.
tem of gocial and eoonomio
liberty was naturally a difSonlt
job. Thslr avccees against the
counter-revolationaries induced
them to continue creating arma-
ments for their fatare proteotion,
whbich mads it possible for
tham to defeat the Hitler agsanlt
in the B8econd World War.

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SCHOLARSHIP FOR NURSING COURSE

HE fcllowing Press nole

has been issued by the
Office of the High Commissioner
for India in the Union of South
Africa,

1. Under their scheme for grant
of cultural scholarships to In-
dian apd indigenous students
from Commonwealth and for-
eign countries, the Government
of India have decided to award
one scholarship for study in the
course for Nursing at the Col-
lege of Nursing, New Delhi, to
an Indian girl student domi-
ciled in the Union of South
Africa.

2. The value of the scholar.
ship bas been fized at Rs, 200
per meosem, exclusive of tuition
and examination fees, which
will be paid by the Government
of India direct to the ipstitution
concerned, Miscellaneous fees
and payments, such as Library
fees, Games fees, Admission fees,
statutory deposits for libraries
and hostels etc., will have to be
met by the scholar herself from
out of her stipend, The Govern-
ment of Iadia reserves the right
to vary the amount of the
scholarship if they thiok that
circumstances justify it, The
amount of the stipend sbould
ordinarily suffice for the ex-
penses of the student in [ndia
including miscellaneous fees and
expenses indicated above, nor-
mal medical charges and ex-
penses during vacations etc,
and in no circumstances appli-
cations for additional allowances
will be considered.

The cost of passage either
way and sll expenses on
journeys in India will bave to
be met by the student herself,

3. The scholarship will be
tenable for the normal period of
the course, depending upon the
satisfactory progress of the
student. The scholarship will
commence from the date on
which the candidate actually
joins the institution in India or
from the date on which the in-
stitution commences its session,

whichever is later, and will
normally terminate op the last
date on which the final exami=
nation for the prescribed course
ends-

The scholarship is liable to
cancellation any time during
the currency of the course, at
the discretion of the Governe
ment, for misconduct, unsatis-
factory progress or failure io
pass the annual examination.

The qualifications required for
admission to the College of
Nursing, New Delhi are—

(i) The candidate must have
passed the Higher Seconday
examination of the Board of
Higher Secondary Education,
Delhi or any examination recog-
nised as equivalent thereto or
tke London Matriculation Exa-
mination or the Cambridge
(Senior) School Certificate exa-
mination or the Oxford School
Certificate examination,

(ii) The candidate must have
attained the age of sixteen on
or before yst March 1952,

5 Applications from candidates
who satisfy the above qualifica-
tions should reach the Assistant
Secretary to the High Com-
wissioner for India, P. O, Box
8327, Johannesburg on or before
the jsth August 1952 in the
prescribed forms in quadrupli-
cate, which can be obtained
from the office of the High
Oommissioner for India. Each
application must be accom.
panied by particulars of the
courses, theoretical as well as
practical including the detailed
syllabuses, curriculae etc, &l-
ready completed by the student,

6. Suitable candidates may
be required to appear foran
interview.

7. The final selection of the
candidate will be made by the
Government of India. The
successful candidate will be
informed of her selaction
throngh the office of the High
Commissioner for Iadia in the
Union, After the completion
of her studies in India, the
student will be expected to
return to the Uniop,

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Republicans’ Choice

O Eisenhower has got the Re-

publican nomination. And iP
a big way. The doubts about his
“political”” apptal seen to have
been completely discounted by
his personality pull. ‘There has
also been a certain amount of
pressure applied which looks
shady even for American politics,
Nevertheless the man is the can-
didate of the party, which for
twenty years bas been seeking
unsuccesfully to put its represen-
tative in the White House. What
sort of a President wpuld he
make? This is a big question,
The trouble is that in modern
politics men achieve power only
to the extent that they are repre-
sentative of the groups with the
sway, We should by now be
fairly familiar with what those
groups want in the US. The
Republican Party is pre-eminently
the party of big business. There
is admittedly, little to choose
between the Republican and De-
mocratic parties, but in so far as
it foliews the Roosevelt traditicn,
the Democratic Party is preferable
for the man who loves peace and
fair-dealing.

Opponents of the .Democratic
Party charge that it, and Truman
in particular has been intensifying
the “New Deal” policy of Roose-
velt. They argue too that the
Democratic Presidency has been
too lepnient with Russia in the
Cold War. All this seems to
imply that if the Républican con-
testant is returned we can look
forward to a tougher policy both
inside and outside the Unired
States. What that may mean for
the world in general, I shudder
to think.

Strange Canflicts

“Mr.” Eisenhower, as he is
pow called, is 3 man of strange
conflicts. How he manages to
resolve them Is even stranger.
Now 62 years of age, he started
kis military career many years
ago, graduatiag from West Point
Military Academy at 25 years of
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age. His whole working life then,
has been that of a man of war,
Yet he still nostalgically recalls
the days of his childhood and
youth with his kindly God-fearing
parents in the little town of
Abilene, Kansas. He obviously
owes a great debt to his father
and the early religious training
which he imparted. His parents
were, indeed, pacifists, of the pri-
mitive uncompromising type. He
himself still maintains that demo-
cracy is the highest expression of
the religious attitude in the affairs
of men He has said that he is
opposed to racial discrimination
of any kind and stands for equal-
ity between 3all citizens of the
United States.  This incidentally
was probably responsible for win-
ning him 2 good slice of the
Negro vote.

Policy Of Militarism

Now it looks as though, if he is
returned to office, that he will be
expected to implement a policy
of militarism and power politics.
It is just another of those enig-
matic features of the world in
which we live. What the Bible
has to say about war and power
is petfectly plain, No man can
profess to live according to Chris-
tian principles and yet retain
belief in force of arms. Later on
this month we shall see what the
Democratic Convention has to
offer. It is possible that Mr.
Truman will decide at the last
moment to run again. It may be
that if he does he will win. He
still commands an enormous
popular following. Ard he is
another man who can place his
hand upon the Bible and talk
about the wpecessity for more
atom-bombs.  More than any
other mation in the warld the
Americans mow have it in their
power to take the bold and right-
eous step that will put an end to
preseat international tension,  In
Korea, in the United Nations and
in her relations with down-tredden
and deprived people everywhere,
the U.S. could make the move of
peace. Will she do it?

The Other America

Away from the citcus atmos-
phere of party conventions, brass
bands and violent speech-making,
,another conference was taking
place in America recently, It was
the National Conference of Peace-
makers, a body of Americans seek-
ing to discover and apply methods
that will jead to the emergence of
a new non-violent civilisation,
The meeting, at Yellow Springs,
Obijo, was attended by pacifists
from all over the U.S.' Projects,
including income-tax refusal (in
order that public money should
not tbe spent on arms), anti-
militarist propaganda, campaigns
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“ ... to do all which may achieve and cherish
a just and lasting peace among ourselves, and

with all pations,”

against racial discrimination and
the development of self-support-
ing co-operative communities,
were approved,

Peacemakers is one of the many
pacifist and internationalist move-
ments in America. They go to
constitute the other America about
which we hear so little.  The
propaganda machines of the big
interests are so noisy that it is
difficult to hear the small voice
of sanity ‘speaking in the United
States.  But such a voice there is,
and it is error on our part to
think that the whole of the popu-
lation of that great country is
given to war-mongering or the
cultural values of Hollywood and
Detroit. The kind of struggle
which peace-lovers have to con-
duct there is a very noble thing.
They bave to contend with a
massive public opinion in many
cases violently opposed to them.
More strength to them.

Sir Godfrey Strikes A
New Note

Since his return from Loadon
a few weeks ago Sir Godfrey
Huggins, Premier of Southern
Rhodesia, has been striking a
rather different note in his public
pronouncements. First on June
27 he said that the spending of
public money on hospitals and
schools was not the be-all and
end-all of race relations. “......
wounded self-esteem leads to an
ugly, \suspicious state of mind."
he said, “We have lost parts of
the British Empire simply because
the Colouted man was black-
balled in the club.’”

Then again on July 5. “The
country was mot ruled by the
Native African today and the old
Rhbodesians were not going to be
fooled by bogies of Black Domina-
tion. ....the illiberal elements in
the country were ganging up for
united opposition against federa-
tion.” These statementa were
said of coutse in the process of

amenities for the African, then
the rulers of Central Africa must
now begin to address themselves
to the question which 15 of real
concern. That of status. And
the obvious conclusion is that
there can be no satisfaction for
non-Whites there till there js a
measure of justice in those spheres
which determine the freedom of
the individual.

Freedom To Make Mistakes

Self-reliance and independence
are the birthright of every
buman-being.

This is not to suggest that
the Whites must be “kicked out
of Africa’ as Sir Godfrey erron-

eously suggests was the case
in  India but merely that
all who live there, white and

non-white alike should come to
enjoy the blessings of independ-
ence as self-reliant citizens. Mr.
G. B. Beckett, member of the
Executive Council for Agriculture
in the Northern Rhodesia Legis-
lature, said that equality  jeself
would remove friction between
the races. “Federation offers to
the Black man ultimate equality
in Africa.” One hopes that if the
federation proposals go through,
the new state will work towards
that desirable end. At the moment,
with inadequarte African represen-
tation in the proposed Federal
Government, there is much rea-
son to doubt this,
