FAILURE to faze harsh reality

is a common weakness of
South African politicians, But
the Nationalists bave lately been
less guilty than their opponents
who, hard drlven on the tactical
defensive these last three tutbu-
lent years, seem to have neither
the time not inclination—nor,
indeed, the mental resilience and
fortitude—to undertake a frank
reappraisal of a very grim situa-
tion, As one who is compelled
by physical circumstances beyond
his control to beonly a spectator
of the daily hand to-hand fighting
of our political warfare, I am syte
that this flight from realism will
have quite fatal consequences not
only for the Opposition and what
it is supposed to stand' for, but
for all South Africa.

What I write here is necessar-
ily an entirely individual opinion.
Most readers of these pages will
kaow me for a militant hberal, as
South Africa uses the word. And
I should be glad ta deserve this
honour or insult,” But T write
also as ome who recognises that
the couatry will be saved from
impending disaster—if we are to
be saved at all~—not on the basis
of any one particular point of
view, but by finding a common
strategy to unite that great major-
ity of our population, White and
non-White, who believe that
Nationalist policy is quite caras-
trophic.

These few scntences epitomise
the tragedy of contemporary South
Africa—the Messianic finaticism
and sectarian exclusiveness of
Afrikaner Nationalism, its erec-
tion of sectional natiopalism into
an absolute and self-justifying
value, its perception of its destiny
with doom.  Although willing to
“swallow and digest' the large
British descended  minority  of
Whites, “it refuses even {and ever)
to contemplate™ a similar opera-
tion in regard to a Black majority
—or even in regard to the small
minority grougs of Coloureds or
Indians although for the exisrence
and culture of the former, at least,
it is dicec'ly responsible, Those
of us who' admire the many
virtues of the Afrikaner can un.
derstand something of the inner
agony which "causes Nationalists
to grieve that’ they are not as
most other small national groups
.are—a homogeneous communny
within a clearly defined territorial
area. Buriris not so and they
must be men enough to face it.
For our part, we must regret the
mistoree ) and policical dis ortions
w uch have fos ered this danger
ous sllusion of a “pation’” within
the S ate, disunguished trom all
other population groups by its
senic of cultural’ isolation and
d vine rtacial imssion,s together

First, there are the idealists
who stand, primarily on moral
grounds, for the ulumate objec-
tive of tatal apartbicid. They are
fairly honest about the fall in the
living standards of both White
and Black which this policy
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involves, cven if its impact is
disguised by being spredd over
a long period, DBut, all other
practical difficulties aparet, it is
not posuble to take these people
seriously when they talk about
the “White areas’ (87 per cent of
the Union) for the White popula-
tion (20.8 par cent of the popula.
tion) and “Native areas' or re-
cerves (13 per cent of the Union)
for the “Baatu national home-
lapd" (i.e. for necarly 70 per cent
of the population, the future
location of Indians and Coloureds
being as yet unspecified). Nor
do these figures look much more
respectable if, as in the case of
SABRA and sometimes Dr.
Malan, history is anticipated and
the Protectoratez added (o the
‘*Native areas,”” brioging them up
td 45 per cent of the area of the
Union and the Protectorates; for
the main acreage of the latter
coasists of the arid steppes of the
Kalahari and the mountains of
Basutoland, both of which are
already overpopulated in terms of
carrying capacity. If the pro-
tagonists of partition would claim
only so much of the Union as is
commensurate with their num-
bers (even if, as is improbable,
all Whites wished to join them in
their purified land). and their
costribution ta South African

history (which is considerable, .

the remainder of the population
might well take a2 generous view
of this latter claim in order to
remove such incorrigible racial-
ists out of our multi-racial society.
But to plan partition on the basis
of the reserves for the great ‘“un.
national’ tnajsrity, without capital
works or mineral resources or the
possibihity of harbours and rail
ways under their owa control, is
to tnifle with the problem. Nor
does 1t advance the argument to
talk of cotal apartheid as merely
“a d'rection in which we wish
eventually to move whose details
must be settled by future genera-
tions." Dr. Verwoerd has just
told us that “we can guide our
furure by looking far ahead and
looking wisely.”  This surely
requires a3 declared goal wirthout
whech, tndeed, it is not possible
to move purposefully in any
“‘direcrion.”

Uouotil, therefore, those who ad-
vocate it are much more explicit
about their territorial objective,
we will with Dr. Malan (though
for different reasous) write off
total apartheid as an impracticable
proposition.

That
being so, the only alternative is
to make no concessions—indeed,
to withdraw such few as have been
made in the Union's earlier his.
tory—in order to subcrdinate the
non-Whites and render them
politically and ecauomically in-
nocuous. As a small sop to con-
science, the existence of the
reserves, where a measure of self-
admunistration may be allowed 1o
strictly controlled tnibal councils,
is used to justify the complet:
denial of rights to “migrant visi-
tors ' in"the ““White areas.”” As
De. Malan said at Malmesbury
recently:  “If the Native is being
proiccted in the Native areas, the
White also has the right to pro-
tection in his area, We need the
Native and he needs us, but he
cannot get the same rights as the
Europeans in the European
areas.””  This carries us right
back to Dr. Malan's centenary
speech at Blood River in 193%:
““Our people and the non Euro-
peans are in much more stressful
struggle than 100 years ago, when
the white tented wagons protected
the laiger and rifle and as<egn
clished The Afrikizns-sp .king
men of ithe new Great Tiek (1o
the cities) meet the non European
at the new Blocd River ball ot
completely unarmed, without the
enirenchment berween them anl
without the prctecion of the
river. They meet him defence’
less in the open plain of econom.c
equality."”

This seige-meatality icterpre-
tation of popular apartheid, comn
mon both to the Primez Msnister
and Mr. Cllie, remains funda-
mentally true and its only final
justification, despire the spurious
sort of toral apartheid or “toral
separarion’ (skeiding} preached by
Dr. Verwoerd at Verecniging on
May 9 aod despitc the evident
sincerity of those who manage to
convince themsely.s that separate
residential areas and  separate
development really provide 2
means of advanemng {as in 2
limited sense they uo the welfare
of non-Europeans. Underneath
a certain, somevimes debberate,
confusion of statement, Mational-
ist leaders have been pretty hon-
est about this interpretation of
apartheid, Mr. Sirijdom has
spaoken feankly of ““White domipa
tion, the reteaticn of all powner
in our hands.” Mr Swart hag
condemned ““the dewzstable cae
trine of racial equility * s applid
to ‘“‘barbuirians, s.in -rarbarians
and cnltured birbazians' a phrase
that would amuse in any [ess
serious context.) Mr, Erasmu

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believes in “good treatment for

THE BANTU EDUCATION ACT : APARTHEID
IN EDUCATION

IHOSE churches and missions
entirely opposed to the con-
trol of their schools by the
Native Affairs Department, would
probably be able to conduct their
own type of school in the future,
said Mr. F. J. van Wyk, Acting
Director of the S, A, laostiture of
Race Relations, when addressing
the annual coalerence of (e
Nital Tadion Teachers’ Society
in Durban-during the evening of
July 1. He was discussing the
Bantu Education Act, and based
bis statement _on infermation
supplied to him by Mr, F. J. de
Villiets, bead of the new Division
of Baotu Education, Snch private
schools, however, would have to
be financed entirely from private
sources State-aided Native schools
would probably reccive aid from
the State equal to 75 per cent of
their finagcial requirements, but
would have to follow the sylla-
buses laid down for them by the
authorities as at present.

Mr. van Wyk went on to say
that the idea that Bantu Educa-
tion should be controlled by the
Department of Native Affairs
was not new, and that the Divi-
sion of Bantu Education was
implementing some of the re-
commendations of the Eiselen
Commission which reported in
19514,

Misstons and churches would
be given the option of transfer-
ring their schools 10 the Depart-
ment of Native Affairs and would
be compeosated, They would
be given twelve moaths in which
to decide to transfer, and the
process would extend over some
ten years.

Where mission schools became

entirely  State-contrelled,  the
churches would !?e allowed to
conduct religious training,

By replacing highly qualified
male teachers in the lower primaty
schools by suitably quahficd
women, it was hoped 1o =ave
abaut 1,000,000 a year. It was
a lonp-term aim  to replace all

Me, van Wyk has Leen in-
formed by Mr, de Villiers that
mather-tongue education would
operate in (he lower primary
school, with the gradual intro-
duction of both official languages
thercafter, though even in the
lower primary classes the “official
languages would be taught as
subjects. Mr, de Villiers had
also said that a comprehensive
memorandum would soon be sent
to the churches, missions and
others concerned

“I think it is obvious.,” said
Mr. van Wyk, “that Bantu edu-
cation is linked very closely with
the two main viewpoints of the
country’s political and economic
future, either that the countey
should move towards increased

.separation between the-races, or

towards greater mtegranon of
the races. Itis clear that the
members of the Eiselen Com-
nission hold the first view, and
believe that there should be a
gradual movement towards the
establ shment of- separate states
within the country The Com-
mission often referred (o0  the
ability of the Bantu to reach the
highest rungs in the ladder of
Lfe, but stressed equally its belief

- that this should take place in the

Bantu's own surroundings. There
can be no doubt that the educa-
tional system envisaged for the

South
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Baatu by the Commission waa
based on separation between the
European and Baptu inhabitants
of our country,”

‘*Those who believe in an in-
tegrated society and plead for
common citizenskip, and that
therefore there can be no talk of
‘Bantu education’ or ‘European
education’, for ‘education is not
divisible and educational aims are
universal, They place the em-
phasis on the individual rather
than on the group of race. They
believe that every child is the
inheritor of world culture and
should have access to this com-
mon cultural heritage

Governments Can Change

“We have 2 Government which
sincerely believes that the coun-
try’s racial probleras can only be
solved if the caces are gradually
separated more and more, It is
natural that they should follow
an educational pattern conform-
ing to their views Governments
change, bowever, so ome should
look at some recommeadations of
the Eiselen Commission to which
no one can take exception, One
is the provision of sufficient
places in the primary schools for
the estimated number of Bantu
children aged from 8 to 11 years.
Agother is the organisation of
four types of school, and another
the syllabuses for the primary
schools, substantially the same
as those followed io all primary

~-schools,”

““Auother positive recommenda-
tion is tkat the ~Bantu people
themselves should play a. more
active role in the education of
their children.”

Mr. van Wyk concluded by
expressing confidence in the staff
of the Division of Bantu Educa-
tit'm, who were deeply and
$incerely interested in the subject.
They were creating an efficient
machine which could also be
used by those who did not agree
with the present Govemmmts
views on the matter. -
