The Stofy Of A God-fearing
Clergyman

HILL perusing NMabatma Gandhi's ‘Satyagraha In South Africa’ wc

came across a touching incident when Mahatma Gandhi was assaulted

by the Pathans and was taken for treatment to the home of the Rev.
Joseph Doke. This incident is worth reproducing here as it must inspire others
-to the right way of thinking. Mahatma Gandhi writes:

While living under his hospitable roof, I never so much as felt that it was not
my home, or that my nearest and dearest could have worked aflter me better than
the Dokes. And it must not be supposed that Mr. Doke had not to suffer for
according to public support to the Indians in.their struggle and for harbouring me
under his roof. Mr. Doke was in charge of a Baptist Church and depended for his
livelihood upon a congregation of Europeans, not all of whom entertained liberal
views and among whom dislike of the Indians was perha_ps as general as amo‘ng
other Europeans.

MR. JOHN SEYMOUR ‘arriveﬁi‘
at the southern tip of India
by saling lugger and ‘tbcnce
wandered slowly up the pehinstla
without any set plan, His book"
tells the story of this cheerful,
inconsequential  journey.

Seymour has a good deal to say
about India’s ptesent economic
revolution—the e¢ffort to achieve
a compromise betweeen the mass
industries and production of the
west with its material efficiency
and its buman miisery, stunting
the development of fully develop-
¢d persodalities, and the purely
peasant basis of Eastern agritul-
tural life, with its dependence for
survival on precariously avoiding,,
floods, droughts add other natural
hazards. Material improvement,
taising the standard of living,
does demand some large-scale
industry and huge aggrarian pro-
jects such as hydro-electric dams
and conservation schemes, Buta
great deal can biec done by way of
small-scale, local application of
power and miachinery of a simple
sort and the use of improved
methods and seeds.  These form
the basis of the commuaity
projects and firkd development
schemes which feature so largely
in the 5-year plan. If the result
is something less in the material
sense than might be achieved by
turbines and bulldozers, it will at
least enable the bulk of the popu-
lation to remfain where at present
it is happiest—on or near the
land.

Verwoerd against the people).
There is a pojgnant tale of a
Pupjabi Hindu who revenged
himself upon a Muslim village in
East Punjab and will be baunted
till he dies by that frightful
moment of aberration.

NY pareots do not reslise
M tbat bel-wetling is quite
common and normal in children
up to the age of 5 or 6 yecars.
01 coursc, there are others who
stop this practice much earlier,
Some hardly ever wet their
beds after the age of 3 years

The great poiot to bear in
rmind is that it-is qui'e pormal
aod natural for a child under 5
years of age to wet the bed at
nipht, Pareats who punish such
chiliren are only doiog them
hirm besides being cruel. In
fuact, it is always dangerous.to
punish a child for bed-wetting
as punishment only tends to 1p-
croase the trouble that causes
this habit.

“Tostead of puoisbment, the
wise parent should use uader-
standing and commoObsense,
Tind out what is normal for a
child of any particular age and,
il auythiog is aboormal, ascer-
tain what mensures should
properly be taken to remedy
a3y trouble that might be indi=
cated.

The fist thing to realise is

{tha a small child has very
little voluntary control over his
bladder, lasleep, when he is
uaconscious, this control is
oven lesss Oaly when he has
yeached the age of 5 or more
has that control developed to a
stage where he can be able to do
something about it. Then he
wi'l, of his own accord, stop
watting the bed.

If a child continucs to wet
ths bel after the eg: of 6 years,
somethiog is -definitely twrong.
To punish such a child would
be as senseless as beating a
m a with a brokea leg because
h: capnnot walk TFind out
whatis the matter] Then re-
m:dy this cause.

The trouble may be some-
thhog very simple, such as
taking too much liquid around
b -time, This would naturally
Sill the bladder quickly and
c-use a child to wet the bed.
T seosible parent would,
therefore, talke care that the
child should ot have aaything
to drink {or at least one hour
b:fore going to bed, aad very
little to drink afler, say, 6
o'clock in the evening,

The parent who neglects these
precautions and thea punishes
a child {for wettiag tho bed is a
fool who should be given the
same punishment as he gives to
the child.

Anolher cause of bed-wet'ing
in bigger children is too much
excitement Lefore going to bed,

or even alter gning to bed, Too
much light in the bed-room;
noiscs of people talking loudly,
jazz on the- radio and other
disturbances aflect the child’s
sengitive nerves and cause reflex
action on the dladde~

If the child is not warmly
covered at night, the conse-
quent inhibition of sweating s
bound to throw much extra
work op the urinary organs.
In addition, the dtscomfort of
coldness affects the child’s
sleep, Bed-wetting is then al-
most certain to follow,

When a child bas worms,
especially pin-worms or rounds
worms, bed-wetting is very
conmon. Indeed, bed-wettiog
in bigger children and adults is
often a most suspicious indi-
cation that worm iofestalion
might be preseat. The obvious
course in such circumstances is
to get rid of the worms, when
the bed-wetting will cease by
itself:

Many big children and adults
who wet the beds do so because
they have a “tubercular dia-
thesis,” as the Homeopaths call
it, that is, a taint in the ' system
that could lead to T.B. if
neglected. Such, people should
seek advice from a skilled prac-
titioner of the science and art
of Homoeopathy, who will fiad
out what remedies are best
suited to each” particular case.
In addition great care should
also be taken to see that proper
food, in suffizient quantities, is
_eaten regularly.

In other words, the system
must be built up with the
nourishment it needs; and then
the indicated Homoeopathic
remedies will be able to act in
such a way as to tone up the

body to overcome all its weak~

nesses and to become” strong,
normal and healthy,

Let me repeat: bed-wettfng
is perfectly normal in the small
child, but io bigger children or
aduolts it is a sign that somes
thing is wrong,

In the case of the baby, the

only thing to dois to be patient. .

and give him a chance to grow
out of it. In the case of the
bigger person, seek the help of
a wise healer before too much
damage is done, Above all,
NEVER pupish apyone for
bed.wetting unless you want to
do great bharm either immn-
diately or in later years,

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INDIA LETTER

(From Our Own Correspondent)

HERE was agnin a _debate
, on the foreign policy of
the Government of India in the
House of the People, Ipitiating
the debate in the House, Mr,
Nehru, Prime Minister and
Foreign Aflairs Minister, made
the following points:

Collective Security

Collective Security can only
be secured through collective
peace. The other collective
security backed by threats of
mounling armaments only vi-
tiated the climate of peace,
bringing about a climate of
fear, The only road to return
to sanity and security in the
world today was in agreciog to
live aiid let live, not tolerating
aggression or interference, but
tolergting others as they
want to exist.. The area of
peace had been significantly
extended by the recent Simo=
Indian apreement on Tibet, the
principle of which virtually
amousted to an understanding
of non-aggression and non-
interlerence between tha two
powers, 1f the same approach
of peaceful cao-existence could
be extended, a great deal of the
troubles of the world would
disappear and peace could then
ppread over the whole of Asia,
indeed over the whole world.

Geneva Conference
The Geneva Conference was
ol vital'concern to Asia as the
fate of Asia depend.d upon
what happens in Indo-China
and Korea., If there 1s to be
goy settlement it could only be
through a negotiated settlement
and not through imposition.
Tne opposing poswers in the
world were 50 evenly matched
that nothinog can be 1mposed by
one power on another assiwply
shown by the stalemate in
Korea:. Ui India’s plan for
- peace in Indo-China bad begn
considered earlicr by the West-
ern powe.s then much blood-
shed could have been avoided
and the position today would
have been substantially easier
and better and the tragic and
heroic episode of Dien Bien
Phu (where the French lost
thousands of ficst class soldiers)

would have been different, It
has been the misfortune of
Asia, duriog the past some

bundreds of years not omnly to
have colonial regimes but to
have been often theatres of war
for othersaad by others, And,
thereforo, if we wish that this
warfare in Asia should cease,
and more especially, the busi~
nesy of others carrying on war-

Eombay, May 22,

fare for their purposes in Asia,
itisnot an illegitimato desire
ol ours. Peace for countries
like Asia who have aewly
emerhed into freedom is not a
mere pious hope but an emergent
pecessity. Indin was prepared
to take the ipitiative and to
shoulder any burden to have
and maintain peace in Asin’

Foreign Settlements
In India

A' present India’s representa~
tives were discussing with the
French Government in Paris
the future of the French estab-
lishments in India, India holds
that these establishments should
be merged with India without
the formality of a referendum,
The Liberation movement has
gained considerable momentum
but India has no desire to inter-
fere in this matter unilaterally
and the Government thinks that
the best solution would be a
peaceful settlement after negos
tiations with the French Gov-
eroment. Therefore we arenow
pegotiating with them and I
hope these nego:iations will
lead to satisfactory results,

Referring to Goa, Mr. Nehru
hoped that this problem would
become easier of solution be-
cause of other developments,
judia was told about an alliance
concluded between Britain and

Portugal six or seven hundred

years ago, about the 1ssue of a
“bull” by His Holiness the Pope
300 years ago gpiviog half the
world to Portugal, about the
more recent N,A.T.O. alliance
and agreements India was told
that Goa had become an integral
part of Portugel, The ruling
authorities of Portugal still
lived in the mental climate of
thbe time when the island of
Bombay was given as a dowry,
But this reference to the Anglo-
Portuguesealliance and N.A.T.0
had no relevance obviously to
Goa. In any case India was
not bound by any treaty whate
ever to which she was not a
party. Nevertheless India has
addressed some of the Govern-
ments concerned and drawn
their atteption to Prime Minister
Salazar’s statement and pointed
out that we do oot recognise
this (the relevance of N.A.T,O.
to Goa) and we hope that they
also do not recogaise that (the
Portuguese Prime Minister’s
statement) to be the correct
position. In fact some of the
countries associated with NATO
have contradicted Mry Salazar’s
statement,

The constitutional relation.
ship between Indin and Kashmir
is placed ob a new [ooting with
the promulgation of the Tresis
dent's order under Article 370
of the Constitution, giving fullest
effect to the Delhi Agreement of
1952, The promulgation of the
Order iz a formalily lhat has
loog been accepted. Neverfhe.
less the announcement has been
widely welcomed as an  ex-
pression of the free association
ot the peoples of India and
Kashmir withia the Indian
Union,

Chapters of the Constitution
of India relating to citizenship
and fundamental rights, the
legislative, (xzcutive and judie
cinl orgsnms of the Union and
their powers, rolations betwecn
the [nion and the States,
finance, trade, commerce and
jntercourse wilhin the Union
and electinos to tho Unijon
Legislative bodies will be appli-
cable to Kashmir with appro-
priate modifAecations.

The Kashmir State Legisla-
ture has been authorised to
male laws safeguarding the
jnterests-of the permanent resi-
dents of the State in regard to
matters like the acguisition of
immovable propecty, settlement
jn the State and employment
under the State Goverameot,

The State Legislature has ulso
been given power to imposc
such restrictions op the «x:rcise
of rights relating to freedom of
speech and espre:sion, right to
form associations apd unions
and to move freely within the
State as may be necessary to
safegurd the security of the
State. But this special autho-
rity will lapse after a period th
five years from the commences
ment of the Oider. Provision
is also made 1o the Order to
safeguard the land 1elorms
effected a few years ago.

The Supreme Court of India
will exzrcise practically  the
same jurisdiction in Jammu
and Kashmir as in other parts
of the country. DBesides being
the guarantor of the funda-
mental rights embodied in the
Constitution, the Supreme Court
will have original jurisdiction
under Article 13 of tho Consti-
tution and appellate. jurisdic-
tion in regard to civil and
criminel cases. It will be the
final judicial authority to inter~
pret the Consti ution. ’

The financial relationship as
well as the allocation of texat
tion powers between the Gentre
and Jammu and Kashmit State
will now be the same as those
existing between the Central
Government and other Part ‘A’

or Part ‘B’ States of India,
the important provisions re.

. The Madrus Congress Legise
lature Party had decided to
scrap the modified elementary
education schems introduced
by Shri Rajagopalachari, former
Chief Minister of Madras and
reitoro the old elewentary edue
cation scheme in the State from
the current academic year, i
June 3954,
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The craft centred elementary
education scheme introduced
by the Ministry headed by Shri
Rajeopalachari was much criti-
cised both by a sectiod of Con-
gress members and other party
jeaders in the _ State, Some
political parties even organised
demonstrations against the in-
troduction of the scheme which
seduced the school working
hours to three, leaving the re-
maining three hours for the
study of crafts. The scheme
did not provide any instructizn
in crafts but during the off
session the children were pro-
vided with facilities for learning
craft work from the village
craftsmen, if they had no work
at home, Full {reedom was
allowed to parents in selecting
the craft work for their chils
dren.

In view of the strong opposi-

X, Kamrsj Nadar
assumed office, the modified
education scheme was placed
before the Congress Legislaturo
Party for discussion. The Parly
appointed a  seven.member
committee fo examine the
scheme and make recommenda=
tions. The recommendations
of the committee were placed
tefore tho Party meeting, After
full and frank discussion the

Party. decided ‘to scrap  the
scheme, )
Thus the new education

scheme will die an untimely
death without getting a chance
to prove its efficacy in th
Madras State. But the Punjdb
Rovernment has drafted its new
educational plan on the lines of
the Madras scheme now being
scrapped with some modifica-
tions. Under the Tupjad plan
the schools will be required to
sit in two shifts extending over
