Act Bill failed by nine votes to
pass a third reading of the Joint
Session of the Houses of Assem-
bly and the Senate on Monday,
June 14, The Voting was 129
votes for and 42 against. In
terms of the South Africa Act,
the Bill had to receive 138 votes
in favour, which is two thirds of
the total membership of both
Houses. Dr. Malan did not reply
to the debate but when moving
the third reading he said that
there was a tyranny in the United
Party which could almost be
described as a “reign of terror.'j
He added there were a number
of the Opposition who, given a
free vote, would vote with the
Government.—‘Natal Mercury.’

LIBERAL PERSPECTIVE

ANTI-SEMITISM

By C. W.

NTI-SEMITISM has been so

conspicyously absent . from

our public life since the war that

its recent revival, even in a
limited form, is deplorable.

The trouble bzgan on March
25, when Dr, Bernard Friedman,
one of the most outspoken of the
U.P. Liberals, made a pungent
attack on the Resettlement of
Natives Bill which be denounced
as unjust to African cesidents of
the Wes-ern Areas and totalitarian
in its usurpation of the powers of
Jocal authorities.
Wative in his place (i.e. to sub-
ordinate and control him) legis-
lation bas to be passed to put the
Europeéan in the same (subordi-
nate) place as the Native.”

Mr."de Wet Nel (Nat. M.P, for
Wonderboom) replied: “I am no
race-hater bur if anti-Semitism
comes about in South Africa, the
speech of the Hon. Member for
Hillbrow must be held responsible.
He should realise that there
were limits to whatone was en<
titled to say and should take care
to remain within those limits,”

The matter rested there until
early in'May, when Dr. Friedman
criticised Mr, Havenga for deli-
berately underestimating the pro-
bable revenue yield and thus
overbudgetting last year, This
legitimate argument was met by
Wir. Deysel, another Nat. M.P.,
with the outrageous remark: “It
struck me while the Hon. member
for Hillbrow was speaking-—and
I donotwant to, go too deeply
into tbe language he used and
what he is—that bearing in mind
his extraction it came as no sur-
prise. to me that he reparded
everyone as an  unmitigated
rogue.”’ :

However, it now appears that
this is precisely the rteason his
remarks were S0 resented in cer-
tain quarters. For a few weeks
later 2 commentator in ‘Diz
Burger’ wrote: “Much misunder-
standing will be eliminated if it is
understood more generally, also
by the Jews, that the Nationalist
Party is indeed a political pacty
but iv important respects it is
more this. The Nationalist Party
is at the same time ao embodi-
ment of the natiopal striving of
Afrikaner, The speaker without
the pecessary touch may often
believe that be is oaly attacking
the Nationalists in their political
striving, whereas in reality he is
attacking the Afrikaner in his
national striving. The distinction
is often fine but always cardinal.
There are Jewish members of the
House of Assembly who do not
understand the distinction, Axmong
them is Dr. Friedman.'

Now this simply will not do
None of us wish to show dis-
respect for Afrikaans culture and
ideals. But, in the first place, the
Nats. do not exclusivelv represent
these, One quarter of the Afri-
kaner people are outside the party.
Secondly, in so far as Afrikaner
Nationalist ambitions—that  is,
sectional aspirations of one racial
group withia the’ European
minority of this country—have
been identified with the political
policies of a particular party,
they are liable to all the criticism
and opposition which any poli-
tical policy must exp:ct in a
democratic state, evea an im-
perfectly democratic oae.

In a multi-racial society dis-

. tinctions belong properly to the
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sphere of culture. Liet us keep
them there; and dedicate ours
selves to the political, economic
and social welfare of South Africa
just as men and women—not as
units and racial ‘blocs. When
‘Die Burger' distinguished be-
tween “Nationalist political striv-
ing’ and ““the Afrikaner’s national
striving,'’ it was trying to claim
for the former the sanctity and
respect which might be accorded
to the latter in some non-political
context. The great majonty of
our tmixed population, Black and
White, will resist any attempt to
promote the sectional interests of

any race or ‘‘mation” at the
expense of the rest. But it will
only drag distinctive cultural

values into the hurly-burly of the
political arena, if they are made
the justification for political sec-
tionalism. If the Nats., resent
attacks on the Afrikaner's “na-
tional" life, they should keep it
out of politics.

Further, all those non-National-
ist. minorities in our Europcao
population—Afrikaner,  British,
Jew, etc.—who have hitherto
been content to watch non-
Europeans being despoiled of
their rights and freedoms in the
cause of ‘'white civilisation,'”
must understand that their own
liberties are just as seridusly at
stake, Afrikaner Nationalism has
a mystique of its own which
regards criticism as being close to
blasphemy and opposition as a
species of sacrilege. It is oo
accident that such selfishly White
sectional measures as the Group
Arcas Act and the Resettlement
Bill have been the occasion of
attacks not only on Jews, but on
Aanglicans and Roman Catholics
a3 well.

In all other couutries where
one race has arrogated to itself a
Messianic mission in regard to
others the process has begun
with attacks on the least popular
or most vulnerable groups. Ia
Germany the Jews: io Southk
Africa the non-Whites. But once
the process starts, it passes
rapidly from intolerance in cer-
tain tacitly approved directions
to universal intolerance and in-
timidation Then no one’s liberty
is safe, not even that of the
herrenvolk themselves, Freedom
is ultimately indivisible. When
a society begins by denying it
to some, it ends by denying it
to all—inevitably, Which is
what Dr, Friedman was trying to
say.
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FUTURE OF AFRICAN COLLEGES

ROM recent speeches by the

Minister of Native Affairs in
Parliament it is clear that the
Government does not want to
waste much time before it re-
moves missionary influences by
tbe roots in the sphere of African
edication. The Minister - has
made it plain that in the future
African Colleges will very largely
be controlied by non missionary
hands. Either they will be con-
trolled largely by the Africans
themselves or they will be con-
verted into Government institu-

tions. - This raises. 2 challenge
which the Africans, as the
threatened community, must

make up their minds to accept.
It is'a challenge which the white
missionary must alsc accept be-
cause it attacks, right at the roots,
the work he has given bis life
to do.

I want to make it clear in all
these discussions that I do not
¢hink the white missionaries in
this country are all paragons of
Christian virtue., There arc some
‘of them whose services we can
very well dispense with. For-
¢unately for us and the name of
the missionaries as a group, these
are in the minority and we should
aot allow ourselves as a com-

* munity to be swayed by the

popular fashion of maligning the
missionary, into not seeirg who
our real enemies are and who our
Zriends.

In the controversy over African
.education the apartheiders arc our
avowed enemies. They tamper
with our education for sinister
political ends. 1 have heard
.otherwise intelligent people say-
ing that we should not worry too
much because for the present
African education will remain
wrhat we have known it to be for
some time. Quite frankly this
sounds stupid to me. If I shall
be killed to-morrow, it is no con-
solation to know that I am still
alive to-day.

Because apartheid seeks ulti-
mately to destroy the African
people, we must start mow pre-
paring our defences in depth.
On the political front our leaders
bhave gone quite a long way to
ensure the defeat of apartheid
when the time is opportune. On
the educational side very liile has
been done.  Our trouble is, we—
the Africans and tife missionaries
~—are a divided army. The
ordinary African judges the white
missionary against his reeord of
behaviour in the past, when he
bore himself in a2 manper sug-

gesting that be was also, like the
Malans and the Verwoerds of the
past, conscious of his racial
superiority.

We mnst face this painful fact
in the face and realise that the
envoys of Christ sinned very bad-
ly against the African in this re-
gard. The belated appointment
of African bishops to the apart-
heid dioceses of Leribe and Um-
zimkulu are no real atopement
for these wrong. Very much
more will have to be done, quick-
ly and on a scale to convince
very many Africanr that the white
Christians have seen the error of
their ways and have returned to
Christ’s teachings in their attitude
to the race gquestion.

But while the whitc mission-
aries are repenting of their own
brand of the sin of racial arro-
gance, they and ourselves must
waste no time laying down the
foundations for our defences
against apartheid in the field of
education.

As the Government has in-
dicated, the intention mow is to
take over African colleges be-
cause, among other things, they
do not lay the requisite emphasis
on the teaching of Afrikaans to
the African. The political in-
tention behind this is explicit.

Some of the colleges will be-
come State schools while others
will, if the Africans so desire, be
controlled by the commumity.
From this it is clear that there
will be little room for the white
missionary. But as a controlling
authority, the African will be
free to choose the people with
whom he shall work to administer
his colleges. To me, we shall be
very wise as 2 community if we
find in the administration of these
establishments a new basis for a
new form of Christian co-opera-
tion between the African and the
missionary. .

In asking the missionary to
have a hand in helping us run
these institutions we shall not
only be showing our appreciation
of the good missionaries have
already done, we shall be giving
them the opportunity to show the
world the extent to which they
are prepared to tread the thorny
path by the side of the African,

The examples of Ohlange and
Adams point the way along which
we should travel when the time
comes for us to take over the
administration of African colleges,
I am particularly impressed with
the arrangement at Adams., That
institution is something very
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much like a public company.
Those who like to support its
policies buy shares in Adams
Incorporated. This makes them
the real owners of a college.
They determine its policy, vote
for its board of governors and in
every way behave as owners of a
college would., There is no col-
our bar thete, The European
who would like to buy .shares in
Adams Incorporated is free to do
so. So is the Indian and, of
course, the African.

The men who laid down the
foundations for this arrangement
must have had a singular insight.
Unless the Government’s inten-
tions are grossly malicious, Ver-
woerd cannot come to Adams
College and say it should close
down simply because the people
who support it belong to all
races,

Against this background, let us,
who arc threatened, see if the
Adams arrangement does not
form a new and valuable basis to
perpetuate’ the - conpection  be-
tween the African and the mis-
siopary. Let us, the Africans
and the missionaries, see if we
connot extend the Adams. pattern
to the other missionary colleges.
That will be the first line of
defence.

But merely changing the -own-
ship of these colleges will not be
enough. We must stact searching
for ways by which we can, at
some time in the not distant
future, co-ordinate the activities
as well.as the administration of
these establishments—as much for
reasons of economy as for present-
ing 2 united front in the defence
of the Christian influenc in Afri-
can education,

The new barbarism called’
apartheid is definitely anti-Chris-

tian. We saw how its counter-

part in Germany challenged the
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valuer we hold precious in the
Christian tradition and, incvitably
brought Getmany and a very
large part of the world to ruin.
A similar process is alrcady afoot’
in South Africa,

In the face of the dangers we
must, by voluntary action, set up
2 body to co-ordinate the policies
and the administeation of the
varioux colleges now in the hands
of the missionaries. In the final
reckoning the important thing is
not which Christian sect builds or
runs this or that institution; it is
the extension of the Kingdom
of Christ through co-ordinated
efforts, let us think along the
lines of setting up one supreme
controlling body.

It does seem to me it is time
the Christian Council of South
Africa itself rose to the challenge
to African educrtion aad begar
thinking alonz lines which might
help build more and enduring
bridges betwezn the missionary
and the [African—for, the mnew
paganism called apartheid has set
irself the goal af destroviog most
of the old bridges, sitaply because
most of the missionaries speak
English!
