“Complete Civil Disobedience is rebellion without the
element of violence in it. An out and out civil resister
simply ignores the authority of the State. He becomes an
outlaw claiming to disregard every unmoral State law. . .
Submission to the State law is the price a citizen pays for
his personal liberty. Submission therefore to a State law
wholly or largely unjust is an immoral barter for liberty.
A citizen who thus realises the evil nature of a State is
not satisfied to live on its sufferance and therefore.. . . he
invites imprisonment and other uses of force against
himself. This he does because and when he finds the
bodily freedom he seemingly enjoys to be an intolerable
burden. . . . Thus considered, Civil Resistance is a most
powerful expression of a soul’s anguish and an eloquent
protest against the continuance of an evil State.”

|F we desire a peaceful world we

can no longer hold large popu-
lations 1n a state of colonial de-
pendence.  That is one of the
poliical axioms of the present
age, and it underhnes the warn-
ing conveyed by the rapid spread
of Comeaumse n the Gast,  We
cannot afferd to leave festering
grievances on our side of the
boundary.

To the exploited masses in
backward countries Communism
presents a very different face from
that with wiich we are famyliar,
For them the message of Com-
munism 15 one of liberation—~
liberation from the exachons of
the landlord and the money-
lender and  deliveranee  from
colonsal status mro the dignity of
full nationhiood.

For such peoples Communism
brings with it all the overflowing
eacrgy, the enthusiasm, the readi-
ness for sacrifice, of a millennial
creed, It inspires them with a
hope, a vision and a purpose that
are truly religous,

History praves that we cannot
hepe to put down a religion, least
of all one that has been espeused
by mlliens 16 many lands, by
force of arms.  Ms contagion
sweeps across frontters, defies all
the measures of the police and
ends by undermuiniog the morale
of those:who would suppress it.

Thetein hies the chief danger to
be apprehiended from Commun-
fsm. The armed watch and
ward of preparedness 13 powerless
agawst the spread of on idee.

Prepatedness, ndeed, by stram-
ing the cconomic structure of
society and lowening the standard
of living, provides a soil favour-
able to the prowth of subversive
doctrines.

But if such tendencles ate to be
successfully resisted it must be
by the substtution of an ideal
that 1s not cnly better than Com-
mumsm, but 15 manifestly so.
Such an sdeal would Lave to out-
bid Commumsm m open com-
petition for the suffrage of the
world,

Has the West, then, a remedy
for the world's ills that is better
than Communism; that can fulfil
both its materal and spiritual
aspirations; that caa Al the
vacuurn that will be left when we
cease to prepare for war 2

Oue answer to such a question
must pot be dictated by com-
placency. It is not 50 that it will
be answered by the peoples of
Asia and Africa,  They have not
forgo ten our record, if we have.
There 13 the shameful story of
Negro stavery; the eplum wars 1n
China; the atom.bombmg of
Japan; ceaturies of 1mperials
explomtation and the colour bar
that still exists in to maoy lands.

No wonder that with such a
tecord the East regards our pro-
fessions with distrust, a distrust
deepened since, under American
leadership, the policy of the West
seems to have Dbardencd cvery-
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other thinga as well, 1f we, and
the society and civilsation to
which we belong, are to survive,
theee is no lesser ptice that can
be accepted.

To bring about 2 general 3¢
ceptance of such values there will
need to be a great educative effort
exerted simultaneously 1n many
fands on our side of the Iine
drading us from the Communut
world.  That will call for the
devoted service of tens of thou-
sands of workers,

Success will imply the immense

It will jnvalve the application,
not only of wtelligence, a3 Tyot.
