HE Riotous Assemblies and Suppression of Communism
Amendment Bill completed its passage through the
House of Assembly on \Vednesday, March 18. By 77

votes to 44 the Bill passed its third reading.

\When the Minister of Justice, Mr. C. R, Swart, moved the
third reading of the Bill, Sir De Villiers Graaff (U.P., Hottentots
Holland) said this was the third attempt of the Minister to

present legislation in the hope of combating Communism.

On each previous occasion the United Party, although
agreeing that legislation was necessary, felt that the Minister’s
efforts were open to serious criticism on two main wrounds—
that the Government was not giving evidence of any construc-
tive approach to the problem, and was taking no positive steps
to prevent the growth of Communism, and that instead of
strengthening the pillars of democracy, which were the Dbest
defence against Communism, the Gavernment was weakening
those pillars.

The Minister's legislation hiad undoubtedly weakened some
of the pillars upon which South Africa’s democratic system was
founded. One of the most important of these pillars was that
the law must be certain.  The scecond was that there must be
casy and effective access o the courts, and the third was thu
enccutive power must be subject to proper limitations.

The previous legislation made inroads upon all those prin-

ciples and the present legislation wis apen to the same attack.

Sir de Villiers Graalf said that Communism was so widely
defined 1 the Suppression of Communism Act that even the
National Council of \WWomen could be prosecuted under the Act
if they held an illegal parade to advocate the rights of women.

Similarly, he said, a farmers’ association could be pro-
secutedlundtr the Act if they held an illegal parade to protest

at the wool levy or a reduction in the price of mealies.
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Deceiving The World

l’[rHE new South African High
Commissioner to Canada,
Mr. Wentzel du Plessis, accord-
ing to Sapa-Reuter’s reports, told
the people of Canada that the
Nationalist Party was following a
palicy of discrimination between
races and not discrimination
against any one race. He said
the Government's policy would
enable the Blacks to develop na
turally in accordance with their
own way of life.

New Design To Oust

Indians From Lydenburg

Of the 275 rent boards in
the Uniop, the Government has
abolished just onc—that at Lyden-
burg, where Indians are now
being evicted from their homes
and shops. During the year two
new boards were actually set up
elsewhere.  The Minister of
Health, Dr. A, J. R, van Rbijn,
claims that he dissolved the
board at Lydenburg because it
had little work to do. These
figures were included io answers
gwven in Parliament by Dr. Van
Rhuijn to questions by Mr, Leco
Lovell (Labour, Benoni), Mr,
Lovell asked a series of questions
about Lydenburg last week, The
Indians had peutioned the Minis-
ter not to dissolve the board,
Oance it no longer existed, rent
contrel for the areas was auto-
matically abolished, and landlords
.gave rhe Indians lawful potice.
The Government had before f.il-
ed to get the Indians moved out
of the town by using the Group
Areas Act against them, Mr.
Lovell also asked the Minister of
tha Interior, Dr, T, E. Donges,
who controls group areas pro-
cecdings, about the Lydenburg
incident. Dr. Donges said: “The
board's investigation of the appli-
cation of a group area at Lyden-
burg has been adjourned sine dic
to enable an objector to bring a
test case in the ceurts,”” Mr.
Lovell told a Press regresentative
that when the board sat, in 1952
and 1953, it was suggested that
the Indian population be moved
right out of the town, but a great

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FREEHOLD AND THE WESTERN AREAS

HE Government scheme  to

expropriate the Western Areds
of johapnesburg and move theif
60,000 African inhabitants to a
new locatibn yet to be built at
Meadowlands six miles furthet
out of the city 15 no matter of
mere parochial interest.  The
scheme itself—and the mentality
which it expresses—is the test of
the European's good faith in
applying the policy of apartheid,
in so far as this means residential
segregation,

The Western Areas comprise
Sophiatown {establhished 1905,
morgea 113, stands 1694), Mar-
tindale (established 1905, morgen
23, stands 332) and Newclare
(established 1912, morgea 73,
stands 579), These three town-
ships were created on bare veld
aajacent to the municipal sewage
and depositing sites, well clear of
European residential areas. A
few Europeans originally lived in
Sophiatown; but 1 1911 and
again 1 1921 the servitudes
against non-European occupation
on some of the properties were
gemoved and the township be-
came wholly non-European. Mar-
tindale never had any such ser-
vitudes and Newclare titles speci-
fically exclude White residents.
In 1918 the City Council put its
Western Native Township along-
side the Western Areas, thus
again tecoguising that this was a
non-European area,

The vast expaosion of Johan-
nesburg in the twenty years
following the First World War
brought the European suburbs of
Westdene and Newlands nght
onto the boundaries of the West-
etn Areas. Pressure from Euro-
pean voters and ratepayers, steadj-
ly encroachiog onto African-
occupied areas, caused Coupcillqr
S. J, Tighy in 1939 to suggest thg
total removal of non-Europeans,
from both the Western Areas and
the Westera Native Township to,
Orlando;Psmville at an estimated,
“cost of £4 millions. In October,
1944 the City Council accepted,
the idea, intending Sophiatown
for European residence, Martin-
dale for industry and the othgr,
two townships for Coloureds from
Albertville.

It may be noted that, although
Mr. Tigby is now 3 United Party

No one was
willing to invest in a doomed
cause ‘The history of the Coun-
cil’s attitbde throws grave doubts
upott the sincerity of present
efforts by the U,P, caucus to re-
present the Western Areas Scheme
as a slum clearance project, con-
ceived solely in the interests of
the poor, exploited residents

1944 Scheme

In October 1949 the Nationalist
Mimister of Native Affaics asked
the City Council if and when it
intended to implement its 1944
scheme. The Council had to
report that the cost had now risen
enormously, that the Orlando-
Pimville site was already over-
crowded, that a housing backleg
of colossal dimensions threatened
to overwhelm all the city’s loca-
tions, and that the Africans,
having heard that their freehold
rights were in jeopardy, declined
to co-operate.  Mimster and
Council took refuge in a survey
of the whole area and problem,
durivg which the Council gave
African residents the assurance
that they would be consulted
before further steps were taken.

However, ignoring this z2ssur-
ance and another that “the re-
moval scheme could be forgotien
for the present,” a deputation of
Couacillors proposed to the Min-
isgeg early in 1952 that the Coun~
cil make Meadowlands available
for rehousing evicted Africans
and the Goveroment cover the
costs A committee was set up ig
June to work cut details with the
Munister’s representatives and re-
ported back to the Council 1n
December.  Its recommendations
were accepted in principle, pio-
vided, that djspossessed owners be
compensated, freehold be per-
mjtted in the new townships and
a few other modifications accept-
ed, But before the Minister’s
dgcision od these points could be
ascertajoed, the Council sold him
the Meadowlands site in February
1953.  Throughour these pro-
ceedings the Council's main con-
cern scems to have been, to com-
biae its own electorally popular
removal scheme with the Govern-
meat’s Group Area's designs and
a contribution towards the cost,
thus reaping the benefits of both
worlds at the expense of African
rights and without extra charge
to the city's rates,

But it was soon evident that,
as was in fact alteady well known,
the Minister would agree neithér
to compensation nor freehold,
How expropriation under the
Group Areas Act, which makes
no legal provision for compensa-

tion, can be “just and fair” (as
Dr. Donges promised) without
compensation has yet to be ex-
plained.  But the connection be-
tween African freehold and the
Western Area Scheme 13 oaly
too obvious, Dr, Verwoerd says
that only 2 per ¢ent of the resi-
dent population own their pro-
perties—a total of 350 famalies.
These figures are almost certain-
ly wrong The true number is
nearer 600 Afcican familes, plus
another 200 Coloured and Iadian
families. But, whatever the exact
numnber, the principle is unaffect-
ed: that Afnicans are to lose a
right to which all may aspire in
the Western Areas, though few
yet achieve it.  In return for the
only frechold rights they bold in
Johannesburg, they will receive
not even the 99 year leases pro-
mised by the Council in Dube
{and since overruled by Ver-
woerd), but 30-year leases. And,
sigaificantly, while the urgency of
removing the '‘black spots” brooks
no Nationalist delay, the Western
Native Towaship (where the land
belongs to the Cousal)} 15 pot
part of the Government Western
Areas Scheme.

No Proprietary Rights

This was expliined by Dr,
Verwoerd in Parliament on June
16, 1953: ‘There must be no
confusion, thinking that a loca-
tion counts as a black spot, It is
the ownership of the land which
detesmines whether it is a Euro-
pean area or not. When a Euro-
pean city buys land for housing
Natives whom it wishes to em-
ploy, 1t is not creating a black
spot, because it remains Euro-
pean owned land.” Or on July
21, 1953: **It 1s the policy of this
Government, which I will suppart
through thick and thin, that the
Native shall not own apy land in
a European area,”” Or Mr. F. E.
Meotz (M.P. for Westdene) on
July 30, 1953: *‘We have decided
once and for all that we will not
grant proprictary rights to any
Natives rempved from the West-
ern Areas, Where does apartheid
come in, if you are going to grant
proprietary rights 1o Natives in a
location 1n a European area, to a
Natve wko lives there as a labour-
er in a European area?”’

This is the Nationalist doctrine
of Africans being ‘*‘visitors” to
the European arcas from “‘their
Baote homelands in the Re-
secves.” And the exclusion of
freehold means the 1mposition of
the various location regulatiors
to control and subordinate Afri-
cans in European areas, from
which at present the Western
Arcas are free.

In the face of tbis Nationalist
attitude, its own dedication to
residential segregation and its past
history in the Jobannesburg
Counci!, wbat is the U.P. to do?
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Can it stand for economic intes
gration without also providing for
a properly housed, contented
labour force with a stake in the
community? Do African *visitors”
under strict and irksome controls,
liable to be sbunted around
at thirty-year intervals 1o suit
White convenience, meet the
social and economic requirements
of the country? This is certainly
“White supremacy;”’ but is jt
“with justice?”  Is it even com-
mon sense? For, applied oo 3
_ national scale or all over the
Rand, the Western Areas meatal
ity must paralyse industrial de-
velopment, hopelessly dislacate
our inadequate transport system
and gravely exacerbate already
sorely strained race relations.
These implications of the Mentz
Report, for which the Westers
Areas Scheme is a pilot model,
bave at last brought the U.P. to
earth.

Its general election platform
only pledged 1t to "appoint 2
commission to examine such con
teutious matters as Native free.
hold rights.” But faced again
with Dr. Verwoerd's refusal to
reconsider his attitude to freebold
and confronted with rising extra
party agitation among the Johan-
nesburg electorate in  its safest
seats, the U.P. can hardly pro-
crastinate longer or risk another
such debacle as occurred last
November when the Council's
U.P. caucus repudiated a success-
ful bye-election candidate the very
day after his victory, pledged to
oppose the Government scheme,
No party can do that often and
retain the voler’s respect.

The backgrouad to the decistor
which the U.P. must now make is
a degree of squalor, homelessnese
and human hopelessaess whicl
few  Europeans  uaderstand,
50,000 houses are required io
Johannesbucg alone Yor non Euro~
peans, even if the Western Aress
remain.  Some 250,000 people
are without proper shelter.  Qut
of 2,000 illegal residents discover~
ed in police raids on municipa?
hostels in  Jobannesburg last
August, all but 87 were legh
tumately employed in the city
and bad nowhere to hive. In face
of this terrible need and an
awakening public conscience, let
the U.P. realise that there is ne
“middle way'’ on principle., If
the party yields locally whereves
VWhite-electaral expediency scems
to dictate—as in the Western
Areas or where Indians are being
victimised—1t will  forfeit its
ability to speak for justice and
economic sense about the wider
schemes the Nationalists are ready
to ioitiate. Oac more step ta-
wards the Nationalists on this
issue and leadership of the anti-
Nationalist opposition will pass
finally to other hands,
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E can analyse apartheid at
IV wo levels—apartheid as it
really is, and apartheid as it pur-
ports to be, These (wo fevels,
of course, apply to 3ll our con-
duct. We often behave ina way
that conflicts with our ideals, and
at the same time, we produce
explanations, rationalisations o
soothe our own consciences and
to persuade others of our worth.

Apartheid, at the factual level,
is simply the expression of race
actaponism. It is the people
we hate that we seek to avoid,
whether in our ordinary sociz 1
life or at the national scale
through the Group Areas Act,
and the whole artillery of apart-
beid legislation At the level of
rationalisation however, apartheid
purports to be 2 moral doctrine.
The basic assumption is that
races cannot live in harmony, that
race conflict is inevitable, charac-
teristic of the human species.
Hence the argument is advanced
that to avoid conflict, the races
must be separated.  Apartheid
presents itself as a deep concern
fot social harmony.

Now in everyday life, w= often
try to bring together people who
are somewhat estranged, in the
hope that as they see more of
each other, their awareness of
difference will become less acute,
and they will realise increasingly,
the extent of their common ia-
terests and humanity. The theory
of apartheid, thus conflicts in
this respect with our own ex-
perience.  We assume that con-
tact breeds harmony and  co-
operation, save in exceptional
cazes, and that avoidance gives
tise 10 estrangement and hostility.

The belief in the inevitability
of race conflict also runs counter
to other observations. In Brazil
and elsewhere the races clearly
five in such harmony, that they
assimilate to the extent of inter-
marriage, In South Africa too,
thete are areas in which people
of different races live together
farmoniously, although indeed
there are other areas where the
taces are violently antagonistic, as,
for example, the Western areas
of Johannesburg,

Unfortunately, no research has
been carried out in South Africa
into this problem of the effects of
race contact. In the absence of
scientific evidence, the supporters
of apartheid can argue that there
issuch bad feeling between the
races ir South Africa that conflict
must follow from contact, and
that experience in other parts of
the world is no guide. South
Africa is said to be unique,

APARTHEID AND THE GROUP AREAS ACT

However, the sanie problem is
to be found in the United States,
where the majority of the Ameri-
can white population is opposed
to living with negroes. We can
therefore, with some justice, draw
on research in America, though
admittedly conditions are very
different.

There are ovzr fifty American
cities in which housing projects
have been established on an inter-
ractal basis, These provide a
fruitful field of research for social
scientists, and a number of in-
vestigations  have been carried
out.

Deutsch and Collins studied
housing projects of two types in
New York and Newark. One
type, in New York, was com-
pletely integrated, that is to say
American whites and negroes
were intermingled and shared the
same community facilities. In
the second type, at Newark,
residents lived in the same pro-
ject, but there was racial sepa-
ration, The social scientists com-
pared the race attitudes of the
residents in these two types of
project.  They found that in the
integrated projects, white resi-
dents were more favourably dis-
pased to negroes, and that indeed
a substantial proportion had es-
tablished cordial relations, as
shown in home visiting, partici-
pation in club activities, and such
tecreaticnal activities as cinema
shows. Since there was an acute
housing shortage so that many
people could not choose where
they wer: going to live, and since
the system of allocating houses
was the same in the two types of
project, the aushors, sfter examin-
ing and rejecting other explana-
tions, concluded that the experi-
ence of living together had
ameliorated race attitudes  Con-
fact, in other words, bred co-
operation, An interesting result
of this research is that Newark
City has now introduced the
integrated type of housing pro-
ject, apparently with success.

These findings, reported by
Deutsch and Collins in their
book, ““Interracial Housing,' are
supported by evidence in the
Lavanburg Columbia  Research
Project, carried out under the
direction of the distinguished
American sociologlst, Professor,
R K Merton of Columbia Uni-
versity. Indeed, we can find
further cotroboration of the gen
eral principle that contact ameli-
orates race attitudes in investigz-
tions of the effects of other types
of race contact than residential
living.

Admittedly, there are condi-
tions under which conflict rathcr
than harmony may resuit. We
are not yet in a position to define
the conditions which promote
cordiality and the conditions
which stimulate friction. But
there is sufficient evidence in the
American studies on which to
draw a provisional conclusion
that also in South Africa, inter-
racial living will create harmony
in the long run, If the advocates
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of apartheid are really sincere in
claiming that their object is to
promote racial harmony, we
would expect them to carry out
some experiments along American
lines,” In the absence of any
such plea by them for experi-
ments in interracial contact, we
must doubt theic sincerity. My
own conclusion is that both in
actual practice and at the level of
theory, apartheid is simply a
synonym for racialism,

Tho death penalty bhas been
abolished, There is a strong
movement to reintroduce it
Should it happeo, I shall not
remain one day loogec in the
prison service.

You say that corporal punish.

civilised age. But why is this
age civilised? It is the century
of the atom bomb, of the con-

centrated camp, and, as you tell
us, of floeging.

Neither group wishes to be ono
ot the other apnd botl wish to
be freed from the constant teas
gion under which we all live,

1, myself, do not sec the cnd
of this road, “To a Happier
People,” but I do sce thrce
milestones marked—""Housing,”
VEduention” and “Courtesy.”
These nre very humdrum, but 1
do sincercly believe that they
present immediate steps which
can be taken, upen which all
can agree, and which will easo
our racial tensions.

Why thep, should not the great-
est efforts he made to house our
non-Eurcnean people? Because,
unless we can provide this basic
need, we capnot build up nor-
mal, decent, family life amongst
them; we cannot create that
happioess apd coplent ywhich
comes from baving a home of
ont’s owp; we caonol create
that decent neighbourliness and
that sense of responsibility
which is esseniial for stable
community life and {or eflicient
work,

Three million non-Europeans
are in our cities because we
want them there, because we
find it profitable and useful to
have them there  \What would
our industry be without them?
What, indeed, would be the
rateable value of our towns?
So let us provide houses; sub-
ezonomic houses for those who
simply cannot afford an econo
mic renl; economic houses for
those whocan., Lzt the Alrican
build his own home on his own
plot, He will be contented, he
will have a stake in the land,
in its prosperity and in its
stability. He, too, will want
good relations. Soulth Africa
needsa good .middle class for

a generally accepted duly of
noy medern state, Today, one-
thitd of our African children are
in school at any one time; and
the desire for educstion is
wide-spread and great, Why do
Africun parents start school
¢ven on the baro veld? Because
they want their children to be
educated and civilised; because
they want their children to Le
kept coff the slicets; because
they want to know that when
father and mother are both out
at work, their children are in
safe bands, And can Sonth
Africa continue this industrial
revolution on the basis of a
zrge illiterate population which
will not woik as efficiently
as it onght and which does not
provide the internal market
which is the basis for a
healthy trade expon?

O course, we canaot pull all
non-European children in 8chool
overnight; but let us suggest
thar a plan be worked out Ly
whichall South African children
will be in school atthe end of
ten years. An anuouncement to
this effect and & vigorous followe
up will go 2 long way fowards
easing tensions and restoring
the faith ol the black man in
white hones y and integrity.
Surely, this is something im-
mediate and practical  upon
which we can all agree

The third milestone is * Cour.
tesy,’—courtesy and considera.
tion in the shop, in the train, in
the factory, on the street and
in government and municipal
offices. A well-Enown Swedish
sociologist, who studied ‘race
problems in the United States,
snid that one of the greatest
contributions that could be
made to racial peace there,
would be the considerate and
courteous treatment of negrces
by government tervants,

These three  milestones——
“Housing,” “Education” and
“Courtesy' do not involve us in
theory; they are practical mat.
ters, and all of us, black and
white, segregationist or in.
tegrationist, could agree on
them, for {they do not involve
us in any party politics.

Iawkers® and Pedlars’ Associa-
tion was formed and {he pro-
term secretaries of the newly
formed hody were instructed to
make immediale representalioss
to the Administrator of MNatal
to relax the new regulations of
the [Rural Licensing Areas,
under which hawkers and ped-
fars have been required to build
slore-rooms costing  epproxi-
mately /£ 100 each to store their
fruits and vegetables.

Recently the Rural Licensing
Board at its sessiop held at
Verulam brasch of the Natal
Indirn Congress, Mr. C, Ormond
Buroe said that the minimum
requirements of o store-room
would be joo squate feet ie, a
fioor area of o leet by jo [feet,
& minimum wall height of jo0
fect and two openable glazed
fanlights size 3 feet by 2 lect
Iu addition the premises ehould
have a solid flozr in concrete,
and walls of either brick, con-
crete or such §imilar material,
\Vhen completed, the authori.
ties required the premises to be
rlent proofed by means of
cement beamfilling and fixing
a g-inch metal strip to the base
of the door.

“I folly realise,” added Ms,
Burpe, “that many of you can-
not afford sucli buildings and
in your diforts to get a relaxa-
tion of these rules I will give
you all the] assistance 1 can, I
can nlgo give the assurance of
the support of Mr. R. A, F,
Swart, the M.P, for Zululand. in
this matter.”

Mr, I. C. Meer, vice president
of the Natal Iadian Congress,
who presided over the meeting
sz2id that the persons directly
affected were the poorest setw
tion of the people. *“‘ihe regu-
lations, if rigidly enforced, wall

hiave the effect of eliminating
the hawker and pedlatr com~
pletely io this districts We will
appea% to tbe euthorities to
relax these regulations so that
those who already bave the
licences do not lose them, We
know that the Rural Licensing
Boards in other areas bhave not
enforced these regulations and
swe will do all we can to obtain
relief for the hawkers rnd ped,
lars of Ipanda and Ndwedwe,”
Mr. Meer added.

Many of them stated that they
did not have land on which te

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INDIA LETTER

(From Qur Own Correspondent)

HE relations between India
4 and Pakistan may further
deteriorate as a result of
America’s decision to graot
military nid to Pabkistan. India’s
distrust of PaRistan's peaceful
motives has increased. Mr,
Nehru, in a policy statement in
the House of the People, de-
clared that American military
assistance to Pakistan was
libely to create conditions which
would facilitate and encourage
Pakistan's aggression agaiost
India,

Referring to President Eigen-
hower’s assurance to India that
in cage *“‘the nid given to Pa-
higtan is misused and directed
against any country in aggres-
sion, he (President Eisenhower)
will undertake to thwart such
aggression,” Mr. Nehru said i |
have no doubt that the Presi.
dent is opposed to aggression.
But we Eknow f{rom past ex-
perience that aggression takes
place and nothiog is done to
thwart it. Aggression tooR
place in Kashmir six and a half
years ago with dire couose-
quences. Nevertheless, the
United States has not thus far
condemped it and we are asked
not to stress this point in the
interest of peace! Aggression
may take place again and be
denied, till it cannot be hidden,
If conditions are created for
such apgression to take place,
it may well follow in spite of
the crsire of the United States
to preveat it. Later, loog
arguments will be carried on as
to whether it was naggression
or not,

The Peesident of the United
States had been good eaough to
suggest that he would consider
sympathetically =auoy request
from us for military aid. In
making this suggestion the
President has done less than
justice to us or to himself, *If
we object to military aid beiog

- given to Pakistan, we would

be hypocrites and unpriacipled
opportunists to accept such aid
ourselves.

#Ag I have said repeatedly
this grant of military aid by
the U.S.A, to Pakistan creates a
grave situation for us in India
and for Asia; it adds to our
tensions; it makes it much more
difficult to solve the problems
which bhave confronted India
and Pakistan, Recently a new
and more friendly atmospbere
had been created between India
and Pakistan and by direct
consultation between the two
Prime Ministers progress was

being made towards the solu-
tion of these problems. But
American intervention in Indo-
Pakistant problems has now
made the solution more diffi-
culf.

Relerring to the recent state-
ment of the Assistant Secretary
of State in the United States,
Mr, Walter 8. Robertsop, to the
Congress ol the United States,
that “America must dominate
Asia for an indefinite period
and pose a military threat to
Communist China until it breaks
up internally,” Mr, Nebru de-
clared that whatever the ob-
jective of America may be, the
countries of Asia and certaioly
India do not propose to be
dominated by apy country for
whatever purpose,

The Prime Minister of Pakis-
tan has stated that this military
aid will help to solve the Kash-
mir problem. That is an indica-
tion of the way his mind works
and bow he thinks this military
aid might be utilised. Military
nid is only utilised in war or in
a threat of war.

“There is another aspect of
it,” continued My, Nehru, “How
far are these military alliances
in comsonance with {he spirit
and letter of the United Na.
tions Charter, The United Na-
tions was formed for a parti-
cular purpose and the Charter
lays down thaet purpose, This
is not the way either to work
the United Natioas, to fulfil the
purposes of the Charter or to re-
move the tessions of the world.”

Refsrriog to Kashmir, he said:
“For the last two years, among
the questions being discussed
has been the quantum of forces
to be left in Kashmic with a
view to having afterwards a
plebiscite, that is a reduction of
forces. There has thus far been
no agreement on that issue,
Now that whole igsue has to be
considered from an entirely
different point of view. When
across the border, ncross the
“cease-fire’ line on the other
side, additional forces are being
thrust in from outside Pakistan
and put at the disposal of Pa-
kistap, it does maRe a differ-
ence,

Now the American military
ohsgervers of the Upited Nations
could no longer be treated as
neutrals and their presence in
Kashmir was improper.

He nppealed for national
unity and declared that “in
this grave situation that has
arisen the country will, I have

no doubt, stand united, This is

no party matter but a national
issue on which there can be no
two opinions.”

Every political party in India
has welcomed Mr, Nehru's forth-
right speech and pledged its
support to the national policy
on this issue.

Extrewist elements have de-
manded expulsion of all Ameri.
cans from India, but most mem-
bers are against any basty
actions. Now the whole probs
lem of Kashmir will have to be
considered afresh, 1t is feit
that it would hardly be possible
to stick to even the provisional
timas table agreed to by the two
Prime Ministers belore American
aid came into the picture,

Americans form the largest
group in the U,N, Observer
Team in Kashmir. There are
18 U.S. officers in the 44 member
team, The Chief of the Team is
an Australian of the rank of
Major General. The Govern-
ment of Iadia have instructed
their representative at the UN.
Headquasters to take up the
question ofiremoval of American
officers from Kashmir, who can
no longer be regarded as neu-
trals,

The Pepsu State, on the border
of Pakistan, will now bhave
stable Government. The Con«
gress has secured an absolate
majority in elections to the
State Legislature, defeating ils
communal as well as communist
rivals. The Congress has secured
seats out of the total sixty seats
in the Assembly. Akalis of
Tara Siogh group have won
seats. Leftist Akalis have secured
geats and Communists seats.

But Oongress has not been
able toscore in the same way
in Travancore-Cochin elections,
towards which the eyes of the
world press were focussed. As
in the previous elections two
years ago, no political party or
the combination of parties like
