.that in spite of Gandhiji’s selilessness and lack of any personal ambition “he
had not outgrown nationalistic ambition and used his Satyagraha or Truth-
power [or the express purpose of ridding his country of the foreign raj.”

This statement discloses a 'gross misunderstanding of Gandhiji's approach.
Satyagraha serves a double purpose, Gandhiji's ambition was universal release.
from bondage. It was to release the oppressors as well as the victims. The
oppressors were under the bondage of selfishness and greed.

‘ Releasing The British

* By bringing about a change of heart in them his ambitioh was to release the
British from the wrong position into which material avarice had held them, as
under a vice. Such a change in the British would give them a right autitude
towards the rest of the human {amily and they on their own, would withdraw
from a false position. This, we trust, is what has happened.

Had the British been driven out of Indja. by violence with superior arms, the
aftermath would have bred hatred and ili-feeling, But our experience is, that
there is mutual good will and friendliness between Indians and Britishers as a
result of our gaining our independence through Satyagraha.

On the other hand, every nation should be able to make its special contri-
bution to the family of universal brotherhood and fulfil its God-given mission.

It can only do so if it had freedom to hold its head erect and express liself in
its own way. Colonialism is inimical to serve this purpose. - To shake oneself
free from such a crushing burden is one's duty to oneself. This cannot be con-
strued into a narrow nationalism which is completely foreign to Gandhiji's nature,

We trust Mr. De Morny will appreciate this dual function of Satyagraha and
note its superiority over one-sided ‘victory” brought about by violence,

Again, we feel, Mr. De Morny's reference to Jesus and Caesar is based on a
misconception of the oft-quoted cryptic statement, “Rerder unto Caesar the things
that are Caesar’s and unto God the things that are God's"  This text is usually
used by States to justify their exactions and accepted as the final word by the
prelates of the church.

With this tradition Mr, De Morny contends that Jesus was solely concerned
with the inner purification of a person and not with displacing Caesar., This is
completely off the track.

We must point out, how-
ever, that while it is essen-
tial that the \Vhiteman
should respect the human

.rights ‘and self-respect of
the non-\White individual,
such  respect expressed
merely in mere polite treat-
ment does not go to the
rodt of the matter. There
is so much hatred in the
land to-day not because
people are impolite only,
THe root cause of all the

trouble is using race as a
criterion by which to assess
human worth,

It is quite alright for the
Prime Minister 'and Domi-
nee Brink to talk of friend-
ship and courtesy but the
decisive factor in so far as
the non-European is con-
cerned is the mind behind
the  courtesy.  Courtesy
practised by a man who
believes in race-conscious-
ness is meaningless, Ior,
to have colour-conscious-
ness is to be hostile to those
who do not have your skin
colour. It cannot be other-
wise. Il you are hostile,
how can you ever hope to
make [riends with those
who have a colour not
yours?  And yet the Prime
Minister recently talked
of colour-conscicusness as
something friendly to the
non-\White people,

Friendship between Black
and White is desirable, So
is mutual trust. But neither
can be built on the basis of
colour-consciousness, On
the  contrary  whatever
friendship or trust was built
in the Jpast has to a very
large extent been destroyed
by colour-consciousness,

That man's experience is not
an isolated one. In this country
where Government profess a
*Partnership” policy ‘the same
sorty story could be repeated
daily—except that few Africans
or Coloureds risk the humiliation
that a visit by them to a cafe in
the city imevitably brings about.

‘wrong teachings of 1hese leaders,

wanted to place Jesus in a
dilemma by asking him a ques-
tion. “Isit lawful to pay tribute
to Caesar?” If he answered it in
the positive be would go againat
the siisceptibilities of the Jews,
if in the negative he would be
liable to be prosecuted under the
Roman Law as one who was
stirring up sedition. So Jesus
gives them a conundrum and de-
feats their purpose.

‘All Is God's’

“Render unto God the things
that are God's. What are the
things that belong to Him who
made ali the world and all that in
them is? . -Naturally, the only
possible reply to “everything.”
That means Caesar himself, be.
ing a creature of God, is on the

same footing as an earthworm.
Therefore he cannat be placed as
a competitor to God in claiming
a share in the loyalty due to our
creator.

All being God's there is no
residue lefe for Caesar who may
even be constrded to be a usurper
except in so far as be helps with
God’s own dispensation. So
Caesar gets nothing on his own
tights.  This brings Man into
direct relationship with God his
Maker.

Extending The Principles

Besides, in comparing Gandhiji
with Jesus we have always to bear
in mind that the earthly ministry
of Jesus was barely over threc
mortal years, He hardly had
time enough to lay down his frst
principtes. Even his close dis-
ciples “were able to grasp his
teackings only dimly as through
a glass. He left them promising
the Comforter who will lead them
into all the Truth.

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Morality And Religion

F any of the more adult reli-

pionists of the East interested
themselves last year in the volu-
minous correspondence in the
BBC organ, ‘The Listener,’ on
the subject of “Morality Without
Religion," they will have been
amazed at the spiritual ignorance
and immaturity displayed by
many of the intellectual Weatern
cirrespondeants, ao ignotance
plainly exposed by the very title
of the Talks on which the letters
commented.

graphy, rather than evaked,

This all toc common efror
which has been held by secular
educationists in the West through-
out the ages, but never by the
religious World-Teachers and
those of their followers who really
understood their teaching, prob-
ably accounts more than any
other one factor for the state of
the wor'd, past and present, and
for the fict that so little moral
progress is observable fn time;
the horrors of Belsen and Buch-
enwald, and the last two world-
wars, being obviously the effects
of precisely the same lack of
morality as the massacre of St
Bartholomew and the bhorrofs of
the Thirty Years War,

Human natuce has oot changed.
How often we hear that remark!
But how can it possibly change
untit it becomes more moral?
and how can it become more
moral while it is believed that
morality can be imposed from
without instead of being engén-
dered from within?.

The Founder of the Christian
faith who told us that the Kiog-
dom of Heaven, the source of
moral law, was within us, indi-
cated also the only true basis for
morality when he declared that

the chief commandment was that.

we should love the Lord our

neighbour the same safeguard
against lawlessness, and threats to
his peace, liberty and security
that he himself desires,

Tor to love a thing with all the
heart, mind and strength is to
wish to be identified with it, to
possess it, to be jnseparable from
it; and it is this integrated love
of the Good which has produced
the only truly moral members of
the human race: the world-teach-
ers and their followers, the
mystics, the seers, the saints, and
the few relipious people such as
Gandhiji who have really undere
stood theit message and followed
their example,

This jis the only true morality;
the only motality that can be
telied upon in times of crisis and
danger when there is no external
power to enforee it; and that, as
histery if nothing else makes
plain, is the only sort of morality
worth having, the only kind that
will ever lead to improvement in
the conditions of the world.

But although this true morality
cannot be imposed by education,
it can and must be ‘induced and
evoked by ir.  Children, for in-
stance, must be made familiar
with goodness in all its forms by
practical demonstration if they
are to know bow to choose the
good and refuse the evil. Even
the materialists who wish to dis-

self to be loving and affectionate
in ity dealings with the rest of
the world; and this is an example
of the essence of true morality.
The child, whether it knows it in
theological terms or not,” is wor:
shipping that aspect of God we
call Love in the most factual
manner by becoming like that
whieh it worships. In the same
way, a child brought up in a
teuthful atmosphere wherein he
can always teust the word of those
with whom he has to deal, will
be shocked and bewildered and
feel out of his element when he
finds himself among those who
are untruthful. He will have
come to love the pood that he
himself embodies, and because he
loves it so much that it bas bee-
come patt of himself, he will not
think of departing from it in his
dealings with others,

The worship of the good,
which i3 religion _in its highest
and purest form, the worship of
wisdom, gocdness, love, integrity,
beauty, justice, mercy, teuth, and
5o on, must precede its emula-
tion, and the aim of spiritual
teaching hisalways been to in-
duce this love not only by pre-
cept but by indicating the prac-
tice of those living examples of
the good-nature, the Perfect Man
of.all the world faiths: Jesus of
Nazareth far the Christian,
Gautama. for the Buddhist, Ma-
havira for the Jain, and so bno.
These are the models ta which
the seeker of the good may cone
stantly turn, lke the sculptor, in
order to fashion his own character
intheir likeness. For, as Aldous
Huxley points out in “Eyeless in
Gaza"':

Meditation on gocdness, com-
munication on poodness, con-
templation of goodness are de-
monstrably effective means of
realizing poodness in life.

While Paul, to whom this
method of the mysties was well-
known described it in the words:

We all, with open face behold-
ing as in a glass the glory of the
Lotd, are changed into the same
image from glory to glory, ¢ven
as by the spitit of the Lord,

This power of good assimilated
by the mind to traosform the
ordinary man into a saint, and to
establish, as materialism can
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what materialism can  mEVES
achieve,~the production of a
higher type of man.

Therefore if we reject, 33 the
matetialists demand, this age-old
recipe for self-pecfectioning; if
we deny the validity of a concept
of ideal goodness, and refuse the
evidence offered by the founders
of the world-faiths who mani-’
fested that ideal so practically in -
their regenerate lives, what source
is left from which to obtain the
all-cssential morality necded for
the contjnuance of civilisation
and the spiritual eveolution of
mankind?

It is because this true founda-
tion of morality has never been
understood by the great majority
of people, and because true
morality has theféfore only been
achieved and practised by the
tiny, dedicated minority, that so
depressingly little moral progress
is observable in time. But in
every era, from the days of Lao
Tze to those of Gandhiji and
Schweitzer, there have been
human luminaries to serve as
models for the age if that age
would only accept them, true
moral progress being observable
not in time but only in the indi-
vidual of all times who has ac-
cepted the spiritual hypothesis,

Such men have always exempli-
fied the way to the freedom of
gelf-government as distinct from
the slavery of pgovernment by
external force. On the other
hand, history and the modern
world offer conclusive proof that
the superficial and actificial com-
mon morality which is all that
can be induced by materialism, is
useless to ensure law and order’
unless it is backed by force,
Therefore, unless we can substis
tute the true morality (that can
only be evoked by the accept-
ance, and love, of the God.Idea,
for the false and empty morality
which has so disastrously " failed
us, we must continue to submit
to the rule of violence that has
already brought mankind to the
verge of extinction.

* Gandhiji declared that his God
was Truth, and ke appears from
his writings and from all reports
of him, to have been a campletely,
and at times almost embarrasing-
ly, truthful man, thereby proe
viding an example of true moral«
ity. One with his God, he had’
the power of that God with him-—
bence his wonderful and successs
ful experiments with Satyagraha.
This is the way of the true mystic
who always seeks dirert commu-

nlilgn with the object of his wor.
shi .

Mr. Hamidul ¥Iuq Chowdhury,
Pakistan's Foreign Minister,
made the plea in a secret
session of the SEATO Foreign
Ministers’ Council which met at
Karachi for three daye.

Mr, Chowdhury said India
had won the support of the
Soviet Union for her case on
Kashmir. Pakistan, a firm ally
of the West, was therefore en.
titled to -backing {rom her
friends. ]

Pakistani sources were jubi-
lant over the SEATO Council’s
upanimous decision calling lor
an early settlement of the
Kashmisdispute on the basis of
the relevant U.N. resolution or
by mutual negotiations They
described it as a victory for
Palkistan's point of view.

The decision came as no sur-
prise efter it becawmo known
that Mr, Dulles had supported
Pakistan,;s plea: ’

Iiritish sources said that the
erits” of the Kashmir gques-
tion were “not discussed,”
thereby recoociling the unani-
mity of the Council's decision
with Mr, Selwye Lloyd's earlier
declaration that Kashmir would
not be a “proper topic” of dis.
cugsion at the SEATO mestiong.

Britain had led the opposition
to any discussion by the SEATO
pations of the ments of Kash-
mir dispute at the three-day
talks

India bas reacted with sur-
prise at the statement made by
the U.S. Secretery of State,
Mr. Dulles, that the SEATO
Council skould go on the record
that the Kashmir dispute should
be settled by the United Nations,

Mr. Dulles spparently was
using tha SEATO platform not
:03uch to mekec a partisan
statement directed against Ine
dia a3 to counter-balance the
recent Soviet prooouncements
on Kashmir.

Bombay, March 15,

India itsell hkad voluntarily
referred the Kashmir issus to
the United Nations and bas
never disowned its commitment
to seek a peaczful solution to
the dispute under the muspices
of the United Nations.
