ODAY is Good Friday and the entire Christian
DI:F world mourns the death of Christ, It is not so
much the death of an individual—a supra-human
individual—but the destruction of Truth. Christ was
crucified by those who did not accept His teachings and
in the Crucifixion there was great tragedy but the tragedy
was impermanent, transient and passing for out of it came
the Resutrection and the triumph of Truth, The Chris-
tian world grieves and rejoices over the Easter weekend.
The non Christian world while not themselves necessarily
accepting Christ as such, do, nevertheless, themselves
recognise the great lesson of the occasion, the great chal-
lenging lesson of the occasion—the ultimate triumph of
good over evil, of right over wrong. And yet in South
Africa when our Christian rulers mourn and then rejoice,
they seem to be able to separate the teachings of their
religion with their practices in day-to day life.

The recent withdrawal of the Union of South Alrica
from the Commonwealth by the Prime Minister and his
reiteration that he and his Government and his people
stand or fall by Apartheid raises the question whether
Christianity, after the massive triumph of its teacher two
thousand years ago has failed in South Aftica, To the
non-European people who see their Christian rulers with
the Bible in one hand and oppression, helotry, subjection
and the denial of the human personality in the other it
does secm. that Christianity has failed in South Africa.
The teachings of Christianity are simple and of cardinal
intcrest and importance to this country are the injunctions
that one should love his neighbour as onesell and that
one should do to others as one would wish to be done by,
And yet the Christian rulers of this country fail to prac-
tice these simple injunctions, and the Dutch Reformed
Church which inspires them seeks to find justification for
the evil of Apartheid in the Bible and in the teachings of
Christianity. The recent conference of churches in South
Africa issued a comprehensive statement on the subject
of the rights of all jindividuals, irrespective of colour or
creed but this does not in any way answer the question:
Has Christianity failed in the daily lives of those who
practice it—down from the Prime Minister to the ordinary
\White Christian worker who positively hates a non-\Vhite.
Has South Africa—the exceptions excepted—-reduced
Christianity to tcachings and beliefs 1o be held only and
not to be put into practice? This is a question which all
Luropean Christians who support Apartheid and race
superiority must ponder this week-end.

While at the Columbia Univer-
sity he bad written a thesis on
‘Publte Finance and our Poverty'.
He was thioking of publishing it
on jthe advice of some friends.
Then some one told Bim that
Gandhijit might possibly be in
terested in s thesis.  He, there-
fore, wished to show it to Gan-
dbiji, He was not, however,
knowa to Gandhijt atall. Then
a good cbance came Gandhiji
was in Bombay towards the end
of April 1929, He was then stay-
ing at Manibbavan, Laburnam
Road, Gamdevi Kumarappade
cided to go and see Gaudhiji at
MaunibhaVan with His thesis And

s0 in his European dress, as usual, |

he climed tbe stir-case at Mani-
bhavat and was met by Gandbiji's
gecretacy Pyarelal, who told bim
that Gandhiji was busy attending
a meeting of the Congress Work:
ing Committee, and therefore,
Kumarappa could get no inter-
view with him on that /day Sc
Kumarappa put his manuscripts
in the hands of Pyacelal and asked
him to give it to Gandbiji and
then promptiy walked out*  But
luck waso with him, Pyarclal
telephoned later and asked Kuma-
rappa to meet Gandhiji in the
Satyagraba Ashram in Sabarmali,
at 2-30 p.m, co the Sth of May,
1929 Gandhiji evidently wanted
to see Kumarappa obnly after
getting  sometime to  glance
through his thesis

Kumarappa reached the Satya
graha Ashram on the morning of
9th May, He was taken to the
guest room .in the Ashram. He
looked about and was dismayed
to see that the only funiture was
acharpai or cot. There was a
mat to squaton and absolutely oo
other conveniences, jncluding
modera toilet arrangements, He
gaid to himself that he must fivish.
his work quickly and ge: away
from the place At about 2 pm
e walked up to Gandhiji's hut ont
the Sabarmati river bank, like any
burra saheb in bis European cose

tume and with his unfailing walke
ing stick  Here it would be ins
terestiog to quote Kumarappa
himsslf. “On the way up, I saw
an old man seated under a tree,
on neatly cleaned, cowdunged
floor, spinning. Having never
scen 4 spinning wheel before, 1
leaned on mywalking stick and
standing akimbo was watching as
there were still 10 minutes for
the appointment, This old man
afier about 5 minutes, looked at
his watch opeted his toolbless
lips and with a smile on bif fact;
enquired if I was Kumarapa. (It
suddenly dawned on me that mY
questioner may be no other than
Mahatma Gandhi  Se, I, in my
turn, asked him if be was
Gandbiji and when he podded I
promptly sat down on the cow-
dunged floor, regardless of the
well-kept crease of my silk teouse
¢rg.  Seeing me sitting without
stretchad legs more or less in 2
reclining positien, someone from
the house tame hurrying up with
a chair for me, asd Gandhiji
asked me te get up and sit on the

chair more comforrably. I re-
plied that since he was seatéd o

the floor I did mot propose to
take the chair.”

Gandhiji must have
told himn that he bad glanced
through the thesis and that he
liked it, He went further and

THE mucder of Pattice Lu-
mumba and his associates was a
brutal and wicked ctime. Itwas,
pethaps, inevitable. The Goddess
of pational freedom seems to bea
cruel deity requiring the sacrifice
of ber best devotees, Mahatma
Gapdhi in India, Liaquat Ali
Khao in Pakistan and Bandara-
paike in Ceylon have been her
recent victims and Lumumba will
join their ranks in the pages of
history. Itis true that while the
others were killed by individual
desperaods and their death had
ne interpational consequences,
Lumumba has been murdered by
or with the connivance of persons
wha clsim to be in charge of ore
ganised administration in Congo.
This foul deed bas been perpet.
tated while an international force

* of 20,000 soldiers was pregent in
the Congo and this fact is bound
to create an international crisis
which may have repercussions,

It is ot possible to exaggerate
the erisis  The United Nationa
it now inthe su?z position asthe
Leaguye of Nations was when
Ethiopia was invaded by Musse-
lini. Will the great powers be
now wiser than at that time? If
they are not and continue to in.
dulge in the sordid game of petly
minoeuvring for vantage posie
tions, the United Nations Organi.
sation way break up with even
more disastrous consequences,

Soviet Russia has alteady fired
the first shet by declaring that she
will not recopnise the Secretary»
General. Het accusation that Dag
Hammarskjocld | bad diceetly or
indirectly connived at the murder
of Lumumba is obviously falseand
fagtastic, At the same time, it is
difficult to see how he can escape
moral responsibility for this crime
and the growing lawless situation
in the Congo The legal argument
that his actions were titd down by
insteuctions or the lack of them
from the Security Couancil cannot
hold good in the political or mo.
tal plane, When the Security
Council decided to send an in-
ternational force to the Congo and
the Secretary-General ac'ed so
promptly that such a force was
collected and despatcbed in the
shortest possible time, he should
bave realised that this force could
no% be a passive and impoteat
spectator of disorder and crime,

* Ifhe had taken courage and used
that force for releasing Lumumba
and o hees from prisen and for
tontaining and immobilising the
unruly gaogs which were spread.
ng chaos in the various parts of

the Congo and if he had establi-
shed some kind of oeder and jus-
tice in at least some crucial areas,
oo enlightened person would have
condemned him for transcending
technically his specific instruc.
tions. No one faced with a tevos

lutionary situation and having the

resources to deal effectively with
it can plead legal impotence, At
worst, he could have demanded
formal powers for effective action
and offered his resignation if his
demands were refused. Dag Hame
marikjoeld was undoubtedly in a
difficult and delicate situation, but
he cannot escape political judg-
ment on the basis of results,

The same considerations apply
to Rajeswar Dayal, who agreed to
be the Secretary-General's repre-
seatative in the Congo. Dayal
wasalert and sensitive and his
reports kept the Sectetary- General
and the Securiy Council fully
posted with the deteriorating
situution in the Congo  But by
apreeing to be a passive witness
to developments which he de-
plored and condemaned, be shared
the moral responsibility of the
Seeretaty-Geperal, If he had
asked the latter to empower him
to act or relieve him from his
post, be might have forced the
Security Couneil to tackle the
sitvation in a more positive
manner.

ed in Parliament how tragic it
was that the murder of Lumumba
should have takea place at the
moment when President Kenpedy
wis comiog found to 3 position
closer to tbat of India and the
USSR which were eager for some
detesmined and benevolent inter-
vention by the U.N. force in 1le
Congo. It may be that ¢his change
and the fear of possible copse-
quences that might flow from it
forced the authorities in Katanga
to face the woeld with 2 flae ac-
compli......

It ia clear that limited action by
the U.N. which might have suffic-
ed amonth ago will not be more
be adequate, It will now have
to assume sovereign  political
authoti y  temporarily in  the
Congo, re-establish a proper Gov-
ernment based on the consent of
the people and ensuce that such
2 Government is able to function
sufficiently long to buijld up 2
loyal army and pelice force and
suppress the armed gangs, The
other alternative {s to withdraw
altogether and let the fote of the
Congo be decided by the fortunes
of civil war,

Withdrawal of the U.N. from
the Congo will be a2 disaster for
its people; but the world organi.
sation itself may be saved if there
can be an effective agreement
among the Great Powers not to
intervene, send arms or other-
wise take sides and to prevent ihe
smaller Powers from doing so,
But this coutse appears to be
impossible; Belgians are aleeady
playing an effctive, though vicious
pact in the affairs of the Congo
though the Belgian Government
may disown them. The UAR
and the African Powers which
have recently attained freedom
are poised for active intervention
the moment the U.N. forces with-
draw. International smugglers
of arms and ammunition are not
likely to lose this gelden opportu-
nity of makmg illegitimate pros
fits.

India’s Position
Thus, in the abseace of unity
and positive policy on the part of
the big powers, the crisis in the
Congo may become an interna.

tional crisis leadiog to the break:
up of the U.N. To a demand by
Mt, Bbupesh Gupta in the, Rajya
Sabha that India should take some
action, the Prime Minister exe
plained cleacly that whatever the
feelings and wishes of the people
and the Government of India,
they could jnot do anything be.
yond assisting in a small way such
steps as might be taken by the
U.N, India has not apy effective
role to play in this tragic situation.
This may hurt national pride,
But it is better to face the truth
than make matters worse by fool-
ish and imprudent gestures.

The main burden of the situa.
tion falls on President Kennedy
of the US,A. It is a pity that he
should have to face this ordeal
before he is firmly settled in bis
saddle, But the relentless march
of events has no consideration for
the conveniences of  individuals,
Kennedy's future and even the
leadership of thea U.S.A, of the
democratic world depends on the
manner they face the present
crisis in the Congo.

Referring 1o a speech by the
accused Moolla, calling on the
oppressed and working people
in South Africa ta follow in the
footsteps of the people of Korea
and China to liberate themselves
from the chains of oppression of
the capitalist world, the Crown
submitted that as z leading mem.

The Cape and Transvaal

work of a “separate develop-
ment" of the races.

The synods of the Cape and
the Transvaal chorches will
discuss the actions of their
delegates in subscribing to the
World Council's statemesnt and
decide their official attitudes.

The celebrations mark the
