Thanks to H.'E. Madame
Vijaya Laksbmi Pandit, 'leading
delegate of the Government of
Indiz to U,N.O.,, the General
Assembly of that body was in
November last made thoroughly
acquainted with the facts and
persuaded to adopt a certain
resolution, inter alig, calling upon

the Governments concerned “to .

refrain from taking any steps
which would prejudice the suc-
cess of their negotiations; in
particular the implementation or
enforcement of the provisions of
the Group Areas Act, pending the

- conclusion of such negotiatious.”

Itis common knowledge that
the Union Government has de-
clined to accept the General
Assembly’s finding and has de-
cided to proceed with its plans
under the Group Areas Act.

It may also He taken for granted
that there is no longer the faintest
prospect of any Round Table
Conference being held,

The Ad Hoc Political Com-

Werld-wide attention has also
been drawn to it by Mr  Manilal
Gandhi's fast.

Now, there’s an old sjying, a
vulgarism that used to be popular
in the Rand's pioneer days,
“talk’s cheap, but money buys -
farms.”

It should be abundanily evident
by this time that the Nationalist
is not going to be deflected from
its resolve to either coerce its
Indians t0 clear out frofh the
Union altogether, or reduce them
1o an intolerable state of helotry,
They are to be moved neither" by
appeals nor by protests, and are,
apparently, entirely indiflerent to
world epinion, .

Any idea that they can be
blufied by fatk of Passive Re-
sistance or other forms of self-
ioflicted suffering may be dis-
missed as just plain self-deception,

With them the moral aspect,
considerations of right and wrong,
of justice and injustice, don't
enter into the question at all.

The plain fact of the maiter js
that Indians, regardless of their
rights, are not wanted in the
Union at all and consequently are
to be liquidated by hook or by
crook. .

From the Apartheidist point of
view, the Indian section of the
noa-White population constitutes

an embarrassment. It compli-
cates their handling of the Native
and Eurafrican peoples, who,
they consider, might the more
casily be kept in their traditionally
“proper place,” but for the un-
fortunate presence of the more
progressive Indian element.

It has literally resolved itself
into a.choice of “Get out or get
under.””

What, then, is to be the com-
munity’s answer? The Indian
press is unanimous in jts con-
demnaticn of this Malanite policy?

The ‘Free Press Journmal' re-
gards it as “a challenge to the
Coloured peoples of the world,
wherever they are, As, “‘a greater
menace to world peace than any
Communist threat; than even
aggressjon in Korea.”!  Other in-
fluential ‘journals express their
indignation in similar terms.

But, the only really practical
answer to the question we are
propounding stems to bave been
furpished by the ‘Hindustan
Standard’: “Having regard to
the aver-all set-up of things the
Coloured population of the
Domipion, both Nalive and
Indian, will have to fall back
primarily on their own streagth
and resources to give fitting
resistance to Malanism.  They
will have to forge a united {front
against the racial Facism that has
been set up in that country.”

The formation of a wunited

front, however dessrable, never- -
endure, if we are to hold fast to

theless presents difficulties which
while they may Qe surmounted
in the not too distant future, for
the moment” constitute an almost
insuperable obstacle.

Passive Resistance against such
utterly immoral and unjust legis-
lation as that under discussion is
the ““only way” for Indians.

Some da;, its virtue and value
will, it is 1o be hoped, be appre-
ciated more* widely, if not uni-
versally, But its adoption and

practice demand understanding

of certain principles and a cerrain
amount of experience, with which,
there can be linle if any doubt

the Native people, as such, ha -
so far, not acquainted themselve-,
Hirherto, their way has been the
more forceful way in the physical
sense; one to which the Indian
way is wholly opposed. Which,
for all practical purposses, would
seem to throw back the Indian
community upon its own re-
sources and make their Iiberation
from an intolerable fate dependent
upon their own efforts.

This, in plain language, means
defance of the Act. whenever
and wherever attempts are made
to apply it.

MAHATMA GANDHI’S MESSAGE TO SOUTH AFRICAN INDIANS

[The following is a translation of a letter published in Indian Opinion’ in Gujarati, in June 1914. It was written by Mahatma
Gandhi on the eve of his departure from South Africa. We have reproduced it as It wis felt that it would
be good in these difficult days for the community to get Inspiration from

Brother or Sister,

On the eve of my departure
from South Africa, I wish to say
a few words.

The Indians in this country,
have showered upon me, deep
love, 1 have great hopes and
aspirations for a community that
is capable of such love. I have
heard it being said that our com-
munity is usgrateful,  These
words are thoughtlessly spoken.
1f, what is said of my community,
i8 true, then I would be ashamed
to call myself an Indian and I
would not be able to say, with
conviction that India is the re-
fuge of the world,

Although 1 have experienced
the deep love, of the Indiams, I
am aware that there are some
Indians who call themselves my
enemies, But I do not regard

" them as such. It often happeas,
that those who oppose us, become
our greatest friends. I do not
know' yet, if this can happen to
me or not, but I wish to point out

- that their opposition does nmot
leave me blameless,  If my love
for them is complete then I am
sure, they would not say the
things they say today. But such
complete love is seldom found
among men. I shall have to bear
their opposition untii my heart
can show that complete love, But
I do not regard them as my
enemies.

It is not difficult for Indians to
live happily and peacefully in this
country. We must forget our
differences in religion, language,
provinces or castes, The law in
this country is against ali Indjans,
then why should we not, all get
together and oppose it?

We must oever forget to be
truthful. I know it is useless to
hope for each and everyone to
adhere to Truth. But, collective-
ly, we should always try to be
Truthful, I we fail in chis, ther
it will be very difficult for us to
live as Indians or buman-beings
in this country,

Whenever the need arises, we
must be prepared to fight cour
ageously. If Indians fail to do
their duty, by being selfish, cow-
ardly and greedy, then the clouds
of unhappiness will surely engulf
them.

Leaders will never attain any-
thing if they succumb to the evils
of greed, selfishness, laziness and
uatruthfulness, So if the com-
munity remains backward, it will
be the leaders who will be respop-
sible for this. The sin of keeping
a nation backward, will be upon
them,

I have seen that very often,
Indians from Bombay, are in-
clined to treat the Indians from
Madras and Calcutta, disrespect-
fully, This type of behaviour is
frightful and if not removed soon
the community will weaken and
suffer. lndians from Madras and
Caleatta, greatly outnumber the
Indians from Bombay, so it will
be for their own good, if the
Bombay Indians, try to make
friends with the Madras and
Calcutra Indians, “Colenial Born',
Indiaus, 100 are treated similarly.
1 feel that shis is a great mistake.
“Colopial Born" Indians have
their faults. But then, who are
without them?  They have many
fine qualities, Our Passive Re-
sistance Struggle was a success,

threugh the sacrifices of these
Indiaps. Many of theit men and
women have been to prison, That
is something that we must always
remember. ‘The Indian com-
munity will benefit greatly if they
help the educated and unedu
cated ‘“Colonial Born”, Indians.
I say this from expericnce.

We have a tendency to be
unclean.  Some of us are pre-
pared to stoop low, because of
their greed for money. All this
malkes the European of this coun-
tty, look down upon us,  This is
not his fault, If our leaders work
bard, the unclean habits will dis-
appeat soon enough, I do under-
stand, that the scarcity of houses
is one of the reasons for this. I
kaow people have to eat, sleep
and bathe in one room.  This is
a vety tragic state. Something
should be done about it

DISTRESSING IF TRUE

The ‘Sunday Time' Picter-
marilzburg, correspondent states:
The Natal Medical Council has
urged the Minister of Native
Affaits to extend the provisions
of the Immorality Act to ipclude

offences  between Indians and
Natives. As the matter is at
present, the council points out

the police are powerless to jn-
tervene. The Mirister has told
the council that he will discuss
with the Minister of Justice the
question of extending the Act.
The Minister stated tha* it was
realised that the Zulus are race-
proud, and he will endeavour to
help them to keep their race pure.
The Native Medical Council
has further suggested that a
clause be inserted in the Im
morality Act that, after a con-
viction, the Indian concerned
should be deported to India,
“This will be pleasing to the
Zulu peoples, as large numbers of
Natives females have been seduced
by Indians,” the Native Medical
Council  states, quoting the
following figures, with investiga-
tion still not complete: Lady-
smith, 47; Waschbank, 23;
Dundee and Glencoe, 51; Colenso
and Estcourt, 13; Mooi River, 7;
Howick, 15; Pietermaritzburg, 69;
and Durban, 157,

[The above makes a very dis-
tressing story if it is true. The

story of Indians seducing Narive
females was told before the Dur-
ban Riots Commission and the
Commission found it to be very
much exaggerated. But if there
was even a spark of truth in it,

- it does not redound to the credit

of the Indians, Indians have to
be on their guard and watch
every step they take. The present
Government is only too ready to
take advantage of every little
thing that goes against the In.
dians and has ample machinery
even to manufacture ir. Its
apartheid policy can successfull »
be put into effect by creating as
much friction as possible between
the various sections. It would
indeed be 2 pity if the so-called
Natal Native Medical Council
(we call it co-called because we
do not keow such a genuine
council does exist) is allowing
itsell to play in the hands of
mischief-mongers. It s only
doing harm 1o its own commu-
nity.

Auisiog out of this fact is the
strange and hitle known fact that
neary cvery strong drug has a
two fold action: the primary of
physiclogical action and  the
secondary action.

#action and reaction are opposite

Take, for instance, a simple
and commonly used substance
“like castor oil, Eveiybody knows
that castor oal purges. Tha_: is
jts primary or physiological
action, And most people know,
too, that, after castor o)l has done
sts work of purging, it then binds.
Every mother knows that a child
is apt to be constipated after
being purged with  castor-oil,
This 1s the sccondary action and
it is directly opposite to the first,
Furthennore, itis just as steong
an action as the first, oaly it lasts
longer,

What few, if any doctors seem
to reakise is that every strong
drug works in 'the same way.
~Therefore, when strong  drugs
are used, the patient is bound to
feel their after effects for a long
time. As a matter of fact, in
many cases of sickness, especially
where the illness lasts a2 long

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time, the patients are not suffers
ing from the original illoess any
nfore at all but are suffering from
the after-effects of the strong
medicines used.
