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Last Chance For The United Party

ECTIONS of the European ‘Press in Natal are

S urging the United Party to walk out of Parlia-

ment when the most contentious Bille come up

for discussion this session. This would, it is said, expose

the dictatorial character of the Nationalist government

and leave Dr, Verwoerd in the weakest position possible
in so far as the world is concerned.

There is sense in this argument. To the ex:itent that
the United Party sits in Parliament making speeches
which serve no purpose and which make no impression
whatsoever on the totalitarians in power, it places itself
in the position where it becomes an accomplice in the
shameful act of transforming Parliament into = mere
rubber stamp.

As long as its members speak and vote thiey do, in
effect. acquiesce to the process of betraying the demo-
cratic tradition. They even give the "world the impres-
sion that the Union Parliament expresses the will of at
least the White community. The perpetuarion of this
illusion can help only the Nationalist Party and widen the
gulf between Black and White.

If the United Party were to summon whatever moral
courage it still hais—and we fear there is almost next to
nothing left now—it would stage a walk-out of Parlia-
ment exactly in the way it did when the High Court of
Parliament came into being. Then, Verwoerd Would be
left alone with his yes-men.

\What would be the effect of fthis strategy? The
United Party would have shown the country and the
world that it is no longer willing to be a party to:the
process by which democracy is be ing undermiried. 71 hat
would enable very many people v/ho have lost all hope in
it perhaps to reconsider their attitude. In addition, the
Nationalists would be placed ‘in a most uncomfortable
position, They want the couritry and the world ‘to be-
' lit_:_\'c that they uphold parliamientary institutions whereas
ip their hearts they are almos t indistinguishable from the
Nazis, A walk-out would place them: in the position
where everybody else would: see them'for what they are
really are,

The effects of that exposure. could veéry well be to
accelerate the process of self-examination going on among
certain Afrikaner Nationalist groups.. Faster movement
could very well 3and the Nationalist governmenz toppling
to the ground one day.

The point that matters, however, is not whether or
not the United Party will s&ize the opportunity before it;
it is whether or not it still agirees with the Nationalists on
White supremacy.

prison labour at low cost to Eurapean farmers was made in
Durban this week by Mr Chatles H, Millard, director of organisation
of the International Confederation of Trade Unjons, whose affilitates
have a fifty-five million membership. Mr Millard said that he will
expose to the L O and world trade unionists the fact that in the
Union “Afsicans are taken in the name of justice and the law and

He was referring fo the system
of farm prisons inaugurated by
the Nationalists and in which the
Minister of Justice, Mr. C. R,
Swart, has often declared his
pride. Many of these prisons are
erected on privately owned farms,
a large proportion of which, by
sbeer coincidence, are owned by
Afrikaans-spezking supporters of
the Nartionalist Party. State policy
is to send a substantial percentage
of the million odd Africans
arfested and imprisoned for
statutory offences to these farm
prisons from whick they are
obliged to go out to work as
labourets on these farms.

Vicious Aspect

Critics have frequently alleged
that a vicious aspect of this
system lies in the fact that the

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Non-Whites Give Blood
To Save Lives

. (From Our Own Correspondent)

ATAL non-Whites donated 3
total of just over 7,500 piats

of blood to the Durban Blood
Transfusion Seevice during 1958
Of this, 5,000 pints were dosated
by Indians. As against this,

Europeans contributed a total
of 24,303 piots, 2 large pro-
portion of which is made

available to non.whites in hos-
pitals , such as Kiog Edward,
Edendale, McCord and St
Aidans. No charge is made
wheee patients cannot afford to
pay the fee of £4 10s, per pint
of treated blood. Coats of hand-
ling and processing are met out
of profits derived from sales of
blood and plasma to those wha
can afford it, and a provincial
subsidy meets the losses.

Since the majority of Natal's
population is Black, and since
pon-Whites are the most numer-
ous casuyalties in industrial and
motor accidents, it stands to
reason that they are most often in
need of transfusions, Blood is
also given to women who have
difficulty in childbirth.

Splendid Work

Certain stupidities are prac-
tised by Blood Transfusion Ser-
vices in S.A , such as maintaining
strict apartheid in bleeding don-
ors, in the storage of blood and
in taking rigorous steps to ensure
that the blood of a non-white,
which scientists declare is no
different from that of a person
with aflighter skin pigmentation,

is never given to a European,
These factors netwithstanding,
the Service.bas for many years
been doing splendid work saving
lives of people, regardless of
colour, The blood of White
persons has saved numerous pon-
Whites from death.

Many years ago, a Volunteer
‘cammit(ce was formed to per-
suade pon Whites to donate
blood. This committee worked
successfully for a time, but went
io pieces chiefly as a result firatly
of the arrogant attitude of a3 Dr.
J. C. Thomas, then Director of
the Service, and secondly as a
result of an attempt to provide
non-white donors with a badge

radically Qifferent from 1hat
awarded to white donors The
apactheid badge was however

withdrawn in consequence of
peotests by donors. It was when
a single volunteer, Mr. Valla
Mucugan, took on the task of
unpaid organiser, that the Service
made any real impact upon the
non-white public, In five years,
nearly 20,000 pints of blood bave
beeo collected. From the hesi-
tancy of only a few years ago,
non-whites are now coming for-
ward as blood donors in ever
increasing numbers,
