The United Arab Re-
public President told Arab
workers' representatives:
“They want to numb vs or
deceive us and then place
us fagainst our will in
spheres of influence.  This
is what we have rejected.”

Mr, Nasser quoted Yugo-
slav President Tito's diffi-
culties with Moscow
showing that Soviet Com-
munists were not fghting
for questions of principle
but in order to establish the
domination of one country
over another. _

: *Yugoslavia, a Commu-

nist country, has become
the target of attacks be-
" cause it refused to be en-
gulfed in a sphere of infiu-
ence,” he said.

Reds Demand Role

Speaking of the situation
in 1raq, where the govern-
ment is reportedly under
strong . Communist influ-
ence, Mr. Nasser said the
regime of Premier Abdel
Karim Kassem had destroy-
ed the revolution which
overthrew the Iragi mon-
archy last July. Premier
Kassem and his associates,
he said, had carried out *a

revolution against a revo-
lution.”

The U.A.R. President
accused the British of using
the Kassem regime “against
the Arab nation” just as
they had used the regime
of the late Nuri el-Said,
who was ousted and killed
in last year’s revolution.

In Iraq, the Communist
Party has demanded full
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membership in Premier

Kassem’s government.

A public manifesto signed
by the central bureau of the
Iraqi Communist DParty
called for establishment of
a popular front “with repre-
sentatives of other loyal

democratic  parties and
forces."

The Communists also
reiterated their demands

that General Kassem ‘'arm
the popular resistance forces
and the whole people exe-
cute the peoples’ court sen-

Bandaranaike Faces New
Political Storm

coLOMBO, Monday.

HE Ceylon Prime Minister, Mr. Solomon Bandara-
naike, today rejected an ultirratum from two Marxist
Ministers in his coalition Cabinet who are now ex-

pected to walk-out of the three-year-old Government.

The P’rime Minister told
the two DMinisters, DMr.
Philip Gunawardene and
Mr. P. H. William de Silva
that he could not accept
their demand that he should
withdraw plans to take over
part of My, Gunawardenes
Ministry.

Five members of the
Prime Ministers Sri Lanka
Freedom Party are also
considered likely to leave
the Party and this would
deprive the Government of

- its absolute majority in Par-

liament.

Crisis

The crisis began on May
6 when 10 Right-Wing
Ministers in the 13-mem-
ber Cabinet threatened a
boycott unless Mr. Guna-
wardene was expelled from
his post as Minister of Food
and Agricultﬁrc, claiming
he was leading the country
to communism, :

Three days ago Mr. Ban-
daranaike announced he
would take over the Food
and co-operatives Depart-
ments of the Ministry.

HE strongly-worded but very timely warnings
) ” against apartheid which flow from Potchefstroom

and other Afrikaans universities almost every ather
week are an indication that thinking Afrikaners realise
now that survival for their people no longer depends on
keeping political power in their hands but in winning the
goodwill of the majority in South Africa.

The mass of the Afrikaner people were taught the
wrongest and, often, the most wicked doctrines by their
Church, by their universities and by their political leaders,
They were made |to see virtue in glorifying that half-
jgnorance which saw the truth from the perspective of
tace. They were made to belicve that the temper of the
slave-owner was the sort of attitude to take upin dealings
with the man of colour. '

This process of indoctrination had two very fatal
weakenesses. It transformed the majority of the peoples
of South Alrica into the Afrikaner's worst possible
enemies. To the extent that he saw survival for himself
in treating them with contempt, they slowly turned to the
view that survival for them lay in working for the ultimate
expulsion of the Afrikaner from Africa,

Collapse

AV th the collapse of the \Vhite man's power to in-
fluence world events; with the peoples of Africa rising to
independence now, the point has been reached when both
the Afrilkaner and the Union African have to make up
their minds finally on what to do with each other.

The Afrikaner can follow Verwoerd blindly and re-
fuse Lo take realistic note of the course events are taking.
1f he did that he would sooner or later come to a head-on
collision with the 200 millien peoples of Africa. It would
most probably take less than filty years to wipe out the
Afrikancrs from Africa in that situation. Nothing that
they can do by force now against the African could save
them from the wrath of the awakening Africa.

On the other hand, the Afrikaner can realise that
African goodwill, as we have coasistently repeated in
these columns, is the only guarantee of survival for him-
self now left.  He could then give to liberty a meaning
which would be the same on both sides of the colour iine.
If he did this, he would lose the initiative to influence
cvents on the political plane but would have enough
African goodwill on his side to ensure his survival as a
cultural encity.

¢CNEW AGE" recently announced that fourteen organisations had

come together to establish a new and beoader alliance against
apartheid under the chairmanship of Bishop Reeves of Johannesburg,
This is a very impostant development because it represents a desirable
crystallisation of attitudes among those wha oppose race oppression
and is a rezlistic recogaition of the fact that for liberty to bave a
similar meaning on botb sides of the colour line White and pon-
White bave to fight side by side in its defence

While it is tcue that ore of the
reasons why apartheid bas suce
ceeded in messing the lives of us
is the unity of the Afrikaner
Nationalists and their fear of a
gplit in their community, it is
important to remember  that
Afrikaner Nationalism has bad
no real and effective opposition
from the democratic side in this
country, Up to a short while
ago the only, people who resisted
apartheid with determination
were the Africans—who were its
main victims., It was the Afri-
cans who played a decisive sole
in the resistance movement It
was the Africans who were shot
in the fight against the Passes for
women.

But with the various restric-
tions on the African’s right to
assemble and limited organising
skill, the opposition from this
section of the nation could either
be diffused or largely ineffective,
The real danger in this was not
so much that apartheid was given
the green light as the fact thae a
semi-fluid gituation was created
which could bave expleded in
any direciion at any time. The
Afro.Indian riots of 1949 and
the bloody clashes between the
Basuto and the Zulus in Joban.
gesburg recently are a case in
point.

Temptation

Where violence was used so
decisively from the ruling side as
ag arguiment, a Situation was
slowly being created where the
oppressed would progressively
resist with difficulty the tempta-
tion—in their desperation—to
hurl themselves right across the
apartheider’s line of fire and let
loose on the country a frigheful
wave of bloodshed, It bappened
is Kenya and there was no valid
reason why it could not happen
bere.

y In a-sense the government did
not sesm unattracted by the pros.
pects of such an uprising. As a
matter of fact during the Mau
Mau crisis the South African
Police even started rumours to
the effect that an underground
movement—the Shisa Shisa, sug-
gestively  emough—hzd .- been

launched whos: aims were
broadly similar to those of the
Mau Mau, She implied incite-
ment was obviously designed to
create an atmosphere in which
the tensions long locked in the
African bosom could explode and
justify the calling out of the army
to shoot the political agitators
out of existence and at the same
time usify White opinion agaiast
the Black Peril—precisely in the
way Hertzop did in 1929 after
the communists had published
their Black Republic Manifesto

Commonsense

Both the African masses and
their Jeaders bad too much com-
mounsense to fall into the trap
laid so naively by the men of
apartheid. Theylaughed’the Shisa
Shisa idea out of existence.

But with Dr. Verweerd daily
sailing into very serious trouble

. right within the Afrikaans com-

munaity, bhis govecnment becomes
more frantic in its desire to pro-
voke an explosion among the
Africans, The order of tagks
for use by the Police shows pre.
cisely the way in which the
government is thioking. ‘The
Mingister of Justice is obviously
thinking that South Africa is
heading for civil war or very
serious riots e reckons he does
not wish to be caught unprepared.

In orderivg these military
weapons, however, the govern-
ment only increases the provoca-
tion to the oppressed and
heightens the state of tension
generated by apartheid  This,
in turn, creates an atmosphere of
uncertainty which is bad for all
concerned The United Party,
whose views on the race question
are broadly similar to those of
the Afrikaner Nationalists, s
impolent to prevent events
moving to a disastrous climax.
The Congress Movement has,

. by isolating the ANC from the

bulk of the African peoplc and
by splitting the Africans, demon-
strated th:t‘it.is the wrong bedy
to upite the aoti-apactheid side.

The Africans themselves have
shown quite clearly that they do
not trust it. At the Bloemfontein
confereace of Afeican leaders, not

one word was said about the
Freedom Charter. In the .Cole
oured clections in the Cape, the
electors made it quite clear that
tather than have men with Con-
gress Movement sympathies they
would sooner have United Party

supporters! Which is 3 terrible
indictment of the Congress
Movement from the Coloured
side,

Dangerous Vacuum

‘The growing intrapsigeance of
the government on one side and
the growing impotence of the
United Party or the Coogress
Movement on the other created
a dangerous vasuum which could
have started events meving in any
direction and getting out control
in the process. If that happened
the government would feel they
have just the magnificent oppor-
tunity they have always wanted
to teach the Kaffirs, the Hotnots
and the Koelies the lesson of
their lives. We must be under
no illusions here. South Africa
is now being ruled by a daager.
ously icresponsible and
tarian junta which will stop
almost at nothing to keep itself—
patticularly against the back-
ground of the troubles erupting
in the Afrikaans community,
There must be a scapegoat upon
whom the sins of this junta must
be washed and a ready oneis
provided by the African who is
in revolt against humiliation.

The various decrees, procla-
mations and laws passed in recent
years against mixed assemblies
bave been desigued more to
isolate the African and keep him
in the position either of being an
easy target or of being maprified
into a bogey which would uaite
the Whites,

A situation like this is very
dangerous. It calls for beld
action to enable the White and
non-White democrats to discover
precisely where their interests are
identical and from there to pro-
ceed to stand together in one
massive and effective phalanx
against Verwoerdian ‘totalitarian~
ism. The alliance of fourteen
organisations does precisely «his
and for this reason deserves the
suppott of every democrat.

Two Advantages

It hzs two other virtues which
commend it to me., The Con-
gress Movement has always been
baodicapped by the communist
element within it which was too
powerful to be kept in check by
Chief Luthuli. In the new
alliance, the communists will naot

totalf-
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be free to do what they like
They will have limited scope to
stage political stunts to please
Moscow. Iam not so sure that
they will not be as disruptive an
influence as they have under-
mined the unity or the Africans
within the last thirty-five years,

The second advantage of the
pew alliance is that within it both
Mr. Lutbuli and Mr. Sobukwe
could sit and plan as allies and
in that way briog together their
followings in a pgigantic march
against rsce oppression. What-
ever the Conpress Movement
did, it could never bring these
two men together.

All this does not, bowever,
mean that the new alliance could
not have very grave weaknesses,
A quick glance at the organisa-
tion in it gives the impression
that its leadership will be domi-
pated by Europeans who present
a negligible minority on the
White side. That would be
catastrophic. Any political move-
ment in which the Africans are
expected to play a decisive role
must clearly avoid the tempta-
tion to exploit the weaknesses of
the African community arnd to
use these to create a situation
where the African must co.
operate while the other races do
the operating.

The African’s right to partici-
pate as a real and effective equal
in making policy must be recog-
nised. Equaliily bere must be
seen to have been pracused, to
be real, There is wo equality in
giving the minority groups voting
powers out of all proportion to
their contribution to the struggle,
How dangerous this can be ran
be seen in the way in which it
gave rise to the Pan-Africanist
Congress,

Give Balance

A formula should sooner or
later be found by which a very
wide or the widest section pos.
sible of African opinion should -
be represented in the alliance.
That should give balance to the
decisions of the mnew organisa,
tion. Witbout this balance the
alliance would either crack up or
suffer the fate of the Congress
Movement,

This brings me to my last
point It would be tragic if the
Pan Africanists were placed in
the position where they found it
impossible to join the alliance.
By committing itself to certain
political preferences, the new
alliance could easily make it
possible for the Pan-Africanists
to be ready to co-operate, And
some people in the Congress
Movement are not hkely to be

impressions of Vinoba Bhave:—

Acharya Vincba Bhave had set
out on foot to silve India’s pro-
blem by pessuading the rich to
give away their land to the poor,
the Rajah of Ranka, province of
Bibar, seized by the boly fever,
donated 11,000 acces to one¢ of
his labourers and 2,500 acres to
another.

Viaobs asked the Rajab why
be had given four times more to
tbe first thao to the second. The
Rajah sbrugged respectfully and
said he had given each labourer
precisely the amount that he had
zsked for,

The story, waen narrated by a
Westeraer for Western cars,
carrics a ring of melodrama or
fairy tale whic1 s as unavoidable
as itis misleading; for such epi-
sodes weee daily routine in the
early years of Viaobs Bhave's
Bhoodan campaign.

It was only then, he went on,
that Guinea accepted the gift of
arms offered by Czechoslovshia,
The shipment, the first of which
mrrrived last montb, bave in-
cluded five armoured vehicles
and a number of rifles, variously
geported at 8,000, ¢ 3,000 iand

. 2,000. The Guinean Govern-
ment has depied the accuracy
of the 8.0c0 figure but has oot
officially given & substitute
oumber.

M, Toure told of the letter to
President Eisenohower in the
village of Boffa, where he and
Prime Minister Kwame Niuiu-
mah of Gbeoa were spending

the pight duriog a tour of
northwestern Guinea. In an-
other conversation the President
said with evident bitteroess:
“If you insist Guinea is Com.
mupist, that settles it.”

What he mennt, and what bas
been e regular refrain in poli-
tical circles here recently, was
that the West was pushiog
Guipea into the arms of the
Communists.

Relations With U.S.
Assayed

In a previous response to a
written question, he had seid
Guinea’s relations with the
United States were “good, like
those we have with sizable
number of other countries.”

“But'” he contiued, “there is
incontestably a sort of hiatus
io these relations, conditioned,
1 think, on the side of the
United States by French Ameri~
can relations. If you prefer,
we have a feeling the evolution
of our relations with the United
States is closely dependent on
the evolution of relations be-
tween France and Guinea.

““There is a sort of subordina«
tion of our interest, which has
been particularly marRed re.
cently.”

In reply to another written
question, President Toure said
France was attempting to isce
late Guinea politically and
economically and thus
leading Guinea to sccept Coms-
munist help,

He asserted that Gninea's
policy was based on *active
formal neutralism” and African
upification, stressing the fact
that Guinea’s relations with
such independent African neigh«
bours as Liberia and Ghana
were much’ closer than those
with a0y non-African country;

Neutralist Aim Defined

He summed up the)jsituation
in apother written reply, in
which he said;

“With regard to our external
relations. the present situation
is characterised by active fore
mal neuraltism, ,We have abso.
lutely no thought of turning
Guioea over either to occidental
or to oriental influence.

“Ever since independeace we
have afficmed our intention,

waek ,

our will to establish new rela«
tions with France—being well
'aware of how France could help
us by acting as godmother to
our first trinls of sovereignty.
It was not because of us that

these relations were not estabe |
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lished immediately after jine
dependence.

“You know that on the con-
trary we had to face an attempt
to isolate us economically and
politically. Several powers
came to offer us their help:
East Germany, Czechoslovahix,

U.S. Denies Receiving Formal
Request From Guinea

WASHINGTON.

PRESIDENT EISENHOWER bhes not received a letter request-

ing arms from President Sebiou Toure of Guigea.

Nor has the

United States decided what to do about requests for economic as
well as military aid from that newest of the independent countries

of Africa.

This was the sense of official
and private comments here on
a statement by President Toure
that he had visited the neigh-
bouriog republic of Liberia last
November expressively to ash
President William V. T. Tube
man to transmit a letter to
President Eisenhotver.

State ‘Department officials
attributed the contradiction to
language difficulties and the
inexperience of Africans in the
ways of government.

The department issued this
statement:

“0On December 17, 1958, the
Liberian Ambassador in the
course of a conversation with
an official of the department
said President Sekou Toure had
asked President Tubmen to ine
quire concerning tha possibility
of obtaining arms from the
United States. The Ambassador
left an informsal memorrndum
listing some of the Guinean
Government’s requirements,

“The Ambassador was told
that the whole matter would be
taken under advisement, and
that while the department ap-
preciated the interest of Liberia
in the maiter it waspot astally
advisable to handle its assist-
ance programs through third
parties, Furthermore, it was
noted that a representative of
President Toure was in the
United Btatet at the time.

“No formal communication
was received from the Governe
ment of Liberia, acd no come«
munication of any sort on the
subject of arms bas been re.
ceived from the Government of
Guinea.”

Arms Need Conceded

Officials said the United States
did not want to be a party to
anarms race among the new
African states, but recognized
that the sudden withdrawal of

Fre_nch security forces after
Guinea chose independence, had
created a real need.

The State Department’s ree
mark to the Liberian ambassa~
dor about the undesirability of
working through third countries’
was meant a5 an jovitation to
TellijBouacar Diallo the Guinea
delegate to the United Nations,
to talk it over with the depart-
ment,it was explained,

Diplomats here contrasted the
Upited States’ indecision and
its attitude as expressed with
the immediate decision by the
Soviet Union to help the new
African state.

Premier Nikita S. Khruschev
notified Guinea of Soviet recog.
nition and offered economic
aid ap October 5. The United
States did not recognise Guinea
until November 2,

The Guinean Government sent
unofficial missions throughout
the world to explore the possis
bilities of getting “trade and
help. The Sovwiet Union, Po-
land, Czechoslovakia and East
Germany quickly concluded
agreements, Czechoslovabia
came through withla gift of
several thousand rifles, some
other arms and some tractors,
