Ban On Mr. Luthuli
MINISTER SWART'S decision to curtail the

movements of Mr. Luthuli, president-general of

the African National Congress, for another five
years is, to say the most stupid thing any government
which genuinely sought to weaken the communists in this
country could do.

As leader of the African National Congress Mr.
Luthuli was in a strong position to throw the weight of
his position on the side of moderation in the inner coun-
tils of the Congress Movement. The ban will mean that
one more powerful voice in favour of non-violence will be
removed and those who fight to sharpen race conflict to
further Moscow’s ends will be free to move events in the
direction of their choice.

There is, of course, another aspect to the whole affair
which should be taken note of. [t is possible that the
government might have becen acting on the belief that for
all practical purposes Mr. Luthuli is the strongest single
influence which keeps the Congress Movement together.
By immobilising him for the next five years the govern-
ment could hope to accelerate the process of disintegra-
tion which has already set in in the Congress Movement.
But here again the ban becomes a negative instrument
which creates a dangerous vacuum which the government
can neve" hope to Rl

The Baatustans are an insult to the intelligence and
self-respect of the Africans and the stooges who are going
to sit on their councils can never replace men like Mr.
Luthuli.
seekers and opportunists who could play no part in solving

At best, most of them would be political self-

peacefully the tangled problem of race adjustment in the
way proposed by Mr. Luthuli.

On the other hand the ban is a clear warning to all
the enemies of apartheid that as the government gets
dceper into the morass of its own creation; as its faces
rebellion within its own ranks and as 'the oppressed
take a more determined stand the totalitarians in power
will resort more and more ruthless methods to silence
opposition.  With the trcason case collapsing in their
hands while they fail absolutely to deal effectively with
less thun a hundred communists, the incompetence of the
Malanaris in power can express itself to bloat their ego,
in wholly useless bans like the one imposed on Mr.,
Luthuli.

The answer to them is to throw out the Freedom
Charter which divides the oppressed and to seck .for a
new unity which should drive a little more sense into the
heads of the men of apartheid.

Boycott As A Weapon Of Attack

HE boycott is about the only weapon of attack which the oppressed
can use to extend the area of liberty in our national life at the
moment. It isnot yet a crime to express political opposition in
refusing to buy from certain stores or certain commodities. Thus,
the decision by the Congress Movefent to launch the boycott of
Nationalist goods is important, not so much because it will bring
apartheid crasbing to the ground—which it will not do—as because
it i3 a step forward in the process of educating the masses io the use

of co-ordinated attitudes as modes of expiessing political protests,

At the same time sight
should not be lost of important
difficulties in tbhe way. The
boycott of Nationalist products
will not be any easy thing. On
the one hand there is evidence to
show that very many Nationalist
products do not actually reach the
African coosumer and it is pos-
sible tbat those that do hit
Afcikanes Nationalist capital only
to a limited extent.

There are two other difficul-
ties. A boycott designed to
drive certain goods out of the
market could very well be an in-
vitation to competitors to casb io
os it to advance their own goods.
The Congress Movement would
rightly not be interested in that.
It would have its eyes on the
Nationalist entrepeunec.  But
whether or not this was the case,
the Congress Movement would
sootier or later place itself in the
position where it could he accused
of smashing Afrikaner Capital to
make way for Jewish, Indian or
English Capital. Io a situation
charged with emotional tension
such a charge would certainly not
produce greater solidarity among
the boycotters; certainly, Dot
when the majority of these nced
a high degree of political and
ordinary cducation to be able to
prefer one brand of soap to
another.

The third and most setious
objection to the boycott of Na.
tionalist products is that it could
quite conceivably be a weapon
best suited to a class war, The
owner of a factory might be a
mode! employer, treating—for
argument’s sike—his  workers
well and paying thbemy a dccent
wage. He and they might be
satisfied with that but because
once a year he votes for Ver-
woerd's chummy he must be
destroyed. His  United  Party
rival might cven be a worse ex-
ploiter of the underprivileged and
because he votes for Graaff he
escapea,

The other is equally important,
A Nationalist owns a factory;

Accordiag to this the
shopkeeper who serves his Afri-
cans through 2 hole in the wall
is warned that the Afticans resent
this and will oot buy from him
as long as he does not open the
front door to the Africans. If
be sticks to his guns, he loses
African custom. If hecloses the
kole, the Africans return to buy.

Ban On Luthuli Senseless
And Unjust

'N the opinion of the Liberal Pasty of South Africa, nothing could

be more seaseless or unjust than the ban on Chief Luthuli,
President-General of the African National Congress, which will, for
five years, confine bim to his home and prevent him from taking any
part whatsoever in any part of the Union, says a statement issued by

the Liberal Party of South Africa,

We protest first at the ine
bumanity of this ban. It amounts
to five years confinement without
tzial, no more and ao less.

We protest next at the stu-
pidity of this ban, Chief Luthuli
is a staunch Christidin and a
fierce advocate of the creation of
a society in South Africa in which
people will no looger suffer dis-
erimination based on race, Heis
an outspoken opponent of White
domination, but he is as out-
spokenly opposed to Black domi-
pnation, For years now he has
speat a large pare of his time
teavelling thé Union and addresss
ing largely White audiences, per-
suading them that they bad
nothing to fear from the /policies
of his organisation henever
be has spoken he has made South
Africa think Now. Mr. Swart,
with a single stroke of his pen,
basput a stop to all this. The
reason is clear Chief Luthuli
was beginning to persuade too
many South Africans of all races
of the possibility of building a
common society open fo all, He

never minimised the difficulties-

but he was robustly optimistic
about the future. His reasoned
voice was beginning to be heard
even amongst tne ranks of the
Nationalists, and to sow doubts
there. No doubt Mr. Swart
hopes to silence the doubts by
gilencing the voice which has
raised them. He will not suc-
ceed and it is a measure of bis
stupidity that be should think
thatr he might, For the voice of
Chief Lutbuli is the voice of
Africa on the march. It is a
voice which cannot be silenced
and which good sense demands
should be given respectful atten-
tion,

This action against Chief
Luthuli is not only a blow to the
Afcican people and the African
National Congress—but to every
South African whatever his race.
It will do damage to relations
between European and African
which may well pcove irceparable
and could tura African opinion
in the direction of a narrow and
exclusive nationalism

Uganda Freedom Movement
Proscribed

HE Uganda Government last
week declared the Uganda
Freedom Movemeat to be illegal
on the grounds that its aims
were identical with those of the
recently banned Uganda National
Movement.

The National Movement was
banned by the Government on
May 23, on the ground that its
trade boycott campaign had given
tise to intimidation which threat-
ened peace and ordet.

Formation of the Ugaanda
Freedom Movement was an-
nounced shortly after the ban on
the National Movement.

M. Eridadi Mulira, former
National Movement leader, who

..announced the formation of the

new party, said it stood for
“economic  independence’’  for
Africans and independence for
Uganda by 1960.

It opposed the present Legise
lative Council and called for a
“genuine democratic national ase
sembly,”” he said.

Mr. Mulira, wbo was one of
the Freedom Party’s sponsors,
said it was planned to send a
delegation to London to present
tbe Colonial Secretary, Mr. Alan
Lennox-Boyd, with a piciure of
the “‘current political climate in
Uganda.” o

Last Friday, the day before
the National Movement 1was
proscribed, the Buganda kingdom
was declared a disturbed area.
A number of restriction orders
were subsequently served on
leaders of the National Move-
ment.

Indian Misgivings

Some significance mny be read
also into the meetings Dr. Fawzi
is reported to bave had in the
past few days with the Indian
aod Yugoslavy Ambassadors
tere.

in March after being beaten by
warders, hava been suspended
from duty. This wes announced
by & Government spokesman,
They are Mr. Michael Gerard
Sullivan, the commandast, and
Mr, Alexander Cran Coutts, Mr,
Sullivan came to Kenya from
Liverpool in 7954, and Mr.
