property by the Group Aieas Development DBoard in
Durban. Many Indian-owned properties are beirg liter-
ally abandened by their Indian owners because they are
now in areas proclaimed for European ownership and
occupation  These are the properties, by and large, of
the small owner—the man who by dint of hard work and
labour saved enough money to buy himself a small pro
perty. DBelore he could build he was overtahen by the
monster of the Group Areas He was compelled to
abandon his property, There was no point n paying
rates and taxes, no peint 1n holding on to i1t since 1t could
produce no benefits  Ultimately 1t went under the ham-
mer at the request of the City Councilk  There was no
bud for it from any one  The Indian could not buy 1t
The white man has all the country to roam 1n search of a
property  He 1s not interested in buying a piece of land
in Cato Manor today and waiting for the millenium to
arrive when he can build and live there  So the Group
Areas Development Board steps 1n and buys the property
for a song, for a minute fraction of the price which the
owner would have got in fair, open and legiimate com-
petitton  If this ts not unabashed thieving, then we should
Ithe to know what 1s> The eapression 1s very mild for
the feelings it 1s required to express Yet what more can
we say, what more can the Indian people say as they see
everything which they have buwilt faling down n ruins
around them?

Thc\re has been in recent months a disturbing in
trease 1 the number of properties owned by Indians
which have come under the auctioncer’s hammer because
of unpaid rates This is one way in which Indians are
being slowly but very surely dispossessed of their pro-
perttes It 1s silent, 1t 1s slow and insidious and, there®
fore, more dungerous than any direct positive, acquisition
by the Government or the Group Apeas Board It does
not permit of any opposition or public criticism for 1t
lnchs the human angle  Yet something must be dene to
give the greatest publicity possible for this theft of pro-
perty under the protection of the lJaw.

been rejected by some, be=
cause I believe and advocate non-
violence 1n 1ts etceme form. They
say that 1 am a3 Christzan 1n dis-
guise, I bave beea even seriously
told that 1 am distorting the
meaning of the Gita, when I
ascribe to tbat great poem the
teachtng of usadulterated non
violence Some of my Hindu
friends tell me thar killiog 15 a
duty enjoined by the Grfa under
cectain ciccumstances A very
learned shastr: only the other day
scornfully rejeacted my ioterpreta-
tion of the Guta and said that
there was no warcane for the
opinion beld by some commen-
tators that the Grita represented
the eternal duel between the
forces of ¢vil and good, and 1n-
culcated the du'y of eradicating
evil within us without hesstation,
without tenderness
I state these opinions against
noc-viclence 1o detail, because nt
13 necesyary to understand them,
if we would understand the solu-

THE POWER OF
NON-VIOLENGE

Editorial fn "*Contact’’, the Non-Racial Fortnightly Review

:‘BIAI!ATMA GANDHI wrote a booh called “The FPower of

Non-Violence

This power was demonstratedin Indin,

where the Indiens got their righis virtually without umng the
terrible weapons of hatred and violence against the British, Today
the relations between British residents in India and the Indiams,
and between the British and Indian governments are better then

they have ever been.

By this good fruit the goodness, and the

strength, of non-viclence as a weapon has been proved.

Many have urged the oppresse
o people o! Bouth Alrica to
jook to Gandbi, and to model
their frecdom fight on hir  Oae
of the ]atest to do so 1x Mr,
Mangaliso R Sobulwe, Presis
éeat of the Pan Africanist Con-
gress, for hus call to launch the
preseat campaigu aganst passes
was based on "fabsolute noae
violence.”

But others have said “mo.”
They have alleged three prin-
cipal teasons  The first 15 this:
“Non-viclence msy have wortked
jn India, But the Indiaps are
people of an old, gentle culture
Their religion teaches none
wiolence,  Afucant are wild
betbarians  with no culture,

They cannot uze this weapon”

Disproved

This reasoning has been utter-
1y duproved by the March days
1 Cape Town, by the two great
demoustrations outnade the
Conledon Square police barrachs,
No one could mingle with that
great crowd of 30,000 people
without being overwhelmed
by respect for their peacefule
ness, gentleness, good humour,
eod non-violence

The same holds good ol the
grost funeral in Langs, which
wus atteoded by 50,000 people
There tho Pan=-Alcicantst leaders
ship preserved the most pecfect
calm, and there were no police
there at all.

The second reason given hy
opponents of non-violence 18
this: *Noo violence may be all
rght sgasant » good, civalizad
people like the Briimh, But
sgainst Nezw, or sem-Nazia
Lbe the Afridaners, 1t Just won't
work "

Pethaps the brutal floggings
1o the Cape Town streets of and
Apnil bhave given force to thus
srgument, But 1o our view it
is ns baseless ss the first. For
sllynations, 1acluding the Brie
tish act brutally 10 “the natione
al 1nterest ™ Oge oaly has to
think of the surreslist brutality
ol the twamacie of about 400
people at' Amriteas 10 India, by
General Dyer 1n yg9a2.

Secoadly, despate rll that hag

happened here, 1t 15 our coa-
sidered judgmeat that the Afn.
kaners are oo worse, if little
better, than the Bnitush or any
other people. Like other mems=
bers of the human race they
have a conicience, and want to
do the nght thing, At the
moment they believe that tbey
are faciog a brutal and cruel
enemy, and this has induced
soms of them to become ab-
pormally brutal. But they, hiko
any other human beings, bave a
good side which noa-violence
can apperl to. The fact 1s that
the largely Afrikaner authorn-
ties at Cape Town rephed to
these demonstrations with con-
cessions. .

It s Instly objected that none
violence i1r = weapou for the
weah, and & wenb weapon It
is not suitable for winnipg big
fights.

This argument was cooclus
mively disproved to anyone with
the fortune to be among the
great crowds i1n Cape Town's
streots. The very qurietneis of
the vast throng of 30,000 was
1ts greatest strength. The guns
in the hands ol the police, their
very armoured cars and machina
guans, looked as 1f mada of card-
bonrd 1n the face of this giant
power

It 1s our view that it s this
power which 18 destined not
only to win the oppressed pea-
ple their nghts, but also to
stniko their weapons of murder
from the hands of the White
supremacists, and to melt their
hardest hearts, mnd to show
them that what 13 nght for the
oppressed people 1s also rnight
for them and their children

STEEL MADE AT

BANARAS

TEEL has been made for

the first time atthe Banaras
Hindu University by metallur.
gical students working with a
converter built in the Univers
nty's College of Mining &and
Metallurgy

This was reported at Unesco
Houte 1o Pans by Mr G. Regi-
nzld Bashiorth, a British steel-
man and technical outhor who
has been workhiag at the Univer.
ity since December, 3958, on a
technical aesistance miemon for
Unesco,

In an iaterview, Mc, Bashforth
stressed the :mportance of prace
tical expersence to Indian stu.
dent: st the Banaras Hindu
University, which 15 2 training
ground for the three new steel
works being opened 1n India at
Bilhri, Rourkela and Dergapur
1a order to triple Iondian pros
duction from 2,000,000 to
6,000,000 tous of steel & year.

The plant at Banaras has
besn zet up 1o a yard of the
Hindu University. It produces
from 200 to 390 pounds at a
time of steel which 13 then uzed
for rasearch purposes hy metals
lurgical students This steel 13
made under what 15 known as
the “Linz.Donau process” in
which oxygen 15 1pnjecied into
the surface of molten pig iron
to eliminate impunties. The
process, developed 1o Austria
nfter the war, reduces the cost
of a steel plant by 30 per cent
as compared to the open-hearth
process, Mr. Bashforth said, and
1t 18 betng widely used 1n India.

While India’s 1ron and ateel
1industry 1s small 1o terms of the
needs of tha colintry, 1t 15 not a
newcomer to the subecontigent.
Mr, Bashforth mentioned the
heaps of slag and cinders scate
tered around India’s regions rich
10 iron ore which are ,evidence
of early Indian 1ronwerbers,
