LONDON (By Mail)

T a meeting in responso to an invitation from
M.P.s of the three main parties it was decided
unanimously in the House of Commons Com-

mittee rooms that a memorial in henour of Mahat-
ma Gandhi should be set up in Britain.

A brief discussion followed re-
garding the form of memotial.
Lord Pethic Lawrence emphae
sized the urgent need for deciding
on whether the memorial $hould
be only in the form of a bronze
tatue which would not cost mere
yhan £1-2,000 and/or whether it
sbould also include the establish-
ment of 2 fund 10 create an en-
dowment for scholarships, a

memorial lecture, the publication
of new editions of Gandhij's
wreitings aadfor a hostel or a aum-
ber of rooms in a hostel

The general consensus of opi-
nion was that the memorial should
consist both of a statue as well as
one or more of the other forms
proposed. No final decision on
this was taken apd the National
Committee was asked to go into

denied a widely circulated
report that the South Africa
United Front is planning to set
up a South African Government-
In Exile.

A report, originating in French
gources said recently that a few
South African political refugees
in London were planning to set
up a Provisional Government of
South Aftica in Cairo or some
other African capital, The re-
port claimed that this provis.onal
Government would be headed by
Dr. Dadoo,

Following this the Daily Ex
press of London published what
purported to be details of the
Provisional Government. Dr.
Dadeo denies all this.

In a statement to the New Age,
of Cape Town, Dr. Dadoo says:

“In so far ag the South Africa
United Front is concecned it can
be stated categorically that there
isnota grain of truth in these
reports. It is obviously a sinister
attempt on the part of the im.
perialist press and mischief.
makers to sully the good name
and reputation of the South
Africa United Front, discredit
the leaders of the Front as irres.
ponsible elements aud confuse
the people both in South Africa
and abroad.

It does not requize a great deal
of political uaderstanding to
realise that a “Govetnment-in.
exile” cannot be formed vor can
it function without the consent
and approval of the people whom
it claims to represent. 1t would
not only be foolbardy but shees
adventurism to form a “Govern-
ment in.exile’” which is gespon.
sible to no one except those who
form it,

This is a fundamental issue
which can cnly be considered by
the recognised leadership of the
people of South Africa, both at
home and abroad, collectively
when the need for takiog zuch a
decisive step arises.

In conclusion I wish to assure
the people of Scuth Africa that
we shall continue to carry out the
main task for which the Froat
has been set up, namely that of
winning maximum world support
for the struggle against apartheid

An Example And A Challenge
N the front page of this issue of “Indian Opinion”
@ is a report about a proposal by British Members
of Parliament to erect a memorial to Mahatma
Gandhi in London and also to investigate other means
by which the name and the memory of Gandhiji can be
perpetuated.  This must] indeed, shock Gandhi himself
were he alive to appreciate this for he was the implacable
opponent of British rule in India. The proposal which is
supported by the Conservative Members of Parliament
also is, indeed, a striking tribute to one of the most out-
standing men the world has ever produced. England
knows and remembers Gandhi as a man who fought, in a
non-violent way, of course, against all that England stood
for in India, The working class of the cotton manufac-
turing areas have especial cause to remember Gandhi for
his Ahaddar campaign hurt them most. The ruling class
of England remember him painfully for India was at one
time regarded as the richest jewel in the Imperial Crown,
Stated simply India was the milch cow of British in-
vestors, India contributed to British prosperity for al-
most two centuries hefore Gandhi came on the scene,
threatened it and finally marshalled and led a system of
opposition to it which ultimately cut England off from
Indian dividends. Gandhiji and India's efforts to shake
off British rule are synonymous. And now comes the
propnsal; less than fourteen years after the granting of
indepe‘ndence to India, to honour Gandhiji right in Lon-
don. The significance of the proposal lies in the fact that
it has the support of all shades of British opinion. It is
a proposal which will be welcorned by all people who re-
cognise the measure of Gandhi's greatness.

To the Indian people in South Africa the proposal
coftstitutes an example and a challenge for two major
rcasons. A large number of people in this country owe
much to Gandhi for their economic success and prosper-
ity. Had it not been for his opposition to the Milner
regime in the Transvaal there might today not have been
an Indian trading communit)‘l in that Province. Had it
not been for the manner in which he orgar;iscii and pro-
secuted the “Natal Strike” of 1913 the Indian people
might still have been burdened by the 43 tax, In short
in a stay of about twenty-one years in this country he did
an immense amount of work for the Indian people. Next
it was in Natal that he founded the first of his famous
ashrams in which he lived and from where he evolved the
technique and the philosophy of Satyagraha. Itis, how-
ever, a tragic commentary on the forgetfulness of people
and their indifference that neither the Phoenix Settlement
nor the “Indian Opinion” are receiving from the lndian
people in this country the support that they deserve.

The readers of these columas,
must have read with satisfaction
the news of the inauguration of 2

towards the tealization of the
Gandhian ideal of establishing a
non violent society or Sarvodaya
Samaj

For a Shanti-sena, training is
not less but much more necessary
than for a violemt army. The

operation between the units of
the army,”

Again, in the “Harijan" of 26th.

March 1938 under the caption ‘A
non-violsnt Army' he wrote, “The
Congress should be able to put
forth a non-violent army of volun.
teers numbering not a few thou-
sands but lakhs who would be
equal to every oecasion whers the
police and the military are re:
quircd...And‘ a non-violent army
acts unlike armed men, as well in
times of peace as of disturbances.
They would be constantly ea-
gaged in constructive activitiey
that make riots impossible. Theirs
will be the duty of secking occa-
sions for bringing warring com-«
munities together, carrying on
peace propaganda, engiging in
activities that would bring and
keep them in® toueh with every
single peeson, male and female,
adult and child, o their parish o

division. Such an army should
be ready to cope with any em-
ergency, and in order to still (the
frenzy of mobs should risk their
lives in numbers sufficient for the
purpose. A few hundred, may be
a few thousands, such spotiess
deaths w.ll once for all put an
end to th the rio s, Surely, afew
hurndred young men and women
gtving Lhemselves deliberately to
mob fury will be any day a cheap
and braver method of-.desling
with such madness than'the .dis-

Weeks Festival

In November this year a week-
long Tagore Festival will be held
in the U AR. during which lec-
wre on Tagore will be delivered
and two of the poet’s plays will
be staged by national troupes in
the Syrian and Egyptian Regions.
The U.AR Broadeastiog aod
T.V. seevice and various [cultural
organisations will take patt. Also,
Satynjit Ray's film on Tagore will
be shown and an exhibition of
Thore's works including his
paintings will be held,

Three volumes in Arahic on
Tagore are to be jssued by the
UAR. Migisry of Culture.
These will contain a selectioz of
Tapore’s dramatic patrative and
poetic heritage, extensive studies
contributed by experts on various
aspects of Tagore's tafents, and
Tagore's selected essays

The Centenary Celebrations
Committee has also recommended
that the Government of India
offer Tagore scholarships, oae for
each foreign country, for s udies
on Tagore aod that Tagore lec-
turers'be sent out for Alexandra
and other universities in  the
U.AR to lecture on Tagore. The

committee has also extended an
invitation to Professor Humayun
Kahir to deliver a ‘Tagore leeture
in Cairo same time this yeas.

The
committee copsists of the Italian
Foreign Minister, ~Education
Minister, Vice-Chaneellor and
several deans of the faculties of
Rome University, famous for its
writers and poets like Iganzie
Silone, Alberto Moravia and Prof,
Ungaretti. The committec also
ipcludes many artists, painters,
scholars and eminent people in
the literary, political and social

The famous Italian Indologist
and president of the Italian Insti-
wte for Middle and Fat East,
Prof Giuseppe Tucci, and the
Indian Ambassador, Mr. 5. N.

It is calculated that there
are mbout €,000,000 p:ople in
South Africa whoare susceptible
to polio, and the key to success
lier in one huadred per cent
vacciastion,’

Nevar before has a campaign
been g0 exsy to carry out, or
could the vaccication be done
10 simply, because the whole
“gaccination" consists of a mere
lump of sugar. No injection is
aoy longer necessary—all a
perion bas to do is suck & sugar
lump, swallow it, and the whols
prozess is complete,

In the case of babies too small
forthis, a drop of the vaccine
istimply placed on the tongue,
aud they, too, are eafeguarded.

Aualternative method which
canalre be used, is to squut
the vaccine 1nto & personts
mouth for him to swallow.

By the end of last year about

THE CLOSE OF A BITTER
STRUGGLE

A SURVEY AND FINAL SETTLEMENT
OUTLINED

(From The Indian Opinion, May 6, 1911)

THE bitter oontroversy whick

hae raged roond the statns
of Indiane in the Tranevaal for
the last five years, and in whick
the other Provinoesof the Union
have incidentally beoome ine
volved in the last few months,

Then Mrs Gandhi appeared on
