INDIAN PAPER’S REACTIONS TO TREASON VERDICT

INCREASED BRUTALITY
CAN BE EXPECTED

NEW DELHI (By Mail), The political struggle of the non-

European people might receive a fillip as a consequenee of the
treason trial judgment “but the Government answer will doubtless
be increased bewrality,”  This is the view of the influential daily,
The Hindu of Madrason the Treason Trial Verdict. The paper
states that while the judgmen is a landmark no improvement in the
bebaviour of the Government can be expected, “The law will be
further modified to suit the requirements of opartheid: and the
powers of the judiciary might be curtailed even more drastically."
The Hindu adds: *To the theee.man Tribunal must go the thanks
of all those who believe in the rule of law.”

The following is the full com-
ment of The Hindu on the Treae
son Trial and the Verdicti—

The South African Goveen-
ment have suffered a stunning
defeat. Though it is at Pretoria
that a three-judge Tribunal has
found 28 persons not guilty of
plotting the overthrow of the
Governmeat with a view to

‘establishing a Communist regime,

the “treason™ trial has achicved
notoriety all over the civilised
world as the *Jobannesburg
trial "' The story began on De.
cember 5, 1956, A hundred and-
forty Afticans, Indians and Col-
oureds were arrested by the
Soon the
sumber swelled to 156. Chief
Luthuli was among those arrested.
Charged with treason the accused
wete brought to trial in a Johan-
nesburpg armoury, Like animals
they were placed in 2 wire en.
closure. Afier preliminary exa.
minations bad gone on for more
than a year ninety-two people
were taken to Pretoria and the
regular Lrial began on August 1,
1958, Chief Luthuli had to be
discharged, In due course even
this 92 had to be reduced te a
mere twenty eights. The accused
and their families were put 1o
untold trouble and a wave of
sympathy for them passed all
over the world. “Evidence’ was
let in to show that these men
were Communists, In  South
Aftica this term means anybody
who advocates political reform
and objects to apartheid. Clearly
the Government hoped that by
waing this term they could enlist

the sympathies of countries like
Britain and the U.S. Ino the
U.S. South, for ‘osance, the
bandful of whiie extremists dubs
everybody a Communist who
advoca'es the end of racial segre
gation, But the South African
Government did not succeed in
their purpose  Funds were col.
lected by Europeana for the de
fence of the accused and for pro-
viding relief to their families,
And now comes the historic
judgment, The faotastic nature
of the accusation levelled against
the patriots has been revealed
completely. The South African
Congress no doubt believes in a
change of Government but it is
neither Communistsinfiltrated nor
wedded to violence. It believes
in moderation, even though
mederation is becoming increas.
ingly impossible in the face of
Verwoerd's unrelenting applicas
cation of apartheid to all walks of
life in unhappy South Africa,
The judgment serves to show
that the Natianalist Party has not
yet succeeded in packing the
judiciary as completely as it has
succeeded in filling the security
forces with its men The process,
however, is ‘poing on; and the
non-Boer European element is
being excluded from all these
branches of the public service.

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A Fallacious Conclusion
O sooner does some non-white person in some part
N of Africa commit violence ubon the person of a
white person than do the white lords of Africa
rush in with the observation that the black people of Afri-
ca are not yet ready to govern in their own country. Re-
ferring to the murder of a white woman in Kenya recently
a South African daily wrote: *Violence and savagery
have always lurked just below the surface of life in Africa.
When they emerge a bestiality is displayed that is often
so loathsome and primitive as to be incomprehensible to
the Western: European mind.” There can, of course
never be any justification for violence but the logic and
reasonableness of such conclusions as the fotegoing are
questionable. It would seem that violence and bestiality
abhor more when committed by non-whites ih Alrica than
when committed by whites in Europe, While not de-
fending violence we sheuld like to point out that on trial
at the moment in Palestine is a product of Western
Christian civilisation, We can assert confidently that
nothing has been done in Africa either in the past or at
the present time—the Congo and Angola included-—which
tan match in sheer bestiality and barbarity the things for
which Eichmann is being tried. In the case of the Afti-
can “savage” it can be pleaded that he has not yet enjoy-
ed the ber&fits of Western civilisation but what can be
pleaded in defence of the atrocities of the Nazis in Ger-
many and the Fascists in Italy?

The whole history of European civilisation is one
long record of violence, an unending catalogue of war in
which there has been much bestiality and barbarity. The
countties of Europe still have on their conscience the
colossal barbarity of the slave-trade and the slave systei
of labour. One has only to read the works of Sit Harry
Johnstone to discover to what depths of savagery the
civilised people of - Europe sank when dealing with their
slaves, One has only to read the official records of the
nature of the vengeance which the British exacted in
India after the M‘utiny of 1857 to discover that savagery
is not the monoply of primitive and uncivilised peoples
And what of Sharpeville and Langa, and now Angola?
We point out that these things not because we defend
bestiality but we do so lest it be believed that it is some-
thing new evolved by the non-white people of Aftica in
recent times. It is not, and it is unrcasonable to ques-

tion the capacity of a people to govern themselves on the
basis of isolated incidents.

Gopaulji Damji Soni was born
in Pictermaritzburg 46 years agos
He was the proprictor of a
pioneer Jeweller's and Watch.
maker's business, established in
the early days by his father, D,
K. Soni.

From an early age, the late
Mr, Seei took s very keen in-
terestin all matters concerning
the public life of the community,
He was beld in very high esteem
by every section of the commu.
nity. He was 2 man of the high-
estintegrity and his many acts
of charity endeared him to hun-
dreds of the poos and needy. He
possessed that rare attsibute, not
givan to many, humility. Even at
that early age, he occupied many
responsible positions, thrust upon
bim by a graceful community.

It would be extremely difficult
to enumerate them all here.
However, this tribu'e will not be
cobb]:te, if some reference in
oot made (o some phbases of his
public activity.

The late Mr, Soni was Presi.
deat of the Gujerati Vedic Society
sinee i 8 inception in the year
1947, Itwaslargelyas a result
of his personal efforts that a

modern English school was erect.

ed by this Society some two years
ago. M. Soni was a Grantee of
this school. This educational in-
stitution stands as a permaneat
mbaument to his labours.

Not lang ago, the Pietermaritz-
butg Hindu Crematotium, a
modern structure, perhaps one
of the finest in the Province, was
built to serve the needs of the
‘community. Mr. Sooi was largely
tesponsible for the completion of
thin project.  He was the Presi.
dent of the Crematorium Com-
mittee The Veda Dharma Sabha
is, pechaps, one of the pioneer
Hindu institutions in Pieter-
matizburg.  The late Mc, Soni
took a very keen interest in the
ptomotion of this institution's
activities. He was a trustee of
this Sabha for many years. The
Deepavali Cheer Society of
Pietermaritzbueg was another in-
stitution -which beaefitted as a
* tesult of Mr. Soni's sacrifice, He
was a Patron of this Society.

Me. Soni was akeen sporisman,
bia chief fnterest being tennis.
He was the firse President of the
Midlands Indian Lawn Tennis
Awociation and represented this

body on the Provincial Assecias
tion.

He was 2 Treasurer of the
Pietermaritzburg Indian  Cean-
tenary Committee and a Trustee
of the Lodhia Educational and
Scholarship Trust.

These are 3 few among the
manifold activities that the late
Mr. Soni interested bimself in
His death removes from the pub.
lic scene an individual of out.
standing qualities, of cutstanding
merit.

The funeral which took place
on Saturday afternoon, was at-
tended by one of the largest
crowds ever seen in Pietermaritz.
bueg. At the crematorium moving
teibutes were paid to his memory
by Messrs S. R Naidoo, C, Rajas
goepaul, P, L, Lalloe, Dr. M., M.

MADRAS (By Miil)

AN agricultural university is
proposed to be established at
Coimbatore with the Agricultusal
College there as the nucleus.

An official commitiee recently
setup by the Madras Govern-
ment, has gone inta the subject
and has prepared a scheme for it
The details of the scheme have
been forwarded to the Govern.
ment of Indija,

The committee, it is learnt, kas
recommended that the proposed
uaiversity should be 'arted at
Coimbatote, where the existence
of an upgeaded Apricultural Col.
lege provides suitable facilities,
and that it should be put in
charge of all agricultural research
stations in various paris of the
State.

The university, if it comes
into being, will be a functiopal
one, entrusted with agriculiural
education and research without
the direct responsibility of the
Government. It will be one of
the four or five such universitjes
envisaged for the whole country.

IKE so mapy other group

areas proclamations, the
recent one for the Ssoutbern
suburtbs of Cape Town imposes
a grossly dispeoportionate burden
of sacrifice on the non-White
peaple.' In general, the pattern
is that they will be required to
Teave the gracious suburbs on the
mountain slopes, and the lovely
Constantia valley, to move out to
the Sandy wastes of the Cape
Flats where, as yet, many of the
pervices pecessacy for civilized
living are lacking,

It will be remembered that, in
terms of the proclamations issued
in 1957 ‘and 1958, the entire
Table Mountain area, including
the Atlantic coast suburbs, was
reserved for Whites, as were also
the major portions of Goodwoad,
Vusco, Patow’ Bellville and Kuils
Ruwver. -Malays were allowed to
retain the Mslay Quarter on the
slopes of Sigoal Hill; and the
Kensington area to the south of
the main road to the interior,
which ineludes the evil slum of
Windermere, was allocated to
Coloured people. In general,
however, the scheme was that
the Coloured should settle on
the Cape Fiats Two undeveloped
strerches of ground in the Flas
were set aside for Indians.

The whole of Cip: Town has
not been zoned, the future of the
central cit A aces, Epping Village
and the Black River area of
Rondebosch having yet to be
decided.

The proclamation of February
10, 1961, dealt with rthe lacge
area stretching from Salt River
1o the north down to Retreat,
and from Hout Bay 1n the west
across to Zeekoe Viei. . With the
exception ooly of the Batiswood
arez, which the Coloured people
will retain, and a small stretch of
land adjoining Athlone township,
the eatire cegion west of the
Cape Flats railway line iz allocated
1o Whites, The White group
will also retain Ottety, and land
around Zeekoe and Ronde Viers
has been assigtied to them,

The new areas allocated to the
Coloured people are Batswood,
land to the south of Athlone, and
the Retreat/Lotus River Estate
area, including Priveess Viei and
Littte Princess Vlei.

Varying dates were set within
which disqualified persons will
have to move. In a few parts
where there are especially farge
oumbezrs of such persons no date
wag fized, the areas beiog demare
cated for future White or future

Coloured ownership, These dates

will, however, fall away when the
1961 Group Areas Amendment
Bill becomes Jaw. Then, after
an initial period of a year, the
Minister of the Interior will be
able to give three months' notice
te occupiers of residential pre-
mises, and twelve months’
notice to occupiers of business
premises,

Numbers Affected By
The Proclamations

The Group Aceas Development
Beard intimated in 1958 that
3,000 properties were affected by _
the proclamation of the previous ~
year. Approximately 16,000 per-
sons were probably involved,
nearly all non-White.

According to information given
in the Assembly by the Deputy
Minister nf the Interior on Tth

Atthe time of writing (March
1961), the Group Ateas Develop-
ment Board did not know how-
many people would kave,to move.
Its olﬁﬁcials were  engaged in
examining  documents in the
Deeds Office, and thereafter in-
tended making house-to house
visits in the proclaimed areas,

Assuming, however, that the
figures givzn;:bnve are approxis
mately correet, this would mean
tbat| 2.6 per cent of the present
White population of the metro-
politan area of Cape Town are
affected, as against 51.0 per cent
of the Asians and 257 per cent
of the Coloured people. s

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AYURVEDIC SYSTEM OF MEDIGINE

A_YURVEDA is 'a compound
of two Sapskrit words, "'Ayur”
and “Veda,” whick imply ress
pectively Life and Science, So
Ayurveda literally means the
“Seience of Life.” The expres-
vion as definad in the texts is
used in a wide sense and means
the science or art of understande
ing and preserving life. Broadly
speaking”it is divided into two
sections: preventive medicine
and hygiene: and curative medi-
tine and surgery.

Ite origin dates back to Vedic
times. We fiod mantion in the
Vedas of the Tridhatav or Tri-
dosh theory, and severn] other
forms of treatment current to
the present day. The great
works of Charak and Sushruta
which were compiled in the pres
Buddhistic period had eight
divisions of Ayurvedic medicine
end surgery, which are enumer-
ated ip “Sushruta Sambhita” as:
“Shalys" — Surgery end / Mid-
wifery; “Shalakya”—Surgery of
eye, ear, nose and throat;
“Kayachilitsa”” — Practice of
medicine  includiog materia
wedica, health and bygiene;
“Bhatavidya” — Treatment of
mepfal diseases including o
catled obsession; “Kaumara-
bhritya”—Treatment of child-
ten; “Apadtentra”—Treatment
of all poisons iocluding spake
bite, rabies, etc; "Rasayana—
General treatment for the res.
toration of henlth ond attaine
ment, of longivity, includiog
prevestive medicince; 'Vajee.
baran" Sexual hygiene and
treatment of sexual diseases,

At first there were two schools
—the school of physicians and
the school of surgeons. It was
aiter a time that specinlisation
took [place. Out of the eight
divisions which came into vogue,
six have counterparts in the
Western system of medicine snd
wrgery, But the specialisation
in the last two subjects ie.
"Rasayaoa’ and *Vsjeekaran,”
the importance of which is just
coming ito promicence, goes to
the credit of Ayurveda.

(Though neglected and discouraged duriog India’s sube
jection to foreign rule, the Ayurvedic and Unani systems of
medicine in India are still popular and they attend to more
than 8o per cent of the needs of the people, particularly in
.the rural areas. A study of Ayurveda reveals that as far back
as the Vedic period, treaties were written on medicine, ana-
tomy, gyneecology and surgery. The human body was dise
sected and attempts made to understand the functions of im.
portent orguns. About the begioning of the Christian era
Ayurveda bad resched its spogee and bad spread far and wide
influencing deeply the systems of medicins in Egypt, Greece,
Rome and Arabia. Naturally the system, with so rich a fund
of experience and still populer in the couatry, was bound lo
receive attention from the Indian Government,
committee to essess nod evaluate the present status of Ayur-
vedic system of medicine was appointed by the Government
of India under the Chairmanship of Dr, K, N, Udupa.)

“Yaotras' or non-cutting inetrus
mests apd “Shesteas™ or cu ting
instruments. The former were
divided into six groups, each
group coosisting ol pumerous
Dinds of instruments named
according to the mechasical
principles on which they works
ed. The cuttiog instcuments
were equally many, Besides
these there were needles, splints,
knives and other ipstruments
for operation, Various surgical
operstions also —major  &ad
minor — have been described in
ancient works, These include
Laprotomy, Lithotomy, Ampu-
tation, Embryotomy' and Tre-
phioing. Various Kinds of ban-
deging too bave been described
by Susbruta.

There are some works on
Tozicology still existiog in
8outh Indie. in Malabar I found
some very useful and vajugble
works on animal, vegetable and
mineral poisons and their trest.
ment, On sexalogy tr0, there
are quits a number of works in
Ayurveda.

There wes a time when in
India, not only every physician
but also every hoooured scholar
had & clear grasp of snatomy
and pbhysiology. We fiod a lot
of discussion on anatomy in the
Vedas. ,There is no doubt that
the discourses are very crude
but occasionally we find en
anatomical truth unknown even
to the West,

A physicisn or surgeon could
not practice without having
dissected a human body. Charak
says that only he who under.
stood human acatomy clearly
was able to dive deep into the
functions of the bumsn body
and be alone could be called a
mester of Ayurveda, Bushruta
says “you must not depend on
books alone for koowing the

body; dissect the human bedy
and dispel your doubts,"

Theory Or Tridosh

The Ayurvedic Physician bes
lisves that all physiological
functiony ars controlled by threo
principles — “Vayu” or the
motive or dynamic principle,
“Pitta" or the principle of heat
peneration and * Kapha' or the
principle of cooliog or preserving
the body.

"Vayu" is in fact the principle
of motion sod multiplication,
It is born withthe first cell,
which when impregoated with
life begins to divide and hecome
gradually organised through an
inberent force. This force is
known as “Voyu"—ibe vital
force {or cell force, It creates
blood vestels, lymphatics and
nerves and parvades a complex
orgapism,” The inhetent force
manifests its:1f later on in highe
er avolutions ms nerve structures
and &y nerve force, The original
meaniog of “Vayu” is not nerve
force but cell force. Whenever
there is a liviog cell, there must
ba this cell force. A man, for
iostance, grows s tumor, It
becomes graduslly organised,
Blood vessels grow into it,
perves spread io it gradually,
1f it comes in contactj with a
hard substance, a hotny growth
takes place on it. [tis the cell
force or rather correlated cell
force or vital force which guides
all these processes. Thip is
“Vayu." Hence “Vayu” is not
wind or gas ms some people
suppose it to be.

“"Vayu” accordiog to Charab
jg the farce that holds all the
functioos of the bcdy in equilie
brium. It maonifests itself in
different nerve centres that canry
sensations, control motion, diges-
tion, circular and glandular
activities, It acts also io the

processess of intellection and
feeling, Such a conception of
“Vayu" is not incompatible with
noy of the teachings of modern
physiology.

Pitta, the second principle,
generates and Reeps up the heat
of the body. It manifests itself
in different forms and in differ-
ent chemical activities—mainly
digestion and amimilation. 1t
prepares, the material to be
absorbed, metabolises the nour-
ishment that is absorbed into
the body, It Leeps up ths equi-
librium of heat and combustion
and on the mental side prepares
the field for the perception of
the light stimuli. The Ayur-
vedis believe that at the end of
the retina a chemical process
takes place by which the image
is imprinted for the time heing
on the white sutface; In Weste
ern physiology, it is the photo-
chemical sustance, We call it
*Alochak Pitta.” The metabols
ism that occurs i the skin aod
musgcles is also attributed to
Pitta. In one word it is the
substainiog “Fire"—a; the anciu
eots called it, guiding all the
metabolic activities of the body.

“Eaphn,” the cooling or pres
servative acts like water in the
water jacket of the jnterpal
combustion engine. It keeps
the body cool by giving normal
secretions which are praserva-
tive, Italways keeps secreting
a cooling or mucous substance
io the mouth, in the respiratory
passage, in the eyes, in the
stomach and in the joints.
Wherever thete is friction and
wheaever there is heat produc.
tion there is the ptinciple manis
festiog itself in the secretion of
preservative fluids,

When oneof these principles
is disturbed—for instance “Vaw
yu,” the subject finds that there
is either general nervous debil.
ity or bigh nervous tension, In
the first caze he finds himself
weab and waning. He finds
his digestion below par, He
finds his general and menta]
nctivity getting low. He i g
case of neurasthania or pervoug
debility, The Ayurvedists call
it “Vayu Kshya” (the waning of
“Vayu") or a case where the
normal function of "Vayu™ is
below par. Take another case
—say one of Hysteria, A woman
gets violent contractions of the
muscles of ber hands and feet,
She gets crampr, She gots fits.
These aro all manifestations of
“"Vayovridhi” (the nyper funce
tioning of Vayv). In such a case
the normal functions are some.
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times so accentuated that the
patient is able to hear the
doctor coming even from hune
dred yards away,

When “Pitta® is disturbed,
what happens? The subject feels
heat all over the body; he feels
burcing wensation in his eyes
and i his hands and feet, His
digestion is upset. He would
be sacreting a greater quantity
of acid in the stomach than is
pecessary, and olso a larger
amount of bile,

In the whole system there
would be evidence of over-fune-
tioning of “Pitta” and conses
quently increased combustion
creating greater hunmger and
thirst. Usually, the Ayurvedic
Physicians instead of treating
this or that symptom treat the
damaged principle; They try to
bring about an equilibrium of
that principle in the body.

A
man catches cold. What hap-
pens? He finds his pasal mucous
membrances secreting mote than
is necessary, The mouth is full
of saliva. The stomach daes not
fuaction properly snd becomes
full of mucous. The joints be-
come stiff with increased synoe
vin. These are all manifesta-
tions of *Kapha” accentuatad,
He is treated with medizines
which will have a direct effect

on that prigeiple and the symps -

toms at once disappeet,

The whole of Ayurvedic Ma«
terin Medica depends’ on this
theory.” When it is said that a
substance is “Vayu Nashab" it
means that whenever there is
hyper functioning of “Vayu,” it
will reduce it and make it res
sume its normal state, If it is
said that s substance is “Pitta-
ghoa it does mot mean that
it DBills bile or the digestive
secretions. It means that It
reduces the higber functioning
of Pitta and naturally gets
equilibrivra established. There
are many other phmmacologi’cal
idens expresied in such terms.

NATAL CANE GROWERS DISCUSS
SHORTAGE OF LABOUR

Jay 1911

{ From The Indian Opinion, May 13, 1911)

AT a meeting of the Natal
Sugar Asgoointion, held in Dar-
ban on the Oth instant, the
raport of the Tabour Committes
whioh ocontains the following
recommendations, was oconsider=
ed i—

That all engagementa to laboar
made with natives and Indians
shonld be in the form of oonv
traots, made hefore a magistrate,
a J.P., a commissioner of oaths,
a gommissioned cfficer of police,
or gome other peraon appointed
by the Government.

That any native, being onable
to pay any olaim for money,
&o., hall on jndgment being
given against him, be appren=
ticed by the magistrate t0 any
peraon the magistrate may at
his digoretion allot him. ~The
rate of wages to bo fixed by the
magistrate and the length of
apprenticeship to be equal o
the amonat of the debt, with
costs, Any native may appren-
tice hig ohild or ward, belng
under 18 years of age, for aoy
term not erceeding three years,

Thitja native labour assoocias
tion be formed in Natal,and it is
soggested that the working of
puoh a boresu might be under-
taken by the Indian Immigra~
tioa Trost Board.

2 Ia the oase of Indians
coming from soother eafate to
re-indentare, thege to be offered
a less wage, to be agreed on by
this Association.

This will stop reeruiting from
ontside your own estate, and we
wonld suggest the wage to be
not more than 253 with single
ration, or witk donble rations
the wage lo be mot more than
22, 6d. i,0 for Indians coming
from eslates to re.indenture.

Mr. Gondelfioger thought a
great prinoiple had been snggests
ed In regord to the formation of
b native Jabonr burean, and ree
ferred to the W\N.L:A. ond the
Rhodeslan Labonr Assoclation,
and the large work whioh was

dons by these Assooiationf.
Referring to indentured Indians
in the Province, he said that the
greater partof them would re-
main here, and he suggested
that they shonld be more em-
ployed in tagk labour, and offered
inducements to a greater amonnt
of work during 8 working day
than was at present the oave. He
believed that by these means
the value of the indentnred
Indians in the Province could
be inoreasad by 20 per cent,

The Cheirman said that on
meny eatates Indiane were offcte
ed inducements to do extra
work. Other influences were,
however, working to assiel them.
Arrangements were now being
made with a certaln nomber of
Indiane to grow oane for the
sagar mills, whilst many were
reindentnring st the pregent
lime, having recognised that it
was impossible to grow mealies
on the coast and make it pas.
One oould not hurry these
things. The W.N.L.A, tock
many yearg before it was pro-
perly established. They oould
not do the same in a few monthe.

The Chairman moved that the
ropart be approved, and that it
be referred baok to the sob-
Committee to dralt proposals for
the establishment of a burean.
Ha pointed ont that they had a
promise from Mr. Smuts tha!
he would #end down 300 boys
from Nyamsland oo trial, and
there were other sohemes afoot,
with which there wan daoger of
clashing So he said this was the
best way of desling with the
matter.
