Fish Meal To East
Germany

A more successful stepping-up
of trade with the communist
world occurred in October or
November of 1960, Without any
publicity the chairman of the
South African Fish Meal Pro-
ducers’ Association went to East
Germany and negotiated a deal
with communist East Germany.

Part of the late 1960 and 1961
ptoduction of South African and
South West African fish meal
(dried, powdered fish) was sold
to East German buyers for
R2,000,000 (£1,600,000),

The deal was all the more
favourable to South African ex-
porters because there is a world
glut of fish mzal, which is used
principally in stock feeding,—

“JALLIA

NWALA”

NEW DELHI (By Mail)—A £69,375 column of redsione re-
presenting a flaraiog torch and standing 45 feet bigh has been
built as a memorial in Jallisuwala Bagh, Amritsar, to the 379 people

who fell to the bullets of General

Dyer's troops 42 years ago, The

memorial, christened “Flame of Liberty" was unveiled by President
Rajendra Prasad, on Aprit 13, the 42ad anniversary of the massacre.
In addition to the well in the Bagh (park) the bullet marks on the
high walls skirting the scene of the tragedy have been preserved. .

Touching scenes were witness-
ed ag the President, accompanied
by Prime Minister Nehtu, who is
chairman of the Jallianwals Bagh
Memorial Committee, braving
the sain and wadiog through mud
and slush, weat to the Martyrs
\Well and placed a wreath, About
123 flecing persons had fallen in
this well and lost their lives in
the stampede at the time of the
firing.

45ft, Column

Built at a cost of £69,375, and
designed by Mr, B. Polk, an
American architect, assisted by
the Indian architect Mr. T R,
Mohindru, the 45ft, bigh red-
stone memorial column repre-
sents a flaming torch.

In conformity with the solemn -
ity of the occasion, the widows
and descendants of the martyrs
had been invited to the function

Besides the Martyrs” Well, the
Memorial Trust Committee has
preserved the marks of bullets on
the high walls skirting tbe 2,400
sq. yard sceme of the tragedy,
These bullet marks are tow pro-
minently marked out by wooden
frames, The memorial took four
years to complete,

Iaviting the Presiden’ to unveil
the memorial, Prime Minister
Nehru said that the memorial
reminded people of the basic
necessities of unity and emotiona|
integration and malntenznce of
freedom, If they kept this ideal
before them and subordinated all
thelr sclfish interests to natiomal
unity, no foreign power could
cast an evil eye on India.

Mr, Nebru said that the memo.
rial had not been raised out of
enmity towards anybody, but the

main consideration was (o 'p:r-
petuate th: memory of those
martyrs who had shed their blood
jointly and shewn the way to
freedom. The memorial, Jhe
added, also reminded them of
the days when the country had
not been partitioned and all.
sections of the people—Hindus,
Muslims Sikhs and Christians—
bad struggled unitedly for its
liberation,

Mr. Nehru said that the bullets
of General Dyer did not discri-
minate between Hindus and
Muslims. The result was that

Tore Up
L1815 Cheque

PRESIDENT PRASAD on
April 13 received 70-year-old
Rattan Devi, whose husband,
Chaudhari Chayju Bhagat, was
among the 379 killed in the
Jallianwala  Bagh firing on
April 13, 1919,

Mrs Rattan Devi was pre-
sented with a cheque for £1,875
by the British Deputy Commis-
sioner of Amritsar as compensa-
tion for her husband’s death.
She refused to aceept any com-
pensation and tore up the cheque
in the presence of the Deputy
Commissioner.

President Prasad had  ex-
pressed his desire to see Mrs
Rattan Devi, He asked her
how she had brought up her
children and what thep were
doing.  The interview lasted
about 15 minutes,

HE whole of South Africa is a fear-stricken coun-
DI:[Q try. And this includes the ruling Whites. On the
surface there seems to be 2 calm but underneath
large variety of fires is smouldering: White fears Black,
Black fears White; and within the Blacks, sections fear one
another in spite of the concord which exists at leadership
and party levels. All this is due to the policy of Apart-
heid followed by the Government and the manner in
which ‘granite’ steps have been taken in recent times to
enforce and brace up Apartheid.

Because the White man in the country fears the
Black man he is taking all kinds of measures to protect
himself, He is developing Bantustans and Group Areas;
instituting job-resetvations and creating a dictatorship
which, he hopes, will permanently entrench him, All this,
of course, arises out of fear, Unfortunately these steps
will not protect him permanently. They will only lead to
his destritction and, initially, to the destruction of those
who will break down these protective measures, It is
tremendously tragic for civilisation in South Africa that

" the ruling Whites of the country have lost all sense of
teason, proportion and balance. Every step they are
taking to protect themselves against the Blacks will ulti.
mately irecoil against them, They build with hate and
unless there is a radical change in the philosophy of the
Black people of this country they will reap in hate. They
are in the particularly uncomfortable position of someone
riding a tiger...he cannot hope to dismount,

‘While the White man fears the Black man and is
taking steps to protect himself; within the community of
Black people in this country there are tensions and fears,
Superficlally, at the level of leadership and parties it
would appear—rather it is made out—that there is accord

of purpose, object and action. Unfortunately this is not

really true. It is an over-simplification of the situation,
The Coloured man is not altogether certain that the Affi-
can wants him and will allow him a place in the South
African sun when he comes into his own; the Indian is
afraid of both the groups for both claim that he §s a
foreigner. And whatever might be claimed by African
leadership it is the ordinary mass of African people whom
| the ordinary mass of Indian people fears, In any ex-
1 plosion between White and African the Indian will haye
no time to decide which side he will choose he will be
' caught in the cross-fires. Although some Indian leaders——
* having, in uny,case. no substantjal following—claim that
the Indian people are one with the African people the
position is not so simple. The Indian people, really are
nowhere, Their numbers are too small for any one to be
interested in their§upporl.

A_T the end of the year 1945, there weee 50 nations in mem-

bership of the United Nations A picture of that member.
ship cin be derived from the following table Member nations
are grouped geoprapbically for convenience, beginning on the
American continent and moving east wards to Western and Eastern
Europe, to the Middle East, Asia and Australasia and concluding
with the cootinent of Africa. These groupings are mot to be
taken 5 necessarily implying political affiliations. A further
classification of member nations is adopted in the table by dividing
the nations according to size of population. Apain, the size of a
country’s population is not necessarily a ineasure of its political
iofluence in the world, and in the United Nations each member
state has one vote whatever be its papulation.

Under British rule equal
opportunities were given to all
inhabitants without discrimina-
tion of race, religion, caste or
colour, The idesl of true nae
tionelism without oy rece or
religious bias wae fostered by
the British in keeping with
their form of democracy. The
Ceylon Tamils, led by the Jafina
Asyociation, were in the fores
front in the fight for coostitu-
tiooal reforme and sell-govern~
ment which the British en-
couraged taking pride in the
fact that they were gradually
making the patives fit for demos
cratic  sell-goverment. With
the grant of independence it
was hoped a united Ceylonese
pation will be evolved on sound
national and democratic lines
with Sinhalese, Tamil and
Eaglish as national languages.

the “Uniting for Peace’* resolution which has brought onto the
floor of the General Assembly many of the matters previously
reserved to the Security Council.  The effect of this has been to
deprive the great powess of some of their capacity to centrel the
more important actions of the UN, In his report to the General
Assembly in September, 1960, the Secretary-General, Mr, Ham-
mersjold, conceded that 1t {s extremely difficult for the United
Nations to excrcise an influence on problems which are clearly and
definitely within the orbit of present day conflicts between power
blocs” but maintained that *'conflicts arising within the non.
committed areas offer opportunities for solutions which avoid an
agpravation of the big power differences and can remain un.
influenced by them.” Esamples of actions to this end are the
U.N. preseace in the Near East (UNEF) and in the Congo, as
well as the the extension of ‘quiet diplomacy’ by the Secre'ary
Gegeral. The USSR has challenged such development, in pro-
posing a teorganization of the Office of Secretary General as a
committee of three bound by a rule of unanimity, In reply, the
Secretary General pointed out that the maintenance of the effeetive-
ness of the United Nations has now become a special interest of
the smaller nations who laok to it for protection from involvement
in the conflicts of the great powers.

(7 Christiana may ee in these developments both positive
and negative faotors, Ino eo far sg the United Nations develops g
charaoter whioh resiats the rigid polarisation of the world into
two camps, and is capable of bringing some degres of objectivity

the following humble repre=
sentation regarding the grieve
aoces of the Indian Colonists
residing jn this Province,

2. Your Memorialists have
read with satisfaction the cors
respondence issued recently in
the Transveal, announcisg the
temporacy arrangement that has
been eesived at between Indian
residents of the Transvaal and
the Ugnion Governments Your
Memorialists venture respect-
fully to remind you that the
painful struggle that has been
catried on during the last four
years by the Transval Ladians
has heen watched with the
clogest interest and the utmast
sympathy by the Indians of
this Province, who have given
it moral and matetial support.
The Indinps of Natal have
cordially shared the determina-
tion of their Transvaal brethren
to offer the utmost fesistance to
legislation differentiatiog against
Iadians os b 1ace, and they will
await the fulfilment ol the
official undertading of the
Upion Government to substitute
for the present racial Immi-
gration Law of the Tranevanl a
measure applyiog legally to all
saces nlike, and the repeal of
the Trapsvaal Act No. 2 of
1907, except for the preservas
tion of the r.ghts of minors, in
the mext session of the Union

Parliament,

3. Your Memorialists desire
respectiully to express grave
apprehension, however, regard-
ing the General Immigration
Bill that they understand is to
ibe iotroduced into the Union
Parliament next session, as they
have reason to believe that an
attempt will be made to curtail
the exiiting rights of the Na al
Indiags commuaity, Your Me-
morialists respectiully venture
to urge that His Majesty's Gov-
ernmeat will most carefutly
watch the progress of Immi-
gration legislation in South
Alfrica witha view to the presers

vation of rzisting Indian rights,.

especially the rights of entry
into this Province of the wives
and minor children of domiciled
Indiact, and to receive certifis
cates of domicile s matter of
right where claimants can
prove statutory domicila to
the satislaction of the Migiiter,
Your Memoralists respectfully
remind you that the present
Natal Immigtation Laws define
the duration of residence within
the Province constituting domi-
cile, but that the Unicn Immi-
gration Bill that has just been
withdrawo cootains no defini-
tive provision. In order, there-
fore, to aveid arbitrary adminise
trative aclion, resulting in the
unsecestary arousing of ill-
