E have referred in these columns many times
W to the fact that the Indian community does not

have competent and effective leadership to
handle its day-10-day problems. The Natal Indian Con-
gress is committed to a policy in which it is not possible
for it to attend to various problems which rise daily in
the lives of the Indian people of this province, It is
wedded to the more spectacular pastime of issuing press
statements and commenting on politics at the national
level. It does not seem to have the personnel to deal
with the immediate matetial requirements of the Indian
community. Nor does the Natal Indian Organisation
seem to be able to grapple with the difficulties which be-
set the [ndian people every day. Ifitis doing anything
it certainly is not doing this publicly.

The early history of the NIC was far different from
what it has been in the last decade and a hall, There
was a time when the NIC attended to all the problems
of the community. It was not pre-occupied with politics
only. It attended to the educational, .civic, social, re-
creational and cultural needs of the community.  So did
the NIO when it succeeded the NIC. Now, however
there is no organisation to attend to the needs of the
Indian people at a provincial level. The Durban Com-
bined ;\.atepay:rs' Association is deing valuable work in
the field of negotiation in the matter of Group Areas.
Granted that the Indian people need the franchise,
granted that they oppose heart and soul the Group
Areas Act, granted that they demand equality of
treatment for all jraces, there are, nevertheless, many
problems which require negotiation and consultation,
Roads in Indian areas are sadly neglected by local
authorities and unless an approach is made the neglect
continues. The NIC and the NIO do not have the
time to take up these matters but still they must
be attended to. Indian education in Natal is reach-
ing a point of crisis; many perturbing developments are
taking place but neither, the NIC nor NIO are aware of
this. Indians require civic and recreational amenities
and none of these will come automatically, at least not un-
til the millenium arrives,

Indian groups in different parts of the province are
tolerating whatever a local authority does, or does not do.
Large Indian areas are badly lighted, serviced by poor
sanitation and suggestions of roads, Footpaths grow
wild with giass and roads remain unattended to, A com-
plaint by a citizen or two does not merit any attention by
the local authority concerned and the Indian peeple have
resigned themselves to this state of affairs. They have
been rebufied so many times that they do not even com-

KAMBAN IN ENGLISH

"PHE Ramayana is one of In-
dia's two preat mational epics (the
other being the Bhagavad-Gita.
It is 2 book which is universally
read with ceverence throughout the
length and breadth of India, and
it is at the root of Indian culture,

There are thany veesions of
this book, for every language in
India has its own, The three
most famous, bowever, are the
original Sanskrit Ramayana attri-
buted to Valmiki, the 16th Cen-
tury Hindi version by Tulsidas,
and the 9th Century rendering by
Kamban, one of the greatest
classic poets in the Tamil lan-

' guage. i

Part of this last poem, the
Ayodhya Canto, has just appeared
in an English version by Sri
Chakravarti Rajagepalachari, for-
mer Governor-General of India
and chief minister of the State of
Madras, and one of the leading
contemporary writers in the Tamil
language. The translation was
made at the instance of the
Sahitya Akademi (the Indian
National Academy of Letters) and
the book is part of the Indian
series of the Unesco Collection
of Representative Works.

The Ayedbya Canta is probably
the finest part of Kamban’s great
classic, and it is certainly the
most dramatic chapter of the
Rama legend, It tells of Rama's

exile in the forest, ousted by the
scheming of Kaikeyi, his father's
yousnger wife, who wishes to
instal ber son Bharata as prince
regent, and of Bbarata's jgrief
when this is discovered, and of
the brother's reunion,

Said Rama softly to bis brother;

‘If the river fails and the fields

wither away,

Blame we the stream

For what the heavens bave

brought about?

Put it not on the king nor

blame

Her who was like a mother all

these years.

Blame not ber son either; far

off iz the cause

plain but they forget that the price of liberty is eternal
vigilance. There was a time when the NIC and the
NIO took up all these matters but now other problems
éccupy their time and attention. It is in this situation
we, therefore, suggest that a strong Indian Civic Asso-
ciation be formed to cater for the Indian people on a pro-
vincial basis, It should have local bodies in all the
places where Indians live and should have as its aim
attention to the educational and civic needs of the people.
It should devote its energies to the improvement of the
condition of the Indian primarily in relation to local
authorities. Indians are ratepayers, They are, how-
ever, not represented on these authorities and so they
should organise some media for a group approach to a
lacal aithority for attention to roads, street lights and
"samitation. A Natal Indian Civic Association will have
the impress of a provincial status and should be able to
obtain some amelioration in the day-to-day condition of
the Indian people.

Reproduced below are: (3) An account by Webb Miller of
8 march to the salt pans organised by Gandhiji and (z) an
account of a non-violent demonstration in Bombay written by
Negley Fareon, for the “Chicago Daily News.

In 1930 the Government of India prohibited the people of
Gujerat from jmakisg salt from the sep—something which
they had doae for numberless years without let or hindrance.
Gandhiji rtepped into the situation and called on the people
to get their salt from the salt pans, irrcspective of the cor-
sequences. Miller's account of the events was published in

The book,

"Much of the time the stolid
Surat police teemed reluctant to
strike. It was poticezble that
when the officers were occupied
on other parts of the line the
police slaclened, only toresume
threateniog and beating when
the officers appeared egain. 1
53w many instances of the vols
unteers pleadiog with the police
to join them,

"At otber times the police
became apgered, whereupon the
beating would be done earnestly.
During several of these incidents
I saw the pative police delis
berately kick lying or sittiog
voluoteers who refused to dise
perte. And I saw several ige
stancer where the police vicious.
ly jabbed sittiog volunteers in
the abdomen with the butt eed
of their lathj...

“Once I saw a native polices
man in aoger strike a half-sub-
merged  volunteer who had
already been struck down into
a ditch and was clinging to the
edge of the baok, This incident
caused great excitement among
the volunteers who witnessed it,

"My reaction to the scenes
was of revulsion akin to the
emotion one feels when seeing a
dumb apimal beaten—partly
noger, partly bumiliation, It
was to the description of these

sreactions that the Bombay cen-
sorship  authorities objected
among other things,

“In fniraess to the sutborities
it must be emphasized that the
Congress volunteers were break.
ing laws or attempling to brask
them, and that they repeatedly

refused to disperse and attempt-
ed to pull dowo the entangles
ments with ropes, and that the
volunteers seemed to glory in
their injuries,

“In eighteen years of report-
ing in twentystwo countries,
during which I have witoessed
innumerable civil disturbance,
tiots, street fights and rebellions,
I bave oever witnessed such
harrowing scenes 'as at Dharas
sans, The Wegtern mind can
grasp violence returned by
violeace, can undezstand a fight,
but is, I found, perplexed and
baflled by the sight of men
advacciog coldly and delibers
ately and submitting to beatiog
without attempting defence,
Sometimes the scenes were so
painful that I hed to turn nway
momentarily,

"Oue surprising feature was
tbe discipline of the volunteers,
It seemed they were thoroughly
imbued with Gindhi's non-
violence creed, and the leaders
coastantly stood in front of the
ranks imploring them to remems
ber that Gandbi's soul was with
them.”

(7) Will edueated Asiatios who
are registered residents be oom-+
pelled to give finger prints or
thombprite?

Answer ; No.

{8) Will counsciantions objeo
tora or well-known Asiatics be
gimilarly eXempt?
