peace was dependent on universal
respect for human rights and fun­
damental freedom.

She quoted from the resolution,
stressing that peace could not
be secured solely by collective
security arrangements. but that
genuine and lasting peace de­
pended also upon the observance
of all the principles and purpose~

of tbe Charter, especially upon
respect for human rights.
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Group Areas Act
)las. Pandit detailed the pro­

visIons of the Group Areas Act,
and showed how they ;Jf[ected
the Indian community.

"In a group area assigned to
a non-Indian group, say a \Vhite
group, Indiaos cannot in future
acquire any property.

"If 30 Indian cwns property
in such an area, when it is de­
clared a group area, for Whites,
he can s.1I it to a \Vhite person,
or hold it until his death, when
it will have to be sold to a White
person orly, the Det procuds
going to his heirs," she said.

All Indians, mdividU<lls or com­
panies, must cease occupation in
the area on its conversion into a
group area for White persons.
This was irrespective of whetber
tbe property was owned by such
Indians or not. Tbis involved
vacation not only of all residen­
tial accommodation but also of
business premises on which In­
dians conducted business.

The value of property owned
by Indians had fallen steeply on
the passing of the Act, she said.
European~ had already begun to
make inquiries regarding the sale
of exi.>ting Indian busiDesses, in
expectation that they would have:
to be wound up.

"This is ihe threat facing the
Indian and African communities
in South Africa today. Tbere is
an incorrect belief that what is
now happening is only the con­
tinuation of difficulties com­
plained of in the past.

"In actual fJct, it should be
realised tbat what is now being
attempted is a complete degrada­
tion of tbe indigenous and Indian
population and an early extinc­
tion of the latter . S.A.P.A.

Despitt tilt Universal feeling
that the round-table conferrnrt
bad been sabotaged by the Group
Areas Act,.said Mrs. Pandit, the
Indian Government had first
asked that the Bill b~ held up,
pendiDg the results of the pro­
posed round table conference.

They had ureed that the round
table conference should be con­
vened immedute1y, and not in
October or November, 1950,
which would clearly be afler the
Bill became law.

The only reaction, she said,
was that on May 26, the Prime
Minister, Dr. Malan, moved the
application of the guillotine,
limitiog tne second reading of the
Bill to 22 hours :lnd all st;Jges to
52 hours.

It was only after the !:lilure of
the Indian Republic's attempts to
hold the conference before thc
enactment of the Bill that the
Indian Republic's Government
informed the Union Government
that tbey had decided not to p.1r­
ticipate in thc round table C,JD­
ference.

It is, of course, essential that
the bowels should be kept open
with enemas and that the patient
should remain flat in bed. Wben
diphtheria is bad, so mucb
poison gets into the system that
there is grave danger of heart
failure even from sucb slight
effort as trying to sit up.

Fortunately, the p3tient's throat
is usually too sore to permit
swallowing food, and under no
circumstances should solid food
be given until the case clears up.
Beef tea, cWcken broth, or any
flesh preparations should also be
avoided absolutely. To give such
stuff to .. diphtheria victim is
like pouring not oil but petrol 00

to a fire. Tbe patient's strength
will be kept up far better by
giving fresb raw vegetable juices
which wilt 'also act as medicines
at tbe same time. The best of
these are (1) a mixture of raw
carrot juice and raw spinach juice;
(2) a mixture of raw carrot juice,
raw celery juice and raw spinach
juice with a little raw parsley
juice added, and (3) a mixture of
raw carrot juice, raw beetroot
juice :and raw cucumber juice.

Honey and water may also be
given as a drink, to ease the pain
in the throat, and to feed the
greatly strained heart.
