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Insult To Injury

HE Minister of the Interior,
Dz. T. E. Donges, mad¢ a
statement in Durban, fecently,
while analyzing the census figur.s
that 14,000 Indians had apparent-
ly entered the Union illegally
within the last five years. How
he came to that conclusion he
alone knows. A similar statement
was made previous to that by the
Mayor of Durban, Mr. Percy
Osborn,  Both wete, however,
without any foundation. The _
only object in making those
statements, as we bave already
stated, was, quite obviously, to
poison the minds of the Euro-
pean public against the Indians,
Assuming foramoment that the
statement were true it does sot
speak very highly of the effici-
ency of a very vigilant Immigra-
tion department. It could never
bave been dome without the
wholesale connivance of that de-
partment. It is surmised that
the said Indians may have entered
by crossing over the border be-
tween the Union and the Portu-
guese territory. It takes some
‘thinking as to how even that
could be possible, for they would
have first had to go to Lourenco
Marques or Beira by boat and a
thorough examination of every
passenger takes place at both these
Perts by the Immigration authori-
ties.
But this libellous hoax had
to be promptly corrected and so
the public is now told that an in-
vestigatiop followed Dr. Donges’s
statement and a novel theory has
been found that Indians born and
domiciled in the Union go outside
the Union to get married and
bring their wives and children 1o
“this country. We do not see
much difference in bringing their
wives from outside the Union or
marrying within  the Union.
Children would be produced both
ways. At any rate a compara-
tively small percentage of Indians
domiciled in the Union do go

outside to get muarried aund they
do not do so with the inten-
tion of increasing their num-
bers in this country but because
they cannot find suitable brides in
accordance with their social and
religious customs in this country.
And if young men go out to fetch
their brides to this country young
women born in this country
go out of this country for
good, since, under the Immigra-
tion laws they cannot bring
their husbands, who are not
domiciled in thit country, or
their children to this country.

Theu assuming these people were

prevented by law from going
outside the Union to seek brides,
what would happen? Tmmorality
would increase, lives of the people
concerned would be ruined and
a bastard race would be in the
making. Is this what any good
government would seck to achieve?
This is what the present Govern-
ment is  apparently  seeking
to achieve by its piated
amendment to the Immigrants
Regulations Act of 1913, Wil
democracy loving civilised White
South Africa allow such a thing
to happen? -

Indians are surrounded by
all  kinds  of * restrictions.
Whatever may appear on the
surface it has béen proved by
eminent research workers that
over seventy per ceat of our
people are living below bread
line. The ooly place they cao
look 1o for their culture is India.
That w00 is denied them . since
1913, because no new Indian can
enter the Union, Apartheid laws
in this country preclude them
from coming in contact with rhe
European chslem) culture. So
they have, as it were, to stew in
their own juice and imbibe only
the rotienness of the Western
culture. And now it is contem-
plated to interfere even in their
private lives! It is an insult to
injury which no person with a

‘power.

. reason with all

spark of self-respect in him could
or should tolerate.

There are only two alterna-
tives for the Indians in South
Africa, .Either to fight courage-
ously unto death against the evil
and thus show their worth to the
civilised world or run away from
this country like cowards and earn
its ignominy. The third alter-
native is to quietly submit to all
the humiliations, in which case,
they will have remounced the
right to receive any consideration
from the civilised world and will
deserve 1o be treated as semi-bar-
barians or staves. May God
guide us all in the right direc-
tion.

Non-White Doctors At 'Last
Find House Posts

The Traosvaal Provincial Ad-
ministration has agreed to certain
proposals which will enable three
non European doctors to take up
house posts at the Baragwanath
Hospital, Johannesburg, They
will be paid at the rate of four-
fifths of the salary of European
doctors.  This means that the
three Indian doctors, who were
unable to find house jobs—a pre-
requisite for admission to. the
medical register—wil be able to
start work. Two of them have
already applied for vacancies.
The third receatly found a post
at the Bridgman Memoria] Hos-
pital, which is not run by the
provincial authorities. ‘The In.
dians graduated several monthy
ago but were debarred from
working  at  Baragwanath -—al.
though it is for non-European
patients — because European nur-
ses would have had to take jn-
structions from them. The medi-
cal superiatendent of Baragwa-
path, Dr. J, D. Allen, and the
president of the South African
Medical and Dental Counicil, Pro-
fesssor S, F. Qosthuizen, have
tried 10 find them appointments
and, have made certain sugges-
tions to the Johaunesburg Hos.
pital Board, The board approved
the suggestions and put them be-
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fore the Provincial Administra-
tion, which has now authorised
the appointments. Dr, Allen re-
ported that it would be possible
to employ the Tudian doctors in
the casualty department and to
provide them with restroom and
cloakroom facilities, separate from
the Europtan doctors. They
would also have to live out, but
would receive a living-out allow-
ance. A aon-Eutopean  sister
would be put in the casualty
department, The new arrange-
ment is tempotary, The posts
will be available for 12 ‘months,
while the Board “goes into the
whole question,” Dt K. F.
Mills, medical superintendent of
the Johaanesburg Genera! Hos-
pital, who discussed the position
with the Provincial authorities,
says the new scheme is “strictly
in accordance with the Board's
policy.” It is understood that,
from the end of this year, four or
five posts for non-Europeaas will
also  be made available at King
Edward Hospital, Durbag.

By voting as it did on the
Group Areas Act the City Coun-
cil had acknowledged that the
Act was the law of the country
but had disowned any responsi-
bility for putting it into effect,
the Town Clerk (Mr. M. B,
Williams) told the ‘Cape Argus’
in an interview. The council had
handed bach the respousibility to
the Government.

Mr, Williams said: “Nowhere
does the Act say specifically that
a Jocal authority shall take any
action or responsibility in carry-
ing out a survey or applying for
an area to be proclaimed, or
effecting any other stage of the
Act, It merely invites local
authorities to co-operate.

But if, as has been intimated
in the Government Press, an
amendment is enacted to force
local authorities to implement the
Act, it will put the council to
tremendous expense.

“Not only will survey maps
have to be drawn up, but a house-

group areas under the Act, should

Mr. W. L. Young said: “For
the Government to use the Na-
tonal Housing Commission as a
method of enforcing the Act is
most unjust.”

Mr. C. Barnett: “We should
say in effect to the Government:
You have passed the Act, you

to-h inquiry will have to be
made by municipal officials to ask
whether the occupants are White
or non-European,

“The officials will no doubr re-
ceive black eyes for thewr pains.'

He said the reason the council
wanted the Government to take
responsibility for defining areas
was that the council would other-
wise be blamed by its citizens,
Coloured or otherwise, for caus-
ing them to be uprooted from
certain areas and left to shift for
themaelves.

Local authorities were appar-
ently expected to co-operate and
take the lead, but there was
nothing to comipel them to do so.

An explanatory pamphlet from
the Land Tenure Advisoty Board
to local authorities suggested that
they were the most intimately
concerned with the implementa-
tion of the Act, and were in a
better position to assist than any-
one else.

But there was nothing to pre-
vent any number of persons
belonging to any of the groups,
or any organization, from apply-
ing for the establishment of group
areas:

Local authorities would in any
event be given an opportunity to
state their’ views on the applica-
tions, but the pamphlet said, it
was advisable for them to take
the lead and oot leave it to
private persons.

If it came to forcing occupiers
of a certain race to leave an area,
it would not be the municipality’s
responsibility.

The police and the courts were
responsible for enforcing the law
of the country.

Cape- Non-Europeans
Oppase Group Areas

Six non-European organizations
on the Cape Flats decided at a
meeting at Lansdowne to oppose
any attempt that may be made to
have the Lansdowne-Crawford-
Wetton area declared a White
area under the Group Areas Act.

The meeting was attended by
executive members of the Lans-
downe Ratepayers' Society, the
Heatherley Civic Association, the
Wetton Ratepayess’ and Tenants’
Association, the Athlone, Craw-
ford and District Traders’ Asso-
ciation, the Lansdowne Moravian
Church and the Lansdowne
AM.E. Church,

It was stated that an intensive
canvass would be made among
all non-Europeans to ensure that
no non-European would apply to
the Land Tenure Board for any
part of the area to be zoned as
Coloured, Malay, Indian or Afri-
can, or in any way to invoke the
provisiens of the Act.

A resolution opposing the
zoning of the area on racial lines
and calling people affected by the
proposal to support the campaign
was'adopted by the meeting.

GROUP AREAS ACT APPLIED TO
CAPE PROVINCE

PROCLAMATION in 2 Gov-
ernment Gazette Extraordinary
applies octupation control under

the Group Areas Act to the whole .

of the Cape Province from Oc-
tober 26, This means that from
this date no change in the racial
occiipation of any premises may
take place withaut a permit from
the Land Tenure Advisory Board,
So far occupation control has
applied only to the municipal area
of Fish Hoek. The area was
proclaimed on September 21,

Effect Of Proclamation

An  explanatory  siatement,
issued by the chairman of the
Land Teoure Advisory Board
(Mr. G. F. de V. Hugo) says that
the only control up to the preseat
exercised in the Cape was in the
acquisition of immavable property
and the control of leases between
people of different racial groups,

The control over the acquisition
of properties remains in force, but

the control of leases is now re-
placed by control of the occupa-
tion of land and premises.

The position at the moment is,
therefore, that control is beiog
excrcised over all Xransactions for
the acquisition of property be-
tween people belonging to differ-
ent racial groups and over all
changes in the group character
of the occupation of land and
premises,

Io other words, where a person
of one group occupied land or
premises on October 26, a person
of a different group may not
occupy such land or premises
without a permit.

The proclamation by which
sub-section | of section 10 of the
Group Areas Act in the Cape
was suspended for two years, and
the proclamation by which the
municipal area of Fish Hoek was
declared a specified area, are re-
pealed, says the statement.

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LEGISLATION whereby marri-

ages between a South Afcican-
born or domiciled Indian and
an Indian outside the Union will
be prevented is expected early
next year in Parliament.

MR- B. SHIVA RAO writes in

‘India ,News’ dated October
27: It is interesting to look
back a little to see how rapidly
India has enfranchised her
population. In 1921, the' total
number of voters was only about
seven million. In 1937, a pew
Constitution was devised by the
British with an electorate which
was expanded to include 35
million voters.

Now comes a permanent Con-
stitution with adult suffrage for
175 millien voters. Thus, in
‘thirty years, India’s electorates
have expanded twenty-five fold,
from sevea to 175 million vorers,
It is not only the biggest elec-
torate in the world today, but the
rate of of the el
is without a parallel, The
common man is inclined every-
where in the world to blame the
Government of the day for his
bardships and privations. He
does not have the patience or
the uoderstanding to analyse the
causes and says to himself, “for
this the Government was not
responsible because the factors
were worldwide in their reactions;
and here, the Government might
have done better.” 1t does not
happen, even in countries where
democratic ipstitutions are long
established.

“Struggle for Equality” by
P. 5. Joshi, 40 Bree Street,
Johannesburg. Pp. 304. 10/6.
8outh Africa is in ferment.
Bhe is in the midst of explosive
race tensions uoheard of in
her history. Fear has grown
that sbe will soon be split into
two hostile camps, European
and non-European, and only
a political miracle may save
her from being involved in
internecine warfare. HBr, Joshi,
Indian author snd journalist,
records here the plight of all
non-European groups, especially
the Indian, in South Africa,
and appeals in the pame of
humanity to call en immediate
halt to the perilous track of
apartheid, He marshals all

the facts to coovince South
Alfrican  berrenvolkism of the
error of its ways and relates
the mapner in which other
pations of the world bave
attempted to solve identical
problems within their borders.
Mr. Joshi dreads the con-

The Working Committee ex-
pressed its “grave concern at the
ultimatum served on ‘The Guar-
dian’ by the Minister of Justice,
under the Suppression of Come.

Contemplated Amendment
To Immigration Laws
