4 HE eyes of the world

plaint about the treatment
of Indians in the Union will
bebrought before the United
Nations sitting this time in
Paris.

S.A, Indian Question
Before U.N.O.

The General Assembly of the
United Nations Organisation on
November 13 rejected a South
African proposal to exclude from
the agenda the question of the
rights of Indians in South Africa,
‘The voting was 40 to one against
evcluding the matter.  Thete
were 12 abstentions, including
Britaic, Australia, New Zealand,
Nationalist China, the Nether-
laods and Greece. When the
issuc was raised the South Afri-
can delegate, Mr. G. P, Jooste,
said that the treatment by South
Afticz of its citizens, no matter
of what origin, was a matter in
which bis Government could not
share their authority. Mr. Jooste
taid the Assembly was not bound
by last year’s Assembly tesolution,
which said the matter should be
raised again  He was bound to
challeng?, the item because “the
right of discussion can only result
from the competence of the Or-
ganisation to concern itself with
the matter which, in our view, is
interference and intervention.” If
the item was accepted, -South
Africa’s support for the agenda
as a whole must be regarded as
subject to the reservation that it
was opposed to this item.

They need not labour uader the
fear that if such restrictions were
removed the public library or
such other public institutions
would be flooded with non-Eurd-
peans. That has not happened
all these years and it cannot now
happen if the authorities would
ounly realise that they have not
only to minisier to the needs of
two and three quarter million
White people but also of ten
million non-White. If all are
equally provided for, as they
should, and no barriers are
raised to wound the susceptibi-
lities of anyone, they will find
the non-White people to be most
law-abiding as they have always
been.

“If the authorities choose to
leave me alone as they seem to do
my campaign will not end there.
I shall contiaue it in one form
or another until the cause for
which I am fighting is vindi-
cated."”

created by legislation, it is
in the heart.
